Wellness Center

Did you know falls present a major problem in the health and independence of elders over 65? The Center
for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) states that more than one third of older adults fall each year. Of these,
20-30% will result in hospitalization from head injury or hip fracture. Many will need to spend at least a year
recovering in a long-term facility and some never return to their homes. Most falls are preventable.

As we age our balance and speed of gait decrease. WWhen we walk

too fast or when we don’t pick up our toes we put
ourselves at risk. Some senior citizens have assistive
devises such as canes or walkers that they do not
use. Some elders get very limited exercise.

The most important preventative practice, to
reduce the risk of falls, is to be active and keep
moving. Take an exercise class in the St.
Sabina Wellness Center or at a nearby gym.

Lift weights, take a Yoga or Stretch and
Strength class. These activities will
improve your balance and self-
confidence. Get your four-legged friend
out for a walk.

John 10: 11, 17-18

Giving from Your IRA

Giving from one’s IRA account is one of the smartest
ways to make a real impact for your parish. In late 2015,
Congress made this method permanent:

* What You Can Give. Contributions from traditional
IRAs.

* Age Requirement. You must be 70 1/2 years old or
older when the distribution is made.

* Directly to the Charity. Distributions must be made
directly from your IRA account to charity. Use the
diocesan Request Form.

* Professional Advice. Please consult with your tax
or legal professional.

Who benefits from this type of giving?

* Individuals who take required minimum withdrawals
and want to avoid paying tax on the distribution. Give
your Required Minimum Distribution (RMD) directly to a
qualified charity without having to report it as taxable
income. Contact your IRA administrator to learn the
amount of your RMD.

* Taxpayers who don’t itemize their deductions. An IRA
charitable transfer most benefits the nearly two-thirds of
Americans who do not itemize deductions on their tax
returns and therefore do not receive a tax benefit for
giving to charity.

* Itemizing taxpayers who've reached the charitable
giving limit. Donors who itemize their taxes are
prohibited from deducting more than 50 percent of their
adjusted gross income as charitable donations.
Donations from an IRA are excluded from this
percentage limit, allowing individuals who have reached
the 50 percent threshold to give more.

April is Child Abuse Prevention Month

In recognition of April as Child Abuse Prevention Month,
our diocese has provided the following information to
increase awareness about the prevention of child abuse.

e There are behavioral warning signs of child
abusers. Training and education help adults
recognize grooming techniques that are precursors
to abuse. Some abusers isolate a potential victim by
giving him or her undue attention or lavish gifts.
Another common grooming technique is to allow
young people to participate in activities which their
parents or guardians would not approve, such as
watching pornography, drinking alcohol, using drugs,
and excessive touching, which includes wrestling
and tickling. It is also critical to be wary of age-
inappropriate relationships, seen, for example, in the
adult who is more comfortable with children than
fellow adults.

e People can be taught to identify grooming
behavior. Grooming behavior are the actions
which abusers take to project the image that they
are kind, generous, caring people, while their intent
is to lure a minor into an inappropriate relationship.
An abuser may develop a relationship with the family
to increase his credibility. Abusers might show
attention to the child by talking to him/her, being
friendly, sharing alcohol with a minor and giving the
child status by insinuating that the child is their
favorite or special person. Offenders can be patient
and may groom their victim, his or her family, or
community for years.

Child Safety

3. After reporting to these civil and Ilaw
enforcement authorities, report suspected sexual
abuse of a minor or vulnerable adult to the
Diocesan Ombudsman, Jenifer Valenti, at
816.812.2500 or JeniferValenti@att.net, if the abuse
involves a priest, deacon, employee or volunteer
of the Diocese of Kansas City-St. Joseph.

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Reflection on the Readings

During this Easter season, we continue to look at the
Sunday readings through the lens of the psalm verses
and refrain. Psalm 22, the responsorial psalm for this
Sunday, is a perfect example of a lament psalm. All
the elements of lament are present: the cry to God, the
complaint, description of the illness and the enemies,
the expression of trust and the song of thanksgiving.
The psalm can be divided into four parts with two
parts devoted to lament (verses 2-12 & 13-22) and
two to thanksgiving (verses 23-27 & 28-32).

The first verse is Jesus’ cry from the cross in the
passion narrative: “My God, My God, why have you
abandoned me?” The psalm is used on Palm Sunday,
and it is the common psalm for Holy Week. The only
other time that the psalm is used in the Sunday
lectionary cycles in on this Fifth Sunday of Easter in year
B. It seems paradoxical that the psalm is used for Holy
Week as well as the Easter season but such is the
nature of the Paschal reality we celebrate during
these days.

While the psalm refrain for Holy Week is the cry of Jesus
from the cross, the refrain for Easter is: “I will praise you
Lord in the assembly of your people.” In other words, the
Easter season highlights the thanksgiving portions
of the psalm, while Holy Week highlights the lament
portions. The verses selected for this Sunday all
come from the thanksgiving portion of the psalm. They
constitute an individual’s hymn of thanksgiving to
God after having been delivered from distress.

In verse 26, the one delivered fulfills the vow made
to God, and does so in the midst of the believing
assembly, encouraging them to thank God for God’s
wondrous deeds of deliverance. The encouragement
to give thanks moves out from the circle of believers to
all the ends of the earth and all the families of nations.
God’s bounty, providence and care knows no bounds,
and leaves no one out. Verse 30 widens the circle of

God’s blessedness to “all .

who sleep in the earth.”
Even the dead bless and bow
Sunday, April 29

down to the Lord,
acknowledging God’s great
marvels. The psalmist extends
such acknowledgment and
praise of God to include “my
descendants,” as well as the
“coming generations” (verses
31-32). These verses end
with the exhortation to hand
down to future generations
the story of God’s

unbounded goodness and graciousness.

Psalm 22 underlies the passion narratives of the
gospel, as well as the reality of the resurrection
event. The early Christian community recognized Psalm
22 as an ideal way of understanding the suffering and
resurrection victory of Jesus. The community placed this
psalm on Jesus’ lips as the one experiencing both
terrible suffering, (the Holy Week emphasis), as well
as the victory over death resulting in jubilant
thanksgiving, (the Easter emphasis). The psalm’s
message is that, contrary to all evidence, the believer
places total trust in God, and that trust is rewarded
beyond imagining.

God does not abandon us in our struggle. With the
psalmist and the whole community of faith, let us joyfully
sing the psalm refrain, “I will praise you Lord, in the
assembly of your people.” Like the vine and branches
symbol in today’s gospel from John, those united in
trust and confidence with Jesus, bear rich fruit. The
opening verse from the second reading from 1 John
also challenges us to
bear rich fruit:
“Children, let us love
not in word or speech
but in deed and truth.”
May this Easter season be
a source of new life in the
Risen Christ, leading us to
bear much fruit. Allow the
Risen Christ to be your
source of joy, praise and
thanksgiving to God for
all the marvelous deeds
that God has done for
us.
