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This Week’s Do You Know Video: 
An integral component of the 
Lenten season is its focus on 
our baptismal commitment, 
both for those who will be fully 
initiated at the Easter Vigil as well as for all those 
already baptized either as infants or later in life. This 
week's DYK video explores the readings assigned to 
the Third, Fourth and Fifth Sundays of Lent, known as 
Scrutiny Sundays. On these Sundays, Catechumens, 
along with all the baptized, are called to scrutinize or 
examine their lives, together praying and asking God 
to lift from their lives all that would prevent them from 
fully committing themselves to Christ in carrying out 
their baptismal call. Each lectionary year highlights a 
different aspect of our baptismal call and commitment. 
Year A proclaims three readings from John's gospel, 
with strong baptismal themes of water, light and life. 
Year B readings stress another key aspect of our 
baptismal call, namely Christ's Paschal Mystery, the 
willingness to give completely of self for love of 
others. Finally, Year C readings emphasize both 
repentance and conversion as integral ongoing 
components in the lives of all the baptized. Make time 
to view this week's DYK video and explore for yourself 
how Scrutiny Sundays can enhance our 
understanding of our baptismal call and commitment.

Guidelines for Fast and Abstinence During Lent 
Abstinence: Abstinence is a penitential practice 
consisting of refraining from the consumption of meat 
and is to be observed by all Catholics who are 14 years 
of age and older. Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, and the 
Fridays during Lent are days of abstinence. 

Fast and Abstinence: In addition to abstinence, 
fasting is to be observed by all Catholics between the 
ages of 18-59 years. On days of fasting, one full meal is 
allowed. Two smaller meals, sufficient to maintain 
strength, may be taken according to one’s needs, but 
together they should not equal another full meal. Eating 
between meals is not permitted, but liquids are allowed. 
Note: If a person is unable to observe the above 
regulations due to ill health or other serious reasons, 
they are urged to practice other forms of self-denial that 
are suitable to their condition. Ash Wednesday and 
Good Friday are days of Fasting. 
 

Triduum—The Three Days 
Triduum means “three days.” The Paschal Triduum is 
the three days, counted to sunset, from Holy Thursday 
night through Easter Sunday evening. During these 
days we keep one festival, our Passover, our Easter. 
We come together with all the people of our parish, with 
all Christians in every time and place, to fast, pray and 
keep watch for the Passover of the Lord.

Did you know salad 
greens have a score? If you 
think lettuce is just lettuce, 
think again. Here’s a list of 
the top 8 greens with a 
description and countdown 

on how they made the grade. 
 

8. Iceberg—Iceberg lettuce has been the salad standby 
for years. It contains fiber, potassium, zinc, calcium, 
folate, vitamin A, and vitamin K. Iceberg lettuce has high 
water content, which is a very good thing. 
7. Arugula—Arugula is loaded with nutritional benefits 
for nearly every area of the body, from the brain to the 
liver, to skin and blood vessels. 
6. Kale—One cup of kale satisfies all your daily 
requirements for vitamins A, C and K. Kale has three 
grams of protein. It helps with regular digestion, prevents 
constipation and lowers blood sugar.  
5. Romaine—Romaine is a solid source of vitamin K and 
A, as well as folic acid. The folic acid helps keep blood 

vessels healthy and clear, which also reduces the risk of 
heart attacks and stroke. 
4. Red Leaf Lettuce—Red leaf lettuce is high in 
potassium and vitamins A and K. Regular use of red leaf 
lettuce is one of the best methods to improve overall 
health and reduce short term illnesses. 
3. Chicory—Chicory greens are a good source of 
thiamin, niacin, and zinc. Chicory is a powerful probiotic.  
Chicory helps to combat digestive and intestinal 
problems like indigestion, heartburn and acid reflux. 
2. Spinach—Spinach is a nutritional powerhouse. It’s 
loaded with vitamins, it boosts metabolism and digestion, 
and aids in the strengthening of muscles. Spinach 
provides neurological benefits and helps maintain normal 
blood pressure. 
1. Watercress—Watercress comes in with the best 
grade. It contains more vitamin C than an orange, as 
much calcium as milk and more iron than the same 
serving of spinach. Watercress is a beneficial food that is 
strong, preventive medicine when eaten daily.

Along with our students in Cinquera, 17 other 
municipalities in El Salvador have students receiving 
scholarships to attend either high school or university. At 
the scholarship retreat, there will be 2-3 students from 
each municipality come together to share their 
experiences. Our travel dates will be July 8-15, 2019.

El Salvador Scholarship Student, Yesenia 
Martha “Yesenia” Valle Rosa lives in the 
community of San Francisco Echeverria, 
in the municipality of Tejutepeque, near 
Cinquera. She is 24 years old and she 
attends the University of El Salvador 
located in San Salvador. She is currently 
is her 5th year of study and she is 
majoring in Biology. She entered the 

scholarship program in 2014 and she is expected to 
graduate in 2020. Last semester her grade point 
average was 7.1. 
 

Yesenia has classes Monday – Friday from 8:30am – 
3:40pm. She lives in an apartment in San Salvador with 
five other scholarship students. Yesenia’s family makes 
its living by farming. Her home is built of cement blocks, 
and it has a toilet, potable water and electricity.  
 

Yesenia’s father, Evaristo, is 59 years old and is a 
farmer and received a sixth-grade education. Her 
mother, Felicita, does domestic work, is 52 years old 
and received a 2nd-grade education. Yesenia’s sister, 
Ana, is 28, received a high school education and is a 
baby sitter. Her brother, Wilfredo, is 18 and is in high 
school. Yesenia’s youngest sister, Aidee, is 15 and is in 
9th grade. 
 

This year Yesenia’s community project was Prevention 
before Treatment, a program which taught adolescents 
in Cinquera about sexual education in order to reduce 
the risk of teenage pregnancies, educate about sexual 
and reproductive responsibility and raise awareness 
about sexually transmitted diseases. 
 

This past year Yesenia says that thanks to the 
scholarship program, she was able to continue her 
university studies. Since 2014, Yesenia has tried to do 
her best in her studies and in the community projects. 
She has participated in cleaning campaigns and she 
took an active role in the struggle to ban metallic mining.  
 

Yesenia’s major challenge is the violence and insecurity 
of the country due to the gang activity near the 
university. She has been a victim of robberies on the 
buses and in the businesses surrounding the university. 
She almost quit school after being robbed, but was 
determined that she needed to continue her education, 
graduate, and one day get a job to help support her 
parents. She wants to graduate so that the efforts of her 
parents and all that have donated to the scholarship 
program are not in vain. 
 

Yesenia hopes to give back to the scholarship program 
when she finds work. She wants to see it grow so more 
young people that have the dream of an education can 
enter university. She wants to continue helping her 
community, organize youth groups, and contribute to 
finding solutions for the challenges and problems her 
community faces. She wants be a part of a team that 
manages projects that encourage the sustainability of 
natural resources. She wants to be able to contribute 
financially to her family’s income so her siblings can 
continue their studies. 
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“But when they continued asking him, he straightened 
up and said to them, ‘Let the one among you who is 

without sin be the first to throw a stone at her.’  Again 
he bent down and wrote on the ground.  And in 

response, they went away one by one, beginning with 
the elders.”

When we turn to God for forgiveness, He is indeed 
gracious and merciful.

What is 
more amazing is that this all-perfect and holy God of 
ours draws so very near to us. Our sins do not drive 
Him from us, but rather to us so that He can set us 
free from them. Look carefully at Christ’s actions and 
posture in the Gospel reading as He deals with both 
the crowd of people, the Scribes and Pharisees, and 
the adulterous woman. “All the people started coming 
to Him and he sat down and taught them.” “He bent 
down and began to write with His finger.” He 
“straightened up” when He confronted the Scribes 
and Pharisees about their own sins. And he 
“straightened up” when He assured the woman that 
He did not condemn her for her past. Like a skilled 
teacher, or loving “big brother,” Christ bends down to 
where we are, He sits among us, He stands to 
confront us when needed and He stands to look us in 
the eye to remind us of our true dignity. — See more

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The theme for the Scrutiny Sundays in Lectionary 
Year C, the third, fourth and fifth Sundays in Lent, is 
one of repentance, conversion and forgiveness. The 
readings for this fifth Sunday of Lent manifest that 
theme, as well as highlight the great joy that results from 
encountering the living God. 
 

The psalm refrain is the lens helping us to unpack 
the other readings. The refrain from responsorial 
Psalm 126 echoes the great joy that results from 
being in relationship with God: “The Lord has done 
great things for us; we are filled with joy.” The 
psalm context reflects the experience of the people’s 
return from exile. Having given up hope of ever returning 
home, they are overwhelmed with feelings of laughter, 
excitement and unbelievably great joy. God is ever 
gracious, restores our fortunes, and continually 
restores hope, bringing great joy and laughter to our 
lives. 
 

In the first reading Isaiah speaks of the great things 
the Lord has done. In the context of the Jewish 
Babylonian exile, Isaiah comforts those in exile telling 
them to be faithful in their relationship with God. Our 
God knows our situation and listens to our call, ready to 
respond and do even greater things than have been 
done in the past. Isaiah reminds the people that while 
God has done great things for them in the past, it 
pales in the face of the new and great things that 
God is doing and will continue to do for the people. 
 

Our God can be relied upon and does not give up on 
us. Rather, God calls us into ever deeper 
relationship, no matter what. In that process, God 
transforms our lives and gives us the strength and ability 
to handle the ups and downs of life. God’s actions on 
our behalf do indeed fill us with joy. 
 

Paul, writing to his beloved Philippians from prison 
while facing possible exile or death, speaks of the 
surpassing joy he has found in the Lord. All Paul’s 
accomplishments that gave him 
meaning and significance pale 
in the realization of knowing 
Christ and being intimately 
connected with him. Being 
taken possession of by Christ 
sharpens Paul’s focus, enabling 
him to realize what is essential 
in life and what can be let go. 
Despite the challenges of life, 
this focus and attitude brings 
Paul great peace and joy. So 
great is Paul’s joy that he 
considers “everything as a 
loss (as so much rubbish) 

because of the supreme good of knowing Christ 
Jesus my Lord.” 
 

John’s gospel narrates the account of the woman 
caught in adultery. She is brought to Jesus by some 
of the Jewish leaders to see how Jesus would respond 
to her sinfulness. The woman has already been 
condemned by her 
accusers and is most 
likely expecting the 
same judgment from 
Jesus. Instead, 
Jesus confronts 
the accusers with 
the reality of their 
own sinfulness, 
and refuses to 
judge neither they 
nor the woman. 
 

Jesus’ challenge is to go and sin no more. What great 
joy the woman must have felt in hearing Jesus 
unexpected compassion and love. She must have 
felt such relief along with a renewed sense of new life 
and new possibilities. God does make things new, most 
especially in situations when we can’t even begin to 
imagine that anything new or positive can come from 
them. Pope Francis consistently affirms that God mercy 
and compassion are God’s identity card, often 
experienced in places and ways we least expect. 
 

As you reflect on this Sunday’s readings, call to 
mind the great things that the Lord has done for 
you. Think of times when you had given up hope 
and somehow new meaning and new life were realized. 
Be thankful for God’s great love and compassion, 
resulting in great joy and amazement for all who 
open themselves up to it.

El tema de los domingos de escrutinio en el año de 
Leccionario C, el tercer, cuarto y quinto domingos 
de Cuaresma, es el de arrepentimiento, conversión 
y perdón. Las lecturas de este quinto domingo de 
Cuaresma manifiestan ese tema, además de resaltar la 
gran alegría que resulta de encontrarse con el Dios 
vivo. 
 

El estribillo del salmo es la lente que nos ayuda a 
descifrar las otras lecturas. El estribillo del Salmo 
Responsorial 126 refleja la gran alegría que resulta 
de estar en relación con Dios: “El Señor ha estado 
grande con nosotros, y estamos alegres". El 
contexto del salmo refleja la experiencia del regreso de 
la gente del exilio. Al haber perdido la esperanza de 
volver a casa, se sienten abrumados por sentimientos 
de risa, emoción y una alegría increíblemente grande. 
Dios es siempre amable, restaura nuestra fortuna y 
restaura continuamente la esperanza, trayendo gran 
alegría y risas a nuestras vidas. 
 

En la primera lectura, Isaías habla de las grandes 
cosas que el Señor ha hecho. En el contexto del 
exilio judío babilónico, Isaías consuela a los exiliados 
diciéndoles que sean fieles en su relación con Dios. 
Nuestro Dios conoce nuestra situación y escucha 
nuestro llamado, listo para responder y hacer cosas aún 
mayores que las que ha hecho en el pasado. Isaías le 
recuerda a la gente que, si bien Dios ha hecho 
grandes cosas por ellos en el pasado, palidece ante 
las nuevas y grandes cosas que Dios está haciendo 
y seguirá haciendo por la gente. 
 

Se puede confiar en nuestro Dios y no se da por 
vencido. Más bien, Dios nos llama a una relación 
cada vez más profunda, sin importar qué pasa. En ese 
proceso, Dios transforma nuestras vidas y nos da la 
fuerza y la capacidad de manejar los altibajos de la 
vida. Las acciones de Dios en nuestro nombre nos 
llenan de gozo. 
 

Pablo, escribiendo a sus queridos filipenses desde 
la prisión mientras se enfrenta a un posible exilio o 
muerte, habla del gozo que ha encontrado en el 
Señor. Todos los logros de Pablo que le dieron 
significado palidecieron a la realización de conocer a 
Cristo y estar íntimamente conectado con él. El hecho 
de ser tomado por Cristo refina el enfoque de Pablo, lo 
que le permite darse cuenta de lo que es esencial en la 
vida y lo que se puede dejar ir. A pesar de los desafíos 
de la vida, este enfoque y actitud le brindan a Pablo una 
gran paz y alegría. Tan grande es la alegría de Pablo 
que considera "todo lo que era valioso para mí… 
sin valora causa de Cristo". 

El evangelio de Juan narra el relato de la mujer 
sorprendida en adulterio. Algunos líderes judíos la 
llevan a Jesús para ver cómo Jesús respondería a su 
pecado. La mujer ya ha sido condenada por sus 
acusadores y es muy 
probable que esté 
esperando el mismo 
juicio de Jesús. En 
cambio, Jesús 
confronta a los 
acusadores con la 
realidad de su 
propio pecado, y se 
niega a juzgar ni a 
ellos ni a la mujer. 
 

El desafío de Jesús es ir y no pecar más. Qué gran 
alegría debió sentir la mujer al escuchar la 
compasión y amor inesperado de Jesús. Ella debe 
haber sentido tanto alivio junto con un renovado sentido 
de vida nueva y nuevas posibilidades. Dios hace las 
cosas nuevas, especialmente en situaciones en las 
que ni siquiera podemos empezar a imaginar que algo 
nuevo o positivo pueda surgir. El Papa Francisco afirma 
constantemente que la misericordia y la compasión 
de Dios son el documento de identidad de Dios, que 
a menudo se experimenta en lugares y formas que 
menos esperamos. 
 

Al reflexionar sobre las lecturas de este domingo, 
recuerde las grandes cosas que el Señor ha hecho 
por usted. Piense en los momentos en que había 
perdido la esperanza y de alguna manera se realizó un 
nuevo significado y una nueva vida. Agradezca el gran 
amor y compasión de Dios, que resulta en una gran 
alegría y asombro para todos los que se abren a 
ello.
