Lenten Practices—prayer, fasting, almsgiving 
During the season of Lent, we traditionally focus on the 
three practices of prayer, fasting and almsgiving. 
Reflection booklets and other resources to aid your 
Lenten prayer are available in the gathering space. Take 
what you feel will be helpful, and please consider 
donating a dollar for each resource you take. 
To help you with the practice of almsgiving, there are 
Rice Bowls from the Catholic Relief Services available in 
the gathering space as well. Following the calendar and 
reading the stories provided help us to connect how our 
sacrifice and donations can impact the lives of others. 
 

Guidelines for Fast and Abstinence During Lent 
Abstinence: Abstinence is a penitential practice 
consisting of refraining from the consumption of meat 
and is to be observed by all Catholics who are 14 years 
of age and older. Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, and the 
Fridays during Lent are days of abstinence. 
Fast and Abstinence: In addition to abstinence, 

fasting is to be observed by all Catholics between the 
ages of 18-59 years (inclusive). On days of fasting, one 
full meal is allowed. Two smaller meals, sufficient to 
maintain strength, may be taken according to one’s 
needs, but together they should not equal another full 
meal. Eating between meals is not permitted, but liquids 
are allowed. Note: If a person is unable to observe the 
above regulations due to ill health or other serious 
reasons, they are urged to practice other forms of self-
denial that are suitable to their condition. Ash 
Wednesday and Good Friday are days of Fasting.

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“While they were eating, Jesus took bread, said the 
blessing, broke it, and giving it to his disciples said,

it, all of you, for this is my blood of the covenant, which 
will be shed on behalf of many for the forgiveness of 
sins.  I tell you, from now on I shall not drink this fruit 

of the vine until the day when I drink it with you new in 
the kingdom of my Father.’” 

Matthew 26: 26-29 
One focus of today’s Gospel is on the Lord’s humility 
throughout the Passion, not just during the Passion, 
but throughout His entire life. This was a man, yes, but 
He was also God. Yet, His love was boundless and 
His humility is so obvious. That should be our 
concentration as well, especially during this Holy 
Week we are beginning. If we can love in some small 
way as Jesus has loved us, and if we can seek and 
find even an iota of the humility He shows, we will 
indeed be on the path to holiness. — See more at

The readings for 
Palm Sunday point 
towards the 
proclamation of the 
passion. The 
readings and the 
responsorial psalm 
remain the same 

each year, while the passion 
account is from the gospel for that 
Lectionary year. This Year A 
passion narrative is taken from the 
gospel according to Matthew. As we 
begin Holy Week, we immerse 
ourselves intensely in the paschal 
mystery, the journey from life to 
death and back to new life in God. 
With Jesus we reflect on our faith 
journey to God, examining our 
willingness to be faithful to God's 
ways no matter where it leads. 
 
Jesus came to live a full human life, 
modeling for us how to be fully 
human. Accepting all of humanity's 
limitations, Jesus nonetheless lives 
a life of fidelity to God's values and 
justice. Challenging unjust systems, 
and calling for love, care and 
compassion towards all especially 
the stranger, the alien and the 
enemy, get Jesus into trouble with 
various power structures. The 
“powers that be” cannot tolerate one 
who, by word and example, 
consistently points out the grave 
injustices in their ways of operating. 
But speaking “truth to power” is 
always a very dangerous 
enterprise. 
 
However, as with the well 
trained tongue of Isaiah's 
suffering servant in the first 
reading, Jesus cannot stop 
speaking words that rouse the 
weary. In the tradition of the 
prophets, Jesus knows that 
such a life style could lead to 
death. Yet, fidelity to God's 
ways is more important than 
life itself. So, like Isaiah's 
suffering servant, Jesus 

willingly suffers rather than give up 
on God's mission. 
 
In the midst of suffering, Jesus, like 
Isaiah’s suffering servant, also 
affirms that “The Lord God is my 
help, therefore I am not disgraced.” 
This trust in the Lord leads Jesus, 
along with the suffering servant, to 
be resolute in following through with 
God’s mission and ministry, 
asserting that “I have set my face 
like flint, knowing that I shall not be 
put to shame.” 
 
Suffering does not come easy to 
anyone, including Jesus. It can bring 
doubts, despair and a strong sense 
of aloneness and abandonment. 
That is the temptation of the one 
suffering in Responsorial Psalm 
22, "My God, my God, why have you 
abandoned me?" This prayer uttered 
by Jesus on the cross expresses the 
human experience of deep suffering. 
Yet, it is also a prayer of hope, trust 
and utter dependence on God. 
 
Jesus, a faithful Jew, prays the 
communal prayer of his people 
when confronted with suffering and 
death. Even in the very throes of 
aloneness and death, Jesus still 
affirms God's presence and love, 
calling upon God and trusting that 
God is ever present and always 
faithful. Like the psalmist, Jesus can 
boldly assert that he will “proclaim 

your name to my brethren...praise 
you...fear...give glory...revere” the 
Lord no matter what befalls him. 
 
This relationship to God comes only 
from a life constantly attuned to 
God's ways and values. As the 
second reading from Paul's letter 
to the Philippians asserts, Jesus 
does not grasp on to his divinity, but 
rather empties himself, becoming 
human. As fully human, his life is 
attuned to God's ways and values. 
This "obedience" to God gets him 
into trouble, ultimately leading to his 
death on a cross. Knowing this 
eventual reality, Jesus trusts God 
enough that he is willing to accept 
death rather than violate his fidelity 
to God. Because of this, God raises 
Jesus up and offers him to all of 
creation as the model in how to live 
life and face death. Jesus is now our 
savior, the one who models for us 
what it means to live fully and to die 
in God. 
 
As we enter this holiest of weeks, 
pray to God for the grace and 
strength to learn from Jesus how to 
live fully and how to die well. Make 
time this week to reflect on how 
Jesus is your model in life as well as 
in death.

Las lecturas del 
Domingo de 
Ramos apuntan 
hacia la 
proclamación de 
la pasión. Las 
lecturas y el 
salmo 
responsorial son 

los mismos cada año, mientras que 
esta narrativa de la pasión del Año 
“A” se toma del Evangelio según 
San Mateo. Al comenzar la Semana 
Santa, nos sumergimos 
intensamente en el misterio pascual, 
el viaje de la vida a la muerte y de 
nuevo a la nueva vida en Dios. Con 
Jesús, reflexionamos sobre nuestro 
camino de fe hacia Dios, 
examinando nuestra voluntad de ser 
fieles a la voluntad de Dios, sin 
importar como resulta. 
 
Jesús vino a vivir una vida humana 
completa, modelando para nosotros 
cómo ser plenamente humanos. 
Aceptando todas las limitaciones de 
la humanidad, Jesús vive sin 
embargo una vida de fidelidad a los 
valores y la justicia de Dios. 
Desafiando los sistemas injustos, y 
pidiendo amor, cuidado y compasión 
hacia todos, especialmente al 
desconocido, al extranjero y al 
enemigo, pone a Jesús en 
problemas con varias estructuras de 
poder. Las autoridades no pueden 
tolerar a quien, por palabra y por 
ejemplo, señala consistentemente 
las graves injusticias en sus modos 
de operar. Pero hablar "verdad al 
poder" siempre es una iniciativa muy 
peligrosa. 
 
Sin embargo, como con la lengua 
bien entrenada del siervo 
sufriente de Isaías en la primera 
lectura, Jesús no puede dejar de 
hablar palabras que despiertan a los 
cansados. En la tradición de los 
profetas, Jesús sabe que ese estilo 
de vida podría resultar en la muerte. 
Sin embargo, la fidelidad a la 

voluntad de Dios es más importante 
que la misma vida. Así, al igual que 
el siervo sufriente de Isaías, Jesús 
voluntariamente sufre en lugar de 
abandonar la misión de Dios. 
 
En medio del sufrimiento, Jesús, 
como el siervo sufriente de Isaías, 
afirma también que "el Señor me 
ayuda, por eso no quedaré 
confundido". Esta confianza en el 
Señor lleva a Jesús, junto con el 
siervo sufriente, a ser determinados 
de cumplir la misión y el ministerio 
de Dios, afirmando que "endureció 
mi rostro como roca, y sé que no 
quedaré avergonzado". 
 
El sufrimiento no es fácil para nadie, 
incluyendo a Jesús. Puede traer 
dudas, desesperación y un fuerte 
sentido de soledad y abandono. Esa 
es la tentación del que sufre en el 
Salmo Responsorial 21, "Dios 
mío, Dios mío, ¿por qué me has 
abandonado?" Esta oración 
pronunciada por Jesús en la cruz 
expresa la experiencia humana de 
sufrimiento profundo. Sin embargo, 
también es una oración de 
esperanza, confianza y  
dependencia absoluta de Dios. 
 
Jesús, un judío fiel, ora la oración 
comunitaria de su pueblo ante el 
sufrimiento y la muerte. Incluso en 
las angustias de la soledad y la 
muerte, Jesús todavía afirma la 
presencia y el amor de Dios, 
invocando a Dios y confiando 
en que Dios siempre está 
presente y siempre fiel. Al 
igual que el salmista, Jesús 
puede afirmar firmemente que 
él "contaré tu fama a mis 
hermanos ... te alabaré ... 
alábenlo ... glorifíquenlo ... 
témanle" al Señor, no importa 
lo que le pase. 
 
Esta relación con Dios 
proviene solamente de una 
vida constantemente en 

sintonía con la voluntad y los 
valores de Dios. Como dice la 
segunda lectura de la carta de 
Pablo a los Filipenses, Jesús no 
se aferra a su divinidad, sino que se 
vacía a sí mismo, convirtiéndose en 
humano. Como plenamente 
humano, su vida está en sintonía 
con la voluntad y los valores de 
Dios. Esta "obediencia" a Dios lo 
pone en problemas, resultando 
finalmente a su muerte en una cruz. 
Conociendo esta eventual realidad, 
Jesús confía en Dios lo suficiente 
como para estar dispuesto a aceptar 
la muerte en vez de violar su 
fidelidad a Dios. Debido a esto, Dios 
resucita a Jesús y se lo ofrece a 
toda la creación como el modelo de 
cómo vivir la vida y enfrentar la 
muerte. Jesús es ahora nuestro 
salvador, el que modela para 
nosotros lo que significa vivir 
plenamente y morir en Dios. 
 
Mientras entramos esta semana 
más sagrada, oremos a Dios por la 
gracia y la fuerza para aprender de 
Jesús cómo vivir plenamente y 
cómo morir bien. Haga tiempo esta 
semana para reflexionar sobre cómo 
Jesús es su modelo en la vida, así 
como en la muerte.

Información para Anulación de Matrimonio 
PUEDE UN CATÓLICO DIVORCIADO RECIBIR LOS 
SACRAMENTOS? 
Sí. No hay nada en sí mismo que impida que un católico 
divorciado deje de recibir la Eucaristía y otros 
sacramentos de la Iglesia. Una persona divorciada es 
total y completamente un miembro de la Iglesia. 
 

¿ESO SIGNIFICA QUE UN DIVORCIADO CATÓLICO 
QUE SE VOLVIÓ A CASAR FUERA DE LA IGLESIA 
PUEDE COMULGAR? 
No. Un católico que se volvió a casar sin la declaración 
de anulación de un matrimonio previo no puede recibir 
la comunión, ya que la recepción de la Comunión es 
una declaración pública a la comunidad de fe que uno 
adhiere a las leyes de la Iglesia. Si un católico no ha 
vuelto a casarse según la ley de la Iglesia, esto sería 
una contradicción. Además, hasta que se reciba una 
anulación, un católico casado de nuevo no servir como  
Ministro de la Eucaristía. Sin embargo, pueden servir en 
otros ministerios. El Papa Francisco afirma en su 
exhortación apostólica Amoris Laetitia que "los 
bautizados divorciados y casados civilmente deben 
integrarse más plenamente en las comunidades 
cristianas ... para darse cuenta de que pertenecen a la 
Iglesia como el cuerpo de Cristo, pero También para 
saber que pueden tener una experiencia gozosa y 
fructífera en ella. Ellos son bautizados; son hermanos y 
hermanas; El Espíritu Santo vierte en sus corazones 
dones y talentos para el bien de todos". 
 

¿QUÉ ES UN TRIBUNAL DE MATRIMONIO? 
Un Tribunal matrimonial es una oficina diocesana, con 
un grupo de personas que son nombrados por el 
Obispo y que han recibido educación especial y 
preparación para representar el Obispo y la comunidad 
de fe de la Iglesia en los procedimientos para los casos 
de matrimonio. 
 

¿CUÁL ES EL PROPÓSITO DE UN TRIBUNAL 
MATRIMONIAL? 
El Tribunal Matrimonial ayuda a las personas 
divorciadas que piden una investigación sobre la 
anulación de sus matrimonios anteriores.
