Because so much time and effort is placed on the 
Christmas season both religiously and culturally, many 
assume Christmas to be the most important 
feast.  However, from the very beginning of the 
Church, the Easter season has been celebrated as the 
most important liturgical season since it focuses on the 
paschal mystery, that is, Christ's life, passion, death, 
resurrection and ascension, along with gifting all with 
the Spirit at Pentecost.  St. Augustine called Easter the 
greatest of all Sundays.  Every Sunday is known as a 
little Easter because whenever we gather for 
Eucharist, we celebrate the paschal mystery.  Make 
time to view this week's DYK video and immerse 
yourself into the Easter season, the most important 
liturgical season of the entire year.

The readings for the Sundays of Easter in all three lectionary years are arranged differently. The first 
reading is taken from the Acts of the Apostles and not, as usual, from the Old Testament. The Acts 
readings emphasize the joy, excitement and commitment of the early followers of the risen Jesus. 
 
This Lectionary year C, the second reading is from the book of Revelation and not one of the New 
Testament letters. These readings celebrate the victory of the Lamb, Jesus Christ, wounded for our sake 
but now restored to power and glory. All of the gospel passages come from the gospel according to John, even 
though Lectionary year C focuses on the gospel according to Luke. All the readings highlight key Easter 
themes. 
 
Today’s selection from Acts recounts how the apostles are ready and willing to suffer for preaching and 
evangelizing in Jesus’ name. Peter speaks for all by responding that they are witnesses to the reconciling 
and forgiving deeds that God has done for all through Jesus. Followers of Jesus are called to witness and 
proclaim Jesus no matter the opposition or suffering involved. 
 
Reliance on the Lord engenders trust and hope in God who never abandons us. To emphasize our great 
Easter joy, we pray the same psalm verses and refrain used at the Easter Vigil. With great joy, we join the 
psalmist in singing the refrain from responsorial Psalm 30, “I will praise you, Lord, for you have rescued me.” 
 
The second reading from Revelation envisions a heavenly liturgy in which “wisdom and strength, honor, glory and 
blessing” are showered by countless angels, elders, and living creatures on the Risen Christ, “the Lamb that was 
slain.” We are invited to join this glorious heavenly worship of Christ, the one who died so that all might 
live. 
 
The gospel is taken from the twenty-first chapter of John. Most scripture scholars believe that John’s 
gospel originally ended with chapter twenty, with no reconciling words spoken between Peter and Jesus. 
Remember that Peter had denied Jesus three times before the crucifixion. A later editor of John’s gospel saw the 
need to explicitly reconcile Jesus and Peter, and thus added chapter twenty-one. Like all scripture, this 
chapter is inspired by God and communicates the message that God desires to aid us in our salvation. 
 
The risen Jesus appears on the shores of the Sea of Galilee and aids the apostles in making a great catch 

of fish. Recognizing Jesus, the apostles head to shore 
where Jesus is preparing breakfast for them. After breakfast is 
served, Jesus addresses Peter three times with the question 
“Peter, do you love me?” This is in direct correlation to the 
three times that Peter denied Jesus. 
 
This time, Peter affirms his love of Jesus three times. Each 
time, Jesus challenges Peter to manifest that love by being a 
servant to all of God’s people. This directive is similar to the 
mandate given by Jesus at the last supper and the commission 
that he gave his disciples when he appeared to them in the 
upper room behind locked doors on that “first day of the week.” 
The risen Lord allows Peter to be reconciled and renewed 
once more, thus 
redirecting Peter’s 
energy for service to 
God’s people. 
 

The risen Lord challenges us in the same fashion. No matter what we 
have done, do we trust the risen Lord to forgive, reconcile and renew us? 
How do we follow through on that reconciliation and renewal in very 
practical and specific manifestations of service to others? How do we tend 
and feed God’s people? The new life of the Easter season is an 
excellent time to reflect on God’s love and to have it challenge us to 
greater service of God’s people.

Page 6               Reflection on the Readings 



Las lecturas de los domingos de Pascua en los tres años leccionarios se organizan de manera diferente. 
La primera lectura se toma de los Hechos de los Apóstoles y no, como de costumbre, del Antiguo 
Testamento. Las lecturas de los Hechos enfatizan el gozo, la emoción y el compromiso de los primeros 
seguidores del Jesús resucitado. 
 
Este Año Leccionario C, la segunda lectura es del libro de Apocalipsis y no de una de las cartas del Nuevo 
Testamento. Estas lecturas celebran la victoria del Cordero, Jesucristo, herido por nuestro bien, pero 
ahora restaurado en poder y gloria. Todos los pasajes del evangelio provienen del evangelio según Juan, aunque 
el año Leccionario C se enfoca en el evangelio según Lucas. Todas las lecturas destacan temas claves de 
Pascua. 
 
La selección de hoy de los Hechos relata cómo los apóstoles están listos y dispuestos a sufrir por 
predicar y evangelizar en el nombre de Jesús. Pedro habla por todos al responder que son testigos de los 
hechos de reconciliación y perdón que Dios ha hecho por todos a través de Jesús. Los seguidores de Jesús están 
llamados a testificar y proclamar a Jesús, sin importar la oposición o el sufrimiento involucrado. 
 
Depender del Señor engendra confianza y esperanza en Dios que nunca nos abandona. Para enfatizar 
nuestra gran alegría Pascual, rezamos los mismos versos y estribillo de salmo usados en la Vigilia Pascual. Con 
gran alegría, nos unimos al salmista para cantar el estribillo del Salmo responsorial 30: "Te ensalzaré, Señor, 
porque me has librado". 
 
La segunda lectura de Apocalipsis contempla una liturgia celestial en la que “la sabiduría y la fuerza, el honor, la 
gloria y la alabanza” están derramados sobre el Cristo Resucitado, “el Cordero, que fue inmolado,” por 
innumerables ángeles, ancianos y seres vivos. Estamos invitados a unirnos a esta gloriosa adoración celestial de 
Cristo, el que murió para que todos vivieran. 
 
El evangelio está tomado del capítulo veintiuno de Juan. La mayoría de los eruditos de las Escrituras 
creen que el evangelio de Juan terminó originalmente con el capítulo veinte, sin palabras reconciliadoras 
pronunciadas entre Pedro y Jesús. Acuérdese que Pedro había negado a Jesús tres veces antes de la crucifixión. 
Un editor posterior del evangelio de Juan vio la necesidad de reconciliar explícitamente a Jesús y Pedro, y 

así agregó el capítulo veintiuno. Como todas las Escrituras, este capítulo 
está inspirado por Dios y comunica el mensaje que Dios desea para ayudarnos en 
nuestra salvación. 
 
El Jesús resucitado aparece a la orilla del mar de Galilea y ayuda a los 
apóstoles a hacer una gran captura de peces. Reconociendo a Jesús, los 
apóstoles se dirigen a la orilla donde Jesús les está preparando el desayuno. 
Después de que se sirve el desayuno, Jesús se dirige a Pedro tres veces con la 
pregunta "Pedro, ¿me amas?" Esto está en correlación directa con las tres veces 
en que Pedro negó a Jesús. 
 
Esta vez, Pedro afirma su amor de Jesús tres veces. Cada vez, Jesús desafía 
a Pedro a manifestar ese amor siendo un siervo de todo el pueblo de Dios, el 
mandato dado por Jesús en la última cena. El Señor resucitado permite que Pedro 
se reconcilie y renueve una vez más, y así redirige la energía de Pedro para 
servir al pueblo de Dios. 
 
El Señor resucitado nos desafía de 
la misma manera. No importa lo 
que hayamos hecho, ¿confiamos en 
que el Señor resucitado nos 

perdonará, nos reconciliará y nos renovará? ¿Cómo seguimos esa 
reconciliación y renovación en manifestaciones muy prácticas y 
específicas de servicio a los demás? ¿Cómo cuidamos y alimentamos 
al pueblo de Dios?

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Clemency for Carman—Rosary for Carman 
Sadly, another execution is scheduled in our state. 
Carman Deck is scheduled to be executed by the State 
of Missouri at 6pm on Tuesday, May 3, 2022. 
Regardless of what Caman has done, we as Catholics 
believe that God does not give up on us, no matter what 
we have done. In the words of Pope Francis, as 
Catholics, we are called to make sure that we "do not 
definitely deprive the guilty of the possibility of 
redemption." 
 

The Catechism of the Catholic Church -- the Catholic 
Church’s official compilation of teachings on a wide 
range of issues -- was revised to unambiguously 
oppose capital punishment. The new version of 
Catechism #2267 also committed the Church to work 
“with determination” to abolish the death penalty 
worldwide.  Prior to the revision, the Catechism had 
used softer language on the death penalty, permitting it 
“if this is the only possible way of effectively defending 
human lives against the unjust aggressor,” while noting 
that “the cases in which the execution of the offender is 
an absolute necessity ‘are very rare, if not practically 
nonexistent.’” Pope Francis' revision of the Catechism 
of the Catholic Church on the death penalty, #2267, 
reads as follows: 
 

"Recourse to the death penalty on the part of legitimate 
authority, following a fair trial, was long considered an 
appropriate response to the gravity of certain crimes 
and an acceptable, albeit extreme, means of 
safeguarding the common good. 
Today, however, there is an increasing awareness that 
the dignity of the person is not lost even after the 
commission of very serious crimes. In addition, a new 
understanding has emerged of the significance of penal 
sanctions imposed by the state. Lastly, more effective 
systems of detention have been developed, which 
ensure the due protection of citizens but, at the same 
time, do not definitively deprive the guilty of the 
possibility of redemption. 
Consequently, the Church teaches, in the light of 
the Gospel, that “the death penalty is inadmissible 
because it is an attack on the inviolability and 
dignity of the person,” and she works with 
determination for its abolition worldwide."

Lamentablemente, otra ejecución está programada en 
nuestro estado. Carman Deck está programado para ser 
ejecutado por el estado de Missouri a las 6pm. del 
martes 3 de mayo del 2022. Independientemente de lo 
que Caman haya hecho, nosotros, como católicos, 
creemos que Dios no se da por vencido con nosotros, 
sin importar lo que hayamos hecho. En palabras del 
Papa Francisco, como católicos, estamos llamados a 
asegurarnos de que "no privamos definitivamente a los 
culpables de la posibilidad de redención". 
 

El Catecismo de la Iglesia Católica, la compilación oficial 
de enseñanzas de la Iglesia Católica sobre una amplia 
gama de temas, fue revisado para oponerse sin 
ambigüedades a la pena capital. La nueva versión del 
Catecismo #2267 también comprometió a la Iglesia a 
trabajar “con determinación” para abolir la pena de 
muerte en todo el mundo. Antes de la revisión, el 
Catecismo había usado un lenguaje más suave sobre la 
pena de muerte, permitiéndola “si esta es la única forma 
posible de defender eficazmente la vida humana contra 
el agresor injusto”, al tiempo que señalaba que “los 
casos en los que la ejecución del delincuente es una 
necesidad absoluta 'son muy raros, si no prácticamente 
inexistentes'”. La revisión del Papa Francisco del 
Catecismo de la Iglesia Católica sobre la pena de 
muerte, #2267, dice lo siguiente: 
 

"El recurso a la pena de muerte por parte de la autoridad 
legítima, tras un juicio justo, se consideró durante mucho 
tiempo una respuesta adecuada a la gravedad de ciertos 
delitos y un medio aceptable, aunque extremo, de 
salvaguardar el bien común. 
Hoy, sin embargo, existe una conciencia cada vez mayor 
de que la dignidad de la persona no se pierde ni siquiera 
tras la comisión de delitos muy graves. Además, ha 
surgido una nueva comprensión de la importancia de las 
sanciones penales impuestas por el Estado. Por último, 
se han desarrollado sistemas de detención más 
efectivos, que aseguran la debida protección de los 
ciudadanos pero, al mismo tiempo, no privan 
definitivamente a los culpables de la posibilidad de 
redención. 
En consecuencia, la Iglesia enseña, a la luz del 
Evangelio, que “la pena de muerte es inadmisible 
porque atenta contra la inviolabilidad y la dignidad 
de la persona”,1 y trabaja con determinación por su 

abolición en todo el mundo”.

IRA Qualified Charitable Distribution (QCD) 
Eligibility 
• Although beginning in 2020, Required Minimum 

Distributions (RMD) do not have to be taken until 
you turn 72, you can still make Qualified 
Charitable Distributions beginning at 70 ½. 

• Contributions must be made from traditional IRAs. 
• Distributions must go directly from your IRA 

account to a qualified charity. 
 
Tax Treatment 
The tax treatment for an IRA QCD may make it 
possible for you to make a larger gift to your chosen 
ministry. 
• IRA QCDs are excluded from taxable income. 
• Taxpayers who do not itemize benefit most from 

an IRA QCD, since they do not receive a tax 
benefit for charitable gifts. 

• You can give up to $100,000 per year. 
• Taxpayers who’ve reached the limit for 

charitable giving (usually 60% of adjusted gross 
income) can give more – up to the IRA limit. 

• Your QCD can count towards your Required 
Minimum Distribution (RMD) Contact your IRA 
administrator for the amount of your RMD. 

Withdrawals from other qualified retirement plans (e.g. 
401(k)s) are treated differently. The withdrawal may be 
eligible for a deduction, if you can itemize, but it also 
creates taxable income.
