Theology, the words
or language that we
use when talking
about God, is not just
for academics but for
all of us. Whenever
we try to make sense of God's presence in our lives,
both the awesome and the painful experiences of life,
we are doing theology. Ultimately, theology is best
defined as "faith seeking understanding." Theology is
learning and reflecting on our faith and what it means
to us. When things are going well in life, we usually
tend not think all that much about God. But when life
becomes painful and overwhelming, God talk surfaces
in an attempt to find out where God is in the midst of
these painful experiences. We ask all sorts of
questions of our God and our faith. And so it must be.
Our theology has to dialogue with our experiences in
order to arrive at a measured balance between our
faith and our experiences. Only by questioning and
challenging our faith in light of our experiences will we
come to a more balanced and deeper understanding of
our faith. Make time to view this week's DYK video and
reflect on what it means to be a theologian.

Reflection on the Readings

As we begin to approach Ascension and Pentecost,
the readings focus on the relationship between
Jesus and God, along with the role that the Spirit
plays in that relationship. Today's gospel speaks
eloquently and in strong symbolic language concerning
Jesus' relationship to God and to us. It also calls us to
be intimate with one another as Jesus is with God
and with us.

The gospel, taken from John 14, is part of Jesus’
last supper discourse to his disciples before his
passion and death. Typical of anyone desiring to
impart farewell words to loved ones, Jesus both
consoles and reveals. The symbolic language for Jesus’
felt intimacy with God is that of father and son. This is
not literal language but symbolic language
indicating depth of relationship along with intimacy
and equality. Jesus’ relationship to God is one of
intimacy and likeness akin to that between father
and son. Such intimacy and likeness enables Jesus
to affirm that “I am the way” to the Father, and that
traveling such a path will lead to fullness of truth and
life.

Jesus is our access to God. In knowing Jesus we
know God. Why? Jesus responds that “I am in the
Father and the Father is in me.” Those who live like
Jesus are living the way God desires. Such intimacy
with God is a two way street. Jesus is the way to
intimacy with God and with one another. Whenever we
show concern for another, reaching out in
compassion, understanding and reconciliation, we
are doing God's works. Through such actions
modeled on Jesus, we deepen our intimacy with God
and we bond more with each other as people united in
the family of God.

As some states take the risks of opening up during
this challenging pandemic, we need to continue
showing care and concern for one another,
especially those who are the most vulnerable. Even
though we may seem powerless against the virus, there
is still much we can do to care for ourselves and for
others. This dark time can be the occasion to deepen
our awareness of the intimate connection we have
with one another as God’s human family. As
members of God’s family we have a responsibility to
care for one another, regardless of circumstances,
status or divisions.

Living like Jesus is the only demand required for
intimacy and dwelling with God. Jesus goes before
his followers to prepare a way and a place for all who do
his works, “In my Father's house there are many
dwelling places...I am going to prepare a place for you.”
Jesus assures us that those who walk his path will

not only do the works that Jesus has done but will
do even greater ones. The other readings specify
the details of walking Jesus’ path.

The first reading from Acts manifests that path by
expressing care and concern for widows and all
who are powerless and without status. Concern for
all, especially the weak and powerless, is the path that
Jesus forged for us. How do we show care and concem
for those who cannot take care of themselves,
especially the stranger, the child, the immigrant, the
hurting?

The refrain from responsorial Psalm 33 invites all to
sing, “Lord, let your mercy (hesed or covenant love) be
on us as we place our trust in you.” The psalm verses
enjoin us to place our trust in God who loves justice
and right, challenging us to act with justice in all our
dealings with others. Justice always demands right
relationship with all, respecting human rights and
dignity.

The second reading from 1 Peter calls us to see
ourselves and our actions on behalf of others as the
"living stones," which form the dwelling place
where God resides. Through our actions, others will
come to know and dwell in and with God. We have been
called “out of darkness into...wonderful light” and made
“a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a
people of his own.” God’s presence and intimacy,
activated in our lives by Jesus, challenges us to
make that presence known to all so that all may
come to intimacy with God.

Reflect on how your actions towards others express
the intimacy and bond you have to God through
Jesus. How will you continue to deepen and
express that intimacy this week?

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Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

Mientras comenzamos a
acercarnos a la Ascension y
Pentecostés, las lecturas se

centran en la relaciéon entre Jesus
y Dios, junto con el papel que el
Espiritu juega en esa relacion. El
evangelio de hoy habla
elocuentemente y en lenguaje
simbolico fuerte con respecto a la
relacion de Jesus con Dios y con
nosotros. También nos llama a estar
cercanos unos con otros como
Jesis esta con Dios y con
nosotros.

El evangelio, tomado de Juan 14,
es parte del ultimo discurso de
Jesus a sus discipulos antes de
su pasion y muerte. Tipico de
cualquiera que desee impartir
palabras de despedida a sus seres
queridos, Jesus consuela y revela.
El lenguaje simbdlico para la
intimidad sentida de Jesus con Dios
es el de padre e hijo. No se trata de
lenguaje literal, sino de lenguaje
simbdlico que indica la
profundidad de la relacion, junto
con la intimidad y la igualdad. La
relacion de Jesus con Dios es de
intimidad y semejanza similar a la
que existe entre padre e hijo. Tal
intimidad y semejanza permiten a
Jesus afirmar que "Yo soy el
camino" para el Padre, y que viajar
por este camino conducira a
plenitud de verdad y vida.

Jesus es nuestro acceso a Dios.
Al conocer a Jesus, conocemos a
Dios. ;Por qué? Jesus responde
que "Yo estoy en el Padre y el
Padre esta en mi". Los que viven
como Jesus estan viviendo de la
manera que Dios desea. Tal
intimidad con Dios es una calle de
dos vias. Jesus es el camino hacia
la intimidad con Dios y los unos con
los otros. Siempre que mostramos
preocupacion por el otro,
extendiéndonos en compasion,
comprensiéon y reconciliaciéon,
estamos haciendo las obras de
Dios. A través de estas acciones
inspiradas en Jesus, profundizamos
nuestra intimidad con Dios y nos
unimos mas unos con otros como
personas unidas en la familia de
Dios.

Mientras algunos estados corren
el riesgo de abrirse durante esta
pandemia desafiante, debemos
continuar mostrando atenciéon y
preocupacion unos por otros,
especialmente aquellos que son
los mas vulnerables. Aunque
parezcamos impotentes contra el
virus, todavia hay mucho que
podemos hacer para cuidarnos a
nosotros mismos y a los demas.
Este tiempo oscuro puede ser la
ocasion para profundizar nuestra
conciencia de la conexion intima
que tenemos unos con otros
como la familia humana de Dios.
Como miembros de la familia de
Dios, tenemos la responsabilidad de

cuidarnos unos a otros,
independientemente de las
circunstancias, el estado o las
divisiones.

Vivir como JeslUs es la unica
demanda requerida para la

intimidad y la morada con Dios.
Jesus va delante de sus seguidores
para preparar un camino y un lugar
para todos los que hacen sus obras:
"En la casa de mi Padre hay
muchas habitaciones... voy a
prepararles un lugar". Jesus nos
asegura que aquellos que
caminan Su camino no soélo haran
las obras que Jesus ha hecho,
sino que las haran aan mayores.
Las otras lecturas especifican los
detalles de caminar el camino de
Jesus.

La primera lectura de Hechos
manifiesta ese camino al expresar
cuidado y preocupacion por las
viudas y todos aquellos que
son impotentes y sin estatus.
La preocupacion por todos,
especialmente por los débiles e
impotentes, es el camino que
Jesis forj6 para nosotros.
¢ Como mostramos cuidado y
preocupacion por aquellos
que no pueden cuidar de si
mismos, especialmente el
desconocido, el nino, el
inmigrante, el dolido?

El estribillo del Salmo
Responsorial 32 invita a todos
a cantar: "Que tu misericordia

(hesed o amor del pacto), Sefior,
venga sobre nosotros, como lo
esperamos de ti." Los versiculos del
salmo nos piden que pongamos
nuestra confianza en Dios que
ama la justicia y el derecho,
desafidndonos a actuar con
justicia en todas nuestras
relaciones con los demas. La
justicia siempre exige una
relacion correcta con todos,
respetando los derechos
humanos y la dignidad.

La segunda lectura de 1 Pedro
nos llama a ver a nosotros
mismos y a nuestras acciones en
nombre de los demas como las
"piedras vivas", que forman la
morada donde Dios reside. A
través de nuestras acciones, otros
llegaran a conocer y vivir en y con
Dios. Hemos sido llamados "de las
tinieblas a su luz admirable" e
hicimos "estirpe elegida, sacerdocio
real, nacién consagrada a Dios, y
pueblo de su propiedad". La
presencia e intimidad de Dios,
activada en nuestras vidas por
Jesus, nos desafia para hacer esa
presencia conocida a todos para

que todos puedan llegar a la
intimidad con Dios.

The people of our Diocese have experienced many
trials and tribulations during this global pandemic. Social
distancing requirements have kept us from attending
Mass and other liturgical celebrations. These difficult
days have been a reminder of how important the
sacraments are to our faith, and how critical it is to have
priests who are able to provide us with those
sacraments. This year we had twenty-four young men in
seminary studies for our Diocese. The cost of seminary
education is among the largest expenses we have as a
Diocese, but also one of the greatest investments we
can make. With tuition, room, board and other
expenses, the cost of educating each seminarian is
about $42,000 per year. Any amount you might be able
to provide in this moment would be of great help.
