Jesus makes it clear in the Gospel Reading from Mark,
as He addresses His followers prior to His Ascension
into heaven, that they have a responsibility, and it was
one they could not escape. We share that

responsibility. It is part of our calling and part of what
our lives as Catholics and Christians should and must
be. When we go out to do the work of God, Jesus is

always with us and He works with us and through us.
This is the pattern for all we do, our sense of ministry
and mission. A wise philosopher once stated that signs
are meant to follow believers, not believers following
signs. The final verse of the Gospel — “But they went
forth and preached everywhere, while the Lord worked
with  them and confimed the word through
accompanying signs.” — continues to this very day.
That is the message of everything we have heard in
Holy Scripture today, and it is the message we should
hear every time we are exposed to Holy Scripture. —

Giving from Your IRA

Giving from one’s IRA account is one of the smartest

ways to make a real impact for your parish. In late 2015,

Congress made this method permanent:

* What You Can Give. Contributions from traditional

IRAs.

* Age Requirement. You must be 70 1/2 years old or

older when the distribution is made.

* Directly to the Charity. Distributions must be made

directly from your IRA account to charity. Use the

diocesan Request Form.

e Professional Advice. Please consult with your
tax or legal professional.

Who benefits from this type of giving?

* Individuals who take required minimum withdrawals
and want to avoid paying tax on the distribution. Give
your Required Minimum Distribution (RMD) directly to a
qualified charity without having to report it as taxable
income. Contact your IRA administrator to learn the
amount of your RMD.

* Taxpayers who don’t itemize their deductions. An IRA
charitable transfer most benefits the nearly two-thirds of
Americans who do not itemize deductions on their tax
returns and therefore do not receive a tax benefit for
giving to charity.

* Itemizing taxpayers who've reached the charitable
giving limit. Donors who itemize their taxes are
prohibited from deducting more than 50 percent of their
adjusted gross income as charitable donations.
Donations from an IRA are excluded from this
percentage limit, allowing individuals who have reached
the 50 percent threshold to give more.

Reflection on the Readings

25l Parts, giving both unity
and continuity. The
gospel Ascension
account brings closure to
the ministry of Jesus
while the Acts’ Ascension
account marks the
beginning of events that
propel Jesus’ followers to continue his mission and work
to the ends of the earth.

On this feast of the Ascension, the refrain from
responsorial Psalm 47 proclaims that: “God mounts his
throne to shouts of joy: a blare of trumpets for the Lord.”
We celebrate the exaltation of Jesus to the Father’s right
hand, the place of power, honor, and respect. Jesus is
raised to the Father, so that he could continue to
share intimately in the life of God, as well as be able
to send us his very Spirit to guide, encourage, and
strengthen us for mission and ministry.

Our only response to such wondrous reality is “a blare of
trumpets for the Lord.” Like Easter, to which it is
integrally related, the Ascension is indeed the “day
the Lord has made” and we are all called “to rejoice
and be glad in it.” Why such an overabundance of
rejoicing? The other readings suggest a variety of
reasons for such rich rejoicing.

The first reading from Acts calls us to rejoice in the
exaltation of Jesus because it is the precondition for
the sending of the Spirit.
The Spirit of Jesus is the
motivating force propelling us
into the world, to witness to
the mighty deeds that God has
done, and continues to do.
Just like the early followers
of Jesus, we are
commissioned to be
witnesses of Jesus in our
homes, neighborhoods,
cities, and world. We are
about the Spirit's work in all
that we do or say.

The second reading from Ephesians prays that the
God of Jesus will continually grant us the “spirit of
wisdom and revelation resulting in knowledge of
him.” This knowledge is a source of enlightenment
for us. Such knowledge gives us hope and enables us to
share in the very life of God. Our God raised up Jesus
and exalted him, seating him at the right hand and
placing all things under Jesus’ power. We, God’s
people, filled with Jesus’ Spirit, are now his body on
earth, as we strive to witness and mission in Jesus’
name. Therefore, “a blare of trumpet for the Lord” is
indeed fitting praise to God.

This gospel passage is from the second-century, longer
ending added to Mark, and is a conglomerate of
passages and ideas taken from the other gospels. The
commissioning of Matthew is linked to the Ascension
account of Luke. Between these two events, we are told
of the great signs, wonders, and protections that
God’s people will be blessed with in their mission of
witness. The followers of Jesus go forth, carrying on
his mission, as great signs and wonders accompany
them. What a great reason once again, to sound “a
blare of trumpet for the Lord.”

There are many reasons why we take such great joy in
this feast. We are still in the Easter season. We are still
unpacking the depth and richness of the Pascal mystery.
Reflect on your life of witness to and for the Lord. Where
and when are you moved to sound “a blare of trumpet
for the Lord?” How will reflecting on this feast prepare
you to celebrate the gift of the Spirit that is ours as
we anticipate the closing of the Easter season with
next Sunday’s feast of Pentecost?
