We are a faith community, not just a 
community of worshipers, but a community to reach out 
and serve others. To really do that we need each 
member to offer something of himself or herself.  In a 
message to a celebration about the Church being the 
people, Pope Francis said, “It is isolation that harms, not 
sharing. Being among people does not mean merely 
being open toward others, but also letting others get 
close to us.” To be open, to be Church, requires each of 
us to do a part.

Brain Food 
You may be able to ward off the cognitive decline that comes 
with growing older by following a Mediterranean diet focused on 
fruits, vegetables, whole grains, legumes, and nuts, as well as 
healthy fats from olive oil and fatty fish, like tuna or salmon. 
Increasing your nut intake (30 grams of walnuts, hazelnuts, and 
almonds daily) and olive oil consumption appears to be key in 
providing a protective effect, according to a 2015 study in JAMA 
Internal Medicine. The Mediterranean diet is rich in healthy fats 
that help fight inflammation and high in antioxidants that help 
fend off the oxidative damage that can wear away at your brain. 
And of course, don’t forget to stay physically active! Research 
has shown that regular exercise can help protect against age-
related problems with memory and thinking. 

Do You or Someone You Know Need a Job?  
Are you 55 or older, have limited financial resources 
and would like to learn a new skill such as working 
with computers, facility maintenance, etc.?  
Catholic Charities Senior Community Service 
Employment Program can help you reach that goal. 
Requirements for eligibility are: must be 55 years or 
older, be employable and meet income guidelines. 
Applicants must be a resident of area counties such as 
Cass and Jackson. Yearly income cannot exceed 
$14,713 (one person), $18,213 (2 person family), or for 
each additional person add $4,675. Participants are 
required to participate fully with goals and plans for an 
unsubsidized job.

Child Safety 
The Diocese of Kansas City-St. Joseph is committed 
to combatting sexual abuse in the Church. If you are a 
victim of sexual abuse, or if you observe or suspect 
sexual abuse: 
 
1. Call the Missouri Child Abuse Hotline at 
1.800.392.3738 (if the victim is currently under the 
age of 18), and 
2. Contact your local law enforcement agency or 
call 911, and 
3. After reporting to these civil and law 
enforcement authorities, report suspected sexual 
abuse of a minor or vulnerable adult to the 
Diocesan Ombudsman, Jenifer Valenti, at 
816.812.2500 or JeniferValenti@att.net, if the 
abuse involves a priest, deacon, employee or 
volunteer of the Diocese of Kansas City-St.

Fifth Sunday of Easter, Year A 
As we begin to approach 
Ascension and Pentecost, the 
readings focus on the 
relationship between Jesus and 
God, along with the role that 
the Spirit plays in that 
relationship.  Today's gospel 
speaks eloquently and in strong 
symbolic language concerning 

Jesus' relationship to God and to us. 
 

The gospel, taken from John 14, is part of Jesus’ 
last supper discourse to his disciples before his 
passion and death. Typical of anyone desiring to 
impart farewell words to loved ones, Jesus both 
consoles and reveals.  The symbolic language for 
Jesus’ felt intimacy with God is that of father and son.  
This is not literal language but symbolic language 
indicating depth of relationship along with intimacy 
and equality.  Jesus’ relationship to God is one of 
intimacy and likeness akin to that between father and 
son.  Such intimacy and likeness enables Jesus to 
affirm that “I am the way” to the Father, and that 
traveling such a path will lead to fullness of truth and 
life. 
 

Jesus is our access to God.  In knowing Jesus we 
know God.  Why?  Jesus responds that “I am in the 
Father and the Father is in me.”  Those who live like 
Jesus are living the way God desires.   Such intimacy 
with God is a two way-street. Jesus is the way to 
intimacy with God and with one another.  Whenever 
we show concern for another, reaching out in 
compassion, understanding and reconciliation, we are 
doing God's works.  Through such actions, modeled 
on Jesus, we deepen our intimacy with God and we 
bond more with each other as people united in the 
family of God.  
 

Living like Jesus is the 
only demand required for 
intimacy and dwelling with 
God.  Jesus goes before his 
followers to prepare a way 
and a place for all who do 
his works, “In my Father’s 
house there are many 
dwelling places...I am going 
to prepare a place for you.”  
Jesus assures us that those 
who walk his path will not 

only do the works that Jesus has done, but will do 
even greater ones.  The other readings specify the 
details of walking Jesus’ path.  
 

The first reading from Acts manifests that path by 
expressing care and concern for widows and all who 
are powerless and without status.  Concern for all, 
especially the weak and powerless, is the path that 
Jesus forged for us.  How do we show care and 
concern for those who cannot take care of 
themselves, especially the stranger, the child, the 
immigrant? 
 

The refrain from responsorial Psalm 33 invites all 
to sing, “Lord, let your mercy (hesed or covenant love) 
be on us as we place our trust in you.” The psalm 
verses enjoin us to place our trust in God, who loves 
justice and right, challenging us to act with justice in 
all our dealings with others. Justice always demands 
right relationship with all, respecting human rights and 
dignity.   
 

The second reading from 1 Peter calls us to see 
ourselves and our actions on behalf of others as the 
"living stones," which form the dwelling place where 
God resides.  Through our actions, others will come to 
know and dwell in and with God.  We have been 
called “out of darkness into...wonderful light” and 
made “a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy 
nation, a people of his own.”  God’s presence and 
intimacy, activated in our lives by Jesus, challenges 
us to make that presence known to all so that all may 
come to intimacy with God. 
 

Reflect on how your actions express the intimacy 
and bond you have to God through Jesus.  How will 
you continue to deepen that intimacy this week?

Reflexión sobre el Quinto 
Domingo de Pascua, Año A 
 
 

Cuando comenzamos a 
acercarnos a la Ascensión y 
Pentecostés, las lecturas se 
centran en la relación entre 
Jesús y Dios, junto con el 
papel que el Espíritu juega en 
esa relación. El evangelio de 
hoy habla elocuentemente y en 
lenguaje simbólico fuerte con 

respecto a la relación de Jesús con Dios y con 
nosotros. 
 
 

El evangelio, tomado de Juan 14, es parte del 
último discurso de Jesús a sus discípulos antes de su 
pasión y muerte. Típico de cualquiera que desee 
impartir palabras de despedida a sus seres queridos, 
Jesús consuela y revela. El lenguaje simbólico para la 
intimidad sentida de Jesús con Dios es el de padre e 
hijo. No se trata de lenguaje literal, sino de lenguaje 
simbólico que indica la profundidad de la relación, junto 
con la intimidad y la igualdad. La relación de Jesús con 
Dios es de intimidad y semejanza similar a la que 
existe entre padre e hijo. Tal intimidad y semejanza 
permiten a Jesús afirmar que "Yo soy el camino" para 
el Padre, y que viajar por este camino conducirá a 
plenitud de verdad y vida. 
 
 

Jesús es nuestro acceso a Dios. Al conocer a 
Jesús, conocemos a Dios. ¿Por qué? Jesús responde 
que "Yo estoy en el Padre y el Padre está en mí". Los 
que viven como Jesús están viviendo de la manera que 
Dios desea. Tal intimidad con Dios es una calle de dos 
vías. Jesús es el camino hacia la intimidad con Dios y 
los unos con los otros. Siempre que mostramos 
preocupación por otro, extendiéndonos en compasión, 
comprensión y reconciliación, estamos haciendo las 
obras de Dios. A través de estas acciones inspiradas 
en Jesús, profundizamos nuestra intimidad con Dios y 
nos unimos más unos con otros como personas unidas 
en la familia de Dios. 
 
 

Vivir como Jesús es la única demanda requerida 
para la intimidad y la morada con Dios. Jesús va 
delante de sus seguidores para preparar un camino y 
un lugar para todos los que hacen sus obras: "En la 
casa de mi Padre hay muchos lugares de morada ... Yo 
voy a preparar un lugar para ti". Jesús nos asegura que 
aquellos que caminan Su camino no sólo hará las 
obras que Jesús ha hecho, sino que las hará aún 
mayores. Las otras lecturas especifican los detalles de 

caminar el camino de Jesús. 
 

La primera lectura de Hechos manifiesta ese 
camino al expresar cuidado y preocupación por las 
viudas y todos aquellos que son impotentes y sin 
estatus. La preocupación por todos, especialmente por 
los débiles e impotentes, es el camino que Jesús forjó 
para nosotros. ¿Cómo mostramos cuidado y 
preocupación por aquellos que no pueden cuidar de sí 
mismos, especialmente el extraño, el niño, el 
inmigrante? 
 
 

El estribillo del Salmo 33 responsorial invita a 
todos a cantar: "Señor, que tu misericordia (hesed o 
amor del pacto) esté sobre nosotros mientras ponemos 
nuestra confianza en ti." Los versículos del salmo nos 
piden que pongamos nuestra confianza en Dios que 
ama la justicia y Derecho, desafiándonos a actuar con 
justicia en todas nuestras relaciones con los demás. La 
justicia siempre exige una relación correcta con todos, 
respetando los derechos humanos y la dignidad. 
 
 

La segunda lectura de 1 Pedro nos llama a ver a 
nosotros mismos y a nuestras acciones en nombre de 
los demás como las "piedras vivas", que forman la 
morada donde Dios reside. A través de nuestras 
acciones, otros llegarán a conocer y vivir en y con Dios. 
Hemos sido llamados "de las tinieblas a la luz ... 
maravillosa" e hicimos "una raza escogida, un 
sacerdocio real, una nación santa, un pueblo propio". 
La presencia e intimidad de Dios, activada en nuestras 
vidas por Jesús, nos desafía para hacer esa presencia 
conocida a todos para que todos puedan llegar a la 
intimidad con Dios. 
 
 

Reflexiona sobre cómo tus acciones expresan la 
intimidad y el vínculo que tienes con Dios a través de 
Jesús. ¿Cómo va a continuar profundizando esa 
intimidad esta semana?
