Muslims cleanse themselves with water before
prayer, and we bless ourselves with water as we enter
sacred space to encounter the Lord. Make time to view
this week's DYK video and reflect on how water is
intimately connected with your baptismal call and
commitment during this Easter Season.

Jeff and the parish staff
approved the goal to be a Styrofoam-free parish by the
end of 2019. Now with the hope of some normalcy in the
future, the Green Team has asked the parish to
recommit to this goal by the end of 2021. All
parishioners and ministry groups are encouraged to
recognize the hidden cost of Styrofoam products,
including the chemical and caustic waste in producing
Styrofoam; it cannot be recycled and remains in our
landfills virtually forever, without the ability to
decompose. The Green Team and parish staff believe
by considering the total cost to our planet of these
Styrofoam products compared to paper products that
are more environmentally friendly to produce and will
decompose with time, the practice of paying slightly
more in terms of cash is well worth the hidden cost of
what Styrofoam does to the planet. We firmly believe
that making this change is answering God's call to
Stewardship of Creation, and we invite you to join us in
our efforts by eliminating your use of Styrofoam
products at home too.

ST. SABINA
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“ Reflection on the Readings \

During this Easter season, we continue to look at
the Sunday readings through the lens of the psalm
verses and refrain. Psalm 22, the responsorial
psalm for this Sunday, is a perfect example of
a lament psalm. All the elements of lament are
present: the cry to God, the complaint, description
of the illness and the enemies, the expression of
trust and the song of thanksgiving. The psalm can
be divided into four parts with two parts
-| devoted to lament (verses 2-12 & 13-22) and
two to thanksgiving (verses 23-27 & 28-32).

| The first verse is Jesus’ cry from the cross in the
passion narrative: “My God, My God, why have
2 you abandoned me?” The psalm is used on Palm
d Sunday, and it is the common psalm for Holy

Week. The only other time that the psalm is used
in the Sunday lectionary cycles in on this Fifth Sunday of Easter in year B. It seems paradoxical that the psalm is
used for Holy Week as well as the Easter season but such is the nature of the Paschal reality we celebrate
during these days.

While the psalm refrain for Holy Week is the cry of Jesus from the cross, the refrain for Easter is: “I will praise you
Lord in the assembly of your people.” In other words, the Easter season highlights the thanksgiving portions
of the psalm, while Holy Week highlights the lament portions. The verses selected for this Sunday all
come from the thanksgiving portion of the psalm. They constitute an individual’s hymn of thanksgiving to God
after having been delivered from distress.

In verse 26, the one delivered fulfills the vow made to God, and does so in the midst of the believing
assembly, encouraging them to thank God for God’s wondrous deeds of deliverance. The encouragement
to give thanks moves out from the circle of believers to all the ends of the earth and all the families of nations.
God’s bounty, providence and care knows no bounds, and leaves no one out. Verse 30 widens the circle of God’s
blessedness to “all who sleep in the earth.” Even the dead bless and bow down to the Lord, acknowledging
God'’s great marvels. The psalmist extends such acknowledgment and praise of God to include “my descendants,”
as well as the “coming generations” (verses 31-32). These verses end with the exhortation to hand down to future
generations the story of God’s unbounded goodness and graciousness.

Ps 22 underlies the passion narratives of the gospel, as well as the reality of the resurrection event. The
early Christian community recognized Psalm 22 as an ideal way of understanding the suffering and resurrection
victory of Jesus. The community placed this psalm on Jesus’ lips as the one experiencing both terrible
suffering, (the Holy Week emphasis), as well as the victory over death resulting in jubilant thanksgiving,
(the Easter emphasis). The psalm’s message is that, contrary to all evidence, the believer places total trust in
God, and that trust is rewarded beyond imagining.

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‘ Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

Durante esta temporada de Pascua, seguimos observando las lecturas dominicales a través del lente de los
versos y el estribillo del Salmo. El Salmo 21, el salmo responsorial para este domingo, es un ejemplo perfecto de
un salmo de lamentacién. Todos los elementos de lamentacidn estan presentes: el clamor a Dios, la queja,
la descripcion de la enfermedad y los enemigos, la expresion de confianza y el canto de accién de gracias. El
salmo se puede dividir en cuatro partes con dos partes dedicadas al lamento (versos 2-12 y 13-22) y dos a
la accion de gracias (versos 23-27 y 28-32).

El primer verso es el grito de Jesus desde la cruz en la narracién de su pasion: "Dios mio, Dios mio, ¢ por qué me
has abandonado?" El salmo se usa el Domingo de Ramos, y es el salmo comun de la Semana Santa. La unica
otra ocasién en que se usa el salmo en el ciclo leccionario dominical es el quinto domingo de Pascua en el afio
“B”. Parece paraddjico que el salmo se use tanto para la Semana Santa como para la Pascua, pero tal es la
naturaleza de la realidad Pascual que celebramos durante estos dias.

Mientras que el estribillo de la Semana Santa es el grito de Jesus desde la cruz, el estribillo de la Pascua es: "El
Sefior es mi alabanza en la gran asamblea". En otras palabras, la temporada de Pascua resalta las porciones de
accion de gracias del salmo, mientras que la Semana Santa resalta las porciones de lamentacién. Los
versos seleccionados para este domingo provienen de la porcion de accion de gracias del salmo. Constituyen un
himno de accién de gracias de un individuo a Dios después de haber sido liberado de la angustia.

En el verso 26, el entregado cumple el voto hecho a Dios, y lo hace entre la asamblea creyente,
animandola a agradecer a Dios por las maravillosas obras de liberacion de Dios. El estimulo para dar
gracias se mueve desde el circulo de creyentes a todos los confines de la tierra y a todas las familias de las
naciones. La bondad, la providencia y el cuidado de Dios no conocen limites, y no dejan a nadie afuera. El verso
30 amplia el circulo de la bendicion de Dios a "las cenizas de la tumba". Incluso los muertos bendicen y se
inclinan ante el Sefior, reconociendo las grandes maravillas de Dios. El salmista extiende tal reconocimiento y
alabanza a Dios para incluir a "mi descendencia”, asi como a las "generacion futura" (vv. 31-32). Estos versos
terminan con la exhortacion de transmitir a las generaciones futuras la historia de la bondad y la gracia
sin limites de Dios.

| Salmo 21 subyace a las narrativas de la pasion del evangelio, asi
.| como a la realidad del evento de la resurrecciéon. La comunidad
cristiana primitiva reconocié el Salmo 21 como una forma ideal de
entender el sufrimiento y la victoria de la resurreccién de Jesus. La
comunidad colocé este salmo en los labios de Jesis como aquel
que experimenta tanto sufrimiento terrible (el énfasis de Semana
Santa) como la victoria sobre la muerte que resulta en accién de
gracias jubilosa (énfasis de Pascua).
