Drink More Water 
If you won’t drink more water to prevent 
dehydration and sluggishness, maybe 
you will do it for a flatter belly. A 2011 
study found that people who drank four or 
more cups of water daily were 21 percent 
less likely to develop high blood sugar 
than those who drank two cups or less. 
High blood sugar, over time, can trigger a 
cascade of events that cause the body to 
store fat, often the kind that settles 
around the belly. Also, limit diet soda. 
One study found that people who drank 
diet soda gained almost three times as much abdominal fat over 
nine years as those who didn’t drink diet beverages. So it’s back 
to the basics; a good tall glass of H2O is hard to beat!

Feast of the Ascension, Year A 
In all of Canada and in most 
dioceses in the United States, 
the feast of the Ascension has 
been transferred from 
Ascension Thursday to the 
following Sunday, effectively 
replacing the seventh Sunday 
of Easter. The feast is important 
enough that the church wants 

more people to participate in it than is possible when 
celebrated on a weekday.   
 

The readings for the feast are the same each year 
with the exception of the gospel, which is taken from 
the gospel for that particular lectionary year. Year A 
focuses on the gospel according to Matthew, and so 
this year’s gospel is Matthew’s account of Jesus’ 
commission to his disciples to carry on the work Jesus 
began. The first reading is always Luke’s account of 
the Ascension from the Acts of the Apostles while the 
second reading comes from the letter to the 
Ephesians.  
 

The refrain from responsorial Psalm 47, an 
enthronement psalm, invites us to proclaim that:  “God 
mounts his throne to shouts of joy: a blare of trumpets 
for the Lord.”  We celebrate the exaltation of Jesus to 
the Father’s right hand, the place of power, honor, and 
respect. Jesus is raised to the Father, so that he could 
continue to share intimately in the life of God, as well 
as be able to send us his very Spirit to guide, 
encourage and strengthen us for mission and ministry.   
Our only response to such wondrous reality is “a blare 
of trumpets for the Lord.”  
 

The second reading from Ephesians prays that the 
God of Jesus will continually grant us the “spirit of 
wisdom and revelation resulting in knowledge of him.”  
This knowledge is a source 
of enlightenment for us, 
giving us hope, and enabling 
us to share in God’s life.   
Our God raised up Jesus 
and exalted him, seating him 
at the right hand and placing 
all things under Jesus’ 
power. We, God’s people, 
filled with Jesus’ Spirit, are 
now his body on earth, as we 
strive to witness and mission 
in Jesus’ name. 
 

Both in the reading from Acts and in the gospel 
from Matthew, the disciples are sent out as 
witnesses to Jesus’ presence and work among all 
God’s people.  Since Jesus will no longer be with them 
in the same way, they are to carry on his work, 
modeling themselves on Jesus as they interact with 
all.  In both readings, they are given a mandate to 
preach, teach and witness in Jesus’ name.  Matthew 
emphasizes the reality that Jesus will be with them 
until the end of time, while Luke in Acts assures the 
disciples that the power of the Spirit will be with them 
as they preach and witness. 
 

These assurances from Jesus himself should be a 
source of comfort and courage for all who commit 
themselves to continuing Jesus’ mission and ministry.  
All who are baptized commit themselves to taking on 
the mind and heart of Jesus. At the Easter Vigil, we 
committed ourselves once again, along with the newly 
baptized, to witness to the love and presence of God 
that we have experienced in our lives in the person of 
Jesus. Ascension is an integral part of the Easter 
season assuring us of two realities. 
 

The first powerful reality is that the risen Lord will 
always be with us, helping us confront and overcome 
whatever challenges face us as we strive to witness 
faithfully to Jesus in our daily lives. The second reality 
is that we who witness to Jesus in our lives are, like 
Jesus, assured of continued presence with God for all 
time. The Ascension, that continued intimate union 
with God, is something reserved not only for Jesus but 
also for all who carry out his mission and ministry in 
their lives. 
 

Name times when you felt the presence of Jesus in 
your life. Take time to share some of that powerful 
reality with one other person.

La Ascensión del Señor, 
Año A 
En todo Canadá y en la 
mayoría de las diócesis de los 
Estados Unidos, la fiesta de la 
Ascensión ha sido transferida 
desde el jueves de la 
Ascensión al siguiente 
domingo, reemplazando con 
eficacia el séptimo domingo de 
Pascua. La fiesta es lo 

suficientemente importante como para que la iglesia 
quiera que más personas participen en ella de lo que es 
posible cuando se celebra en un día de la semana. 
 

Las lecturas para la fiesta son las mismas cada año, 
con la excepción del evangelio que se toma del 
evangelio para ese año leccionario en particular. El año 
A se enfoca en el evangelio de acuerdo con Mateo y así 
el evangelio de este año es el relato de Mateo sobre la 
comisión de Jesús a sus discípulos para continuar el 
trabajo que Jesús comenzó. La primera lectura es 
siempre el relato de Lucas de la Ascensión de los 
Hechos de los Apóstoles, mientras que la segunda 
lectura viene de la carta a los Efesios. 
 

El estribillo del salmo responsorial, un salmo de 
entronización, nos invita a proclamar que "Dios sube su 
trono a gritos de alegría: un sonido de trompetas para el 
Señor". Celebramos la exaltación de Jesús a la mano 
derecha del Padre, el lugar De poder, honor y respeto. 
Jesús es elevado al Padre, para que pueda continuar 
compartiendo íntimamente la vida de Dios, así como 
poder enviarnos su mismo Espíritu para guiarnos, 
animarnos y fortalecer para la misión y ministerio. 
Nuestra única respuesta a tan maravillosa realidad es 
"un sonido de trompetas para el Señor". 
 

La segunda lectura de Efesios reza para que el Dios 
de Jesús nos conceda continuamente el "espíritu de 
sabiduría y revelación que resulta en el conocimiento de 
Él". Este conocimiento es una fuente de iluminación 
para nosotros, dándonos esperanza y permitiéndonos 
compartir con Dios vida. Nuestro Dios resucitó a Jesús 
y lo exaltó, sentándolo a la diestra y poniendo todas las 
cosas bajo el poder de Jesús. Nosotros, el pueblo de 
Dios, llenos del Espíritu de Jesús, somos ahora su 
cuerpo en la tierra, mientras nos esforzamos por ser 
testigos y misión en el nombre de Jesús. 
 

Tanto en la lectura de Hechos como en el evangelio 
de Mateo, los discípulos son enviados como testigos de 
la presencia y trabajo de Jesús entre todo el pueblo de 

Dios. Puesto que Jesús ya no estará con ellos de la 
misma manera, ellos deben continuar su trabajo, 
modelándose en Jesús mientras interactúan con todos. 
En ambas lecturas, se les da un mandato para predicar, 
enseñar y testificar en el nombre de Jesús. Mateo 
enfatiza la realidad de que Jesús estará con ellos hasta 
el fin de los tiempos, mientras que Lucas en Hechos 
asegura a los discípulos que el poder del Espíritu estará 
con ellos mientras predican y testifican. 
 

Estas seguridades del mismo Jesús deben ser una 
fuente de consuelo y de valor para todos aquellos que 
se comprometen a continuar la misión y ministerio de 
Jesús. Todos los que son bautizados se comprometen 
a tomar la mente y el corazón de Jesús. En la Vigilia 
Pascual, nos comprometimos una vez más, junto con 
los recién bautizados, a testimoniar el amor y la 
presencia de Dios que hemos experimentado en 
nuestras vidas en la persona de Jesús. La Ascensión es 
una parte integral de la Pascua asegurándonos de dos 
realidades. 
 

La primera realidad poderosa es que el Señor 
resucitado siempre estará con nosotros, ayudándonos a 
enfrentar y superar cualquier desafío que nos enfrente 
mientras nos esforzamos por testimoniar fielmente a 
Jesús en nuestra vida cotidiana. La segunda realidad es 
que nosotros, que somos testigos de Jesús en nuestras 
vidas, estamos seguros, como Jesús, de la presencia 
continua con Dios para siempre. La Ascensión, que 
continuó la unión íntima con Dios, es algo reservado no 
sólo para Jesús, sino también para todos los que llevan 
a cabo su misión y ministerio en sus vidas.
