This Week’s Do You Know Video:
The feast of
Pentecost is unique
to Luke's Acts of the
Apostles. Pentecost
celebrates the
second of three
Jewish pilgrimage feasts, Passover, Pentecost or
Shavout, and Sukkot or the Festival of Booths.
Pentecost, fifty days after Passover, is associated with
the wheat harvest and with the giving of the Law on Mt.
Sinai. Luke has this feast and its association with Mt.
Sinai and the Law in mind as he narrates the descent
of the Spirit on a large group of men and women
disciples, (Luke says 120 of them), including Mary, the
mother of Jesus. The wind, fire, and loud noises of
Pentecost are reminiscent of the natural occurrences
on Mt. Sinai in the giving of the Law to Moses. Along
with the Mt. Sinai experience, Luke's Pentecost
account is also connected with the Tower of Babel
story in Genesis 11. For Luke, the confusion of
languages in the Tower of Babel story is reversed by
the Spirit who enables the disciples and us to speak a
language that all understand, namely the language of
love, care and concern for one another. Make time to
view this week's DYK video and learn more about the
Scriptural background to the feast of Pentecost.

Whether you're into gardening, fixing up vintage cars, working puzzles, knitting or sewing, new research has found
that hobbies are just as important to good health as exercise is, thanks to their ability to relieve stress. That's right,
your love of running model trains is just as good for you as your love of running.

A study, published in the Annals of Behavioral Medicine, followed over 100 adults as they went about their daily
activities. Participants wore heart monitors and also completed surveys periodically to report their activities and
how they were feeling. After three days, the researchers found that people who engaged in leisure activities were
34 percent less stressed and 18 percent less sad during the activities. Not only did they report feeling happier, but
their heart rates were lower and the calming effect lasted for hours.

Surprisingly, scientists say that it didn't seem to matter what the participants did just so long as it was something
they deeply enjoyed. No matter the hobby, people showed the same huge decrease in stress. Start thinking about
the benefits of having a hobby and the positive impact on your health. Pull out those paintbrushes, dust off your
camera and get busy enjoying your hobby!




“ Reflection on the Readings \

The Spirit’s role on this particularly unique
Pentecost is the same as always: to gift us with new
hope, courage, boldness and strength to witness to
one another as we struggle to connect in the midst
of a pandemic. Churches are beginning to open but
with all sorts of new rituals and restrictions never before
seen or expected. How will we deal with this reality? As
the disciples wondered how they would carry on without
Jesus, we too worry how we are to carry on in this
strange new “normal”. The readings for Pentecost aid
us greatly in our struggles.

Psalm 104 resounds with the rich refrain, “Lord,
send out your Spirit and renew the face of the
earth.” How does the psalm help us gain wisdom
from the other Pentecost readings?

What is the Lord's spirit and how does it bring about the
renewal of the earth? Ruah, the Hebrew word for spirit,
can mean wind, breath, soul, spirit. Psalm 104
depicts God as the giver and sustainer of life, the one
who continually creates and re-creates. It is God's
breath or ruah which creates, sustains and re-
creates life. Without that breath we perish. So we
praise God for continually creating and re-creating us.
What are the concrete manifestations of this re-
creation? The other readings provide strong clues as to
what re-creation entails.

The first reading, unique to Luke’s Acts of the Apostles,
is the narrative of Pentecost. With the Jewish Pilgrimage
feast of Shavuot or Pentecost as a backdrop, the
narrative specifies two aspects of re-creation. One is the
attitude of receptiveness needed if one is to be open
to the presence of the Spirit. This requires the
support and encouragement of a community that is
attuned to the direction of the Spirit.

Once such an attunement is cultivated, then the Spirit
can truly do its work. The powerful result is a two-fold
miracle, corresponding to the two things that most
humans find very difficult to do: listen and speak
meaningfully. Speaking in a language that all can
understand is a miracle in itself for most of us. But
listening and understanding something we find difficult
or strange is an even greater miracle. In other words,
the Spirit reverses the confusion and tyranny of the
Tower of Babel syndrome (Genesis 11), gifting us
with wisdom, along with understanding hearts and
minds, so that we can listen and speak meaningfully
about God’s presence and action among us.

Paul’s first letter to the Corinthians continues to manifest
what re-creation is about. The presence of the Spirit
manifests diversity and variety in thought, gifts,
feelings and presence. Our oneness in the Spirit is
made manifest through the many diverse gifts that are

given to us to build up the body of Christ. Diversity is not
destructive of unity but rather is the essential
component of unity. The Spirit of God gifts us in our
own uniqueness so that we can all contribute our
specialness to the building up of the body. Jesuit Pierre
Teilhard de Chardin perfectly expressed this reality
by stating that "unity is achieved by honoring the
differences."

The gospel reading from John takes the dynamics of re-
creation to even greater depths. As Jesus interacts with
his followers on resurrection day, he greets them
with peace, and commissions them to spread that
peace to all. By breathing on them his Spirit, Jesus
re-creates them for relationship and mission, just as
God did at our creation. Integral to mission is our ability
to forgive and reconcile. Only by being willing to forgive
and reconcile, will we ever realize the peace that the
Spirit gives.

The responsorial psalm focuses the wisdom from the
other readings by dialoguing with them about the
essentials involved in being renewed and re-
created by God in and through the Spirit. God
is the giver of all life, continually renewing and
re-creating us. When we choose to speak and
listen with open hearts, when diversity is
seen as a rich blessing, when forgiveness is
graciously practiced and peace becomes a
way of life, then we can be certain that the
Spirit is present, renewing and re-creating
us for abundant life.

How do you make the Spirit’s presence real
and effective for yourself and others, even
in these challenging times of staying in
place and keeping
safe distances?

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‘ Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

El papel del Espiritu en este Pentecostés
particularmente Unico es el mismo de siempre:
regalarnos una nueva esperanza, valor, audacia y
fuerza para dar testimonio el uno al otro mientras
luchamos por conectarnos en medio de una
pandemia. Las iglesias estan comenzando a abrirse
pero con todo tipo de nuevos rituales y restricciones
nunca antes vistas o esperadas. Cémo abordaremos
esta realidad? Mientras los discipulos se preguntaban
cémo continuarian sin Jesus, a nosotros también nos
preocupa como debemos continuar en esta nueva y
extrafia "normalidad". Las lecturas de Pentecostés nos
ayudan mucho en nuestras luchas.

El Salmo 103 resuena con el rico refran: "Envia tu
Espiritu, Sefor, y renueva la faz de la tierra". ; Co6mo
nos ayuda el salmo a ganar sabiduria de las otras
lecturas de Pentecostés?

¢, Cual es el espiritu del Sefor y como provoca la
renovacion de la tierra? Ruah, la palabra hebrea para el
espiritu, puede significar viento, aliento, alma,
espiritu. EI Salmo 103 representa a Dios como
dador y sustentador de la vida, el que crea y re-crea
continuamente. Es el aliento de Dios o ruah que crea,
sostiene y re-crea la vida. Sin ese aliento
moriremos. Asi que alabamos a Dios por crearnos y
re-crearnos  continuamente. ;Cudles son las
manifestaciones concretas de esta re-creacion? Las
otras lecturas proporcionan pistas fuertes sobre lo
que implica la re-creacion.

La primera lectura, uUnica de los Hechos de los
Apodstoles de Lucas, es la narracion de Pentecostés.
Con la fiesta de peregrinacion judia de Shavuot o
Pentecostés como telon de fondo, la narraciéon
especifica dos aspectos de la re-creacion. Una es la
actitud de receptividad necesaria si uno quiere estar
abierto a la presencia del Espiritu. Esto requiere el
apoyo y aliento de una comunidad que esta en
sintonia con la direccion del Espiritu.

Una vez que se cultive tal sintonia, entonces el Espiritu
puede verdaderamente hacer su trabajo. El poderoso
resultado es un doble milagro, que corresponde a
las dos cosas que la mayoria de los seres humanos
encuentran muy dificiles de hacer: escuchar y
hablar con significado. Hablar un idioma que todos
pueden entender es un milagro en si mismo para la
mayoria de nosotros. Pero escuchar y comprender algo
que nos resulta dificil o extrafio es un milagro aun
mayor. En ofras palabras, el Espiritu revierte Ila
confusiéon y tirania del sindrome de la Torre de
Babel (Génesis 11), dandonos sabiduria, tanto como
corazones y mentes comprensivos, para que
podamos escuchar y hablar de manera significativa
acerca de la presencia y accion de Dios entre
nosotros.

La primera carta de Pablo a los Corintios continlia a
manifestar lo que es la re-creacion. La presencia del

Espiritu manifiesta diversidad y variedad en
pensamiento, dones, sentimientos y presencia.
Nuestra unidad en el Espiritu se manifiesta a través de
los muchos y diversos dones que se nos dan para
edificar el cuerpo de Cristo. La diversidad no destruye la
unidad, sino que es el componente esencial de la
unidad. El Espiritu de Dios nos regala en nuestra
propia singularidad para que todos podamos contribuir
nuestra especialidad a la construccion del cuerpo. El
jesuita Pierre Teilhard de Chardin expresé
perfectamente esta realidad al afirmar que "la
unidad se logra honrando las diferencias”.

La lectura del evangelio de Juan lleva la dinamica de la
re-creacion a profundidades aun mayores. Mientras
Jesus interactua con sus seguidores el dia de la
resurreccion, los saluda con paz y los manda a
extender esa paz a todos. Al respirar sobre ellos su
Espiritu, Jesus los vuelve a crear para la relacién y la
mision, tal como lo hizo Dios en nuestra creacion.
Integral a la mision es nuestra capacidad de perdonar y
reconciliar. Sélo al estar dispuestos a perdonar y a
reconciliarnos, nos daremos cuenta de la paz que el
Espiritu da.

El salmo responsorial centra la sabiduria de las otras
lecturas, dialogando con ellas sobre lo esencial
involucrado al ser renovado y re-creado por Dios eny a
través del Espiritu. Dios es el dador de toda vida,
continuamente renovandonos y re-creandonos. Cuando
elegimos hablar y escuchar con corazones abiertos,
cuando la diversidad se ve como una bendicion
rica, cuando el perdoén se practica
misericordiosamente y la paz se convierte en un
estilo de vida, entonces podemos estar seguros de
que el Espiritu esta presente, renovandonos y re-
creandonos para la vida abundante.

¢ Como hace que la presencia del Espiritu sea real y
efectiva para usted y los demas, hasta en estos
momentos dificiles de quedarse en casa y mantener
la sana distancia?

And let us resolve to lean on the
Holy Spirit more and more as our guide through the
stewardship way of life.

Special Indulgences

The gift of special indulgences is granted to the faithful
suffering from COVID-19 disease, commonly known as
Coronavirus, as well as to health care workers, family
members and all those who in any capacity, including
through prayer, care for them.

e Trusting in Christ, a plenary indulgence is “granted
to the faithful suffering from Coronavirus, who are
subject to quarantine by order of the health authority
in hospitals or in their own homes if, with a spirit
detached from any sin, they unite spiritually through
the media to the celebration of Holy Mass, the
recitation of the Holy Rosary, to the pious practice of
the Way of the Cross or other forms of devotion, or if
at least they will recite the Creed, the Lord's Prayer
and a pious invocation to the Blessed Virgin Mary,
offering this trial in a spirit of faith in God and charity
towards their brothers and sisters, with the will to
fulfil the usual conditions (sacramental confession,
Eucharistic communion and prayer according to the
Holy Father's intentions), as soon as possible.”

e Health care workers, family members and all those
who, following the example of the Good Samaritan,
exposing themselves to the risk of contagion, care
for the sick of Coronavirus according to the words of
the divine Redeemer: ‘Greater love has no one than
this: to lay down one’s life for one’s friends’ (Jn
15:13), will obtain the same gift of the plenary
indulgence under the same conditions.

e An indulgence is “the expression of the Church's full
confidence of being heard by the Father when - in
view of Christ's merits and, by his gift, those of Our
Lady and the saints - she asks him to mitigate or
cancel the painful aspect of punishment by fostering
its medicinal aspect through other channels of
grace” (John Paul I, General Audience, September
29, 1999).

e A plenary indulgence removes all the temporal
punishment due to sin (CCC, 1471).

pecado, se unen espiritualmente a través de los
medios para la celebracion de la Santa Misa, la
recitacion del Santo Rosario, la practica piadosa
del Viacrucis u otras formas de devocién, o si al
menos recitaran el Credo, la Oracion del Sefor y
una invocacion piadosa a la Bendita Virgen Maria,
ofreciendo esta prueba en un espiritu de fe en Dios
y caridad hacia sus hermanos y hermanas, con la
voluntad de cumplir las condiciones habituales
(confesion sacramental, comunién eucaristica vy
oracion segun las intenciones del Santo Padre), lo
antes posible."

del castigo fomentando su aspecto medicinal a
través de otros canales de gracia ”"(Juan Pablo II,
Audiencia general, 29 de septiembre de 1999).
