This Week’s Do You Know Video:
With this week's DYK video
we continue our series on
Pope Francis' Apostolic
Exhortation, Rejoice and Be
Glad: On the Call to Holiness in Today's World.
Chapter 1 talks about saints who have gone before us
as a cloud of witnesses that surround us, cheering
and encouraging us on as we live out our call to
holiness. Francis asserts that all are called to be
saints, what he calls the "middle class of saints",
those who live next door and in our neighborhoods.
Sainthood is not restricted to bishops, priests or
religious, but is the vocation of all. Holiness consists
of taking on the mind and heart of Christ in all that we
do and say. It is in the little things of life that holiness
is manifested, like not gossiping, listening patiently,
and saying kind words when we are tempted to lash
out with harsh words. We look at the totality of one's
life in striving for holiness and not just one or other
individual action. With Mother Theresa, we are not
called to be perfect but to be faithful. To cultivate the
call to holiness, Francis asks us to become
contemplatives in action, people involved in the world,
who set time aside for silence and prayer so that we
can listen to God and engage the world from God's
point of view and not ours. Francis insists that
responding to our call to holiness fills us with life,
energy and joy, helping us to become the people God
intends us to be, full, loving, human beings. Make
time to view this week's DYK video to reflect on the
call to holiness and what it means to be saints in
today's world.

Examining ourselves in the way Archbishop Murphy
examined himself can inspire thoughts about all that we
have. You may find that you have appreciated securities
purchased some time ago at a much lower value that
could make a meaningful impact on your parish.

Tax Treatment

Donating publicly traded appreciated stock or mutual
fund shares is a strategic gift-planning method. The after
-tax cost is less than a cash gift.

e If held for more than 12 months, the fair market
value as of the date of the gift is eligible for deduction, if
your tax situation allows.

The donated value may be deductible up to 30% of
your adjusted gross income and can be carried over
for up to five years.

e Capital gains tax will not be assessed.

The IRS offers guidance to establish the value of your
securities donations in publication 561.

How to donate appreciated securities

The diocese processes securities donations as a service
to parishes and ministries. How your gift is processed
depends upon whether you hold your securities in a
brokerage account or have physical possession of the
certificates. Contact the Office of Stewardship and
Development at (816) 714-2363 or 816-714-2359, if you
need help determining how to proceed.

To transfer securities from your brokerage account to
the diocesan brokerage account, you will need a
securities donation form (DTC Transfer form). You can
download the form from the Planned Giving section of
the diocese website www.kcsjdiocese.org. The diocese
will sell your securities and forward the proceeds to the
parish or ministry you designate. Please consult with
your own attorney and other professional advisers
regarding your personal tax and financial situation.

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Reflection on the Readings

The readings for the Sundays of Easter in all three
lectionary years are arranged differently. The first
reading is taken from the Acts of the Apostles and
not, as usual, from the Old Testament. The Acts
readings emphasize the joy, excitement and
commitment of the early followers of the risen Jesus.

This Lectionary year C, the second reading is from
the book of Revelation and not one of the New
Testament letters. These readings celebrate the
victory of the Lamb, Jesus Christ, wounded for our sake
but now restored to power and glory. All of the gospel
passages come from the gospel according to John,
even though Lectionary year C focuses on the
gospel according to Luke. All the readings highlight
key Easter themes.

Today’s selection from Acts recounts how the
apostles are ready and willing to suffer for
preaching and evangelizing in Jesus’ name. Peter
speaks for all by responding that they are witnesses to
the reconciling and forgiving deeds that God has done
for all through Jesus. Followers of Jesus are called to
withess and proclaim Jesus no matter the
opposition or suffering involved.

Reliance on the Lord engenders trust and hope in
God who never abandons us. To emphasize our
great Easter joy, we pray the same psalm verses and
refrain used at the Easter Vigil. With great joy, we join
the psalmist in singing the refrain from responsorial
Psalm 30, “I will praise you, Lord, for you have rescued

me.

The second reading from Revelation envisions a
heavenly liturgy in which “wisdom and strength, honor,
glory and blessing” are showered by countless angels,
elders, and living creatures on the Risen Christ, “the
Lamb that was slain.” We are
invited to join this glorious
heavenly worship of Christ,
the one who died so that all
might live.

before the crucifixion. A later editor of John’s gospel saw
the need to explicitly reconcile Jesus and Peter, and
thus added chapter twenty-one. Like all scripture,
this chapter is inspired by God and communicates the
message that God desires to aid us in our salvation.

The risen Jesus appears on the shores of the Sea of
Galilee and aids the apostles in making a great
catch of fish. Recognizing Jesus, the apostles head
to shore where Jesus is preparing breakfast for them.
After breakfast is served, Jesus addresses Peter three
times with the question “Peter, do you love me?” This is
in direct correlation to the three times that Peter
denied Jesus.

This time, Peter affirms his love of Jesus three
times. Each time, Jesus challenges Peter to
manifest that love by being a servant to all of God’s
people, the mandate given by Jesus at the last supper.
The risen Lord allows Peter to be reconciled and
renewed once more, thus redirecting Peter’s energy
for service to God’s people.

The risen Lord challenges us in the same fashion.
No matter what we have done, do we trust the risen
Lord to forgive, reconcile and renew us? How do we
follow through on that reconciliation and renewal in very
practical and specific manifestations of service to
others? How do we tend and feed God’s people? The
new life of the Easter season is an excellent time to
reflect on God’s love and to have it challenge us to
greater service of God’s people

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Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

Las lecturas de los domingos de Pascua en los tres
anos leccionarios se organizan de manera diferente.
La primera lectura se toma de los Hechos de los
Apoéstoles y no, como de costumbre, del Antiguo
Testamento. Las lecturas de los Hechos enfatizan el
gozo, la emocion y el compromiso de los primeros
seguidores del Jesus resucitado.

Este Ano Leccionario C, la segunda lectura es del
libro de Apocalipsis y no de una de las cartas del
Nuevo Testamento. Estas lecturas celebran la
victoria del Cordero, Jesucristo, herido por nuestro bien,
pero ahora restaurado en poder y gloria. Todos los
pasajes del evangelio provienen del evangelio
segun Juan, aunque el afo Leccionario C se enfoca
en el evangelio segun Lucas. Todas las lecturas
destacan temas claves de Pascua.

La seleccion de hoy de los Hechos relata como los
apostoles estan listos y dispuestos a sufrir por
predicar y evangelizar en el nombre de Jesus. Pedro
habla por todos al responder que son testigos de los
hechos de reconciliacién y perdén que Dios ha hecho
por todos a través de Jesus. Los seguidores de Jesus
estan llamados a testificar y proclamar a Jesus, sin
importar la oposicion o el sufrimiento involucrado.

Depender del Sefior engendra confianza vy
esperanza en Dios que nunca nos abandona. Para
enfatizar nuestra gran alegria Pascual, rezamos los
mismos versos Y estribillo de salmo usados en la Vigilia
Pascual. Con gran alegria, nos unimos al salmista para
cantar el estribillo del Salmo responsorial 30: "Te
ensalzaré, Sefior, porque me has librado".

La segunda lectura de Apocalipsis contempla una
liturgia celestial en la que “la sabiduria y la fuerza, el
honor, la gloria y la alabanza” estan derramados sobre
el Cristo Resucitado, “el Cordero, que fue inmolado,”
por innumerables angeles, ancianos y seres Vivos.
Estamos invitados a unirnos a esta gloriosa
adoracion celestial de Cristo, el que murié para que
todos vivieran.

El evangelio esta tomado del capitulo veintiuno de
Juan. La mayoria de los eruditos de las Escrituras
creen que el evangelio de Juan termind originalmente
con el capitulo veinte, sin palabras reconciliadoras
pronunciadas entre Pedro y Jesus. Acuérdese que
Pedro habia negado a Jesus tres veces antes de la
crucifixion. Un editor posterior del evangelio de Juan vio
la necesidad de reconciliar explicitamente a Jesus y
Pedro, y asi agregé el capitulo veintiuno. Como

todas las Escrituras, este capitulo esta inspirado por
Dios y comunica el mensaje que Dios desea para
ayudarnos en nuestra salvacion.

El Jesus resucitado aparece a la orilla del mar de
Galilea y ayuda a los apdstoles a hacer una gran
captura de peces. Reconociendo a Jesus, los
apostoles se dirigen a la orilla donde Jesus les esta
preparando el desayuno. Después de que se sirve el
desayuno, Jesus se dirige a Pedro tres veces con la
pregunta "Pedro, ;me amas?" Esto esta en correlacion
directa con las tres veces en que Pedro negé a
Jesus.

Esta vez, Pedro afirma su amor de Jesus tres veces.
Cada vez, Jesus desafia a Pedro a manifestar ese amor
siendo un siervo de todo el pueblo de Dios, el mandato
dado por Jesus en la ultima cena. El Senor resucitado
permite que Pedro se reconcilie y renueve una vez
mas, y asi redirige la energia de Pedro para servir al
pueblo de Dios.

El Sefior resucitado nos desafia de la misma
manera. No importa lo que hayamos hecho,
¢confiamos en que el Sefior resucitado nos perdonara,
nos reconciliara y nos renovara? ;Como seguimos esa
reconciliacion y renovacion en manifestaciones muy
practicas y especificas de servicio a los demas? ¢ Coémo
cuidamos y alimentamos al pueblo de Dios? La
nueva vida de la temporada de Pascua es un
excelente momento para reflexionar sobre el amor
de Dios y para que nos desafie a un mayor servicio
al pueblo de Dios.
