New DACA Information

Last week, another federal judge ruled that Deferred
Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA) protections must
stay in place and that the government must resume
accepting new applications. Judge John D. Bates of
Federal District Court for the District of Columbia said
that the administration’s decision to terminate the
program, DACA, was based on the “virtually
unexplained” grounds that the program was “unlawful.”
The judge stayed his decision for 90 days and gave the
Department of Homeland Security, which administers
the program, the opportunity to better explain its
reasoning for canceling it. If the department fails to do
so, it “must accept and process new as well as renewal
DACA applications.”

During the 90 days, the Secretary of Homeland Security
or her delegate may reissue a memorandum rescinding
DACA, this time providing a fuller explanation for the
determination that the program lacks statutory and
constitutional authority. Should the Department fail to
issue such a memorandum within 90 days, however, the
previous decision to end DACA known as the
"Rescission Memo" will be vacated in its entirety, and
the original DACA program will be restored in full. This
means, among other things, that the agency will be
required to resume accepting initial DACA applications
and applications for advanced parole.

What Does This Ruling Mean?

e The judge believes the administration did not have
grounds to end DACA;

e He ruled that not only should USCIS accept
renewals but also new applications and advance
parole applications.

What Is This About A 90 Day Stay? | am a New

DACA Applicant, May | Apply Now?

e The judge is putting his decision on hold for 90 days;

e The judge is giving DHS 90 days from April 24 to
give an explanation for cancelling the program;

e New applications and advance parole applications
should not be sent until the judge says so in 90
days.

What Happens In 90 Days?

e |f DHS does not give a better reason for cancelling
the program or DHS does not respond, then the
judge’s order will go into effect.

e New applications and advance parole applications
should not be sent until the judge says so in 90
days.

e It is not clear what happens if DHS responds and
gives a good reason for cancelling the program.

YES!

Here’s a reminder on renewals:

e Individuals who were previously granted deferred
action under DACA may request a renewal with the
appropriate fee or approved fee exemption request.

e If you previously received DACA and your DACA
expired on or after Sept. 5, 2016, you may still file
your DACA request as a renewal request.

o If you previously received DACA and your DACA
expired before Sept. 5, 2016, or your DACA was
previously terminated at any time, you cannot
request DACA as a renewal but may nonetheless file
a new initial DACA request in accordance with
instructions. Please list the date your prior DACA
expired or was terminated on Part 1 of the Form I-
821D, if available.

e USCIS at this timeis not accepting requests from
individuals who have never before been granted
deferred action under DACA.

e USCIS at this time will not accept or approve
advance parole requests from DACA recipients.

I Never Applied For DACA But | Am Eligible, What

Should | Do?

e Do not send anything to USCIS if you are a new
applicant for DACA. At the present time USCIS is
not accepting DACA applications from people who
have not applied for DACA previously.

e Talk to a lawyer or BIA accredited Representative;

e Begin gathering eligibility information: See here
https://www.ilrc.org/what-documents-will-i-need-
apply-daca

e Check back in 90 days to see if you can apply as a
new applicant.

| Want To Travel, May | Apply for Advance Parole?

¢ Not at this time;

e Do Not Travel outside the United States;

e USCIS at this time will not accept or approve
advance parole requests from DACA recipients.

e Wait 90 days and then check with a lawyer before

sending an application for advance parole or

traveling.

Did you know the latest research shows exercise is one of the best things you can do for your brain?
Cognitive decline is not inevitable, the brain continually makes new neurons and fine-tunes neural connections
throughout life. Aerobic exercise jumpstarts that process. “It reduces the level of brain loss and keeps cognitive
abilities sharp,” says John Medina, affiliate professor of bioengineering at the University of Washington School of
Medicine and author of Brain Rules. "It also slashes your lifetime risk of Alzheimer’s in half and your risk of general
dementia by 60 percent.”

Exercise boosts the flow of blood to the brain spurring the release of brain-derived neurotropic factor (BDNF). This
chemical stimulates the formation of new neurons in the hippocampus, the area involved in memory, learning and
the ability to plan and make decisions. BDNF also repairs cell damage and strengthens synapses, which connect
brain cells. Doctors who specialize in the aging brain say that dementia is not inevitable, even in very old age. A
growing number of studies are showing that a regimen of good nutrition, physical exercise, and mental stimulation
plays a major role in preventing Alzheimer’s and other types of dementia.

Cornelius was likely the inspiration
for that statement. St. Cornelius is a significant person
in the Acts of the Apostles. A documented centurion in
the Cohors lItalia, he is considered by most Bible
researchers as being one of the first Gentiles converted
to Christianity. The message, however, applies to all of
us, as most of us are indeed Gentiles. It is made clear
that Cornelius was a holy and generous man.
However, he did not receive the Holy Spirit until he had
heard the Gospel from Peter and responded to it. That
is what each of us is called to do as well. If we allow
the Lord to be an important part of our lives, God will
do everything for those who are willing to receive Him.

Giving from Your IRA

Giving from one’s IRA account is one of the smartest
ways to make a real impact for your parish. In late 2015,
Congress made this method permanent:

* What You Can Give. Contributions from traditional
IRAs.

* Age Requirement. You must be 70 1/2 years old or
older when the distribution is made.

* Directly to the Charity. Distributions must be made
directly from your IRA account to charity. Use the
diocesan Request Form.

* Professional Advice. Please consult with your tax
or legal professional.

Who benefits from this type of giving?

* Individuals who take required minimum withdrawals
and want to avoid paying tax on the distribution. Give
your Required Minimum Distribution (RMD) directly to a
qualified charity without having to report it as taxable
income. Contact your IRA administrator to learn the
amount of your RMD.

* Taxpayers who don’t itemize their deductions. An IRA
charitable transfer most benefits the nearly two-thirds of
Americans who do not itemize deductions on their tax
returns and therefore do not receive a tax benefit for
giving to charity.

* Itemizing taxpayers who've reached the charitable
giving limit. Donors who itemize their taxes are
prohibited from deducting more than 50 percent of their
adjusted gross income as charitable donations.
Donations from an IRA are excluded from this
percentage limit, allowing individuals who have reached
the 50 percent threshold to give more.

Reflection on the Readings

The Easter season is rich in its use of the psalms to
sing and celebrate the risen presence of Jesus in
the world. This Sunday’s responsorial Psalm 98 is a
song celebrating God as king over all creation. The
psalm context is the sung temple liturgy in which the
assembly is invited to sing a new song to the Lord who
has done marvelous deeds on behalf of the people. God
is imaged as the warrior king who has kept promises
made long ago, and has come to the people’s rescue
with a strong right hand and a mighty outstretched arm.
The refrain focuses the psalm: “The Lord has
revealed to the nations his saving power.”

The verses chosen for this Sunday emphasize the
witnessing by all of God’s saving actions. This is the
reason for a new song. God has kept the covenant
promises, caring for the people before the eyes of all
nations. God’s covenant love (hesed) and the
faithfulness (emunah) characterize God'’s relationship to
the people. This new victory witnessed by all is a source
of blessing to Israel and through Israel, to all the nations.
These select verses twice summon the assembly to
praise God by singing exuberantly a new song.

What is the essence of this new song to God? The
psalm clues us in and the other readings expand on
it, namely that God is the God of all, and that God’s
mighty deeds are for all people. We realize, along
with lIsrael, that God’s plan of salvation extends
beyond the boundaries of any particular group of
people to include all.

Peter, in the reading from Acts, is astounded at
seeing the Spirit come down upon Gentiles. In
dealing with Cornelius, the Gentile Roman
centurion, Peter, the Jew, comes to the insight that
“in truth, | see that God shows no partiality.” This
awesome statement made by Peter should be the
mantra of every group who
proffers their own religious
worldview at the expense of
another.

Sunday, May 6
Vatican |1l expresses this
insight well when it states
that God has a universal will
and desire to save all
people, and God will figure
out ways to do that. Our
concern should focus on
working out our own salvation
wherever we are planted. Both
Cornelius and Peter have a

right to sing a new song to the Lord, for the marvelous
deeds God'’s has done.

Both the second reading from 1 John and the gospel
reading from John focus on the love of God, vividly
expressed in Jesus. Jesus came to show us how to
love so that we might have life to the full and joy that is
total. Jesus compares his love for us with God’s love for
him. In other words, God’s love shows no partiality and
neither should ours. God’s love breaks down
boundaries, calls us friends, puts Gentiles on the
same level as Jews, treats Catholics and Protestants
alike, affirms that Jews, Christians and Muslims
worship the same God, and so on.

The modeling that Jesus offers in being willing to
lay down his life so that boundaries might be torn
down becomes our baptismal call. God’s love
manifested in Jesus transforms and challenges us to
model ourselves on that love. Our vocation is to
eliminate all that divides and separates, inviting all to the
table and treating all with equal dignity and respect. The
Christian community is one where loving inclusivity
is the hallmark of its lived reality.

Today, let us commit ourselves to such loving inclusivity.
Let us measure all that we do and say, including our
participation in our political
system on behalf of the poor,
the powerless, the immigrant
and the stranger, with this
primary gospel criteria. This
week strive to be more
inclusive in both words and
actions.

Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

La temporada de Pascua es rica en el uso de los
salmos para cantar y celebrar la presencia
resucitada de Jesus en el mundo. El Salmo
responsorial 97 de este domingo es una cancién
que celebra a Dios como rey sobre toda la creacion.
El contexto del salmo es la liturgia cantada del templo
en el cual se invita a la asamblea a cantar una nueva
cancion al Sefior que ha hecho obras maravillosas en
nombre del pueblo. Dios es representado como el rey
guerrero que ha cumplido las promesas hechas hace
mucho tiempo, y ha venido al rescate del pueblo con
una mano derecha fuerte y un brazo extendido y
poderoso. El estribillo centra el salmo: "El Sefior ha
revelado a las naciones su salvacion".

Los versos elegidos para este domingo enfatizan el
testimonio de todos de las acciones de salvacion de
Dios. Esta es la razén de una nueva cancion. Dios
ha guardado las promesas del pacto, cuidando a la
gente ante los ojos de todas las naciones. El amor del
pacto de Dios (hesed) y la fidelidad (emunah)
caracterizan la relacion de Dios con la gente. Esta
nueva victoria atestiguada por todos es una fuente de
bendicion para Israel y a través de Israel, para todas las
naciones. Estos versos selectos convocan dos veces a
la asamblea para alabar a Dios cantando
exuberantemente una nueva cancion.

¢ Cuadl es la esencia de esta nueva cancién para Dios?
El salmo nos da pistas y las otras lecturas las
amplian, es decir, que Dios es el Dios de todos, y
que las obras poderosas de Dios son para todas las
personas. Nos damos cuenta, junto con Israel, que
el plan de salvacién de Dios se extiende mas alla de
los limites de cualquier grupo particular de
personas para incluir a todos.

Pedro, en la lectura de los Hechos, se asombra al
ver que el Espiritu descendié sobre los gentiles. Al
tratar con Cornelio, el centurién romano gentil,
Pedro, el judio, llega a la conclusion de que "ahora
caigo en la cuenta de que Dios no hace distinciéon
de personas”. Esta asombrosa declaracion hecha
por Pedro deberia ser el mantra de cada grupo que
ofrece su propio cosmovision religiosa a expensas de
otro.

El Vaticano Il expresa bien esta idea cuando afirma
que Dios tiene una voluntad y un deseo universal de
salvar a todas las personas, y Dios descubrira
maneras de hacerlo. Nuestra preocupacion debe
enfocarse en encontrar nuestra propia salvacion donde
sea que estemos plantados. Tanto Cornelio como

Pedro tienen derecho a cantar una nueva cancién al
Sefor, por las obras maravillosas que Dios hizo.

Tanto la segunda lectura de 1 Juan como la lectura del
evangelio de Juan se centran en el amor de Dios,
expresado vividamente en Jesus. Jesus vino a
mostrarnos como amar para que podamos tener vida
plena y alegria total. Jesus compara su amor por
nosotros con el amor de Dios por él. En otras palabras,
el amor de Dios no muestra parcialidad y tampoco
deberia el nuestro. EI amor de Dios rompe fronteras,
nos llama amigos, pone a los gentiles al mismo
nivel que los judios, trata tanto a los catélicos como
a los protestantes, afirma que los judios, los
cristianos y los musulmanes adoran al mismo Dios,
y asi sucesivamente.

El modelo que Jesus ofrece al estar dispuesto a dar
su vida para que se puedan derribar los limites, se
convierte en nuestro llamado bautismal. El amor de
Dios manifestado en Jesus nos transforma y nos
desafia a modelarnos en ese amor. Nuestra vocacion
es eliminar todo lo que divide y separa, invitando a
todos a la mesa y tratando a todos con igual dignidad y
respeto. La comunidad cristiana es una en que la
inclusividad amorosa es el sello distintivo de su
realidad vivida.

Hoy, comprometamonos a esa inclusividad amorosa.
Midamos todo lo que hacemos y decimos, incluida
nuestra participacion en nuestro sistema politico en
nombre de los pobres, los impotentes, los inmigrantes y
los extranjeros, con este criterio primario del Evangelio.
Esta semana luche por ser mas inclusivo tanto en
palabras como en acciones.

Nueva informacion de DACA

La semana pasada, otro juez federal dictamin6 que las
medidas de la Accion Diferida (DACA, por sus siglas en
inglés) deben permanecer vigentes y que el gobierno
debe reanudar la aceptacion de nuevas solicitudes. El
juez John D. Bates del Tribunal Federal de Distrito para
el Distrito de Columbia dijo que la decision de la
administracién de dar por terminado el programa,
DACA, se basd en motivos "virtualmente inexplicables"
de que el programa era "ilegal". El juez suspendié su
decision por 90 dias y le dio al Departamento de
Seguridad Nacional (DHS), que administra el programa,
la oportunidad de explicar mejor su razonamiento para
cancelarlo. Si el departamento no lo hace, debe
"aceptar y procesar nuevas aplicaciones vy
renovaciones de DACA".

Durante los 90 dias, la Secretaria de Seguridad
Nacional o su delegado pueden volver a emitir un
memorando que rescinde DACA, esta vez
proporcionando una explicacion mas completa para la
determinacion de que el programa carece de autoridad
legal y constitucional. En caso de que el Departamento
no emita dicho memorando dentro de los 90 dias, sin
embargo, la decisién anterior de finalizar DACA,
conocida como el "Memo de Rescisién" quedara
vacante en su totalidad, y el programa original de
DACA sera restaurado en su totalidad. Esto significa,
entre otras cosas, que se requerira que la agencia
reanude la aceptacion de solicitudes iniciales de DACA
y solicitudes anticipadas de libertad condicional
(advanced parole).
