En Nuestro Video ¿Sabes…? de Esta Semana: 
El óleo es uno de los signos 
externos clave tanto del 
bautismo como de la 
temporada de Pascua. 
Sabemos que el óleo hace que 
las cosas funcionen sin problemas. El óleo es 
beneficioso para el cuerpo al hidratar la piel y relajar 
los músculos y las articulaciones. Tradicionalmente, 
se considera que el óleo tiene propiedades curativas y 
se usa en heridas para facilitar la curación. En la 
tradición bíblica, el óleo es esencial en un clima 
desértico seco para hidratar la piel y se usaba como 
un signo de hospitalidad y bienvenida. El óleo también 
se usó para ungir a ciertas personas, como 
sacerdotes, profetas y reyes, apartándolos para hacer 
la obra del Señor. En la tradición católica utilizamos 
tres tipos de óleos: crisma, óleo de los enfermos y 
óleo de los catecúmenos. Los tres óleos son 
consagrados (crisma) y bendecidos por el obispo en 
la misa crismal anual y distribuidos a las iglesias el 
Jueves Santo, para ser utilizados durante todo el año. 
El crisma se usa en el bautismo, la confirmación y la 
ordenación, lo que indica que estas personas son 
apartadas para hacer la obra del Señor. El Óleo de los 
Enfermos se usa para ungir a cualquier persona en 
cualquier momento que esté enfermo y necesite las 
oraciones de la comunidad y el toque sanador de 
Dios. El Óleo de los Catecúmenos se utiliza en varios 
rituales con los que se preparan para el bautismo. 
Dado que todos somos ungidos con el crisma en 
nuestro bautismo, todos somos apartados para hacer 
la obra del Señor. Tómese un momento para ver el 
video ¿Sabes? de esta semana y reflexione sobre lo 
que significa para usted haber sido apartado para 
hacer la obra del Señor.

This Week’s Do You Know Video: 
Oil is one of the key outward signs of both Baptism and 
the Easter Season. We know that oil makes things run 
smoothly. Oil is beneficial to the body in moisturizing 
skin and in limbering muscles and joints. Traditionally 
oil is seen as having healing properties and is used on 
wounds to facilitate healing. In the biblical tradition, oil 
is essential in a dry desert climate in moisturizing the 
skin and was used as a sign of hospitality and 
welcome. Oil was also used to anoint certain people 
such as priests, prophets and kings, setting them aside 
to do the Lord's work. In the Catholic tradition we use 
three types of oil, Chrism, Oil of the Sick and Oil of the 
Catechumens. All three oils are consecrated (Chrism) 
and blessed by the bishop at the yearly Chrism mass 
and distributed to the churches on Holy Thursday, to be 
used throughout the year. Chrism is used at Baptism, 
Confirmation and Ordination, indicating that these 
people are set aside to do the Lord's work. Oil of the 
Sick is used to anoint anyone at any time who is sick 
and in need of the community's prayers and God's 
healing touch. Oil of the Catechumens is used in 
various rituals with those preparing for Baptism. Since 
we are all anointed with Chrism at our baptism, we are 
all set aside to do the Lord's work. Make time to view 
this week's DYK video and reflect what it means for you 
to have been set aside to do the Lord's work.

“Everything is connected. Concern for the environment thus needs to be 
joined to a sincere love for our fellow human beings and an unwavering 

commitment to resolve the problems of society.” (LS #91) 
 

In Laudato Si, his encyclical on creation and the environment, Pope Francis has 
challenged all of us to examine our role as children of God created for intimacy and 
harmony with all of creation. As integral participants in God’s creation, we have a 
responsibility to care for all creation in the same manner that we feel called to care for 
ourselves and others. Pope Francis calls us back to our basic responsibility to carry out our 
mission as partners with God in caring for our common home.  
 
Let us celebrate this year’s Laudato Si Week by learning the scriptural basis of Creation 
Care, its place in the Catholic Tradition, and why Creation Care is both a Pro-life and a 
social justice issue. Together, we will read and discuss Chapter 2 of Laudato Si, in which 
Pope Francis clearly articulates the scriptural and theological foundations undergirding our 
oneness with and our connection to all of creation. God created human beings to be in 
harmony with God, one another and all of creation, Instead humans have consistently used 
their freedom to choose paths of domination and control over rather than cooperation with, 
protection of, and service to all life. Pope Francis insists that we must radically change our 
mindset and choices if we are to care for God’s creation and thus be faithful to God’s 
intention for all created reality.

Did You Know- Nature has long been known for its relaxing qualities, as a place for humans to find 
tranquility and healing. Gardening in particular is associated with mental clarity and feelings of reward, and it has 
many physical benefits as well. Food gardening can particularly be gratifying and an excellent source of fresh 
produce. From soil preparation to the joy of harvesting, there is always a task, big or small, during the growing 
season! But just how beneficial to your health is this age-old agricultural tradition? 

Moderate-intensity level activity for 2.5 hours each week can reduce the risk for 
obesity, high blood pressure, type 2 diabetes, osteoporosis, heart disease, and 
depression. Gardening is considered a moderate-intensity level activity, and can 
help you to achieve that 2.5 hour goal each week. Additionally, those that choose 
gardening as their moderate-intensity exercise are more likely to exercise 40-50 
minutes longer on average than those that choose activities like walking or biking.  
 
Gardening has also emerged in recent years as a scientifically proven stress 
reliever. Stress can cause irritability, headaches, stomach aches, heart attacks 
and worsen pre-existing conditions in the body. The beauty of nature is a great 
stress reliever in itself. Just think of how many times relaxation has been 
connected with pictures of stunning landscapes or recordings of nature’s sounds. 
Having your own bit of beauty available as a place for prayer, meditation, 
contemplation, and relaxation can provide quite a bit of relief from stress. It’s all 
part of making your home a haven from stress.

The Easter season is rich in its use of the psalms to sing and celebrate the risen presence of Jesus in the 
world. This Sunday’s responsorial Psalm 98 is a song celebrating God as king over all creation. The psalm 
context is the sung temple liturgy in which the assembly is invited to sing a new song to the Lord who has done 
marvelous deeds on behalf of the people. God is imaged as the warrior king who has kept promises made long 
ago, and has come to the people’s rescue with a strong right hand and a mighty outstretched arm. The refrain 
focuses the psalm: “The Lord has revealed to the nations his saving power.” 
 
The verses chosen for this Sunday emphasize the witnessing by all of God’s saving actions. This is the 
reason for a new song. God has kept the covenant promises, caring for the people before the eyes of all 
nations. God’s covenant love (hesed) and the faithfulness (emunah) characterize God’s relationship to the people. 
This new victory witnessed by all is a source of blessing to Israel and through Israel, to all the nations. These 
select verses twice summon the assembly to praise God by exuberantly singing a new song. 
 
What is the essence of this new song to God? The psalm clues us in and the other readings expand on it, namely 
that God is the God of all, and that God’s mighty deeds are for all people. We realize, along with Israel, that 
God’s plan of salvation extends beyond the boundaries of any particular group of people to include all. 
 
Peter, in the reading from Acts, is astounded at seeing the Spirit come down upon Gentiles. In dealing with 
Cornelius, the Gentile Roman centurion, Peter, the Jew, comes to the insight that “in truth, I see that God 
shows no partiality.” This awesome statement made by Peter should be the mantra of every group who proffers 
their own religious worldview at the expense of another. 
 
Vatican II expresses this insight well when it states that God has a universal will and desire to save all 
people, and God will figure out ways to do that. Our concern should focus on working out our own 

salvation wherever we are planted. Both Cornelius and 
Peter have a right to sing a new song to the Lord for the 
marvelous deeds God’s has done. 
 
Both the second reading from 1 John and the gospel 
reading from John focus on the love of God, vividly 
expressed in Jesus. Jesus came to show us how to 
love so that we might have life to the full and joy that is total. 
Jesus compares his love for us with God’s love for him. In 
other words, God’s love shows no partiality and neither 
should ours. God’s love breaks down boundaries, calls 
us friends, puts Gentiles on the same level as Jews, 
treats Catholics and Protestants alike, affirms that 
Jews, Christians and Muslims worship the same God, 
and so on. 
 
The modeling that Jesus offers in being willing to lay 

down his life so that boundaries might be torn down becomes our 
baptismal call. God’s love manifested in Jesus transforms and 
challenges us to model ourselves on that love. Our vocation is to eliminate 
all that divides and separates, inviting all to the table and treating all with 
equal dignity and respect. The Christian community is one where loving 
inclusivity is the hallmark of its lived reality. 
 
Today, let us commit ourselves to such loving inclusivity. Let us measure 
all that we do and say, including our participation in our political system on 
behalf of the poor, the powerless, the immigrant and the stranger, with this 
primary gospel criteria. This week strive to be more inclusive in both 
words and actions.

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La temporada de Pascua es rica en el uso de los salmos para cantar y celebrar 
la presencia resucitada de Jesús en el mundo. El Salmo responsorial 97 de 
este domingo es una canción que celebra a Dios como rey sobre toda la 
creación. El contexto del salmo es la liturgia cantada del templo en el cual se 
invita a la asamblea a cantar una nueva canción al Señor que ha hecho obras 
maravillosas en nombre del pueblo. Dios es representado como el rey guerrero que 
ha cumplido las promesas hechas hace mucho tiempo, y ha venido al rescate del 
pueblo con una mano derecha fuerte y un brazo extendido y poderoso. El estribillo 
centra el salmo: "El Señor ha revelado a las naciones su salvación". 
 
Los versos elegidos para este domingo enfatizan el testimonio de todos de las 
acciones de salvación de Dios. Esta es la razón de una nueva canción. Dios ha 
guardado las promesas del pacto, cuidando a la gente ante los ojos de todas las 
naciones. El amor del pacto de Dios (hesed) y la fidelidad (emunah) caracterizan la 
relación de Dios con la gente. Esta nueva victoria atestiguada por todos es una 
fuente de bendición para Israel y a través de Israel, para todas las naciones. Estos 
versos selectos convocan dos veces a la asamblea para alabar a Dios 

cantando exuberantemente una nueva canción. 
 
¿Cuál es la esencia de esta nueva canción para Dios? El salmo nos da pistas y las otras lecturas las amplían, es 
decir, que Dios es el Dios de todos, y que las obras poderosas de Dios son para todas las personas. Nos 
damos cuenta, junto con Israel, que el plan de salvación de Dios se extiende más allá de los límites de 
cualquier grupo particular de personas para incluir a todos. 
 
Pedro, en la lectura de los Hechos, se asombra al ver que el Espíritu descendió sobre los gentiles. Al tratar 
con Cornelio, el centurión romano gentil, Pedro, el judío, llega a la conclusión de que "ahora caigo en la 
cuenta de que Dios no hace distinción de personas". Esta asombrosa declaración hecha por Pedro 
debería ser el mantra de cada grupo que ofrece su propio cosmovisión religiosa a expensas de otro. 
 
El Vaticano II expresa bien esta idea cuando afirma que Dios tiene una voluntad y un deseo universal de 
salvar a todas las personas, y Dios descubrirá maneras de hacerlo. Nuestra preocupación debe enfocarse 
en encontrar nuestra propia salvación donde sea que estemos plantados. Tanto Cornelio como Pedro tienen 
derecho a cantar una nueva canción al Señor, por las obras maravillosas que Dios hizo. 
 
Tanto la segunda lectura de 1 Juan como la lectura del evangelio de Juan se centran en el amor de Dios, 
expresado vívidamente en Jesús. Jesús vino a mostrarnos cómo amar para que podamos tener vida plena 
y alegría total. Jesús compara su amor por nosotros con el amor de Dios por él. En otras palabras, el amor de 
Dios no muestra parcialidad y tampoco debería el nuestro. El amor de Dios rompe fronteras, nos llama amigos, 
pone a los gentiles al mismo nivel que los judíos, trata tanto a los católicos como a los protestantes, 
afirma que los judíos, los cristianos y los musulmanes adoran al mismo Dios, y así sucesivamente. 
 
El modelo que Jesús ofrece al estar dispuesto a dar su vida para que se puedan derribar los límites, se 
convierte en nuestro llamado bautismal. El amor de Dios 
manifestado en Jesús nos transforma y nos desafía a modelarnos en 
ese amor. Nuestra vocación es eliminar todo lo que divide y separa, 
invitando a todos a la mesa y tratando a todos con igual dignidad y 
respeto. La comunidad cristiana es una en que la inclusividad 
amorosa es el sello distintivo de su realidad vivida. 
 
Hoy, comprometámonos a esa inclusividad amorosa. Midamos todo lo 
que hacemos y decimos, incluida nuestra participación en nuestro 
sistema político en nombre de los pobres, los impotentes, los 
inmigrantes y los extranjeros, con este criterio primario del Evangelio. 
Esta semana luche por ser más inclusivo tanto en palabras como 
en acciones.

The estate and gift tax exclusion is $11.7 million per 
person for 2021. If you have a high net worth and have 
provided for your heirs, your assets can help sustain 
your parish.
