This Week’s Do You

Know Video:

The early Christians
typically chose to baptize
Roman pagan festivals and
turn them into Christian
celebrations. Christmas is believed to be the result of
baptizing the weeklong Roman Festival of Saturnalia,
dedicated to Saturn, the Roman god of agriculture,
usually celebrated around Dec 17-23. Dec 25 became
the day for celebrating the birth of Jesus, God with us,
sometime around the years 325-350 AD, with Dec 24
named as the vigil of Christmas. The week before,
namely Dec 17-23 was used as a week of immediate
preparation of the community as it joyfully anticipated the
celebration of Christ's birth. A prayer custom was
developed during this week that was incorporated into
the liturgy of the hours as well as the eucharistic liturgy,
that is still known today as the "O Antiphons." These
were brief prayers that made use of the messianic titles
for Jesus that were found in the Old Testament. Each
titte was preceded by the word "Come" as the
community called upon God to come and dwell among
us. Seven titles from the Old Testament are used, all
found today in the seven verses of the Advent hymn, "O
Come, O Come, Emmanuel." Make time to view this
week's DYK video as you learn and pray these seven
brief prayers inviting God to be intimately present with
us.

Los primeros cristianos tipicamente optaron por
bautizar las fiestas paganas de los romanos vy
convertirlas en celebraciones cristianas. Se cree que la
Navidad es el resultado de bautizar el Festival Romano
de Saturnalia, de una semana de duracion, dedicado a
Saturno, el dios romano de la agricultura, que
generalmente se celebra entre el 17 y el 23 de
diciembre.

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Reflection on the Readings

. This last Sunday of Advent introduces Mary and Joseph
. as key players in God’s plan for becoming one of us.
- From the beginning, God created and still creates out of

’ I‘ ; - love. By its very nature, love ultimately seeks oneness with

the one loved. God’s plan all along was to be intimate with
‘all of us. God did not become human because of our
sinfulness Rather God chose from the very beginning
to become more intimate with all of creation by
wm\? choosing to become fully human.
Z God could have chosen other ways to become more intimate
with us. Instead, God chooses to become human and dwell
among us by requesting our openness and cooperation in
the plan. It is this human openness, cooperation and
response to God that we celebrate today in the readings,
along with God’s gracious gift of intimacy with us in the
" person of Jesus. Responsorial Psalm 89 captures this

celebratory theme when it invites us to sing, “Forever | will
sing the goodness of the Lord.”

The first reading from 2 Samuel recounts David’s desire to
build a house or temple for God. God responds through
Nathan the prophet that God does not need a house to dwell
in because God has been present with the people in the tent that moved with them wherever they went. There
seems to be an underlying rejection of a permanent dwelling for God, lest the people forget that God is in
their midst wherever they are.

If God resides in a sacred space, then when we are no longer in that sacred space, does that mean that God is no
longer with us? That is the question that this reading seems to address. God’s response is that we should not
house God in one place, but rather it is God who builds residences for us in which God chooses to reside.
In other words, God chooses where and with whom God will reside and not humanity. It is God’s choice to
reside with all people that moves us to sing our psalm response “Forever, | will sing the goodness of the Lord.”

The convoluted single sentence reading from Paul’s letter to the Romans calls us to affirm the reality that it is God
who strengthens us. For Paul, God, in and through Jesus, has become intimate with us, has strengthened us, and
has been made known and proclaimed “to all nations.” Paul asserts that all this is God’s doing. Our
response to “the only wise God” is to offer praise and glory to God forever for the gracious gift of Jesus, the
foundation stone to the house that God has built for all people.

Luke’s gospel account focuses on the angel’s annunciation to Mary of God’s desire to build a dwelling place with
all humanity in and through her. While confused and questioning what all this ultimately means, Mary expresses
openness, trust and a complete desire to cooperate with God. Mary thus becomes the ultimate model for
anyone who seeks to do God’s will. A deep relationship with God leads to .

trust in God, to openness and cooperation with God’s plan no matter Readmgs
how confused or troubled we might be.

La primera lectura de 2 Samuel relata el deseo de David de
construir una casa o templo para Dios. Dios responde a través
del profeta Natan que Dios no necesita una casa para habitar
porque Dios ha estado presente con las personas en la tienda
de campafa que se mudaba con ellos a donde quiera que fueran. Parece haber un rechazo subyacente de una vivienda
permanente para Dios, no sea que la gente olvide que Dios esta en medio de ellos donde sea que estén.

Si Dios reside en un espacio sagrado, entonces cuando ya no estemos en ese espacio sagrado, ¢ significa eso que Dios
ya no esta con nosotros? Esa es la pregunta que esta lectura parece abordar. La respuesta de Dios es que no debemos
albergar a Dios en un lugar, sino que es Dios quien construye las residencias para nosotros en las que Dios
elige residir. En otras palabras, Dios elige déonde y con quién residira y no la humanidad. Es la eleccién de Dios
residir con todas las personas y eso nos mueve a cantar nuestra respuesta al salmo "Cantaré eternamente las
misericordias del Sefor".

La enigmatica oracién simple que se lee de la carta de Pablo a los Romanos nos llama a afirmar la realidad de que es
Dios quien nos fortalece. Para Pablo, Dios, en y por medio de Jesus, se ha hecho intimo con nosotros, nos ha
fortalecido y ha sido conocido y proclamado "a todas las naciones"”.

Be A Steward of your Taxes

THE STANDARD DEDUCTION THRESHOLD is $12,400 for

an individual, $24,800 for a couple in 2020. To exceed

the threshold:

e Bundle charitable gifts you would normally
make over several years.

o Create a donor advised fund with a large charitable
contribution.

THE LIMITATION ON DEDUCTIONS FOR CHARITABLE

CONTRIBUTIONS IS 60% of adjusted gross income. If

you can afford to forego the income, help grow your

parish!

Give assets without increasing your taxable income

e |IRA DisTRIBUTIONS: A Qualified Charitable
Distribution (QCD) given directly from your IRA to
the parish is valuable even if you no longer itemize
deductions. QCDs up to $100,000 may be excluded
from taxable income. You must be at least 70 1/2
and have a regular (not Roth) IRA. If you are taking
your Required Minimum Distribution (age 72
beginning in 2020), the QCD can satisfy the
distribution requirement.

e GIFTs OF GRAIN OR LIvEsTOCK: If you farm on a
cash basis, you can provide significant support for
the Church by donating your grain or livestock. The
gift is excluded from income. Production costs are
eligible for deduction, if your tax situation allows.

Give appreciated assets to reduce capital gains and

increase deductions

e SECURITIES: An outright gift of appreciated
securities will not incur federal capital gains, plus
the fair market value is eligible for deduction. The
securities must have been owned for more than a
year and appreciated in value.

e REAL ESTATE OR PAID UP LIFE INSURANCE: A gift
that can be sold might allow you to make a larger
gift than you expected.

Give appreciated assets and receive income

e CHARITABLE GIFT ANNUITIES OR CHARITABLE
REMAINDER TRusTs: If funded with appreciated
assets there is no up-front capital gains tax for you,
but it is eligible for a charitable deduction and pays
income for your lifetime. The remainder becomes a
legacy qift for your parish.

Please consult with your own attorney and other

professional advisors regarding your personal tax and

financial situation.

Consider a Legacy Gift

Intentional stewardship includes end of life planning.
Using a will and other end of life documents we seek to
lessen our burden on others. If we are fortunate we can
even help the next generation. Consider including St.
Sabina with a legacy gift in your wil. You may
designate any amount or percentage of your estate, or
even a specific asset. Consult an attorney or contact
the parish office for additional information.

DACA Reinstated

DACA, Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals, has been

reinstated. Here is what you need to know:

e A judge in New York has ordered the government to
return DACA to its original Form. The order instructs
the government to revert the DACA program back to
its original form before the September 5, 2017
rescission memo.

e If you never had DACA and are eligible, you can
apply for the first time.

e Advance Parole is back in its original form.

e DACA renewals for those who have DACA or have
ever had DACA remain open

e The judge’s order is immediate. Consult a lawyer or
trusted legal representative so you can make the
choice to apply for DACA for the first time or
Advance Parole.

La orden
instruye al gobierno a revertir el programa DACA a
su forma original antes del memorando de rescision
del 5 de septiembre de 2017.

e Si nunca tuvo DACA y es elegible, puede solicitarlo
por primera vez.

e Venia de reingreso, o Advance Parole, ha vuelto a
su forma original.

e Las renovaciones de DACA para aquellos que
tienen DACA o alguna vez han tenido DACA
permanecen abiertas

e La orden del juez es inmediata. Consulte a un
abogado o representante legal de confianza para
que pueda tomar la decision de solicitar DACA por
primera vez o Advance Parole.
