This Week’s Do You Know Video:

This Sunday we
celebrate the Feast of
the Most Holy Body
and Blood of Christ,
traditionally known as
Corpus Christi (Body
of Christ) Sunday. Vatican Il insisted on the fullness of
the Eucharistic presence by having all partake in both
bread and wine, and thus changed the name of the
feast. The focus on adoring the consecrated Body of
Christ came at a time when very few people were
actually receiving the host either because they felt
unworthy or not holy enough to partake. This lack of
participation led to a practice of looking at or adoring
the host as a means of gaining graces and connecting
with Jesus. In the 1200s this practice resulted in a
series of devotional practices focused on adoring the
host such as Corpus Christi processions, Benedictions,
and Forty Hours devotions. The Protestant
Reformation brought about a variety of ways in which
the Christian churches understood real presence and
how Christ became present in the Eucharist. As
Christians, we still struggle over these issues, often
leading to misunderstanding and further divisions
around a sacrament whose primary purpose is to unify
rather than divide. Make time to view this week's DYK
video and learn more about the Christian
understanding of Eucharist.

However, as the hot dogs and burgers are cooking and kids set up the sprinkler, you can

become vulnerable to a few summer specific dangers. From proper grill safety to making
sure your little ones are safe, here are the top summer safety tips to have an awesome and safe summer cookout

season!

1. Have a fire extinguisher nearby and ready for use. Make sure others (besides yourself) at the party know how to

use it as well, just in case.

2. Keep a tidy grill station. Do not have anything unnecessary near your grill such as decorations, dirty utensils, or

hand towels.

3. Make sure your grill is clean and working properly. Double check for holes, leaks, cracks, or grease build-up that

could cause a grill fire.

4. Place your grill away from the house! Having your grill on the deck is probably convenient, but it may not be in
your best interest. Try and have your grill at least 10 feet away from the house if possible.

Keep the kids safe with these tips:

¢ Always have someone keeping watch if there is a pool or sprinkler in play.

e Make sure that nothing is around kids to trip on while playing.

e Don't allow children to be near the grill, whether it is being used or not.

e Keep food/drink that is not kid-friendly out of reach such as alcohol, food with

common allergens, or anything too hot or spicy.

“ Reflection on the Readings \

This Sunday we celebrate the feast of the Body and
Blood of Christ. It was and still is traditionally
known as Corpus Christi (Body of Christ) Sunday.
The name change is significant in that the focus is not
just on the body of Christ, but also on the blood. A
separate feast of the Precious Blood, celebrated on July
1 in the old liturgical calendar, was joined with Corpus
Christ. Thus bread and wine together are the fullness of
the real presence of Christ, the fullness of which we
are all called to share.

As churches begin to open, we once again are able to
partake of the Lord’s body. Not that the Lord’'s
Eucharistic presence was absent when we could not
celebrate liturgy together. The Lord is always
present to us in rich and varied ways. It is good to
remember that the Lord is never absent in our lives and
in our world. Whenever we give of ourselves for others,
we are being and doing Eucharist to and with one
another, making Christ actively present. This is
fundamental to what it means to be a Eucharist people
and community.

The readings provide rich symbolism concerning
what participation in the celebration of Eucharist is
all about. The first reading from Deuteronomy has
Moses encouraging the people as they are about to
enter the Promised Land not to forget all that the Lord
has done for them in their desert journey from Egypt.
Twice Moses reminds the people of God’s tender
care by providing manna for them, “a food unknown
to your fathers.”

Paul’s first letter to the Corinthians expresses the
intimacy that Jesus has invited us to by allowing us
to share in his very body and blood. This sharing is
the source of rich blessings for all, bringing unity,
connection, and bonding with all who partake.

Responsorial Psalm 147 invites us to “Praise the Lord,”
because God has made known to us statutes or the
path that lead us to full union with God. While Jews
understand this path to be the Torah, Christians see
Jesus as the path to covenant unity with God.

Jesus’ giving of himself, as articulated by John’s gospel,
focuses on the action of the divine Jesus coming down
from heaven, and giving of himself totally for others. In
giving of himself completely for others, Jesus
provides both the model and the nourishment that
his followers need for sustaining them in their
mission of love towards others. This nourishment,
specified in the form of bread and wine, is his very self —
body and blood — given so that all might be nourished
for the journey of life.

This real presence of Christ in the elements of bread
and wine has never been understood by the Church
to be a physical presence. If that were the case then
we could really be accused of the charge that has often
been laid at the feet of Christians, namely that we are
cannibals. The presence that we speak of is real and
substantial, true and full. The risen, transformed
Jesus is really, fully and truly present, yet not in a
physical manner.

To get at the true meaning of what John’s Jesus is
trying to communicate to us, we need to get beyond
the literal meaning of the words. John uses eating
and drinking as metaphors for faith in the incarnate
Word of God made flesh for us. Jesus models that
word in his life, and in fidelity to that same word, gives of
himself completely for others even to the point of
offering his very body and blood.

Some Jews misunderstand Jesus to mean literally
eating flesh and blood. Such eating and drinking would
have been abhorrent to them and against the dictates of
the Torah (e.g. Leviticus 17:10ff). But John’s Jesus
insists throughout that it is faith in his presence as
the word of God incarnate, and in his ministry
leading to his passion, death and resurrection, that
is the food of life, and the source of eternal life. In
other words, belief in Jesus as Word made flesh for our
sakes, is the very heart of the Eucharistic mystery.

Our gathering and our sharing in that bread and wine
truly expresses our belief in the living Christ and unites
us with Christ in life, death, resurrection and forever.
How do you make real Jesus’ Eucharistic presence
in your life and world? During coronavirus? During
protests for justice?

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‘ Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

Este domingo celebramos la fiesta del Cuerpo y la
Sangre de Cristo. Era y todavia es tradicionalmente
conocido como el domingo de Corpus Christi
(Cuerpo de Cristo). EI cambio de nombre es
significativo en que el enfoque no es so6lo en el cuerpo
de Cristo, sino también en la sangre. Una fiesta
separada de la Preciosa Sangre, celebrada el 1 de julio
en el antiguo calendario liturgico, se unié con Corpus
Christi. Asi el pan y el vino juntos son la plenitud de la
presencia real de Cristo, cuya plenitud todos
estamos llamados a compartir.

Mientras las iglesias comienzan a abrirse, una vez mas
podemos participar del cuerpo del Sefor. No es que la
presencia eucaristica del Sefor estuviera ausente
cuando no podiamos celebrar la liturgia juntos. El
Sefior siempre esta presente para nosotros de maneras
ricas y variadas. Es bueno recordar que el Sefior nunca
esta ausente en nuestras vidas y en nuestro mundo.
Cada vez que damos de nosotros mismos por los
demas, estamos siendo y haciendo Eucaristia para
y con los demas, haciendo que Cristo esté presente
activamente. Esto es fundamental para lo que
significa ser un pueblo y una comunidad eucaristica.

Las lecturas proporcionan un rico simbolismo con
respecto a lo que es la participacion en la
celebracion de la Eucaristia. La primera lectura de
Deuteronomio retrata a Moisés animando al pueblo a no
olvidar todo lo que el Sefior ha hecho por ellos en su
viaje desierto desde Egipto, ya que estan a punto de
entrar a la Tierra Prometida. Dos veces Moisés
recuerda a la gente el tierno cuidado de Dios,
proveyendo mana para ellos, un alimento que "no
conocian tus padres”.

La primera carta de Pablo a los Corintios expresa la
intimidad a la que Jesius nos ha invitado
permitiéndonos compartir su mismo cuerpo Yy
sangre. Este compartir es la fuente de ricas
bendiciones para todos, trayendo la unidad, la conexién
y la unién con todos los que participan.

El salmo responsorial 147 nos invita a "glorificar al
Sefior", porque Dios nos ha dado a conocer los
estatutos o el camino que nos lleva a la plena unién con
Dios. Mientras que los judios entienden a este camino
como la Tora, los cristianos ven a Jesus como el
camino para la unidad de alianza con Dios.

La entrega de Jesus de si mismo, tal y como se articula
en el evangelio de Juan, se centra en la accion del
divino Jesus descendiendo del cielo, y dando de si
mismo totalmente por los demas. Al darse por completo
a los demas, Jesus provee tanto el modelo como el
alimento que sus seguidores necesitan para
sostenerlos en su mision de amor hacia los demas.
Este alimento, expresado en forma de pan y vino, es su
propio cuerpo y sangre, dados para que todos puedan
alimentarse para el viaje de la vida.

Esta presencia real de Cristo en los elementos del
pan y del vino nunca ha sido entendida por la
Iglesia como una presencia fisica. Si ese fuera el
caso, entonces realmente podriamos ser acusados del
cargo que a menudo ha sido puesta a los pies de los
cristianos, a saber, que somos canibales. La presencia
de la que hablamos es real y sustancial, verdadera y
plena. El Jesus resucitado y transformado esta
realmente, completamente y verdaderamente
presente, pero no de una manera fisica.

Para llegar al verdadero significado de lo que el
Jesls de Juan esta tratando de comunicarnos,
necesitamos ir mas alla del significado literal de las
palabras. Juan usa comer y beber como metaforas
de la fe en la Palabra de Dios hecho carne para
nosotros. Jesus modela esa palabra en su vida, y en
fidelidad a esa misma palabra, da de si mismo por
completo a los demas, hasta el punto de ofrecer su
mismo cuerpo y sangre.

Algunos judios entienden equivocadamente que Jesus
quiere decir literalmente comer carne y sangre. Tales
comidas y bebidas habrian sido abominables para ellos
y contra los dictados de la Tora (por ejemplo Levitico
17:10ss). Pero el Jesus de Juan insiste en que es fe en
su presencia como la palabra de Dios encarnada, y
en su ministerio que resulta en su pasion, muerte y
resurreccion, que es el alimento de la vida y la
fuente de la vida eterna. En otras palabras, la
creencia en JesUs como Palabra hecha carne por
nuestro bien es el corazén del misterio eucaristico.

Nuestra reunién y nuestro compartir en ese pan y vino
expresan nuestra creencia en el Cristo vivo y nos une
con Cristo en vida, muerte, resurreccion y para siempre.
