religious  orders

with pre-Civil War
roots were, similar
to all of the US,
complicit in chattel slavery, namely the owning, buying
and selling of human beings referred to as slaves.
Little is known of this history simply because it was
erased from Catholic history books and narratives. US
Black Catholics' presence and story was rarely
acknowledged or told. Many male and female religious
orders owned, bought and sold slaves, including the
Jesuits, the Vincentians, the Sulpicians, the Capuchins
along with many orders of women especially the
Religious of the Sacred Heart. All the orders benefited
financially from chattel slavery, and saw nothing
immoral with it, while using it as a means not only to
support themselves, but even expand their mission and
institutions. The orders discriminated by refusing to
accept black members, such that in the early 1800s we
have the establishment of the first Black orders of
women, the Oblate Sisters of Providence of Baltimore,
Maryland, established in 1828. It was not until after
WWII that religious orders began to reluctantly
desegregate. Even then Black sisters were
discriminated against even within their own religious
community. Make time to view this week's DYK video
and learn more about the story of Catholic religious
orders' complicity with slavery that was consciously
erased from Catholic history books and narratives.

Desde antes de la fundacion de los EE.UU., Las
ordenes religiosas catdlicas con raices anteriores a la
Guerra Civil eran, al igual que todos los EE.UU.,
complices de la esclavitud, es decir, la posesion,
compra y venta de seres humanos denominados
esclavos.

However, as the hot dogs crisp up and the kids set up the sprinkler—you can become vulnerable to a few
summer party specific dangers. From proper grill safety to making sure your little ones are safe, here are the top
summer safety tips to have an awesome and safe summer cookout season!

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Reflection on the Readings

Vg BN et 4 In Lectionary year B we focus on the gospel according to Mark. Mark’s

9 b gospel is considered to be the first gospel, written around 70 AD to a
community that seems to be struggling with misunderstanding,
' rejection, opposition and even persecution for affirming their belief in
Jesus as Lord and Messiah. Mark’s community understands Jesus to be
the long awaited Messiah, who came to establish God’s reign by battling
and eventually overcoming the forces of evil.

Throughout the gospel, Mark recounts how Jesus’ teachings and
.| actions manifest his power over the forces of evil. However, the evil
\ forces do not give in so easily, pushing back and opposing Jesus all the
| way. Such opposition and rejection will be experienced by anyone who
| commits themselves to carrying on the mission and ministry of Jesus.
| Using Jesus as the model, Mark counsels courage and strength, faith and
persistence. Only with faith in God and persistence in living out the values
- and life style of Jesus will evil be defeated and God’s reign be established.

In Mark, Jesus often performs actions and deeds that overwhelm his followers, forcing them to seek
deeper understanding of who he is and what following him demands. This Sunday we proclaim Mark’s
account of Jesus stilling the wind and the sea. The wind and sea were understood to be the source of chaos and
disorder. Mark is affirming for his community and us that Jesus has overcome chaos, disorder and sin.

The stilling of the storm incident conveys the necessity of faith in the midst of life’s confusion, turmoil
and challenges. Mark’s community finds itself greatly challenged by its commitment to follow Jesus. In its
struggle to remain faithful, it feels as if Jesus is no longer with them but rather asleep as he is in the boat, while
rejection, opposition, confusion and suffering swirl all around them.

Like the disciples in the boat, Mark’s community calls upon Jesus for help. Jesus responds by calming the fears
and insecurities of their life, challenging them not to be afraid but to have faith. In response the disciples marvel at
what Jesus has done and can do for them, as they challenge themselves to a deeper understanding of
what being connected to Jesus entails.

The first reading from Job and Responsorial Psalm 107 both emphasize the same message. Job is challenged to
trust in God who knows the hidden mysteries of creation and the universe and can be trusted to know, see and
understand things that are beyond us. This is most true when we are overwhelmed by the challenges and
difficulties of life, and wondering why such things happen. Like Jesus’ disciples, we are called to trust in
God, knowing that all things work to good for those who love the Lord.

Psalm 107 takes delight in asserting that God has power over all the destructive forces of creation, even suffering
and sin. God will not abandon us, reassuring us that no matter what happens, God’s covenant love will
ultimately triumph. The second reading from Paul’s Second Letter to the Corinthians affirms that in Christ, God
has recreated us anew. In Christ, all the forces of chaos, sin and death

have been defeated and we are a new creation benefitting from Christ’s Readings
victory over sin and death. Faith thus becomes the essential component

in overcoming evil, suffering and fear, enabling us with God’s help
to make real God’s reign among us.

1st Reading: Job 38:1, 8-11

Psalm: Psalm 107:23-24, 25-26, 28-29, 30-31 (1b)
2nd Reading: 2 Corinthians 5:14-17
Gospel: Mark 4:35-41

How is this message of trust and faith operative in your life as a
follower of Jesus? How does this stance help you come to a deeper
awareness of who Jesus is and what following him entails? In the midst of

El evangelio de Marcos se
considera el primer evangelio, escrito alrededor del afio 70 d.C. para una comunidad que parece estar
luchando con malentendidos, rechazo, oposicion e incluso persecucion por afirmar su creencia en Jesus
como Seiior y Mesias. La comunidad de Marcos entiende que Jesus es el Mesias largamente esperado,
que vino a establecer el reino de Dios luchando y finalmente venciendo las fuerzas del mal.

A lo largo del evangelio, Marcos relata como las ensefanzas y acciones de Jesus manifiestan su poder
sobre las fuerzas del mal. Sin embargo, las fuerzas del mal no se rinden tan facilmente, rechazando y
oponiéndose a Jesus por completo.

Marcos afirma para su comunidad y para nosotros que Jesus ha superado el caos,
el desorden y el pecado.

El incidente del apaciguamiento de la tormenta transmite la necesidad de fe
en medio de la confusion, la agitacion y los desafios de la vida. La
comunidad de Marcos se ve enormemente desafiada por su compromiso de seguir
a Jesus. En su lucha por mantenerse fiel, se siente como que Jesus ya no esta con ellos, sino que esta dormido
en la barca, mientras el rechazo, la oposicidn, la confusién y el sufrimiento se arremolinan a su alrededor.

Como los discipulos en la barca, la comunidad de Marcos pide ayuda a Jesus. Jesus responde, calmando los
miedos e inseguridades de su vida, desafiandolos a no tener miedo sino a tener fe. En respuesta, los discipulos se
maravillan de lo que Jesus ha hecho y puede hacer por ellos, mientras se desafian a si mismos a una
comprension mas profunda de lo que implica estar conectado con Jesus.

La primera lectura de Job y el Salmo Responsorial 106 enfatizan el mismo mensaje. Job tiene el desafio de
confiar en Dios, quien conoce los misterios ocultos de la creacion y el universo y en quien se puede confiar para
que sepa, vea y comprenda cosas que estan mas alla de nosotros. Esto es mas cierto cuando nos sentimos
abrumados por los desafios y las dificultades de la vida y nos preguntamos por qué suceden tales cosas.
