ADULT FAITH FORMATION

REFLECTION ON THE TWELFTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME , YEAR B

In Lectionary year B we focus on the gospel
according to Mark. Mark’s gospel is considered to be
the first gospel, written around 70 AD to a community
that seems to be struggling with misunderstanding,
rejection, opposition and even persecution for affirming
their belief in Jesus as Lord and Messiah. Mark’s
community understands Jesus to be the long awaited
Messiah, who came to establish God’s kingdom by
battling and eventually overcoming the forces of evil.

Throughout the gospel, Mark recounts how Jesus’
teachings and actions manifest his power over the forces
of evil. However, the evil forces do not give in so easily,
pushing back and opposing Jesus all the way. Such
opposition and rejection will be experienced by anyone
who commits themselves to carrying on the mission and
ministry of Jesus. Using Jesus as the model, Mark
counsels courage and strength, faith and persistence.
Only with faith in God and persistence in living out the
values and life style of Jesus will evil be defeated and
God’s kingdom be established.

In Mark, Jesus often performs actions and deeds that
overwhelm his followers, forcing them to seek deeper
understanding of who Jesus is and what following him
demands. This Sunday we proclaim Mark’s account of
Jesus stilling the wind and the sea. The wind and sea
were understood to be the source of chaos and disorder.
Mark is affirming for his community and us that Jesus
has overcome chaos, disorder and sin.

The stilling of the storm incident conveys the
necessity of faith in the midst of life’s confusion, turmoil
and challenges. Mark’s community finds itself greatly
challenged by its commitment to follow Jesus. In its
struggle to remain faithful, it feels as if Jesus is no longer
with them but rather asleep as he is in the boat, while
rejection, opposition, confusion and suffering swirl all
around them.

Like the disciples in the boat, Mark’'s community calls
upon Jesus for help. Jesus responds by calming the

fears and insecurities of their|
lives, challenging them not to be | = =
afraid but to have faith. Inp
response the disciples marvel at|
what Jesus has done and can do [
for them, as they challenge
themselves to a deeper
understanding of what being
connected to Jesus entails.

The first reading from Job and Responsorial Psalm
107 both emphasize the same message. Job is
challenged to trust in God who knows the hidden
mysteries of creation and the universe and can be
trusted to know, see and understand things that are
beyond us. This is most true when we are overwhelmed
by the challenges and difficulties of life, and wondering
why such things happen. Like Jesus’ disciples, we are
called to trust in God, knowing that all things work to
good for those who love the Lord.

Psalm 107 takes delight in asserting that God has
power over all the destructive forces of creation, even
suffering and sin. God will not abandon us, reassuring
us that no matter what happens, God’s covenant love will
ultimately triumph. The second reading from Paul’s
Second Letter to the Corinthians affirms that in Christ,
God has recreated us anew. In Christ, all the forces of
chaos, sin and death have been defeated and we are a
new creation benefitting from Christ’s victory over sin and
death. Faith thus becomes the essential component in
overcoming evil, suffering and fear, enabling us with
God’s help to make real God’s reign among us.

How is this message of trust and faith operative in
your life as a follower of Jesus? How does this stance
help you come to a deeper awareness of who Jesus is
and what following him entails? Let us help one another
to be people of faith.

DACA RENEWALS

Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA) must be
renewed every two years. If you have DACA status,
please be aware that the renewal process takes about
7 months. Please refer to the following timeline to en-
sure that you renew your DACA on time:

1. Check the expiration date on your work permit

2. Gather proof of presence in the United States since
applying for DACA

3. Save money for the filing fee and for an attorney

Processing a DACA renewal takes approximately 6

months. To ensure timely renewal, 7 months prior to

your DACA expiration you should begin the renewal

process.
