This Week’s Do You Know Video: 
The seasons of the liturgical year were 
revised by Vatican II and the revisions were to be 
implemented on the First Sunday of Advent in 1969. 
The revisions call for two major festal seasons, Easter 
and Christmas, both with their preparation and 
celebration time periods before and after the feasts. 
The third and longest season is called the Season of 
Ordinary Time. Easter has a forty day preparation time, 
Lent, and a fifty day celebration, ending with evening 
prayer on the Feast of Pentecost. Christmas has a four 
Sundays preparation time, Advent, and a celebratory 
period, Epiphany, that concludes with evening prayer 
on the feast of the Baptism of the Lord, usually the 
Sunday after Epiphany. Ordinary Time, numbered or 
ordered Sundays, begins with evening prayer on the 
feast of the Baptism of the Lord, is interrupted by the 
great ninety days of the Easter Season, and picked up 
again with evening prayer on the Feast of Pentecost. 
Ordinary Time always ends on the thirty-fourth Sunday, 
the feast of Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the 
Universe, bringing an end to the Liturgical Year with 
the following Sunday, the First Sunday of Advent.

El Vaticano II revisó las temporadas del año litúrgico y 
las revisiones se implementaron el primer domingo de 
Adviento en 1969. Las revisiones requieren dos 
temporadas festivas principales, Pascua y Navidad, 
ambas con sus períodos de preparación y celebración 
antes y después de las fiestas. La tercera y más larga 
temporada se llama la Temporada del Tiempo 
Ordinario. La Pascua tiene un tiempo de preparación 
de cuarenta días, Cuaresma, y una celebración de 
cincuenta días, que termina con una oración 
vespertina en la Fiesta de Pentecostés. La Navidad 
tiene un tiempo de preparación de cuatro domingos, 
Adviento, y un período de celebración, Epifanía, que 
concluye con una oración vespertina en la fiesta del 
Bautismo del Señor, generalmente el domingo 
después de la Epifanía. El tiempo ordinario, los 
domingos numerados u ordenados, comienza con la 
oración de la tarde en la fiesta del Bautismo del Señor, 
es interrumpido por los grandes noventa días de la 
temporada de Pascua, y reanuda con la oración de la 
tarde en la fiesta de Pentecostés. El Tiempo Ordinario 
siempre termina el trigésimo cuarto domingo, la fiesta 
de Nuestro Señor Jesucristo, Rey del Universo, y pone 
fin al Año Litúrgico con el siguiente domingo, el primer 
domingo de Adviento. Tómese un momento para ver el 
video ¿Sabes? de esta semana para aprender el 
significado del Tiempo Ordinario y cómo encaja en 
nuestro Año Litúrgico.

Did You Know– The expression, dog days of summer, refers to 
the hot, sultry days of summer, originally in areas around the 
Mediterranean Sea. According to the Farmer's Almanac, this is 
the hottest time of the year, which is the 40 days that span from 
July 3 through August 11.  
 
Here are some tips to keep your furry friends safe during these 
dog days. 
 
1. Make sure your pet has plenty of fresh, clean water at all 

times – but especially during hot weather. 
2. Exercise your dog in the morning or evening during the 

coolest temps of the day; stay in the shade whenever 
possible. 

3. Regardless of the time of day, don't overdo exercise 
sessions. 

4. Never, EVER leave your pet alone in a parked vehicle on a 
hot day. 

5. Make sure your dog knows how to swim before giving her 
access to a pool, pond, lake or other body of water. 

6. Play in the sprinkler with your dog or hose her down with 
cool water if she must stay outside. 

 
If you suspect your dog is overheated, get her to the vet 
immediately!! 
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Psalm 69, this Sunday’s responsorial psalm, is a lament psalm. This category of psalms, both individual 
and communal laments, occurs most often in the book of Psalms. Lament is the usual response to various 
catastrophes or suffering that occurs on the journey of life. Lament psalms are prayers helping us face 
life’s calamities by naming the feelings and pain involved, along with expressing trust and confidence in a loving 
and caring God. The refrain from the psalm expresses it best when it invites us to proclaim “Lord, in your great 
love, answer me.” These two components so integral to all lament psalms – naming our predicaments and 
the feelings associated with it, along with trust in our loving God – are the two aspects of our faith lives as 
disciples that shine through in today’s readings. 
 
The first reading from Jeremiah tells of the difficulty the prophet encounters while speaking on behalf of 
the Lord. He is denounced for speaking what he believes to be the truth of God’s word. Jeremiah experiences 
rejection and opposition because his words challenge all to change their lives and ways of acting. 
Rejection is very painful. Jeremiah names that pain, and even hopes for some sort of revenge on his detractors, a 
very human way of reacting. Ultimately though, Jeremiah’s anchor is trust and confidence in God who is with 
him no matter what. Such trust enables Jeremiah to sing and praise the Lord for all of God’s care and 
concern. Jeremiah could easily have sung today’s Responsorial Psalm 69, expressing his feelings at being rejected 
for fidelity to God’s word, yet knowing that the Lord listens and responds when the poor and rejected cry out. Such 
is the faith stance of any disciple, then and now. 
 
Paul’s letter to the Romans reminds us of the tremendous rejection that Jesus suffered, ultimately leading 
to his death. Jesus is often compared to Jeremiah in being rejected for fidelity to God’s word. Yet, like 
Jeremiah, Jesus trusts in God who hears and responds when the oppressed and rejected cry out. It could not have 
been easy for Jesus to undergo rejection and finally death for trying to be faithful to God’s ways. Yet such 
was the path that Jesus chose, placing his trust and confidence in God’s love and care. Because of such great trust 
and confidence in God’s love and care, Jesus’ death becomes the occasion that God uses as the means to 
bring about new life, not only for Jesus, but for all who believe in him and follow his example and life style. 
 
In Matthew’s gospel Jesus addresses his followers as to the perils that will 
surface in their mission of proclaiming God’s word. While oppression, 
rejection, and possibly death could result from living out Jesus’ mission and life 
style, they are boldly encouraged to “fear no one.” God’s love and concern, 
manifested even for lowly and insignificant sparrows, is always operative, 
protecting and caring towards all. Like the psalmist, we are so emboldened 
by God’s love and care that we pray with the presumption that God will answer us 
and provide for our needs. Like Jeremiah and Jesus, we know and affirm God as 
our ultimate anchor of hope and trust by proclaiming with Psalm 69, “Lord, 
in your great love, answer me.” 
 
Through the readings we are called to affirm our belief that God’s care and love is what truly sustains us as 
we face life’s many challenges and difficulties. Discipleship and fidelity to God’s ways will always result in 
rejection, misunderstanding, opposition and suffering. This is especially true during this difficult and challenging 
time of a world-wide pandemic and much social unrest due to 
injustice and oppression. We trust and call upon God to be attentive 
to the needs of all who are suffering, physically, economically and 
spiritually, as well as for all who have died. Our God promises to be with 
us no matter what, so that we can always rely on the Lord and “fear 
no one.” 
 
As we continue to walk through the many crises that we face today, 
has trust and reliance on God become an anchor in your life? How 
does it feel to be upheld by God the way a mother eagle upholds her 
young? What are you learning about yourself, God and others as you walk 
through these difficult and challenging times in the life of our country 
and world?

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Salmo 69, el salmo responsorial 
de este domingo, es un salmo de 
lamento. Esta categoría de 
salmos, tanto lamentos individuales 
como comunales, ocurre con mayor 
frecuencia en el libro de los Salmos. 
El lamento es la respuesta 
habitual a varias catástrofes o 
sufrimiento que ocurre en el viaje 
de la vida. Los salmos de lamento 
son oraciones que nos ayudan a 
enfrentar las calamidades de la vida 
al nombrar los sentimientos y el 
dolor involucrados, además de 
expresar confianza en un Dios 
amoroso y cariñoso. El refrán del 
salmo lo expresa mejor cuando nos 
invita a proclamar "Que me escuche 
tu gran bondad, Señor". Estos dos 
componentes tan integrales a 
todos los salmos de lamento, a 
saber, nombrar nuestros dilemas 
y los sentimientos asociados con 
ellos, junto con la confianza en 
nuestro Dios amoroso, son los 
dos aspectos de nuestras vidas 
de fe como discípulos que brillan 
a través de las lecturas de hoy. 
 

La primera lectura de Jeremías 
habla de la dificultad que 
encuentra el profeta mientras 
habla en nombre del Señor. Es 
denunciado por hablar lo que cree 
ser la verdad de la palabra de Dios. 
Jeremías experimenta el rechazo 
y la oposición porque sus 
palabras desafían a todos a 
cambiar sus vidas y formas de 
actuar. El rechazo es muy 
doloroso. Jeremías nombra ese 
dolor, e incluso espera alguna clase 
de venganza sobre sus detractores, 
una manera muy humana de 
reaccionar. Sin embargo, el ancla de 
Jeremías es la confianza en Dios 
que está con él, pase lo que pase. 
Tal confianza permite a Jeremías 
cantar y alabar al Señor por todo el 
cuidado y preocupación de Dios. 
Jeremías fácilmente podría haber 
cantado hoy el Salmo responsorial, 
expresando sus sentimientos al ser 
rechazado por su fidelidad a la 
palabra de Dios, pero sabiendo que 
el Señor escucha y responde 
cuando los pobres y rechazados 

claman. Tal es la postura de fe de 
cualquier discípulo, en ese 
tiempo y ahora. 
 

La carta de Pablo a los Romanos 
nos recuerda el tremendo rechazo 
que sufrió Jesús, que finalmente 
resultó en su muerte. Muchas 
veces Jesús es comparado con 
Jeremías al ser rechazado por 
fidelidad a la palabra de Dios pero, 
como Jeremías, confiando en Dios 
que oye y responde cuando los 
oprimidos y rechazados claman. No 
podría haber sido fácil para Jesús 
sufrir el rechazo y finalmente la 
muerte por tratar de ser fiel a los 
caminos de Dios. Sin embargo, tal 
fue el camino que Jesús escogió, 
depositando su confianza en el 
amor y cuidado de Dios. Debido a 
esa gran confianza en el amor y 
cuidado de Dios, la muerte de 
Jesús se convierte en la ocasión 
que Dios usa como medio para 
producir una nueva vida, no sólo 
para Jesús, sino para todos los 
que creen en él y siguen su 
ejemplo y estilo de vida. 
 

En el evangelio de Mateo, Jesús 
aborda a sus seguidores sobre 
los peligros que surgirán en su 
misión de proclamar la Palabra de 
Dios. Mientras que la opresión, el 
rechazo y posiblemente la muerte 
podrían resultar de vivir la misión y 
el estilo de vida de Jesús, se les 
anima audazmente "no teman a los 
hombres". El amor y preocupación 
de Dios, manifestado incluso para 
los pájaros humildes e 
insignificantes, siempre es 
operativo, protegiendo y 
cuidando a todos. Al igual 
que el salmista, estamos tan 
envalentonados por el amor y 
cuidado de Dios que oramos 
con la presunción de que Dios 
nos responderá y proveerá 
nuestras necesidades. Al igual 
que Jeremías y Jesús, 
sabemos y afirmamos a Dios 
como nuestro ancla definitiva 
de esperanza y confianza 
proclamando con el Salmo 
69: "Que me escuche tu gran 
bondad, Señor". 

 

A través de las lecturas estamos 
llamados a afirmar nuestra 
creencia de que el cuidado y 
amor de Dios es lo que realmente 
nos sostiene cuando enfrentamos 
los muchos retos y dificultades 
de la vida. El discipulado y la 
fidelidad a los caminos de Dios 
siempre resultarán en rechazo, 
malentendido, oposición y 
sufrimiento. Esto es especialmente 
cierto durante este momento 
difícil y desafiante de una 
pandemia mundial y muchos 
disturbios sociales debido a la 
injusticia y la opresión. 
Confiamos en y le pedimos a Dios 
que esté atento a las necesidades 
de todos los que sufren, física, 
económica y espiritualmente, así 
como de todos los que han muerto. 
Nuestro Dios promete estar 
siempre con nosotros para que 
siempre podamos confiar en el 
Señor y "no temer a los 
hombres". 
 

Mientras continuamos caminando 
a través de las muchas crisis que 
enfrentamos hoy, ¿la confianza 
en Dios se ha convertido en un 
ancla en su vida? ¿Cómo se 
siente al ser sostenido por Dios de 
la misma manera que un águila 
madre sostiene a sus crías? ¿Qué 
está aprendiendo de si mismo, de 
Dios y de los demás, mientras 
camina por estos tiempos 
difíciles y desafiantes en la vida 
de nuestro país y mundo?
