JP2 Commons—New Student Residences 
Dear Fathers, Students, Parents

The residences 
offer each student a private bedroom in a variety of 
options, including 2, 3, 4, and 5-person suites with a mini
-kitchen, bath and common area. There are also single 
room options. Along with the student suites, the 
Commons will provide larger kitchen facilities and unique 
indoor and outdoor spaces for the enjoyment of the 
student residents. All of this is conveniently located so 
that students can walk to classes and events at the 
University, as well as the other cultural and social 
venues in the Plaza district.

Mental Health First Aid is a training 
program that teaches members of the public how to help a person developing a mental health problem, 
experiencing a worsening of an existing mental health problem or a person in a mental health crisis. Like traditional 
first aid, Mental Health First Aid does not teach people to treat or diagnose mental health or substance use 

conditions. Instead, the training teaches people how to offer initial support until 
appropriate professional help is received or until the crisis resolves. While first 
aid for physical health crises is a familiar notion in developed countries, 
conventional first aid training has 
not generally incorporated mental 
health problems.

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This Sunday falls on June 24th, the traditional day 
for celebrating the birth of John the Baptist. How 
was this day selected to be the birthday of John? 
 
December 25 was selected sometime in the early 
fourth century as the symbolic date for the birth of 
Jesus. A key reason was the alignment of Jesus’ 
birth with the winter solstice, the time of year when the 
days start to get longer, with light and brightness 
becoming more evident. Once December 25 had been 
selected for Jesus’ birth, biblical dating evidence 
allowed other dates to be set. 
 
Luke writes that when the angel appeared to Mary and 
she conceived, Mary’s cousin, Elizabeth, the mother of 
John the Baptist, was in her sixth month. If Jesus was 
born on December 25, then he had to be conceived 
nine months before, on March 25, the current feast 
of the Annunciation. If Elizabeth on March 25 was in 
her sixth month, then John the Baptist was due to 
be born three months later on June 25. 
 
Then why June 24? A rather convincing reason 
stems from John’s witness to Jesus in John’s gospel. 
John, referred to as the precursor to Jesus, is missioned 
with the task of pointing to Jesus and not himself as the 
chosen one of God. John is quoted as saying that he 
(Jesus) must increase while he (John) must decrease 
(John 3:30). In making John’s birth be a day less than 
Jesus’s full nine months, the Christian community 
communicated this gospel reality effectively in its 
liturgical calendar. This also located John’s birth at 
the summer solstice, the time of year when days started 
to get shorter. John’s role is concretized and exemplified 
in both its liturgical dating as well as in its seasonal 
context. 
 
The readings all point to the significance of this 
particular birth. The psalm refrain captures it well 
when we pray “I praise you 
for I am wonderfully made.” 
The psalm celebrates the 
reality that God knows us 
even more intimately than we 
know ourselves, simply 
because God is the one who 
formed us and knitted us 
together in our mother’s 
wombs. Each of us is God’s 
special creation, made for a 
purpose and always known 
intimately by God. 
 

The first reading from Isaiah speaks of God’s servant, 
called from the womb, and set aside to do the Lord’s 
work. That work is to gather the scattered people from 
exile and to restore them to the land and to their former 
stature. But God’s saving work is for all people and is 
not restricted to Israel. To accomplish God’s saving 
work, God chooses special people, servants 
obedient to doing God’s will. David, Isaiah, the 
prophets, as well as John were all called by God to carry 
out God’s saving work. In the process, they were to 
point to God’s glory and majesty, and not to 
themselves. That is the heart of John’s ministry and 
role as precursor to Jesus, the Messiah. 
 
The gospel from Luke focuses on the naming of 
John. Someone’s name indicated their identity as 
well as their mission from the Lord. The name 
means “Yahweh has shown favor” or “the Lord is 
gracious.” John’s name can be understood on 
various levels. First there is the graciousness of 
God to his parents for enabling them to give birth 
beyond their years. Second, there is the graciousness of 
God to John himself who will be the precursor to the 
Messiah, announcing that good news to all. Third, there 
is the graciousness of God to us in sending John, the 
preeminent witness of the coming presence of Jesus. 
 
Ultimately, John’s special mission in life is no 
different from the one we have as followers of the 
risen Lord. Our life, like that of John, is to witness to 
the presence of Jesus and to proclaim that presence 
to others as we get out of the way and allow the 
Lord to do the work. On this feast of the birth of 
John the Baptist, reflect how you can be a more 
effective witness to the presence of Jesus in your life 
and in the world.

Este domingo cae el 24 de junio, el día tradicional 
para celebrar el nacimiento de Juan el Bautista. 
¿Cómo fue seleccionado este día para ser el 
cumpleaños de Juan? 
 
El 25 de diciembre fue seleccionado en algún 
momento a principios del cuarto siglo como la 
fecha simbólica para el nacimiento de Jesús. Una 
razón clave fue la alineación del nacimiento de Jesús 
con el solsticio de invierno, la época del año cuando los 
días comienzan a ser más largos de nuevo, con la luz y 
el brillo cada vez más evidente. Una vez que el 25 de 
diciembre había sido seleccionado para el 
nacimiento de Jesús, la evidencia de citas bíblicas 
permitía establecer otras fechas. 
 
Lucas escribe que cuando el ángel se le apareció a 
María y ella concibió, la prima de María, Isabel, la 
madre de Juan el Bautista, estaba en su sexto mes. Si 
Jesús nació el 25 de diciembre, tuvo que ser 
concebido nueve meses antes, el 25 de marzo, la 
fiesta actual de la Anunciación. Si Isabel estaba en 
su sexto mes en el 25 de marzo, entonces Juan el 
Bautista nacería tres meses después, el 25 de junio. 
 
Entonces, ¿por qué el 24 de junio? Una razón 
bastante convincente proviene del testimonio de Juan a 
Jesús en el evangelio de Juan. Juan, conocido como el 
precursor de Jesús, tiene la misión de señalar a Jesús y 
no a sí mismo como el elegido de Dios. Se cita a Juan 
diciendo que él (Jesús) se debe crecer mientras que él 
(Juan) se debe disminuir (Juan 3:30). Al hacer que el 
nacimiento de Juan sea un día menos que los nueve 
meses completos de Jesús, la comunidad cristiana 
comunicó esta realidad evangélica con eficacia en 
su calendario litúrgico. Esto también ubicó el 
nacimiento de Juan en el solsticio de verano, la época 
del año en que los días empezaban a acortarse. El 
papel de Juan se concreta y se ejemplifica tanto en 
su datación litúrgica como en su contexto 
estacional. 
 
Todas las lecturas apuntan a la importancia de este 
nacimiento en particular. El estribillo del salmo lo 
capta bien cuando rezamos "Te doy gracias, Señor, 
porque me has formado maravillosamente". El 
salmo celebra la realidad de que Dios nos conoce aún 
más íntimamente de lo que nos conocemos a nosotros 
mismos, simplemente porque Dios es quien nos formó y 
nos juntó en los vientres de nuestras madres. Cada uno 
de nosotros es la creación especial de Dios, hecha 
para un propósito y siempre conocida íntimamente 
por Dios. 
 
La primera lectura de Isaías habla del siervo de Dios, 
llamado desde el vientre y apartado para hacer la obra 

del Señor. Es obra es reunir a las personas dispersas 
del exilio y restaurarlas a la tierra y a su estatura 
anterior. Pero la obra de salvación de Dios es para 
todas las personas y no está restringido a Israel. 
Para llevar a cabo el trabajo de salvación de Dios, 
Dios elige personas especiales, siervos obedientes 
para hacer la voluntad de Dios. David, Isaías, los 
profetas, así como Juan, fueron llamados por Dios para 
llevar a cabo la obra salvadora de Dios. En el proceso, 
debían señalar a la gloria y majestad de Dios, y no a 
ellos mismos. Ese es el corazón del ministerio de 
Juan y su papel como precursor de Jesús, el 
Mesías. 
 
El evangelio de Lucas se enfoca en el nombrar a 
Juan. El nombre de alguien indica su identidad así 
como su misión del Señor. El nombre significa 
"Yahweh ha mostrado favor" o "el Señor es 
misericordioso". El nombre de Juan se puede 
entender en varios niveles. Primero está la gracia de 
Dios con sus padres por permitirles tener un hijo ya de 
una edad mas grande. En segundo lugar, está la 
misericordia de Dios con el mismo Juan, quien será el 
precursor del Mesías, anunciando las buenas nuevas 
para todos. Tercero, tenemos la misericordia de Dios al 
enviar a Juan, el principal testigo de la presencia 
venidera de Jesús. 
 
Finalmente, la misión especial de Juan en la vida no 
es diferente de la que tenemos como seguidores del 
Señor resucitado. Nuestra vida, como la de Juan, es 
dar testimonio de la presencia de Jesús y proclamar 
esa presencia a los demás a medida que nos 
quitamos del camino y permitimos que el Señor 
haga el trabajo. En esta fiesta del nacimiento de 
Juan el Bautista, refleje sobre cómo puede ser un 
testigo más efectivo de la presencia de Jesús en su 
vida y en el mundo.
