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“ Reflection on the Readings \

This Lectionary year B focuses on the gospel according to Mark. Mark’'s community understands Jesus to be
the long awaited Messiah, who came to establish God’s reign by battling and eventually overcoming the
forces of evil. Throughout the gospel, Mark recounts how Jesus’ teachings and actions manifest his power
over the forces of evil. However, the evil forces do not give in so easily, pushing back and opposing Jesus all the
way. Such opposition and rejection will be experienced by anyone who commits themselves to carrying
on the mission and ministry of Jesus.

Using Jesus as the model, Mark counsels courage and strength, faith and persistence. Only with faith in
God and persistence in living out the values and life style of Jesus will evil be defeated and God’s reign be
established. Responsorial Psalm 30 clearly links with Mark’s message. The psalm is a song of praise and
thanksgiving by one rescued from death and destruction through God’s saving help. It provides a rich
lens to this Sunday’s theme of God as the author and the sustainer of life. By placing complete trust and
confidence in God, the psalmist is rescued from death and given richness of life.

The first reading from the book of Wisdom clearly states that God did not make death, the implication
being that it was the result of humanity’s inability to be content with creaturehood, desiring to be Godlike
instead. Death entered the world through the “envy of the devil” and will be experienced by all those who prefer
the devil’'s company rather than God’s. However, the author believes that “justice is undying” and that God formed
humanity to be “imperishable,” having been created in the very image and likeness of the imperishable God. The
gist of the reading presents God as the creator and sustainer of enduring and imperishable life, clearly
linking it with the responsorial psalm and the gospel.

The second reading from Paul’s Second Letter to the Corinthians encourages the followers of Jesus to imitate him
in his willingness to become “poor” so that we “might become rich.” Paul is attempting to motivate his
community to contribute to other Jesus followers who are in need. Sharing resources so as to meet the
basic needs of others should be the concern of all. Justice demands as much, and so does our
relationship to God, who gives to all according to their needs. God’s gift of manna in the desert manifested this
shared equality of needs and so it should be among those who claim to be Jesus’ disciples.

Mark’s Jesus performs actions and deeds that overwhelm his followers, forcing them to seek deeper
understanding of who Jesus is and what following him demands. Mark recounts the cure of a woman
afflicted with a blood disease sandwiched between the miracle of the raising of Jairus’ daughter. While totally
marvelous in themselves, Mark uses the events to teach the disciples and ourselves the virtues and
attitudes required of any follower of Jesus.

Both miracles challenge Jesus’ disciples not to be afraid but to have faith even in the face of
overwhelming odds and circumstances. The woman had been suffering with a blood disease for twelve
years. Yet her courage and faith in Jesus and his power over evil has her dare to reach out and touch the fringes
of Jesus’ garment. Once she is discovered she fears the worst, yet she is not afraid to reveal her faith and belief.
Jesus directly connects her healing with her faith.

The same message is evident in the account of the raising of Jairus’

daughter, a young girl of twelve. (Notice the stories’ connections Readings

through the number twelve.) While others pronounced her dead,

Jesus counsels Jairus: “Do not be afraid. Just have faith.” Jesus can and

does bring even the dead back to life.

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Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

Este ciclo Leccionario B se enfoca en el evangelio segun San Marcos. La comunidad de Marcos entiende que
Jesus es el Mesias largamente esperado, que vino a establecer el reino de Dios luchando y finalmente
venciendo a las fuerzas del mal. A lo largo del evangelio, Marcos relata como las ensefianzas y acciones
de JesuUs manifiestan su poder sobre las fuerzas del mal. Sin embargo, las fuerzas del mal no ceden tan
facilmente, empujando y oponiéndose a Jesis todo el camino. Tal oposicion y rechazo sera
experimentado por cualquiera que se comprometa a llevar a cabo la mision y el ministerio de Jesus.

Usando a Jesus como modelo, Marcos aconseja valentia y fortaleza, fe y persistencia. Solo con la fe en
Dios y la persistencia en vivir los valores y el estilo de vida de Jesus se derrotara al mal y se establecera el reino
de Dios. El Salmo responsorial 29 se vincula claramente con el mensaje de Marcos. El salmo es una cancién de
alabanza y accién de gracias por parte de alguien rescatado de la muerte y la destrucciéon por medio de la
ayuda salvadora de Dios. Proporciona una lente rica al tema de este domingo de Dios como el autor y el
sustentador de la vida. Al depositar completa confianza en Dios, el salmista es rescatado de la muerte y se le da
la riqueza de vida.

La primera lectura del libro de Sabiduria claramente establece que Dios no hizo la muerte, lo que implica
que fue el resultado de la incapacidad de la humanidad para contentarse con el ser criatura, deseando ser
como Dios en su lugar. La muerte entré6 en el mundo a través de la "envidia del diablo" y sera
experimentada por todos aquellos que prefieren la compania del demonio en lugar de la de Dios. Sin embargo, el
autor cree que "la justicia es eterna" y que Dios formd a la humanidad “para que nunca muriera”, habiendo sido
creada a la imagen y semejanza del Dios imperecedero. La esencia de la lectura presenta a Dios como el creador
y sustentador de una vida duradera e imperecedera, vinculandola claramente con el salmo responsorial y
el evangelio.

La segunda lectura de la segunda carta de Pablo a los Corintios alienta a los seguidores de Jesus a imitarlo en su
voluntad de hacerse "pobre" para que nos hiciéramos ricos. Pablo intenta motivar a su comunidad para que
contribuya con otros seguidores de Jesus que estan en necesidad. Compartir los recursos para satisfacer
las necesidades basicas de los demas deberia ser la preocupaciéon de todos. La justicia exige tanto como
nuestra relaciéon con Dios, quien da a todos segun sus necesidades. El regalo de Dios del mana en el desierto
manifestd esta igualdad compartida de necesidades y por lo tanto deberia estar entre aquellos que dicen ser los
discipulos de Jesus.

El Jesus de Marcos realiza acciones que abruman a sus seguidores, obligandolos a buscar una
comprension mas profunda de quién es JesuUs y qué le exige seguirlo. Marcos relata el milagro de la
resurreccion de la hija de Jairo entremezclada con la cura de la mujer que padece una enfermedad de la sangre.
Aunque son totalmente maravillosos en si mismos, Marcos usa los eventos para enseinar a los discipulos
y a nosotros mismos las virtudes y actitudes requeridas de cualquier seguidor de Jesus.

Ambos milagros desafian a los discipulos de Jesus a no tener miedo, sino a tener fe incluso frente a
circunstancias abrumadoras. La mujer habia estado sufriendo de una enfermedad de la sangre durante
doce afos. Sin embargo, su valentia y fe en Jesus y su poder sobre el mal la tiene a ella a tender la mano y tocar
las franjas de la vestimenta de Jesus. Una vez que la descubre, teme lo peor, sin embargo, no tiene miedo de
revelar su fe y creencia. Jesus conecta directamente su curacion con su fe.

El mismo mensaje es evidente en el relato de la resurreccion de la

hija de Jairo, una nifa de doce afos. (Observe las conexiones de Lectu ras
las historias a través del numero doce.) Mientras que otros la

declararon muerta, Jesus le aconseja a Jairo: "No temas, basta que . .
tengas fe". Jesls puede devolver a la vida a los muertos, y lo hace. La Lecturas del Domingo, 27 de Junio

fe puede vencer toda clase de miedos y limitaciones, incluso la Primera Lectura; Sabiduria 1:13-15; 2:23-24
muerte.

Whether we are healed like the little girl in our Gospel
in this life, or we carry our suffering with us until we
reach the next, if we remain faithful, Jesus will one day
say to us, “Little girl or little boy, | say to you, arise!”
Today, let us reflect on how much our Good and
Gracious God loves us. Remember that whatever we
are suffering in this life, do not be afraid, God is right

there with us.
