Pope Francis in his 2015
encyclical on the
environment, Laudato Si,
On Care for our Common
Home, challenges all to
reflect humanity's
relationship to all of creation. Three different models of
creation continue to motivate people in their
relationship to God's creation. The Dominion Model
interprets Gen 1:26 & 28 to mean that God has given
human beings "dominion over" all creation, to "subdue"
it to humanity's will and purpose, often regardless of the
consequences. This model, which still dominates today,
continues to produce disastrous environmental crises
that need to be desperately addressed. The
Stewardship Model is a reaction to the Dominion
Model. In reinterpreting the scriptures and in
realistically facing the current environmental crises, this
model calls human beings to be responsible caretakers
and guardians of creation. Laudato Si emphasizes this
model, calling for a "conversion process" in the way we
think about and act towards creation. The Kinship or
Community of Creation Model expands and deepens
our relationship to creation by connecting all human
beings as intrinsically related to all of God's creation in
a mutual and familial relationship, as companions in the
whole community of life. Make time to view this week's
DYK video and reflect on the adequacy of the model
that you operate out of in relating to all of God's
creation.

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“ Reflection on the Readings \

This Sunday we celebrate the feast of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ. It was and still is
traditionally known as Corpus Christi (Body of Christ) Sunday. The name change is significant in that the
focus is not just on the body of Christ, but also on the blood. There was a separate feast of the Precious Blood,
celebrated on July 1 in the old liturgical calendar that was joined with Corpus Christi. Bread and wine together are
the fullness of the real presence of Christ in our midst, the fullness of which we are all called to share.

The readings for this Sunday focus primarily on blood as the symbol of life and all that is dear and
precious to any living being. The first reading tells of the sealing of the covenant on Mt. Sinai. The blood
of sacrificed animals is sprinkled on the altar, representing God, and on the people. The covenant, sealed with
blood, makes God and the people blood relatives, with God taking on the responsibility for the lives of the
people.

Responsorial Psalm 116 proclaims that the Lord has saved
A the psalmist from danger and harm, rescuing the people from
slavery and oppression, enabling them to sing, “I will take the
cup of salvation and call upon the name of the Lord.” The
symbol of the cup of salvation is the public ritual
acknowledgment of God’s saving love. The people
would fill a cup of wine and pour it out to the Lord as a
means of publically acknowledging God’s gracious care.

The letter to the Hebrews recalls the covenant blood ritual of
Sinai, which is now sealed, not with the blood of sacrificial
animals, but with the very blood of Christ. Christ’s blood
sacrifice empowers him to be our mediator with God,
pleading on our behalf. Through Christ’s blood sacrifice, we
are united with him and intimately bonded with God.

Mark’s account of the Last Supper culminates in Jesus’ total
giving of himself for all. Jesus gives of himself for us enabling
us to give of ourselves for others. United with him and
strengthened by the Spirit, we are sent forth to be bread,
~ nourishment, blood and sacrifice for others. In this
manner, we all truly become the very body and blood of
Christ.

This very real presence of Christ in the elements of bread and wine has never been understood by the
Church to be a physical presence. The presence that we speak of is sacramental. It is the risen Christ, real
and substantial, true and full that is really present, yet not in a physical manner. Our gathering and our sharing in
that bread and wine really and truly expresses our belief in the living Christ and unites us with Christ in life, death,
resurrection and forever.

This sharing is unlike any other sharing or eating that we have or will ever Readings
experience in our lives.

El pacto, sellado con sangre, hace a Dios
y al pueblo parientes consanguineos, con Dios asumiendo
la responsabilidad de las vidas de las personas.

oamonys.zelome £ Salmo responsorial 115 proclama que el Sefor ha salvado al

salmista del peligro y dafo, rescatando a la gente de la

esclavitud y la opresion, permitiéndoles cantar: "Alzaré la copa de la salvacion, invocando tu nombre". El simbolo

de la copa de la salvacion es el reconocimiento publico ritual del amor salvador de Dios. La gente llenaba

una copa de vino y la derramaba al Sefior como un medio para reconocer publicamente el cuidado
misericordioso de Dios.

La carta a los Hebreos recuerda el ritual de sangre del pacto del Sinai, que ahora esta sellado no con la sangre de
los animales sacrificados, sino con la misma sangre de Cristo. El sacrificio de sangre de Cristo lo faculta para ser
nuestro mediador con Dios, implorando en nuestro nombre. A través del sacrificio de la sangre de Cristo, estamos
unidos con él y estamos intimamente unidos a Dios.

El relato de Marcos sobre la Ultima Cena culmina con el dar totalmente de si mismo que Jesus dio para todos.
Jesus se sacrifica por nosotros y nos permite sacrificarnos por los demas. Unidos con él y fortalecidos por el
Espiritu, somos enviados a ser pan, alimento, sangre y sacrificio por los demas. De esta manera, todos
realmente nos convertimos en el mismo cuerpo y sangre de Cristo.

Esta presencia muy real de Cristo en los elementos del pan y del vino nunca ha sido entendida por la
Iglesia como una presencia fisica. La presencia de la que hablamos es sacramental. Es el Cristo
resucitado, real y sustancial, verdadero y pleno que esta realmente presente, pero no de una manera fisica.
Nuestra reunién y nuestro compartir en ese pan y vino expresa verdaderamente nuestra creencia en el Cristo vivo
y nos une con Cristo en vida, muerte, resurreccion y para siempre.

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Key Tax Components for Charitable Giving

As you plan your contributions for 2021, be sure to
review the key components in the fiscal stimulus that
impact charitable giving.

1. People who make smaller gifts will be able to
deduct them up to $300 - Presently, only
those who itemize their income tax deductions are
able to use a charitable deduction. For 2020 and
2021, an individual will be able to deduct up to $300
cash donations, irrespective of whether or not they
itemize their deductions. It is now $600 per couple
for 2021.

2. People who make larger gifts will be able to
deduct a much higher amount - Under current
law, an individual may deduct up to 60% of their
adjusted gross income (AGI) for charitable
deductions of cash. The stimulus package lifts that
restriction, so that an individual can make a gift only
of cash (so once again not stock) and deduct it up
to 100% of their AGI for the year 2020 and 2021.
This is an election, so the donor who wants to use
this provision must tell the IRS.

3. Required Minimum Distributions (RMDs) for
IRAs are back - The CARES Act gave savers
the ability to skip RMDs in 2020. In 2021, RMDs are
in back force. Unless you have a Roth IRA, you're
obligated to remove a portion of your account
balance each year once you turn 72. You may find
that this year's RMD is higher than expected. RMDs
are based on your life expectancy as well as the
amount of money you have in your retirement plan.
If you didn’t take an RMD in 2020, you may have a
higher balance going into 2021, leaving you on
track for a larger withdrawal and more taxes. You
can make a gift to a charitable organization up to
$100,000 annually tax free while qualifying for an
RMD.

4. IRA beneficiary v. gift in a will - Many people
like to include a charitable gift in their will to support
a cause that has been important in their lives. One
tax smart strategy is to leave part of an IRA, 401(k),
or 403(b) account to a nonprofit. It's easy to change
account beneficiaries by contacting the financial
institution. Why is this smart? Because heirs pay
income taxes on this money. Starting this year,
heirs (except spouses) must take out all funds (and
pay taxes) within 10 years of inheriting, but any part
left to a nonprofit avoids these taxes. Therefore, if
you plan to include a nonprofit in your will, use
these accounts first.

We recommend that you consult your accountant and/
or financial advisor before taking any actionon
the methods listed here. Your individual financial
situation will determine the best course of action for you.

Componentes Fiscales Clave para las

Donaciones Caritativas

Al planificar sus contribuciones para 2021, asegurese

de revisar los componentes clave del estimulo fiscal que

afectan las donaciones caritativas.

1. Las personas que hacen donaciones mas
pequeiias podran deducirlas hasta $300 -
Actualmente, solo aquellos que detallan sus
deducciones de impuestos sobre la renta pueden
usar una deduccion caritativa. Para 2020 y 2021,
una persona podra deducir hasta $300 donaciones
en efectivo, independientemente de si detalla o no.
Ahora es de $600 por pareja para 2021.

2. Las personas que hacen donaciones mas
grandes podran deducir una cantidad mucho
mas alta - segun la ley actual, una persona puede
deducir hasta el 60% de su ingreso bruto ajustado
(AGI) para deducciones caritativas de efectivo. El
paquete de estimulo elimina esa restriccion, de
modo que una persona puede hacer una donacién
solo en efectivo (una vez mas, no en acciones) y
deducirlo hasta el 100% de su ingreso bruto
a{'ustado para el afio 2020 y 2021. Esta es una
eleccion, por lo que el donante quien quiera usar
esta disposicién debe informar al IRS.

3. Las distribuciones minimas requeridas (RMD)
para las IRA estan de vuelta - la Ley CARES les
dio a los ahorradores la capacidad de omitir las
RMD en 2020. En 2021, las RMD estan en vigor. A
menos que tenga una cuenta IRA Roth, esta
obligado a eliminar una parte del saldo de su cuenta
cada afo una vez que cumpla 72 anos. Es posible
que la RMD de este afo sea mas alto de lo
esperado. Las RMD se basan en su esperanza de
vida y en la cantidad de dinero que tiene en su plan
de jubilacion. Si no tomé una RMD en 2020, es
posible que tenga un saldo mas alto entrando a
2021, lo que lo dejara en camino para un retiro mas
grande y mas impuestos. Puede hacer una
donacion a una organizacion benéfica de hasta
$100,000 anuales libres de impuestos mientras
califica para una RMD.

4. Beneficiario de IRA vs. donacion en un
testamento - a muchas personas les gusta incluir
una donacién caritativa en su testamento para
apoyar una causa que ha sido importante en sus
vidas. Una estrategia impositiva inteligente es dejar
parte de una cuenta IRA, 401(k) o 403(b) a una
organizacion sin fines de lucro. Es facil cambiar los
beneficiarios de la cuenta comunicandose con la
institucion financiera. ¢Por qué es esto inteligente?
Porque los herederos pagan impuestos sobre la
renta sobre este dinero. A partir de este afio, los
herederos (excepto los conyuges) deben retirar
todos los fondos (y pagar impuestos) dentro de los
10 afios posteriores a la herencia, pero cualquier
parte que se deje a una organizacion sin fines de
lucro evita estos impuestos. Por lo tanto, si planea
incluir una organizacion sin fines de lucro en su
testamento, use estas cuentas primero.

Su situacion
financiera individual determinara el mejor curso de
accion para usted.
