We begin a series
on Islam and
Muslims for the
purpose of greater
understanding and
appreciation of
one another. If we
are ever to know one another, the existing confusion
and misunderstanding between Christianity and Islam
necessitates the art of dialogue and accompaniment. In
doing so we actively promote respect and mutual
understanding leading to peace and justice. Vatican Il
stresses the need for all to engage in both ecumenical
(among Christians) and interreligious dialogue. Pope
Francis in his Apostolic Exhortation, Evangelii
Gaudium, the Joy of the Gospel, sees dialogue as the
necessary condition for mutual understanding and for
promoting peace and justice among world religions. So
we begin the dialogue by understanding that Muslims
are people who practice Islam. Muslims practice Islam
in order to achieve Salam. Salam is peace or a sense
of wholeness achieved by aligning oneself to God's will
and desire, as explicitly revealed by God in the Qur'an,
the Muslim Scriptures. In so doing, a Muslim strives for
the proper order in one's priorities and relationships.
Muhammad, God's prophet and messenger, is
considered the ideal Muslim. His collected sayings and
deeds recorded in the Hadith, provide a second level of
guidance in living Muslim life. The best way to break
down prejudice and misunderstanding is to come to
know Muslims in our communities, at work, and by
visiting a mosque, thus experiencing their beliefs and
practices. Make time to view this week's DYK video and
begin your dialogue experience toward mutual respect
and understanding with Islam and Muslims.

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“ Reflection on the Readings \

Mark’s gospel presents Jesus as the one sent by God to establish the kingdom or reign of God by
confronting and ultimately defeating the forces of evil. In the words of Mark, Jesus has come to “bind the
strong man,” namely Satan, and plunder his house or domain. Jesus’ whole life and ministry are directed
towards preaching repentance, a turning away from sin, and bringing God’s healing presence and touch
to all people. When Jesus chooses disciples and sends them out on ministry, he commissions them to
continue, deepen and intensify the work he has begun.

This Sunday’s gospel focuses on Mark’s Jesus sending forth his disciples on mission. He sends them
forth to heal, giving them authority over unclean spirits, while preaching repentance and reconciliation. At the
same time, Jesus prepares them by advising them to travel light and to be ready for rejection and possible failure.
Today’s readings guide us in being faithful to our evangelizing task even in the midst of opposition and
rejection.

Responsorial Psalm 85 centers on God’s enduring covenant love (kindness) as the source of all that
sustains us. This faithful love relationship is the source of peace, of continual attunement to the Lord, of
justice and truth, and of all that aids us in being faithful witness to the Lord’s presence. We are sent to preach not
doctrine but God’s enduring faithful love, enabling others to experience that love through our lives and
actions. This Sunday we are invited to call upon the Lord and sing, “Lord, let us see your kindness, and grant
us your salvation.”

The first reading from the prophet Amos exemplifies a significant aspect of what fidelity to God’s
covenant entails. In our desire and mission to share God’s love with others, some might not be ready or open
to receiving that message. God’s love demands that we change our way of acting and thinking towards
ourselves and others. This is the essence of conversion. Some are not ready or willing to do so, resulting
in an attack on the messenger and the message. Such experiences can be discouraging and debilitating.
Yet, like Amos, we are to focus on God’s covenant love and mission as the source of our strength and courage.
God has set us on this evangelizing path, and God will sustain us in whatever struggles surface.

The letter to the Ephesians gets at the core of God’s covenant love with all humanity. God calls all people into
relationship, choosing and loving us freely and completely. In Christ, God manifested the richness and
abundance of that love, and we are the beneficiaries of God’s saving love and redemption. Being chosen by God,
we have the responsibility to proclaim that choice and love to all we encounter. God’s love is all inclusive. It
is up to others to open themselves up to it. It is up to us to continually proclaim that love with our lives.

As Mark narrates Jesus’ story, he emphasizes the importance of the mission to establish the reign of God.
God’'s covenant love is available to all, but Mark also consistently highlights the opposition to Jesus and his
mission. Establishing God’s reign demands a change of mind and heart, a movement away from the powers
of evil that dominate and oppress, and a movement towards God. This process of repentance and
conversion is usually resisted by those who find it too challenging or opposed to their own perceived way
of living and acting. Such opposition results in rejection, persecution and oppression of those who desire
to cooperate in building up the reign of God.

In Baptism we commit ourselves to continue the mission and I
ministry of Jesus by building up God’s reign wherever we are Readlngs
planted.

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Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

El evangelio de Marcos presenta a Jesius como el que Dios envidé para establecer el reino de Dios
confrontando y finalmente derrotando a las fuerzas del mal. En palabras de Marcos, Jesus ha venido a
"amarrar al fuerte", es decir, a Satanas, y saquear su casa o dominio. La vida entera y el ministerio de Jesus estan
dirigidos a predicar el arrepentimiento, alejarse del pecado y llevar la presencia y el toque sanador de Dios
a todas las personas. Cuando JesuUs elige discipulos y los envia al ministerio, los encomienda para
continuar, profundizar e intensificar el trabajo que ha comenzado.

El evangelio de este domingo se enfoca en el Jesus de Marcos enviando a sus discipulos a misién. Los
envia a sanar, dandoles autoridad sobre los espiritus inmundos, mientras predican el arrepentimiento y la
reconciliacion. Al mismo tiempo, Jesus los prepara al aconsejarles que viajen ligeros y que estén listos para el
rechazo y el posible fracaso. Las lecturas de hoy nos guian a ser fieles a nuestra tarea evangelizadora incluso en
medio de la oposicion y el rechazo.

El Salmo responsorial 84 se centra en el amor del pacto perdurable de Dios (misericordia) como la fuente
de todo lo que nos sostiene. Esta fiel relacion de amor es la fuente de la paz, de la sintonia continua con el
Sefior, de la justicia y la verdad, y de todo lo que nos ayuda a ser testigos fieles de la presencia del Sefior. Somos
enviados a predicar, no doctrina, sino el amor fiel y duradero de Dios, permitiendo a otros a experimentar
ese amor a través de nuestras vidas y acciones. Este domingo estamos invitados a invocar al Sefior y
cantar: "Muéstranos, Sefior, tu misericordia y danos tu salvacion”.

La primera lectura del profeta Amés ejemplifica un aspecto significativo de lo que implica la fidelidad al
pacto de Dios. En nuestro deseo y misién de compartir el amor de Dios con los demas, algunos podrian
no estar listos o abiertos para recibir ese mensaje. El amor de Dios exige que cambiemos nuestra forma de actuar
y pensar hacia nosotros mismos y hacia los demas. Algunos no estan listos o dispuestos a hacerlo, lo que
resulta en un ataque del mensajero y el mensaje. Tales experiencias pueden ser desalentadoras y
debilitantes. Sin embargo, al igual que Amés, debemos enfocarnos en el amor y la misién del pacto de Dios como
la fuente de nuestra fortaleza y valor. Dios nos ha colocado en este camino evangelizador, y Dios nos sostendra
en cualquier lucha que surja.

La carta a los Efesios llega al corazén del amor del pacto de Dios con toda la humanidad. Dios llama a todas las
personas a una relacion, escogiéndonos y amandonos libremente y completamente. En Cristo, Dios
manifestd la riqueza y abundancia de ese amor, y somos los beneficiarios del amor salvador y la redencién de
Dios. Al ser elegidos por Dios, tenemos la responsabilidad de proclamar esa eleccién y amor a todos los que
encontramos. El amor de Dios es todo incluido. Depende de los demas abrirse a él. Depende de nosotros
proclamar continuamente ese amor con nuestras vidas.

Cuando Marcos narra la historia de Jesus, enfatiza la importancia de la mision de establecer el reino de
Dios. El amor del pacto de Dios esta disponible para todos, pero Marcos también resalta consistentemente
la oposicidon a Jesus y su mision. Establecer el reino de Dios exige un cambio de mente y corazén, un movimiento
que se aleje de los poderes del mal y un movimiento hacia Dios. Este proceso de arrepentimiento y
conversion generalmente es resistido por aquellos que lo encuentran demasiado desafiante u opuesto a
su propia forma percibida de vivir y actuar. Tal oposicidon resulta en el rechazo, la persecuciéon y la
opresion de los que desean cooperar en la construccion del reino de Dios.
