 This Week’s Do 
You Know Video: 
This week's DYK 
video begins a 
series of videos on the key principles that run through 
all the sixteen documents of the Second Vatican 
Council. The council ran for four sessions beginning 
on October 11, 1962 and ending on December 8, 
1965. Before getting into the key principles, this 
week's DYK video recalls the people, the events and 
the reasons that led to the calling of Vatican II. It had 
been close to one hundred years since the end of 
Vatican I in 1870 and many significant world events 
occurred during those years that impacted the church 
and its relationship to the world. Despite the many 
changes in the world, the Church attempted to 
maintain its status quo, and hesitated to accept or 
engage the changing world. Change and reform were 
needed but it came very slowly and hesitantly, till the 
period was ripe for change and the right pope came 
along to initiate the needed change and reform. Make 
time to view this week's DYK video and become 
familiar with what led to the calling of the Second 
Vatican Council.

Missionary Plan of Cooperation - July 28-29 
In conjunction with our Diocese’s annual Missionary 
Plan of Cooperation, our parish will have a second 
collection the weekend of July 28-29 for the Diocese of 
Mysore, India. Fr. Gilbert Aranha, from India, will be 
visiting us that weekend and celebrating our Masses. 
The Missionary Co-op collection will be used towards a 
project called Donum Vitae. The primary purpose of the 
project is to uphold the teachings of the Church on 
marriage and family. The project was envisaged by the 
preacher who has done research on “Family” with 
special reference to the “The Challenges to the 
Institution of Family” during his doctoral studies in 
Rome. 
 

One of the pressing problems that poor families in India 
face is the rising cost of education and health care on 
account of the unprecedented rise in the cost of living in 
the recent years. The Donum Vitae project supports 
families with many children by helping with their 
education, health care and other needs. Launched in 
2013, the project has helped hundreds of children. Many 
young people also have been helped to pursue higher 
education which is too expensive to be afforded by the 
poor. 
 

The project has become very effective, and on the 
request of some bishops in the region, it is being extend 
to other dioceses as well. A priest of the diocese of 
Mysore, Fr. Gilbert Aranha holds a doctorate degree in 
Canon Law and a Licentiate degree in Ecumenism from 
Rome. He is currently serving the Catholic Bishops’ 
Conference of India as its Executive Secretary for 
Ecumenism. 
 

VBS in Anapra, MX—Help Needed 
Once again, Manos Amigas is sponsoring Vacation 
Bible School for 150 children in Anapra, Mexico. VBS is 
from July 16-August 2. It is held in one room with one 
teacher and 8 fans. Challenging but fun. Thank you to 
Paulette Samson for creating the curriculum and Raul 
Felix for adapting and recording bible stories into puppet 
shows.

In other words, He began to feed 
them with the Word of God. That is what we do 
during this part of our Mass; we hear Holy Scripture. 
These are the Words of the Lord. He is our 
shepherd. We are His sheep.  As always, Jesus 
teaches us a valuable lesson about stewardship 
through today’s readings. To the Lord, the needs of 
others were more important than His own. When we 
share our time, our talents, and our treasure, we are 
not only following our Good Shepherd, we are also 
living His Gospel call to shepherd others by giving of 
ourselves.

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The sixteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time, Year B, sets 
the context for the next five Sundays. In today's 
gospel, Jesus and his disciples set time aside for rest. In 
doing so, they become aware of the large crowd 
following them. Jesus looks upon them with pity, for they 
are like sheep without a shepherd. Reaching out to 
them, he desires to address their needs, modeling 
himself on God, the Good Shepherd whose qualities 
are extolled in Responsorial Psalm 23. 
 

This desire to care for, teach, and feed God's people 
sets the stage for the exploration of John's "Bread 
of Life" discourse. From the Seventeenth to the 
Twenty-first Sunday in Ordinary Time Year B, the 
semi-continuous reading of Mark is interrupted with 
the proclamation of John chapter 6, the "Bread of 
Life" discourse. Since the discourse did not appear 
in any of the three year lectionary cycles, the lectionary 
committee inserted it here so that we could hear and 
reflect on it for five successive Sundays. More will be 
commented on in the following weeks. 
 

Today’s readings focus on being good shepherds 
modeled on Jesus who takes his cue from the image 
of God articulated in Psalm 23. Here God is imaged 
as the one who provides, guides and walks with us no 
matter the dangers. The good shepherd knows the 
sheep and they can trust and depend on the 
shepherd no matter what comes. Such covenant 
relationship leads to peace and to a desire to dwell with 
the shepherd always. Today, we too can joyfully sing the 
refrain from Responsorial Psalm 23, “The Lord is my 
shepherd; there is nothing I shall want.” 
 

The first reading from Jeremiah excoriates the 
shepherds of Israel, usually the leaders, especially kings 
and priests, for failing in their responsibility to care for 
the people. Jeremiah predicts that someday, the Lord 
will raise up a descendant of David who will “govern 
wisely, he shall do what is right and just in the 
land,” so much so that they will name him, “The 
Lord our Justice.” 
Christians believe Jesus to 
be this very descendant of 
David whose ministry is to 
“do what is just and right in 
the land.” 
 

The second reading from 
the letter to the Ephesians 
specifies how Jesus, 
David’s “righteous shoot,” 
acted with love, concern 
and justice towards all. 
Through his willingness to give 
of himself totally for others, 
Jesus unites us to God and to 

one another, 
establishing peace, 
breaking down 
boundaries, enacting 
forgiveness and 
reconciliation, and 
drawing us near to the 
Father in the Spirit. As 
disciples, we too are 
called to be David’s 
“righteous shoot,” 
modeling ourselves on 
Jesus, ministering to 

others as a good shepherd should. 
 

Last week’s gospel had Mark’s Jesus commission his 
disciples to preach, teach and heal in his name. Today’s 
gospel has them return, reporting to Jesus their 
ministerial success. Jesus counsels them to take 
time to regroup from their ministry to a “deserted 
place” for renewal and re-commitment. Yet, Jesus 
and the disciples’ ministry has caught the attention of 
the crowd who would not allow them quiet and peace. 
Jesus, moved by the people’s desire to experience good 
shepherding, begins “to teach them many things.” This 
was not merely an intellectual exercise but a 
practical one in which the criteria of a good 
shepherd which the other three readings delineate, 
was made manifest for all to see. 
 

In Baptism we commit ourselves to continue the 
mission and ministry of Jesus by building up God's 
kingdom wherever we are planted. We model 
ourselves on Jesus the good shepherd who walked that 
same path, trusting in God's wisdom and guidance, 
“doing what is right and just in the land.” This week, 
reflect on how you live out your call to be a “good 
shepherd” to all you encounter. How do you go 
about “doing what is right and just in the land?”

El decimosexto Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario, Año 
B, establece el contexto para los próximos cinco 
domingos. En el evangelio de hoy, Jesús y sus 
discípulos apartan un tiempo para descansar. Al 
hacerlo, se dan cuenta de la gran multitud que los 
sigue. Jesús los mira con compasión, porque son como 
ovejas sin pastor. Al acercarse a ellos, desea abordar 
sus necesidades, inspirándose en Dios, el Buen 
Pastor, cuyas cualidades se exaltan en el Salmo 
responsorial 22. 
 

Este deseo de cuidar, enseñar y alimentar al pueblo 
de Dios prepara el escenario para la exploración del 
discurso de Juan sobre el "Pan de Vida". Desde el 
Decimoséptimo hasta el Vigésimo Primero Domingo 
del Tiempo Ordinario Año B, la lectura semicontinua 
de Marcos se interrumpe con la proclamación de 
Juan capítulo 6, el discurso del "Pan de Vida". 
Como el discurso no apareció en ninguno de los ciclos 
lectivos de tres años, el comité del leccionario lo insertó 
aquí para que pudiéramos escucharlo y reflexionar 
sobre él durante cinco domingos sucesivos. Se 
comentará más en las próximas semanas. 
 

Las lecturas de hoy se centran en ser buenos 
pastores inspirados en Jesús, quien toma su 
ejemplo de la imagen de Dios articulado en el Salmo 
22. Aquí se representa a Dios como el que proporciona, 
guía y camina con nosotros sin importar los peligros. El 
buen pastor conoce a las ovejas y pueden confiar y 
depender del pastor sin importar lo que pase. Tal 
relación de pacto conduce a la paz y al deseo de vivir 
siempre con el pastor. Hoy, nosotros también podemos 
cantar alegremente el estribillo del Salmo responsorial 
22, "El Señor es mi pastor, nada me falta". 

 

La primera lectura de 
Jeremías critica a los 
pastores de Israel, 
generalmente los líderes, 
especialmente reyes y 
sacerdotes, por fallar en 
su responsabilidad de 
cuidar al pueblo. 
Jeremías predice que 
algún día, el Señor 
resucitará un 
descendiente de David 
que "será un rey justo y 

prudente y hará que en la tierra se observen la ley y 
la justicia", tanto que lo nombrarán, "El Señor es 
nuestra justicia". Cristianos cree que Jesús es este 
mismo descendiente de David, cuyo ministerio es 
hacer lo que es justo en la tierra. 
 

La segunda lectura de la carta a los Efesios 
especifica cómo Jesús, el renuevo justo, actuó con 

amor, preocupación y justicia hacia todos. A través 
de su disposición a entregarse totalmente a los demás, 
Jesús nos une a Dios y a los demás, estableciendo la 
paz, derribando fronteras, promulgando el perdón y la 
reconciliación, y acercándonos al Padre en el Espíritu. 
Como discípulos, también nosotros somos 
llamados a ser el renuevo justo de David, 
modelando a Jesús, ministrando a otros como 
debería hacerlo un buen pastor. 
 

La semana pasada, el Evangelio hizo que el Jesús de 
Marcos comisionara a sus discípulos para que 
predicaran, enseñaran y sanaran en su nombre. El 
evangelio de hoy los hace regresar, reportando a 
Jesús su éxito ministerial. Jesús les aconseja 
tomarse un tiempo para recuperarse de su 
ministerio a un "lugar solitario" para renovarse y 
volver a comprometerse. Sin embargo, el ministerio 
de Jesús y los discípulos ha llamado la atención de la 
multitud que no les permitiría silencio y paz. Jesús, 
movido por el deseo del pueblo de experimentar un 
buen pastoreo, comienza a "enseñarles muchas cosas". 
Esto no fue simplemente un ejercicio intelectual 
sino práctico, en el cual se puso de manifiesto el 
criterio de un buen pastor que las otras tres 
lecturas delinean, se hizo manifiesto para que todos 
lo vieran. 
 

En el Bautismo nos comprometemos a continuar la 
misión y el ministerio de Jesús construyendo el 
reino de Dios donde sea que estemos plantados. 
Nos modelamos en Jesús, el buen pastor que caminó 
por ese mismo camino, confiando en la sabiduría y guía 
de Dios, haciendo lo correcto y justo en la tierra. Esta 
semana, reflexione sobre cómo cumple su llamado 
a ser un "buen pastor" a todos los que encuentre. 
¿Cómo se puede hacer lo correcto y justo en la 
tierra?
