This Week’s Do You Know Video: 
For centuries, many called for the reform of the Mass 
that would restore the full, conscious and active 
participation of the people in the celebration of the 
liturgy. Most of these reformers were unsuccessful in 
their call for reform until the time of Martin Luther. 
Luther, an Augustinian monk, like his predecessors, 
called for the liturgy to be a community celebration and 
not merely the exclusive domain of the clergy. He 
emphasized the ancient principle that the way one 
prays is the way one believes. Therefore he advocated 
the priesthood of all believers who would actively 
participate in a simple ritual liturgy that was in the 
language of the people, in which all sang hymns, 
received both the bread and the wine, and during 
which the preaching was based on the scripture 
readings. Unfortunately, the church at that time was 
not ready to respond to the calls for reforms and it led 
to the unfortunate split within Christianity. Make time to 
view this week's DYK video and see how Luther 
moved to make liturgy an active communal 
celebration.

4. Greek yogurt with berries-Greek yogurt is packed with protein and vital nutrients like calcium, magnesium, and 
potassium. Meanwhile, berries are loaded with fiber and disease-fighting antioxidants, which help prevent 
cellular damage in your body. 

5. Sardines-Though perhaps not the most popular snack food, sardines are an excellent source of omega-3 fatty 
acids, a special type of fat that has powerful anti-inflammatory properties and is especially beneficial for heart 
health. Enjoy sardines straight out of the can or pile them on hearty crackers for a filling snack.

The focus of this Sunday’s readings is on the power and necessity of prayer. Psalm 138 and its refrain, 
“Lord on the day I called for help you answered me,” assure us with great confidence that God answered 
prayers in the past and continues to answer prayers today. This confidence in God allows us to trust that 
God will continue to answer prayers in times yet to come. God’s covenant love and care are the constant 
reference for our continued trust and reliance upon God. The psalmist is convinced of God’s care by asserting 
that “your right hand saves me...your kindness (hesed or covenant love) endures forever.” 
 
The letter to the Colossians expresses this same care and concern by stressing that God came in the 
person of Jesus to free us from slavery to sin, “obliterating the bond against us...nailing it to the cross.” 
God raised Jesus up and brought us to new life in him even though we “were dead in transgressions.” Thus, 
through baptism, we have been buried with Christ, so that through the power of God, we might be raised with him. 
Such depth of love is the clearest manifestation of God’s care and concern for all God’s creation. Prayer connects 
us to God and allows us to build on that strong loving bond that God has initiated with all people. 
 
The first and third readings stress the need for continual prayer as well as for persistence in prayer. 
Abraham, negotiating with God over the fate of Sodom and Gomorrah, seeks to have God do what God always 

desires to do. God desires to be merciful and to forgive sinners. 
Abraham asks essentially how far God is willing to be God. In that 
sense, Abraham is attuning himself to God’s desires and will, 
asking God to be faithful to what God ultimately is and desires. 
 
The context of Jesus himself praying moves his disciples to ask 
him to teach them how to pray. Jesus teaches his disciples the “Our 
Father” or “The Lord’s Prayer” as the ideal prayer form. The prayer 
summarizes key Jewish beliefs and understandings of God, emphasizing 
familial covenant love and relationship. The Jewish Scriptures 
understood the people’s relationship to God in terms of a loving 
parent who manifests continual care and concern for all. 
 
Along with the prayer, Luke’s Jesus recounts several parables 
about the need for persistence in prayer, which will lead to God’s 
gift of the Spirit in our lives. Why the gift of the Spirit? Because it is 
the Spirit that helps us to pray, guides us in our prayer, and allows us to 
attune our prayer to God’s will and desire and not our own. 
 
Persistence in prayer is not about nagging or complaining till we 
get our way with God. That sort of attitude causes people to give up 
on God or to see God as arbitrary, answering that person’s prayer and 
not ours. Persistence in prayer does not mean pestering God for as long 

as it takes till God gets the message. Prayer is not about changing God’s mind. Rather, prayer is asking God to 
grant us the wisdom to discern God’s way or path for our lives, along with asking for the courage to 
accept that path, no matter where it leads. 
 
In Luke’s gospel, Jesus prays continually throughout his whole ministry, especially at key moments in 
that ministry. Jesus offers prayer to God as Father, seeking to know 
God’s desires for him. Jesus does not impose his will on God but rather 
attempts to discern what God wants of him. The perfect expression 
summing up all prayer is Jesus’ prayer to the Father, “not my will 
but yours be done.” Armed with such assurance, Jesus attempts to put 
God’s will and desire into action. 
 
As his followers, Jesus calls us to model our prayer life on his. When you 
pray, what exactly are you asking God for? At life’s difficult moments, 
what function does prayer play in your life? How do you see the role of the 
Spirit in your prayer life? Pray today for wisdom to know God’s will 
and for strength to follow through on God’s ways.

Page 6               Reflection on the Readings 



El enfoque de las lecturas de este domingo está en el poder y la necesidad de la oración. El Salmo 138 y 
su estribillo, "Cuando te invoqué, Señor, me escuchaste", nos asegura con gran confianza de que Dios 
contestó oraciones en el pasado y sigue contestando oraciones hoy. Esta confianza en Dios nos permite 
confiar en que Dios continuará respondiendo las oraciones en los tiempos por venir. El amor de alianza y el 
cuidado de Dios son la referencia constante para nuestra continua confianza en Dios. El salmista está convencido 
del cuidado de Dios al afirmar que "tu derecha me salva ... tu misericordia es eterna". 
 
La carta a los colosenses expresa este mismo cuidado y preocupación al enfatizar que Dios vino en la 
persona de Jesús para liberarnos de la esclavitud al pecado, "anuló el documento que nos era contrario... 
clavándolo en la cruz de Cristo". Dios levantó a Jesús y nos llevó a una nueva vida en él a pesar de que 
estábamos “muertos por los pecados”. Así, a través del bautismo, hemos sido sepultados con Cristo, para que a 
través del poder de Dios, podamos ser resucitados con él. Tal profundidad de amor es la manifestación más clara 
del cuidado y preocupación de Dios por toda la creación de Dios. La oración nos conecta con Dios y nos permite 
construir ese fuerte vínculo amoroso que Dios ha iniciado con todas las personas. 
 
La primera y la tercera lectura hacen hincapié en la necesidad de una oración continua, así como de la 
persistencia en la oración. Abraham, negociando con Dios el destino de Sodoma y Gomorra, busca que 
Dios haga lo que Dios siempre desea hacer. Dios desea ser misericordioso y perdonar a los pecadores. Abraham 
pregunta esencialmente hasta qué punto Dios está dispuesto a ser Dios. En ese sentido, Abraham se 
sintoniza con los deseos y la voluntad de Dios, y le pide a Dios que sea fiel a lo que últimamente Dios es y 
desea. 
 
El contexto de la oración de Jesús mismo hace que sus discípulos le pidan 
que les enseñe a orar. Jesús enseña a sus discípulos el "Padre Nuestro"  o 
"La Oración del Señor" como la forma ideal de oración. La oración resume las 
creencias y entendimientos judíos más importantes de Dios, enfatizando el amor 
y la relación del pacto familiar. Las Escrituras judías entendieron la relación de la 
gente con Dios en términos de un padre amoroso que manifiesta un 
cuidado y una preocupación continuos por todos. 
 
Junto con la oración, el Jesús según Lucas relata varias parábolas sobre la 
necesidad de persistir en la oración, lo que llevará al don del Espíritu de Dios en nuestras vidas. ¿Por qué 
el don del Espíritu? Porque es el Espíritu el que nos ayuda a orar, nos guía en nuestra oración y nos permite 
sintonizar nuestra oración con la voluntad y el deseo de Dios y no con el nuestro. 
 
La persistencia en la oración no consiste en fastidiar o quejarse hasta que nos salgamos con lo nuestro. 
Ese tipo de actitud hace que las personas renuncien a Dios o que vean a Dios como arbitrario, respondiendo a la 
oración de esa persona y no a la nuestra. La persistencia en la oración no significa molestar a Dios por el tiempo 
que sea necesario hasta que Dios reciba el mensaje. La oración no se trata de cambiar la mente de Dios. Más 
bien, orar es pedirle a Dios que nos conceda la sabiduría para discernir el camino de Dios para nuestras 
vidas, junto con pedir el valor para aceptar ese camino, sin importar a dónde nos lleve. 
 
En el evangelio de Lucas, Jesús ora continuamente durante todo su ministerio, especialmente en los 
momentos claves de ese ministerio. Jesús ofrece oración a Dios como Padre, buscando conocer los 
deseos de Dios para él. Jesús no impone su voluntad a Dios, sino que trata de discernir lo que Dios quiere de él. 

La expresión perfecta que resume toda oración es la oración de 
Jesús al Padre, "no se haga mi voluntad sino la tuya". Armado 
con tanta seguridad, Jesús intenta poner en acción la voluntad y el 
deseo de Dios. 
 
Como sus seguidores, Jesús nos llama a modelar nuestra vida de 
oración en la suya. Cuando ora, ¿qué es exactamente lo que le está 
pidiendo a Dios? En los momentos difíciles de la vida, ¿qué 
función desempeña la oración en su vida? ¿Cómo ve el papel del 
Espíritu en su vida de oración?

As we pray the words of the Our Father, we 
recognize this basic truth about ourselves and God: 
God is our Father, and we are beloved and infinitely 
blessed to be His children. This is the basis of a 
stewardship way of life.

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In old age, they will still bear fruit (Ps 92:15): 
World Day for Grandparents and the Elderly 
We celebrate the second celebration of the World Day 
for Grandparents and the Elderly on July 24, 2022. Last 
year, Pope Francis instituted this annual celebration 
each 4th Sunday in July. Pope Francis intends that we 
create opportunities for the generations to interact. He 
encourages the elderly to continue to dream for the 
future and to share those dreams along with lived 
wisdom and history with the younger generations. He 
asks young people to embrace their grandparents and 
elderly, to listen and carry on their dreams. 
 
In his message to Grandparents and the Elderly, Pope 
Francis offers this inspiration: “Old age is no time to 
give up and lower the sails, but a season of enduring 
fruitfulness: a new mission awaits us and bids us look to 
the future. Dear grandparents, dear elderly persons, we 
are called to be artisans of the revolution of tenderness 
in our world! Let us do so by learning to make ever 
more frequent and better use of the most valuable 
instrument at our disposal and, indeed, the one best 
suited to our age: prayer. Our trustful prayer can do a 
great deal: it can accompany the cry of pain of those 
who suffer, and it can help change hearts. We can be 
the enduring ‘chorus’ of a great spiritual sanctuary, 
where prayers of supplication and songs of praise 
sustain the community that toils and struggles in the 
field of life.” 
 
To all of us, the Pope says, “The World Day of 
Grandparents and the Elderly is an opportunity to 
proclaim once more, with joy, that the Church wants to 
celebrate together with all those whom the Lord – in the 
words of the Bible – has “filled with days”. Let us 
celebrate it together! I ask you to make this Day known 
in your parishes and communities; to seek out those 
elderly persons who feel most alone, at home or in 
residences where they live. Let us make sure that no 
one feels alone on this day. Expecting a visit can 
transform those days when we think we have nothing to 
look forward to; from an initial encounter, a new 
friendship can emerge. Visiting the elderly who live 
alone is a work of mercy in our time!” 
 
Below are some suggestions to help you celebrate in 
the coming days or weeks. Copies of the Pope’s 
message to the elderly and his prayer card are in the 
gathering space for you to take home.  
 
VISITING GRANDPARENTS AND OLDER PEOPLE 
WHO ARE ALONE 
• In order for the message of closeness and 

consolation to reach everyone on this World Day − 
even those who are most isolated − we ask people 
to visit their grandparents and the elderly living 
alone in their community and to give them the Holy 
Father’s message.

En su mensaje a los Abuelos y los Mayores, el Papa 
Francisco ofrece esta inspiración: “La ancianidad no es 
un tiempo inútil en el que nos hacemos a un lado, 
abandonando los remos en la barca, sino que es una 
estación para seguir dando frutos.

The diocese processes securities donations as a 
service to parishes.

you hold your securities in a brokerage account or 
have physical possession of the certificates.

• The diocese will sell your securities and send the 
proceeds to the parish, school or ministry you 
designated on the Securities Donation form.
