Continuing our series on
the need to understand
and respect Islam and
Muslims so that to
engage in effective and
productive dialogue,
today we highlight the role that both Jesus and Mary
play in Islamic tradition and belief. The Vatican Il
document, Nostra Aetate #3 acknowledges the key role
that both Jesus and Mary play in Islam, looking at both
similarities and differences. Mary is the only woman
mentioned by name in the Qur'an, with Chapter 19
named after her. In the Qur'an, Mary is a single mother
who hands herself over to God and who is gifted with a
son, Jesus, lIsa in Arabic. With no male figure
associated with Mary, Muslims believe in Mary's
virginal conception of Jesus. She is honored, revered
and even invoked simply because she is the mother of
Jesus, a prophet second only to Muhammad in Islamic
tradition. Jesus has numerous titles in the Qur'an:
messenger of God, prophet, son of Mary, sign, servant
and word of God, and even messiah. Muslims differ
from Christians in that they do not consider Jesus
divine but rather an exalted human being, otherwise the
oneness of God would be compromised. Most Muslims
also do not believe that Jesus was crucified but rather
was taken up by God and is with God currently waiting
to return at the end of time to bring about God's
message of peace and salvation to the whole world.
Make time to view this week's DYK video and delve into
the roles that Jesus and Mary play in Islamic tradition
and belief.

Did You Know- The latest research shows exercise is one of the best things you can do for your brain. Cognitive
decline is not inevitable, the brain continually makes new neurons and fine-tunes neural connections throughout
life. Aerobic exercise jumpstarts that process. “It reduces the level of brain loss and keeps cognitive abilities
sharp,” says John Medina, affiliate professor of bioengineering at the University of Washington School of
Medicine and author of Brain Rules. “It also slashes your lifetime risk of Alzheimer’s in half and your risk of
general dementia by 60 percent.”

Exercise boosts the flow of blood to the brain spurring the release of brain-derived neurotropic factor (BDNF).
This chemical stimulates the formation of new neurons in the hippocampus, the area involved in memory, learning
and the ability to plan and make decisions. BDNF also repairs cell damage and strengthens synapses, which
connect brain cells. Doctors who specialize in the aging brain say that dementia is not inevitable, even in very old
age. A growing number of studies are showing that a regimen of good nutrition, physical exercise, and mental
stimulation plays a major role in preventing Alzheimer’s and other types of dementia.

“ Reflection on the Readings \

From the Seventeenth to the Twenty-first Sunday in Ordinary Time Year B, the semi-continuous reading of
Mark is interrupted with the proclamation of John chapter 6, the “Bread of Life” discourse. Why does the
Lectionary insert such a major interruption into a year devoted to the gospel according to Mark?

Vatican II's revision of the Lectionary developed a three-year structure with each year containing a semi-
continuous proclamation of the gospels according to Matthew, Mark and Luke. No Lectionary year is devoted to
John’s gospel, since John is so prominently proclaimed in the Lent/Easter season and is more difficult to
break up into short passages for proclamation.

Nowhere during these Sundays was John’s powerful chapter 6, the discourse on the bread of life, ever
proclaimed. This was a significant lack in a Lectionary intended to emphasize Eucharistic celebration and
reflection on the Eucharistic mystery. The revision committee decided to insert John’s discourse for five
consecutive Sundays replacing Mark’s account of the feeding of five thousand. Rather than Mark’s brief narrative
of the feeding, John’s longer and more elaborate account was inserted.

: The focus of this Sunday’s readings, as well as that of the whole chapter is
4 summed up well in the refrain from responsorial Psalm 145: “The hand of the
Lord feeds us; he answers all our needs.” The first reading from 2 Kings has the
prophet Elisha multiply bread so that all can have their fill along with leftovers. This
account provides a backdrop for Jesus’ multiplication of scanty resources so
that all can eat. John’s account of the multiplication of the loaves and fishes has
Jesus, and not his disciples, directly feeding the crowd of five thousand with a mere
five loaves and two fish. John’s message stresses that God, in the person of
Jesus, is attuned to our needs and goes out of his way to meet those needs.

It is the Lord who feeds us and answers all our needs. This demands trust in a loving God who can do
wonders with the little we have. Do we really believe this? If we do, how do we conduct our lives and
relationships in accordance with that belief?

The letter to the Ephesians urges us to “live in a manner worthy of the call you have received.” What are the
characteristics of such a life? It is life lived with humility, gentleness, with patience and kindness, bearing
with one another, striving for peace and unity while respecting differences. This manner of living is the
necessary precondition for building community and for caring for one another.

God has given us more than enough to sustain the entire human family. It is we who need to use what we
have been given in a way that benefits the entire human family and not just a few members. In our anti-
immigrant environment, this means that we are called to reach out to all, especially immigrants, who are
fleeing injustice as they seek food, shelter and a safe and dignified life for themselves and their families.

On our own, we find this difficult to do. It is necessary for all of us to take on the mind and heart of Jesus, reaching
out in care and concern for all, no matter how overwhelming the odds or how scarce the resources. Doing so will
not only result in all having their various hungers met, but there will be

more than enough left over. Again, do we really believe this? If so, how Readings
do we conduct our lives and relationships in accordance with that

belief? How do you show care and concern for the poor, the
oppressed and the immigrant in our midst?

Desde el Decimoséptimo hasta el Vigésimo Primero Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario, Ciclo B, la lectura
semicontinua de Marcos se interrumpe con la proclamacion de Juan capitulo 6, el discurso del "Pan de
vida". ;Por qué el Leccionario introduce una interrupcion tan significante en un afio dedicado al Evangelio
segun San Marcos?

La revision del Leccionario del Segundo Concilio Vaticano desarrollé una estructura de tres ciclos, cada ciclo
contiene una proclamacion semicontinua de los evangelios segun Santos Mateo, Marcos y Lucas. Ningun ciclo
lectivo estd dedicado al evangelio de Juan, ya que Juan es tan prominentemente proclamado en la
temporada de Cuaresma/Pascua y es mas dificil dividirlo en pasajes cortos para la proclamacion.

En ningun lugar durante estos domingos fue el poderoso capitulo 6 de Juan, el discurso sobre el pan de la
vida, proclamado alguna vez.

En lugar de la breve narracion de Marcos, se inserto el relato mas largo y mas elaborado de Juan.

El enfoque de las lecturas de este domingo, asi como el de todo el capitulo, se resume bien en el estribillo
del Salmo responsorial 144: "Abres ta la mano, Sefor, y nos sacias." La primera lectura de 2 Reyes hace
que el profeta Eliseo multiplique el pan para que todos puedan llenarse y hasta tener sobras. Esta cuenta
proporciona un telon de fondo para la multiplicacion de los escasos recursos de Jesus para que todos
puedan comer. El relato de Juan sobre la multiplicacion de los panes y los peces tiene a Jesus, y no a sus
discipulos, alimentando directamente a la multitud de cinco mil con apenas cinco panes y dos peces. El mensaje
de Juan enfatiza que Dios, en la persona de Jesus, esta en sintonia con nuestras necesidades y deseos de
satisfacer esas necesidades.

Es el Seiior quien nos alimenta y responde a todas nuestras necesidades. Esto exige confianza en un Dios
amoroso que puede hacer maravillas con lo poco que tenemos. ;Realmente creemos esto? Si lo creemos,
¢,como conducimos nuestras vidas y nuestras relaciones de acuerdo con esa creencia?

La carta a los Efesios nos anima a "que lleven una vida digna del llamamiento que han recibido". ¢ Cuales son las
caracteristicas de esa vida?

| Am With You Always: World Day for

Grandparents and the Elderly

The first World Day for Grandparents and the Elderly is
observed July 25, 2021. Pope Francis decided to
celebrate this day annually on the 4th Sunday in July
after recognizing the effects of the isolation and
loneliness experienced by so many elderly around the
world during the COVID-19 pandemic. This World Day
is an opportunity to reaffirm that the Church can never
remain distant from those who carry a cross. The theme
chosen by the Holy Father, “I| am with you always”,
expresses clearly that, during the pandemic and in the
better times that will follow, every church community
wishes to be with the elderly always. He describes the
church as a “family of families” and invites us to
strengthen the bond between young and old.

He also seeks to inspire the elderly to embrace a
“renewed vocation.” He describes three pillars that will
help renew our troubled society: dreams, memory and
prayer. Pope Francis says that sharing dreams can pull
us through hardship with hope. Sharing dreams with
young people and memories of events experienced by
those who have lived a long life are important for our
future. He says “the foundation of life is memory.”
Finally prayer, the Pope says, is a precious resource
the elderly can share with our human family.

Today, the Holy Father invites us to connect with each
other, young and old, to recognize the gift we are to one
another and to see the value the elderly have in our
lives and in our church by virtue of their life experience
and wisdom.

Below are some suggestions to help you celebrate in
the coming days or weeks. Copies of the Pope’s
message to the elderly and his prayer card are in the
gathering space for you to take home.

Visiting Grandparents and Older People Who are
Alone

- In order for the message of closeness and consolation
to reach everyone on this World Day — even those who
are most isolated - we ask people to visit their
grandparents and the elderly living alone in their
community and to give them the Holy Father’s
message.

- A visit is a tangible sign of a Church of outreach. At a
time of social distancing because of the pandemic, a
visit shows that there is a way of being close to older
people while still observing safety measures.

- A visit is a personal choice to arise and go in haste to
others (cf. Lk 1:39), just as Mary did when she visited
her elderly cousin Elizabeth.

- A visit is an opportunity for a grandchild to say to his
or her grandparent and for a young person to say to an
elderly person they are visiting, “I am with you always”.

- A visit can be an opportunity to bring a gift, such as a
flower, and to read the World Day prayer together.

- The World Day message can be shared by posting
pictures of visits on social media with the hashtag
#lamWithYouAlways.
