“l, a prisoner for the Lord, urge you to live in a
manner worthy of the call you have received, with all
humility and gentleness, with patience, bearing with

one another through love, striving to preserve the
unity of the spirit through the bond of peace.”
Ephesians 4: 1-3

St. Paul beautifully sums up how our approach to
living as Catholics and Christians should be. In
today’'s Second Reading from his letter to the
Ephesians, Paul urges us to live “with all humility and
gentleness, with patience, bearing with one another
through love, striving to preserve the unity of spirit
through the bond of peace: one body and one Spirit.”
Does that describe our parish community? This
cannot happen unless we have the same kind of trust
that Elisha had, and which St. Paul had, as well. Paul
also says in today’s Second Reading, “l urge you to
live in a manner worthy of the call you have
received.” This is stewardship at its core. We should
not give of our time, talent and treasure because we
want to earn God’s love. He already loves us
unconditionally. — See more at

This Week’s Do

You Know Video:
As we continue our
series on the
Second Vatican Council, this week's DYK video looks
at the dynamics that went on during the four sessions
of the council from 1962-1965. Even though it is
ancient history for many Catholics, Vatican 2 is the
most significant event for the church in centuries. By
taking Pope John's vision for the council seriously,
the bishops engaged in an examination of the
church's identity and its role in the world. They
learned from theologians in various gatherings, as
well as from observers from Protestant, Orthodox and
other faith traditions, including women, who were all
present at the council. These interactions and
dynamics facilitated greater openness and
engagement with others and the world, despite the
resistance from a group of bishops who feared such
an approach. The council resulted in rich pastoral
documents that are still vibrant and vision-filled today
as they were more than fifty years ago. For more on
the dynamics of what happened at Vatican 2, make
time to engage this week's DYK video.

Missionary Plan of Cooperation - July 28-29

In conjunction with our Diocese’s annual Missionary
Plan of Cooperation, our parish will have a second
collection the weekend of July 28-29 for the Diocese of
Mysore, India. Fr. Gilbert Aranha, from India, will be
visiting us that weekend and celebrating our Masses.
The Missionary Co-op collection will be used towards a
project called Donum Vitae. The primary purpose of the
project is to uphold the teachings of the Church on
marriage and family. The project was envisaged by the
preacher who has done research on “Family” with
special reference to the “The Challenges to the
Institution of Family” during his doctoral studies in
Rome.

One of the pressing problems that poor families in India
face is the rising cost of education and health care on
account of the unprecedented rise in the cost of living in
the recent years. The Donum Vitae project supports
families with many children by helping with their
education, health care and other needs. Launched in
2013, the project has helped hundreds of children. Many
young people also have been helped to pursue higher
education which is too expensive to be afforded by the
poor.

The project has become very effective, and on the
request of some bishops in the region, it is being
extended to other dioceses as well. A priest of the
diocese of Mysore, Fr. Gilbert Aranha holds a doctorate
degree in Canon Law and a Licentiate degree in
Ecumenism from Rome. He is currently serving the
Catholic Bishops’ Conference of India as its Executive
Secretary for Ecumenism.

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Reflection on the Readings

From the Seventeenth to the Twenty-first Sunday in
Ordinary Time Year B, the semi-continuous reading
of Mark is interrupted with the proclamation of John
chapter 6, the “Bread of Life” discourse. Why does
the Lectionary insert such a major interruption into a
year devoted to the gospel according to Mark?

Vatican II's revision of the Lectionary developed a three-
year structure with each year containing a semi-
continuous proclamation of the gospels according to
Matthew, Mark and Luke. No Lectionary year is devoted
to John’s gospel, since John is so prominently
proclaimed in the Lent/Easter season and is more
difficult to break up into short passages for
proclamation.

Nowhere during these Sundays was John’s powerful
chapter 6, the discourse on the bread of life, ever
proclaimed. This was a significant lack in a
Lectionary intended to emphasize Eucharistic
celebration and reflection on the Eucharistic mystery.
The revision committee decided to insert John’s
discourse for five consecutive Sundays instead of
Mark’s account of the feeding of five thousand. Rather
than Mark’s brief narrative, John’s longer and more
elaborate account was inserted.

The focus of this Sunday’s readings, as well as that
of the whole chapter, is summed up well in the
refrain from responsorial Psalm 145: “The hand of
the Lord feeds us; he answers all our needs.” The
first reading from 2 Kings has the prophet Elisha multiply
bread so that all can have their fill along with leftovers.
This account provides a backdrop for Jesus’
multiplication of scanty resources so that all can
eat. John’s account of the multiplication of the
loaves and fishes has Jesus, and not his disciples,
directly feeding the crowd of five thousand with a mere
five loaves and two fish. John’s message stresses that
God, in the person of Jesus, is attuned to our needs
and desires to meet those
needs.

worthy of the call you have received.” What are the
characteristics of such a life? It is life lived with
humility, gentleness, with patience and kindness,
bearing with one another, striving for peace and
unity while respecting differences. This manner of
living is the necessary precondition for building
community and for caring for one another.

God has given us more than enough to sustain the
entire human family. It is we who need to use what
we have been given in a way that benefits the entire
human family and not just a few members. In our
anti-immigrant environment, this means that we are
called to reach out to all, especially immigrants, who
are fleeing injustice and only seek food, shelter and
a safe and dignified life for themselves and their
families.

On our own, we find this difficult to do. It is necessary for
all of us to take on the mind and heart of Jesus,
reaching out in care and concern for all, no matter how
overwhelming the odds or how scarce the resources.
Doing so will not only result in all having their various
hungers met, but there will be more than enough left
over. Again, do we really believe this? If so, how do we
conduct our lives and relationships in accordance
with that belief? How do you show care and concern
for the poor, the oppressed and the immigrant in our
midst?

As we proclaim and reflect on John’s “bread of life”
discourse these next five Sundays, think of the many
ways in which God has nourished and sustained you.
Reflect on how you can be a source of nourishment
for others, especially immigrants, who hunger and
thirst, not only for food but for justice and
righteousness. Commit yourself to feed others the
way God has fed you.

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Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

Desde el Decimoséptimo hasta el Vigésimo Primero
Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario, Ciclo B, la lectura
semicontinua de Marcos se interrumpe con la
proclamacion de Juan capitulo 6, el discurso del
"Pan de vida". ;Por qué el Leccionario introduce
una interrupcioén tan significante en un afio dedicado al
Evangelio segun San Marcos?

La revision del Leccionario del Segundo Conicilio
Vaticano desarrollé una estructura de tres ciclos, cada
ciclo contiene una proclamacién semicontinua de los
evangelios segun Santos Mateo, Marcos y Lucas.
Ningun ciclo lectivo esta dedicado al evangelio de
Juan, ya que Juan es tan prominentemente
proclamado en la temporada de Cuaresma/Pascua y
es mas dificil dividirlo en pasajes cortos para la
proclamacion.

En ningun lugar durante estos domingos fue el
poderoso capitulo 6 de Juan, el discurso sobre el
pan de la vida, proclamado alguna vez. Esta fue una
falta significativa en un Leccionario destinado a
enfatizar la celebracion eucaristica y la reflexiéon sobre
el misterio eucaristico. EI comité de revisién decidi6
insertar el discurso de Juan durante cinco domingos
consecutivos en lugar del relato de Marcos sobre la
alimentacién de los cinco mil. En lugar de la breve
narracion de Marcos, se inserto el relato mas largo
y mas elaborado de Juan.

El enfoque de las lecturas de este domingo, asi
como el de todo el capitulo, se resume bien en el
estribillo del Salmo responsorial 144: "Abres tu la
mano, Seior, y nos sacias." La primera lectura de 2
Reyes hace que el profeta Eliseo multiplique el pan
para que todos puedan llenarse y hasta tener sobras.
Esta cuenta proporciona un telén de fondo para la
multiplicacion de los escasos recursos de Jesus
para que todos puedan comer. El relato de Juan
sobre la multiplicacion de los panes y los peces tiene a
Jesus, y no a sus discipulos, alimentando directamente
a la multitud de cinco mil con apenas cinco panes y dos
peces. El mensaje de Juan enfatiza que Dios, en la
persona de Jesus, esta en sintonia con nuestras
necesidades y deseos de satisfacer esas
necesidades.

Es el Senor quien nos alimenta y responde a todas
nuestras necesidades. Esto exige confianza en un
Dios amoroso que puede hacer maravillas con lo
poco que tenemos. ;Realmente creemos esto? Si lo
creemos, ¢como conducimos nuestras vidas y nuestras
relaciones de acuerdo con esa creencia?

La carta a los Efesios nos anima a "que lleven una vida
digna del llamamiento que han recibido". Cuales son
las caracteristicas de esa vida? Es una vida que se
vive con humildad, gentileza, paciencia y

amabilidad, que luchan por la paz y la unidad
respetando las diferencias. Esta forma de vida es la
precondicién necesaria para construir una comunidad y
cuidar a los demas.

Dios nos ha dado mas que lo suficiente para
sostener a toda la familia humana. Somos nosotros
quienes necesitamos usar lo que se nos ha dado de
una manera que beneficia a toda la familia humana
y no solo a unos pocos miembros. En nuestro
ambiente antiinmigrante, esto significa que estamos
llamados a llegar a todos, especialmente a los
inmigrantes, que huyen de la injusticia y solo
buscan alimento, refugio y una vida digna y segura
para ellos y sus familias.

Solo, parece dificil de hacer. Es necesario que todos
nosotros tomemos la mente y el corazén de Jesus,
alcanzando a los demas en cuidado y preocupacion por
todos, sin importar que tan abrumadoras sean las
probabilidades o que tan escasos sean los recursos.
Hacerlo no solo resultara en que se alimenten sus
diferentes necesidades, sino que sobrara mas que lo
suficiente. Nuevamente, ¢realmente creemos esto? Si
es asi, ¢como conducimos nuestras vidas y
nuestras relaciones de acuerdo con esa creencia?
¢ Como muestra cuidado y preocupacion por los
pobres, los oprimidos y los inmigrantes entre
nosotros?

Mientras proclamamos vy reflexionamos sobre el
discurso del "pan de vida" de Juan estos préximos cinco
domingos, piense en las muchas maneras en que Dios
lo ha nutrido y sostenido. Reflexione sobre como puede
ser una fuente de alimento para otros,
especialmente los inmigrantes, que tienen hambre y
sed, no solo por comida sino por justicia y rectitud.
Comprométase a alimentar a los demas de la
manera que Dios lo ha alimentado.
