This Week’s Do You Know Video:

As we continue to focus on Matthew's gospel during
Lectionary Year A, know that Matthew structures his
gospel around five major discourses. Matthew's
community is primarily Jewish and is struggling with
fellow Jews over the acceptance of Jesus as messiah.
They are also struggling to maintain their Jewish
identity while accepting Jesus and beginning to
welcome Gentiles who seek to be Jesus followers.
Matthew pictures Jesus as a New Moses, who delivers
five major discourses modeled on Moses' five books of
Torah, so as to teach and guide the community in
faithful living as members of the kingdom of heaven.
The five discourses are: The Sermon on the Mount (5-
7), the Missionary Discourse (10), Seven Parables on
the Kingdom of Heaven (13), Guidelines for
Community Living (18), and Discourse on the End
Times (23-25), ending with a final judgment based on
how one treated the least of our brothers and sisters.
Make time to view this week's DYK video and learn
how Matthew's Jesus continues to teach and guide us
in being faithful members of the kingdom of heaven.

“ Reflection on the Readings \

This Sunday, Responsorial Psalm 145 invites us to sing praises to God’s
name forever, our true king and Lord. Why? The psalmist quickly responds
by affirming that “the Lord is gracious and merciful, slow to anger and of great
kindness...compassionate toward all.” How does God’s compassion and love
| manifest itself? Again the psalmist proclaims that “the Lord lifts up all who are
falling and raises up all who are bowed down.” Our great and mighty God
chooses to be concerned about all those who are bowed down by life in any
way. We need this constant reminder as we continue to face the challenges
of a pandemic as well as the injustice perpetrated on people of color, in our country
and in our world. God’s compassion is so overwhelming that it knows no bounds
and sets no limits. For the psalmist, our only response to such great love and
kindness is to praise God’s name forever.

The first reading from the prophet Zechariah recounts the coming of a future king who will be a “just
savior...meek, and riding on ass.” Symbolically, Zechariah is affirming that this future king will be a king of
peace, riding an ass, the symbol of peace. The ass is contrasted to the horse and chariot, symbols of violence and
war, which will be driven out of Jerusalem, the city of peace, (“Jeru salem”), the literal meaning of the word. As
peaceful protests continue to decry injustice, it is important for people immersed in power and privilege to
understand that if we desire peace, we must work for justice.

This future king “shall proclaim peace to the nations” and his “dominion shall be...to the ends of the earth.” This
future king will model king Solomon, whose name literally means “peace,” and who rode to his coronation on an
ass, the symbol of peace (1 Kings 1:38). Christians have interpreted this passage as a prophecy that points to
Jesus, the long awaited king of peace, who came to Jerusalem, the city of peace, riding on a donkey, the
symbol of peace. For Christians, Jesus is God’s compassion made real and enfleshed among us. We have
much reason to give praise to God.

Paul’s letter to the Romans boldly affirms that, if we have the Spirit of God dwelling in us, then we are people of
the spirit and not of the flesh. Paul’'s language here is not to be misunderstood as a denigration of the body
or of our human flesh. For Paul, those of the flesh symbolically represent all who live contrary to God’s
desires. Those of the spirit are people open to God’s way of living and acting. Whoever allows the Spirit of
God to dwell within them are enfleshed people who now live oriented towards God. They commit
themselves to the same purpose and aim as Jesus, namely to live in accordance with God’s intentions and
desires. This is our only source of true life. Paul challenges us to live our lives accordingly.

Matthew’s gospel has Jesus praise God for allowing the weak and the little (the lowly) to know of the
richness and wisdom of God. Jesus’ intimacy with God enables him to know God intimately and to share that
wisdom with whoever is open to deepening their relationship with God through Jesus. The “weak” and “little”
know this wisdom experientially for they know and trust in God, their only source of hope, confidence and
strength. In the Jewish scriptures, these are the “anawim” or the poor of the Lord, who rely exclusively on the
Lord, no matter their intellectual or financial situations in life. Those who “labor and are burdened” are invited to
learn from and model themselves on the meekness and humility of Jesus.

In so doing, they “will find rest” and come to know the Lord. Reliance on Readings

| Este domingo, el Salmo responsorial 144 nos invita a cantar alabanzas al
nombre de Dios para siempre, nuestro verdadero rey y Seior. ;Por qué? El
salmista responde rapidamente afirmando que "el Sefior es clemente y
misericordioso, lento a la cdlera y rico en piedad; el Sefior es bueno con todos".
| ;COomo se manifiesta la compasién y el amor de Dios? Otra vez, el salmista
proclama que "el Sefior sostiene a los que van a caer, endereza a los que ya se
doblan". Nuestro Dios grande y poderoso elige preocuparse por todos aquellos
que estan abatidos por la vida de alguna manera. Necesitamos este
recordatorio constante mientras continuamos enfrentando los desafios de una
pandemia, asi como la injusticia perpetrada contra las personas de color, en
nuestro pais y en nuestro mundo. La compasion de Dios es tan abrumadora que
no conoce ni establece limites. Para el salmista, nuestra Unica respuesta a tal
gran amor y bondad es alabar el nombre de Dios para siempre.

La primera lectura del profeta Zacarias relata la llegada de un futuro rey que sera el "justo y victorioso,
humilde... montado en un burrito". Simbdlicamente, Zacarias esta afirmando que este futuro rey sera el
rey de la paz, montado en un burro, el simbolo de la paz. El pasaje contrasta el burro con el caballo y el carro,
simbolos de violencia y guerra, que seran expulsados de Jerusalén, la ciudad de la paz, el significado literal de la
palabra "Jeru salem". Mientras las protestas pacificas continian denunciando la injusticia, es importante que las
personas inmersas en el poder y el privilegio comprendan que si deseamos la paz, debemos trabajar por
la justicia.

Este futuro rey "anunciara la paz a las naciones" y su "poder se extendera ... hasta los ultimos rincones de la
tierra". Este futuro rey modelara al rey Salomén, cuyo nombre significa literalmente "paz", y quien llegd a su
coronacion sobre un burro, el simbolo de la paz (1 Reyes 1:38). Los cristianos creemos que Jesus es el esperado
rey de la paz, que vino a Jerusalén, la ciudad de la paz, montado en un burro, simbolo de paz. Jesus es la
compasion de Dios hecha real y encarnado entre nosotros. Tenemos muchas razones para alabar a Dios.

La carta de Pablo a los Romanos afirma claramente que si tenemos el Espiritu de Dios habitando en nosotros,
entonces somos personas del espiritu y no de la carne. El lenguaje de Pablo aqui no debe ser mal interpretado
como una denigracion del cuerpo o de nuestra carne humana. Para Pablo, los de la carne representan
simbdlicamente a todos los que viven en contra de los deseos de Dios. Los del espiritu son personas abiertas a la
manera de Dios de vivir y actuar. Quien permite que el Espiritu de Dios habite en ellos, son personas
encarnadas que ahora viven orientadas hacia Dios.
