This Week’s Do You Know Video: 
Every August 15, we celebrate the Solemnity of the 
Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary. The feast 
proclaimed by Pope Pius XII in 1950 declared that Mary 
was assumed body and soul into heaven. While there is 
no biblical basis for the feast, from the early centuries 
Christians believed that Mary's death was her "natale" or 
birthday into heaven. Because of her association with 
her Son, Mary was gifted with full union with God upon 
her death. Some traditions claim that she did not die but 
merely fell asleep, the Dormition of Mary, and was 
assumed into heaven body and soul. The Western 
tradition believes that even though she was freed from 
death because of having been conceived without original 
sin, she nevertheless, accepted death in conformity with 
her Son, who also accepted death willingly. The feast 
offers all disciples hope and consolation. Mary is one of 
us and models for us what awaits all faithful disciples, 
namely full and total union with God, Mary and all the 
saints for all eternity. Make time to view this week's DYK 
video and reflect on the significance of this feast for our 
spiritual lives.

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Family + Togetherness = Wellness 



This Sunday’s readings present us all with a tremendous challenge: are God’s blessings intended for all people, 
or must certain qualifications be met before God’s blessings can be bestowed? This is not a problem for 
God but rather a problem for those who consider themselves to be God’s chosen ones. 
 
Those considering themselves God’s chosen often shut out others from God’s blessings, resulting in exclusion, 
divisions, boundary setting, name calling, and even violence in the name of God. In today’s readings we learn 
that such is not, nor ever was, God’s desire or intention. 
 
Psalm 67 is a celebration of the expansiveness of God’s blessings upon all, seen most especially in terms of 
harvest abundance. In the refrain, the psalmist calls upon all the nations to acknowledge and praise God as the 
source of our abundance and blessings. No one is excluded from God’s covenant love and relationship. 
 
The first reading from Isaiah begins the final sections of Isaiah, chapters 55-66, focused on the return from the 
Babylonian exile and the enormous task of rebuilding both land and temple. For Third Isaiah, exile and return 
taught the Jews that God is not exclusively or only their God, but is the God of all people, including 
Gentiles, or non-Jews. While not universally expressed in the Jewish Scriptures, it is still a key wisdom 
gained from the lived experience of the Jews. It should be the key insight of the lived experience of all believers as 
well. 
 
Isaiah clearly states that doing what the Lord intends is the only criteria for relationship with God. Race, 
color, nationality, creed, or other differences do not disallow anyone from a place in God house. If only we could all 
see things from such an expansive perspective. 
 
Paul in his letter to the Romans struggles with the relationship between Gentiles who have accepted Christ Jesus 
and Jews who have not. Because of God’s blessings on the Jews, the Gentiles have been attracted to God 
through their belief in Christ Jesus as the messiah. 
 
Paul prays and hopes that those Jews who do not accept Jesus will see the blessings that have come to 
the Gentiles through their belief in Jesus. Ultimately, Paul hopes that Jesus, God with us, will become the 
means by which Jews and Gentiles will mutually help and welcome one another, each in their own way, to share 
mutually and fully in God’s blessings. 
 
Matthew’s gospel presents Jesus and his disciples engaging a Canaanite mother, a Gentile, who asks 
Jesus’ help in curing her daughter. Initially Jesus does not pay attention to her, while the disciples try to 
get rid of her. But the woman persists till Jesus responds with the standard Jewish prejudice that God’s blessings 
are for the Jews, those welcomed at the table, and not for “dogs.” “Dogs” was Jewish slur on Gentiles whom Jews 
claimed that like dogs, Gentiles made no distinction between clean and unclean foods. Even Jesus had to 
recognize that he too had bought into the cultural mindset and prejudice of his fellow Jews regarding 
Gentiles. 
 
The woman gets Jesus’ attention as she insists that even the dogs have a right to be fed, even if just scraps from 
the children’s table. The woman’s faith touches Jesus such that he grants 
her request. Jesus comes to a new awareness and perspective regarding 
Gentiles, through the persistence and faith of a foreigner. Matthew is 
clearly teaching his Jewish community that God’s blessings are for all 
people, without any distinctions or qualifications. Therefore Gentiles are to 
be welcomed as children of God, loved and cherished by God, as integral 
members of the family of God. 
 
Who are the outcasts in your life? In our community? In our parish? 
In our nation? How will you ensure that you imitate the expansive 
and unqualified nature of God’s blessings in your relations with 
others?

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Las lecturas de este domingo nos presentan un desafío 
tremendo: ¿Están las bendiciones de Dios destinadas a 
todas las personas, o deben cumplirse ciertas 
cualificaciones antes de que se puedan otorgar las 
bendiciones de Dios? Esto no es un problema para 
Dios, sino más bien, un problema para aquellos que 
se consideran a sí mismos como los elegidos de 
Dios.  
 
Aquellos que se consideran a sí mismos los elegidos de 
Dios muchas veces excluyen a otros de las bendiciones 
de Dios, resultando en la exclusión, las divisiones, la 
fijación de límites, los insultos, e incluso la violencia en 
el nombre de Dios. En las lecturas de hoy aprendemos 
que tal no es, ni ha sido jamás, el deseo o la 
intención de Dios. 
 
El Salmo 66 es una celebración de la expansión de las 
bendiciones de Dios sobre todos, visto sobre todo en 
términos de abundancia de la cosecha. En el estribillo, 
el salmista llama a todas las naciones a reconocer y 
alabar a Dios como la fuente de nuestra abundancia 
y bendiciones. Nadie es excluido del amor y la 
relación del pacto de Dios. 
 
La primera lectura de Isaías comienza las secciones 
finales de Isaías, capítulos 55-66, centrado en el 
regreso del exilio de Babilonia y la enorme tarea de 
reconstruir la tierra y el templo. El exilio y el regreso 
enseñaron a los judíos que Dios no es 
exclusivamente o sólo su Dios, sino el Dios de 
todos los pueblos, incluyendo a los gentiles o no 
judíos. Si bien no se expresa universalmente en las 
Escrituras judías, sigue siendo una sabiduría clave 
obtenida de la experiencia vivida por los judíos. 
También debe ser la clave de la experiencia vivida por 
todos los creyentes. 
 
Isaías claramente afirma que hacer lo que el Señor 
tiene pensado es el único criterio para la relación 
con Dios. La raza, el color, la nacionalidad, el credo 
u otras diferencias no desautorizan a nadie de un lugar 
en la casa de Dios. Si tan sólo pudiéramos ver todas las 
cosas desde una perspectiva tan expansiva. 
 
Pablo en su carta a los Romanos lucha con la relación 
entre los gentiles que han aceptado a Cristo Jesús y los 
judíos que no lo han hecho. Debido a las bendiciones 
de Dios sobre los judíos, los gentiles han sido atraídos 
a Dios por su creencia en Cristo Jesús como el Mesías. 
 
Pablo ora y espera que aquellos judíos que no 
aceptan a Jesús verán las bendiciones que han 
llegado a los gentiles a través de su creencia en 
Jesús. En última instancia, Pablo espera que Jesús, 
Dios con nosotros, se convierta en el medio por el cual 
los judíos y los gentiles se ayudan mutuamente y se 
reciben mutuamente, cada uno a su manera, para 

compartir mutuamente y plenamente las bendiciones de 
Dios. 
 
El Evangelio de Mateo presenta a Jesús y a sus 
discípulos enganchando a la madre cananea, una 
Gentil, que pide la ayuda de Jesús para curar a su 
hija. Inicialmente Jesús no le presta atención, 
mientras que los discípulos tratan de deshacerse de 
ella. Pero la mujer persiste hasta que Jesús responde 
con el prejuicio judío estándar de que las bendiciones 
de Dios son para los judíos, los que son bienvenidos a 
la mesa del Señor y no para "perros", un insulto a los 
gentiles que como perros no hacían distinción entre 
alimentos limpios e inmundos. Incluso Jesús tuvo que 
reconocer que él también había aceptado la 
mentalidad cultural y el prejuicio de sus 
compañeros judíos con respecto a los gentiles. 
 
La mujer recibe la atención de Jesús cuando insiste en 
que incluso los perros tienen el derecho de ser 
alimentados, aunque sólo se desprenda de la mesa de 
los niños. La fe de la mujer conmueve a Jesús de tal 
manera que le concede su petición. Jesús adquiere una 
nueva conciencia y perspectiva sobre los gentiles, a 
través de la perseverancia y la fe de un extranjero. 
Mateo enseña claramente a su comunidad judía que las 
bendiciones de Dios son para todas las personas, sin 
ninguna distinción o cualificación. Por lo tanto, los 
gentiles deben ser bienvenidos como hijos de Dios, 
amados y apreciados por Dios, como miembros 
integrales de la familia de Dios. 
 
¿Quiénes son los parias en su vida? ¿En nuestra 
comunidad? ¿En nuestra parroquia? ¿En nuestra 
nación? ¿Cómo se asegurará de imitar la naturaleza 
expansiva e incondicional de las bendiciones de 
Dios en sus relaciones con los demás?

She said, ‘Please, 
Lord, for even the dogs eat the scraps that fall from 
the table of their masters.’ Then Jesus said to her in 

reply, ‘O woman, great is your faith! Let it be done for 
you as you wish.’ And the woman’s daughter was 

healed from that hour.” 
Matthew 15:26-28 

Jesus certainly challenged the Canaanite woman in 
today’s Gospel passage from Matthew. She called out 
to Him on behalf of her daughter, who was being 
tormented by a demon. What did Jesus do in reply to 
this mother’s desperate plea? Nothing. He “did not say 
a word in answer to her.” Undeterred, the woman 
continues to call out to Him, yet He still does not give 
her what she asks for. Instead, He continues to 
challenge her faith. And she rises to the challenge to 
such an impressive degree that Jesus exclaims, “O 
woman [a term of deep respect in that day], great is 
your faith! Let it be done for you as you wish.” Imagine 
hearing those words proclaimed over us by God. Truly 
there could be no higher honor than hearing our Lord 
say that to us. So we must accept the difficulties that 
come with the stewardship way of life. Some days will 
be a true challenge to our trust in God. But those are 
the days when God is making saints of us. Let’s 
embrace the hard days during these difficult times. 
The deep joy that eventually comes, the eternal 
reward He promises, will be so worth it. — See more

“Él le respondió: ‘No está bien quitarles el pan a los 
hijos para echárselo a los perritos’.

Jesús ciertamente desafió a la mujer cananea en el 
pasaje evangélico de hoy de Mateo. Ella lo llamó en 
nombre de su hija, que estaba siendo atormentada 
por un demonio. ¿Qué hizo Jesús en respuesta a la 
súplica desesperada de esta madre? Nada. Él "no le 
contestó una sola palabra". Sin inmutarse, la mujer 
continúa llamándolo, pero Él todavía no le da lo que 
ella pide. En cambio, Él continúa desafiando su fe. Y 
ella acepta el desafío a un grado tan impresionante 
que Jesús exclama: “Mujer [un término de profundo 
respeto en ese día], ¡qué grande es tu fe! Que se 
cumpla lo que deseas". Imagínese escuchar esas 
palabras proclamadas sobre nosotros por Dios. 
Verdaderamente no podría haber mayor honor que 
escuchar a nuestro Señor decirnos eso. Entonces 
debemos aceptar las dificultades que vienen con la 
corresponsabilidad. Algunos días serán un verdadero 
desafío para nuestra confianza en Dios. Pero esos 
son los días en que Dios nos está haciendo santos. 
Abracemos los días difíciles durante estos tiempos 
difíciles. La profunda alegría que eventualmente llega, 
la recompensa eterna que promete, valdrá la pena.
