The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults, the RCIA, is a 
process which welcomes all who are interested in 
becoming Jesus' disciples in union with the Catholic 
Community, or any Catholic wishing to deepen their 
understanding of the faith. The Rite involves the 
formation of a community that learns, shares, builds 
community and prays together to deepen their 
relationship to God and to the parish family. The entire 
process leads to full commitment to God in and through 
the faith community, celebrated during the Easter 
Triduum of Holy Thursday, Good Friday and the Easter 
Vigil. This year, the key steps, rituals and dates are: 
 

August 29, 2019, 6 PM - Initial getting to know one 
another gathering and meal 
September 5, 2019, 7-9 PM - The first of our weekly 
Thursday evening gatherings 
December 1, 2019, 10:30 AM - The Rite of being 
welcomed and accepted by the parish family 
February 29, 2020, 10 AM - The Rite of being 
welcomed and accepted by the diocesan family 
April 9-10-11, 2020 - The Triduum Rituals leading to 
full commitment to God and parish family

Plan Your Legacy and Receive Income 

Charitable Gift Annuity 
The diocese sponsors a charitable gift annuity program 
for donors 65 or older willing to make a gift of at least 
$5,000 that will eventually pass to a parish, ministry or 
the diocese. In return for a gift that will pass after death, 
a charitable gift annuity generates fixed payments for life 
to you (and/or someone you designate). The annuity will 
replace and may increase the cash flow from the assets 
used to fund it. 
 

How does it work? 
The annuity is a simple contract between you and the 
Diocese of Kansas City-St. Joseph. Annuity payments 
are a general obligation of the diocese. You may fund 
your annuity with cash or appreciated property. All 
property accepted to fund a gift annuity is invested by 
the diocese to support annuity payments. The amount 
you receive as income is determined by the amount you 
contribute and your age; the older you are, the higher 
your payment rate. Gift annuity rates are those set by 
the Board of the American Council of Gift Annuities. 
Payments are generally made quarterly. 
 

Tax Treatment 
• If you are one of the annuitants and you fund the 

annuity with appreciated securities, there is no 
upfront capital gains tax. 

• Your initial contribution is eligible for a charitable tax 
deduction, if your tax situation allows. 

• A portion of each payment is a tax-free return of 
your principal. If funded with appreciated securities, 
the taxable portion is taxed at the capital gain rates.

St. Sabina is partnering with St. Elizabeth Parish in 
January to send a joint delegation. While in El Salvador, 
we will visit Paso Puente. Those wanting and able to 
help build homes alongside the families that will live 
there, will have the opportunity to do so. This will be an 
incredible experience, joining our brothers and sisters in 
solidary to build dignified homes for families. The 
children living in Paso Puente have never lived in a 
dignified home, instead they’ve only lived in shacks 
assembled from scrap materials. Our delegation will also 
have the opportunity to visit Romero Community, which 
is a neighborhood across the street from Paso Puente. 
Just four years ago, Romero Community was living in 
squalor, like Paso Puente is now. They received title to 
their land and, through many generous donations, 65 
dignified homes have been built in Romero Community. 
Our delegation will also visit our scholarship students in 
Cinquera, as well as visit the key sites in San Salvador, 
such as the home of St. Oscar Romero, the chapel 
where he died, and the cathedral where he is buried.

Today’s readings set a high bar for us Christian 
stewards, reminding us that a stewardship way of life 
is meant be a challenging way of life. The Gospel 
reading from Luke emphasizes this challenging 
theme. Our Lord tells His disciples “I have come to 
set the earth on fire, and how I wish it were already 
blazing.” A couple of verses later Jesus adds, “Do 
you think that I have come to establish peace on the 
earth? No, I tell you, but rather division.” Jesus’ life on 
this earth and the message He brought were not 
meant to simply make us feel good. In fact, His words 
can make us downright uncomfortable at times. 
That’s because His Good News (and it is indeed 
good news!) is meant to change us, to make saints of 
us. The stewardship way of life sets a high bar 
indeed. But deeply embraced, this way of life focused 
on God and others will make us the saints we are 
called to be.

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Human living is a struggle. Christian living adds 
another layer to that struggle. Human life is a 
struggle because we find it difficult to sort out the 
conflicting voices and drives that continually pull at us. 
Christian living adds the layer of sorting out those 
conflicting voices in light of God’s values and voice. 
Today’s reading offer various insights into this 
Christian and human struggle. 
 
Jesus’ message in this Lucan passage is that 
fidelity to God’s word, values and mission will bring 
division, opposition and possibly even death. This 
gospel message tends to shock us because we believe 
that Jesus came to bring peace and not division. Jesus 
does bring peace, but a peace that often comes at a 
high price. G. K. Chesterton puts it rather succinctly 
when he states that “the Christian ideal has not been 
tried and found wanting; it has been found difficult and 
left untried.” Often, living the Jesus life style and 
incarnating gospel values is so overwhelming that 
people compromise, or give up trying. The readings 
present us with people who remained faithful no 
matter what the cost. 
 
The first reading from Jeremiah shows that fidelity 
to God’s word will bring opposition leading to death 
as a real possibility. Prophetic words challenge the 
status quo of people, calling for a new way of seeing 
and acting. This often unnerves people to such an 
extent that rather than listen and possibly change, they 
usually prefer to close their ears and do away with the 
prophetic voice that is causing them discomfort. 
 
However this does not seem to unnerve Jeremiah 
who is willing to suffer as long as his fidelity to 
God’s word and values is maintained. The good 
news is that he is rescued from his predicament for now, 
till the next time. In the meantime, he will continue to 
“comfort the afflicted and afflict the comfortable.” 
This is the essence of a 
prophet’s “job description.” 
 
The letter to the Hebrews 
offers us the rich image of 
the “great cloud of 
witnesses,” faithful ones who 
have gone before us and who 
cheer us on as we “persevere 
in running the race that lies 
before us while keeping our 
eyes fixed on Jesus.” God 
gifts us with these witnesses as 
well as with Jesus, so that we 
“may not grow weary and lose 

heart.” God knows the challenge of fidelity to word and 
mission, thus God offers us companions along the way 
to comfort, aid and support us on our faith journey. Try 
to list for yourself people who might no longer be 
with us but who did provide you with comfort, aid 
and support on your life and faith journey. Since we 
believe that death does not sever those important 
relationships, ask them to be for you a continual source 
of comfort and support. 
 
The Lucan gospel passage presents the images of 
fire (judgment) and baptism (Jesus’ passion and 
death) as incorporating the stiff opposition to Jesus’ 
message and ministry. Jesus makes it clear that 
disciples are called to be prophetic no matter where they 
are planted. Like Jeremiah, taking prophetic stances will 
result in opposition, division and possibly death, 
and bring with it sadness, frustration and aloneness. 
 
It is at this point that the responsorial Psalm 40 
enters in with the continual refrain of “Lord come to 
my aid.” The psalmist recognizes that fidelity to 
God’s message will stir opposition. It takes courage to 
stand against others for the sake of God’s values. 
The psalmist is there to remind us that God is our 
comfort, support and joy in times of opposition and 
division. That comfort and aid is also expressed through 
the many people that God sends into our lives. Try to 
name some of those people in your life, tell them 
what gifts they are to you, and thank God for 
bringing such people into your life. 
 
How do you maintain fidelity to God’s word and 
values when faced with opposition and rejection? 
Who are those people that can and do help you remain 
faithful despite the difficulties? Pray for the courage to 
“not grow weary and lose heart.”

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La vida humana es una lucha. La vida cristiana 
agrega otra capa a esa lucha. La vida humana es 
una lucha porque nos resulta difícil resolver las voces 
conflictivas y los impulsos que continuamente nos jalan. 
La vida cristiana agrega la capa de clasificar esas voces 
conflictivas a la luz de los valores y la voz de Dios. La 
lectura de hoy ofrece varias ideas sobre esta lucha 
cristiana y humana. 
 
El mensaje de Jesús en este pasaje de Lucas es que 
la fidelidad a la palabra, los valores y la misión de 
Dios traerá división, oposición y posiblemente la 
muerte. Este mensaje del evangelio tiende a 
sorprendernos porque creemos que Jesús vino a traer 
paz y no división. Jesús si trae la paz, pero una paz que 
a menudo tiene un alto precio. G. K. Chesterton lo 
expresa de manera bastante sucinta cuando afirma que 
“el ideal cristiano no se ha probado y se ha encontrado 
que falta; se ha encontrado difícil y no se ha probado.” 
Muchas veces, vivir el estilo de vida de Jesús y 
encarnar los valores del Evangelio es tan abrumador 
que las personas ceden o dejan de intentarlo. Las 
lecturas nos presentan a personas que se 
mantuvieron fieles sin importar el costo. 
 
La primera lectura de Jeremías muestra que la 
fidelidad a la palabra de Dios traerá oposición que 
llevará a la muerte como una posibilidad real. Las 
palabras proféticas desafían las cosas como están y 
exigen una nueva forma de ver y actuar. Esto a menudo 
inquieta a las personas hasta el punto de que, en lugar 
de escuchar y posiblemente cambiar, generalmente 
prefieren cerrar los oídos y eliminar la voz profética que 
les causa incomodidad. 
 
Sin embargo, esto no parece inquietar a Jeremías, 
que está dispuesto a sufrir mientras se mantenga 
su fidelidad a la palabra y los valores de Dios. La 
buena noticia es que es rescatado de su situación por 
ahora, hasta la próxima. Mientras tanto, continuará 
"consolando a los afligidos y afligiendo a los 
cómodos". Esta es la esencia de la "descripción del 
trabajo" de un profeta. 
 
La carta a los Hebreos nos ofrece la rica imagen de 
la "multitud de antepasados nuestros", los fieles 
que nos han precedido y que nos animan mientras 

"corremos con perseverancia la 
carrera que tenemos por delante, 
fija la mirada en Jesús."  Dios nos 
regala estos testigos así como 
también a Jesús, para que "no nos 
cansemos ni perdamos el ánimo." 
Dios sabe el desafío de la fidelidad a 
la palabra y la misión, por lo tanto, 
nos ofrece compañeros en el camino 

para consolarnos, ayudarnos y apoyarnos en nuestro 
viaje de fe. Trate de enumerar por sí mismo a las 
personas que tal vez ya no estén con nosotros, pero 
que le brindaron consuelo, ayuda y apoyo en su 
vida y viaje de fe. Como creemos que la muerte no 
rompe esas relaciones importantes, pídales que sean 
para usted una fuente continua de consuelo y apoyo. 
 
El pasaje del evangelio de Lucas presenta las 
imágenes de fuego (juicio) y bautismo (la pasión y 
muerte de Jesús) como la incorporación de la rígida 
oposición al mensaje y ministerio de Jesús. Jesús 
deja en claro que los discípulos están llamados a ser 
proféticos sin importar dónde estén plantados. Al igual 
que Jeremías, adoptar posturas proféticas 
provocará oposición, división y posiblemente la 
muerte, y traerá tristeza, frustración y soledad. 
 
Es en este punto que el salmo responsorial 40 entra 
con el estribillo continuo de "Señor, date prisa en 
ayudarme". El salmista reconoce que la fidelidad al 
mensaje de Dios despertará oposición. Se necesita 
valor para enfrentarse a los demás por el bien de 
los valores de Dios. El salmista está allí para 
recordarnos que Dios es nuestro consuelo, apoyo y 
alegría en tiempos de oposición y división. Ese 
consuelo y ayuda también se expresa a través de las 
muchas personas que Dios envía a nuestras vidas. 
Trate de nombrar a algunas de esas personas en su 
vida, dígales qué regalos son para usted y 
agradézcale a Dios por traer a esas personas a su 
vida. 
 
¿Cómo se mantiene la fidelidad a la palabra y los 
valores de Dios ante la oposición y el rechazo? 
¿Quiénes son esas personas que pueden y le ayudan a 
mantenerse fiel a pesar de las dificultades? Ore por el 
valor de no cansarse y desanimarse.
