SCHOLARSHIP STUDENT PROFILE  
Flor Idalia Mendoza 
Idalia is in her 5th and final year of study at the Universi-
ty of El Salvador. She began the scholarship program in 
2010 and is on track to graduate in 2016, majoring in 
Educational Sciences. 
 

Idalia lives in the community of San Nicolas, which is a 
small, rural settlement just outside of Cinquera. Idalia 
lives in an apartment in San Salvador during the school 
year. San Salvador is a 4-hour bus ride from Cinquera.  
Idalia leaves her apartment each day at 9am and re-
turns from classes around 6pm. She walks 15 minutes 
each way to get to class. Idalia has no internet access 
at home, so she has to go to a café to access the inter-
net to be able to do her homework. She has to pay $6 a 
month for internet access.   
 

Idalia lives with her parents and 4 siblings. Her mother 
is a housewife and her father is a farmer. They live in a 
brick home with no indoor bathroom, however they do 
have access to drinkable water and electricity.  
 

Each student in the scholarship program is required to 
do a community project each year. This is Idalia’s de-
scription of her community service: “Each year I contrib-
ute with 120 hours of community service, which I con-
tribute to by working in the community. For example, 
cleaning the Cinquera forest, academic reinforcement in 
neighboring schools and involvement in community ac-
tivities. 
 

Through the scholarship program, only one child at a 
time can be on university scholarship. While one of 
Idalia’s brothers only has a second grade education, her 
oldest brother completed the scholarship program and is 
now a medical doctor. 
 

Idalia describes her greatest difficulties and challenges 
as, “One challenge is the distance from my house to 
school, and the scarce economic resources, as well as 
the current security situation.”  
 

Idalia is very grateful for our assistance with the scholar-
ship program. She states, “Once I finish my degree I am 
thinking of helping to keep the scholarship functioning 
so new students can continue their university studies.” 
 

Please keep Idalia in your prayers during her last year 
of scholarship study.

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ADULT FAITH FORMATION 
REFLECTION ON THE EIGHTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME , YEAR B 

BIBLE STUDY 
BIBLE STUDY AND SUNDAY READINGS 
Catholics are mostly exposed to the Bible through the 
Sunday Lectionary Readings. In order to help us all 
enter into the Bible through the Sunday readings, we 
are offering study sessions that will provide an 
opportunity to read, to study background to the 
readings, and to reflect on how to apply the readings to 
our lives. We will gather on August 23rd at 10:30am. 
All are welcome. Bring a Bible and a friend. To register 
for these sessions, please call Biagio at 816-979-3153. 
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This Sunday we continue our reflection on the Bread 
of Life discourse from John 6. These five Sundays, the 
17th to the 21st Sundays in Ordinary Time, Year B, provide 
a rich opportunity to reflect on what it means to be 
Eucharistic people. Vatican II calls the Eucharist “the 
source and summit of Christian life...” (Lumen Gentium 
#11). These Sundays allow us to savor and unpack this 
tremendous mystery for ourselves.   
 

This Sunday’s selection from John 6 has Jesus 
proclaim “I am the bread of life; whoever comes to me will 
never hunger and whoever believes in me will never 
thirst.” How are we to understand what Jesus is telling his 
followers? How does this affirmation challenge us in our 
identity, mission and ministry as disciples of Christ? 
 

In our daily lives, bread symbolizes the nourishment 
that we all need to live as human beings. Lack of bread 
leads to an impoverished human condition.  Such 
nourishment sustains us physically. But as human beings, 
we are more than just physical entities. Our need for 
nourishment goes beyond the merely physical. We 
hunger for acceptance, recognition, support, security, 
dignity, community, human relationship, love, etc. Bread 
which nourishes physically can also be the means to 
begin addressing all our other human hungers.   
 

Therefore, we are constantly challenged by Jesus’ 
words and actions, to take what we have been 
generously given by God and to share that with others 
who do not have as much. In taking up this challenge, we 
show that we are serious about our discipleship in 
carrying out Jesus’ mission and ministry no matter where 
we are planted.   
 

This is what God has done with us in Jesus. Totally 
and freely, God has shared life, intimacy and relationship 
with us in the gift of the bread of life that is Jesus. We are 
called to remember God’s care and concern in giving us 
everything for our physical nourishment.   
 

Responsorial Psalm 78 calls us to remember and 
proclaim that “the Lord gave them bread from heaven.” 
The first reading from Exodus recounts God’s care and 
concern in meeting the physical needs of the people on 

their desert journey, despite their 
complaints and grumbling. John’s 
gospel challenges us to understand 
that physical nourishment (Jesus 
feeding the multitude) is a doorway 
into deeper relationship with God and 
with one another. In this manner, all 
our hungers are fulfilled and no one will ever go hungry or 
thirsty again.   
 

God, in the person of Jesus, models for us what it 
means to be a source of life and nourishment to all.  
Jesus manifested and lived out for us God’s genuine 
desire for all life. Jesus was willing to give of himself 
freely so that others could live and continue to give of 
themselves in freedom and love to others. Jesus, God 
fully human, came to show us how this could be done, 
while at the same time challenging us to do the same for 
one another.   
 

In order for us to carry out that challenge, we have to 
be fully nourished for the task. Jesus is that 
nourishment, that bread of life which strengthens us for 
the mission of nourishing ourselves and others.  This is 
what it means to be a Eucharistic community.  In 
Eucharistic sharing, we are nourished with Jesus, the 
bread of life, who fulfills all our human longings and 
hungers. At the same time, we are challenged to take the 
bread of life to all whom we meet, thus working toward 
building God’s reign, the summit of all that we are called 
to be. 
 

This week, take time to bake, bless and share bread 
with others. In doing so, think of the meaning and 
significance that such actions have for building up the 
kingdom of God. Reflect on how Jesus, our “bread of life,” 
nourishes us and how we can nourish others in such a 
manner that none will ever be hungry or thirsty again.

“Come to him, a living stone...chosen and precious in the 
sight of God, and, like living stones, let yourself be built 
into a spiritual house...”  (1 Peter 2:4-5) 
 

St. Sabina, a Catholic faith community committed to total 
and lifelong faith formation, is offering an adult faith for-
mation program titled, Foundations for Living Stones. 
The program explores in greater depth and knowledge 
the basics of our faith.

BREATH AWARENESS FOR ENERGY 
Getting back to our natural breathing pattern starts with 
awareness. “Unlike any other function of the body, 
breathing can be entirely voluntary or entirely 
involuntary. Because we have control over breathing, 
we can also influence such functions as heartbeat, 
circulation, digestion, and yes, energy. 
 

By doing a breathing check every few hours, and 
incorporating breathing exercises into your daily 
routine, you can slow your breathing rate and graduate 
from the ranks of shallow breathers to those of deep 
breathers.  
 

For relaxation, try this deep breathing exercise: Sit (or 
lie down) in a comfortable position, with your back 
straight and your body relaxed. With one hand on your 
abdomen and one hand on your chest, slowly inhale 
through your nose. Keep your abdomen relaxed as you 
feel it fully expand. Be sure to relax your face, mouth, 
tongue, and jaw. Hold your breath for 4 or 5 seconds, 
then purse our lips and as though you were about to 
whistle, and slowly exhale through your mouth, 
retracting your abdomen completely. Concentrate on 
the air leaving your lungs. Pause, and then repeat this 
exercise four or five times. This is a great way to 
increase your energy and bring you into the present 
moment.
