This Week’s Do You Know Video: 
In the Latin Western church, priesthood 
is typically associated with celibacy, the 
promise not to marry. For over a thousand years, those 
ordained were usually married, including, from what we 
can tell, all of Jesus' apostles, Peter and future popes 
and clergy on every level, as still evident in Orthodox 
Christianity. Celibacy, a church rule that can be changed 
if the times and situation call for it, was officially 
established in 1139, for several reasons. The influence 
on Christianity of Plato's Greek philosophy that elevated 
the mind and spirit over the body, led to a denigrating of 
any strong passions that would distract one from the 
cultivation of one's spiritual life. Sexuality and marriage 
was seen as a disruption to the spiritual life of anyone 
dedicating themselves to God, and therefore was 
ultimately declared unfit for priests. The other key reason 
was economic, by which the priest could no longer pass 
on church land as an inheritance to his children. To 
prevent this from happening, the church established the 
rule of celibacy. Since it is a church rule and not divinely 
ordained, even today the church has made exceptions to 
the rule by allowing married Episcopal and Lutheran 
priests to join the church and be ordained as officially 
married Catholic priests. Make time to view this week's 
DYK video and learn more about the correlation between 
priesthood and celibacy.

En Nuestro Video ¿Sabes…? de Esta Semana: 
En la iglesia latino-occidental, el sacerdocio se asocia 
típicamente con el celibato, la promesa de no casarse. 
Durante más de mil años, los ordenados solían estar 
casados, incluidos, por lo que podemos decir, todos 
los apóstoles de Jesús, Pedro y los futuros Papas y 
clérigos en todos los niveles, como aún es evidente en 
el cristianismo ortodoxo. El celibato, una regla de la 
iglesia que se puede cambiar si los tiempos y la 
situación lo requieren, se estableció oficialmente en 
1139, por varias razones. La influencia en el 
cristianismo de la filosofía griega de Platón, que elevó 
la mente y el espíritu sobre el cuerpo, llevó a denigrar 
las pasiones fuertes que pudieran distraernos del 
cultivo de la propia vida espiritual. La sexualidad y el 
matrimonio se consideraban una interrupción de la 
vida espiritual de cualquiera que se dedicara a Dios y, 
por lo tanto, finalmente se declaró que no era apto 
para sacerdotes. La otra razón clave fue económica, 
por la cual el sacerdote ya no podía pasar la tierra de 
la iglesia como herencia a sus hijos. Para evitar que 
esto sucediera, la iglesia estableció la regla del 
celibato. Dado que es una regla de la iglesia y no 
ordenada divinamente, incluso hoy la iglesia ha hecho 
excepciones a la regla al permitir que sacerdotes 
episcopales y luteranos casados se unan a la iglesia y 
sean ordenados como sacerdotes católicos 
oficialmente casados. Tómese un momento para ver el 
video ¿Sabes? de esta semana y aprender más sobre 
la correlación entre el sacerdocio y el celibato.

Do You Know- There are a few simple tips to decrease humidity and heat in your home this summer.  Make these 
adjustments and you’ll be surprised your home will be more enjoyable as we move to the end of the summer. Not 
only will it make the home easier to breathe in, but it will also 
help save on energy costs. 
 
1. Avoid doing laundry until you have a full load, as washers 

and dryers can add to the moisture in your home, and if 
possible, air dry your clothes outside.  

2. Run the dishwasher at night.  
3. Use bathroom and kitchen exhaust fans.  
4. Decorate with humidity-absorbing plants like Boston fern 

or English ivy.  
5. Cook outside if possible.  When the stove or oven is on, it 

will produce excess heat. Depending on what is being 
cooked or boiling water, it may give off even more 
moisture and humidity.  
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Paul in his letter to the Romans reminds us today that God’s judgments are “inscrutable” and God’s ways 
are “unsearchable.” This excellent reminder should make us most cautious in making judgments about what God 
would say or do. As humans, we are very limited in our perspectives and must strive constantly to see things from 
God’s perspective. Christians have Jesus as the one who models God’s desires and intentions. Jesus 
often challenges us in our way of thinking and doing things, asking us to align ourselves to God’s way of thinking 
and doing. 
 
Today’s gospel reading from Matthew, Peter’s confession of Jesus as “the Christ, the Son of the living God,” and 
Jesus’ response to Peter, provide us with an excellent opportunity to get in touch with God’s mind set. Linked to 
the first reading from Isaiah, we are given a lesson in how God understands authority, power and 
leadership. 
 
From Isaiah we learn that Shebna is being removed from his position of power and authority because he was not a 
“father to the inhabitants of Jerusalem and to the house of Judah.” Eliakim will take Shebna’s position with the 
hope that he will be “like a peg in a sure spot,” meaning that hopefully he will be dependable in being a 
“father” to the people. The clear implication is that those in authority are to be caring and concerned for 
the needs of all. Leaders must act justly and establish right relationships with all, most especially the poor, the 
oppressed, the alienated and the powerless. As disciples of Jesus, this must be one of the main criteria in 
our choices of the elected leaders we are asked to select this coming November. 
 
Matthew is the only gospel where Jesus blesses Peter for his confession of faith by establishing Peter as the rock 
upon which Christ will build his church, his community of followers. Jumping off the first reading, Jesus uses the 
image of the “keys” to the kingdom of heaven as a way of indicating Peter’s authority and power among Jesus’ 
followers. 
 
The gospel connection to the first reading communicates God’s intention for anyone exercising authority. 
Shebna, who failed in his role as a father to those in his care had his “keys” taken away from him and given to 
Eliakin, who was encouraged to be a better leader than Shebna. So too, Peter and anyone in authority must be a 
“father” to the people, or God will take the “keys” away and give them to others who will do what God 
intends and desires. Again, as you prepare to cast your vote in November, reflect on what God demands 
of all leaders, most especially elected ones. 
 
In Catholicism, the “keys” of power and authority have been granted to Peter and his successors, the popes. By 
extension, all church leaders, along with the entire church, share in the power of the “keys.” But such 
authority is defined by justice, right relationship, and concern for all. This is what God intends and what Jesus 
models 
 
All leaders, especially church leaders, are to examine themselves continually as to whether they are 
exercising authority attuned to God’s intentions or according to their own intentions. For this, we 
consistently need God’s help. That is why we pray the refrain from Ps 138, “Lord, your love is eternal; do not 
forsake the work of your hands.” The psalm makes clear that even though highly exalted, the Lord hears the 
cry of the lowly, answers them in their need and restores them to strength. 
 
True servant leadership demands that no matter how exalted one’s 
status or position, a leader must be attentive to the needs of all, 
especially the poor and lowly. Servant leaders respond in any and all 
appropriate ways to address the needs of all God’s people, and restore 
them to dignity, justice and strength. This is thoroughly consistent with 
Pope Francis’ advice to all leaders that “shepherds are to take on the 
smell of the sheep.” 
 
How does Jesus become your model whenever you exercise 
authority in your life, whether it be as a parent, a teacher, a 
supervisor, an elected official, or an ordinary citizen exercising your 
power to vote?

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En su carta a los Romanos Pablo nos recuerda hoy que los designios de Dios son "impenetrables" y que 
los caminos de Dios son "incomprensibles". Este excelente recordatorio nos debe hacer más prudentes al 
hacer juicios sobre lo que Dios diría o haría. Como seres humanos, somos muy limitados en nuestras perspectivas 
y debemos luchar constantemente para ver las cosas desde la perspectiva de Dios. Los Cristianos tienen 
a Jesús como quien modela los deseos y las intenciones de Dios. A menudo Jesús nos desafía en nuestra 
forma de pensar y hacer las cosas, pidiéndonos que nos alineemos con la manera de pensar y hacer de Dios. 
 
La lectura del evangelio de hoy según San Mateo, la confesión de Pedro de que Jesús es "el Mesías, el Hijo del 
Dios vivo" y la respuesta de Jesús a Pedro, nos proporciona una excelente oportunidad para ponernos en 
contacto con la mentalidad de Dios. Relacionado con la primera lectura de Isaías, el evangelio nos da lecciones 
sobre cómo Dios entiende la autoridad, el poder y el liderazgo. 
 
De Isaías nos enteramos de que Sebná está siendo despedido de su posición de poder y autoridad porque no era 
un "padre para los habitantes de Jerusalén y para la casa de Judá." Eleacín tomará la posición de Sebná con la 
esperanza de que él será "como un clavo en muro firme", lo que significa que esperamos que sea fiable en 
ser un "padre" para el pueblo. La implicación clara es que los que tienen autoridad deben preocuparse por 
las necesidades de todos. Los líderes deben actuar con justicia y establecer relaciones correctas con todos, 
especialmente con los pobres, los oprimidos, los alienados y los impotentes. Como discípulos de Jesús, 
este debe ser uno de los criterios principales en nuestra elección de los líderes electos que se nos pide que 
seleccionemos el próximo noviembre. 
 
El evangelio según San Mateo es el único evangelio donde Jesús bendice a Pedro por su confesión de fe al 
establecer a Pedro como la roca sobre la cual Cristo construirá su iglesia, su comunidad de seguidores. Saltando 
de la primera lectura, Jesús usa la imagen de las "llaves" del reino de los cielos como una manera de indicar la 
autoridad y el poder de Pedro entre los seguidores de Jesús.  
 
La conexión del evangelio con la primera lectura comunica la intención de Dios para cualquiera que ejerza 
autoridad. A Sebná, quien fracasó en su papel de padre de los que estaban a su cuidado, le quitaron sus 
"llaves" y se las dieron a Eleacín, quien fue alentado a ser un mejor líder que Sebná. Así también Pedro y 
cualquiera en autoridad debe ser un "padre" para el pueblo, o Dios le quitará las "llaves" y se las dará a 
otro que hará lo que Dios quiere y desea. Nuevamente, mientras se prepara para emitir su voto en 
noviembre, reflexione sobre lo que Dios exige de todos los líderes, especialmente de los elegidos. 
 
En el catolicismo, las "llaves" de poder y autoridad han sido concedidas a Pedro y a sus sucesores, los papas. Por 
extensión, todos los líderes de la iglesia comparten el poder de las "llaves". Pero tal autoridad se define 
por la justicia, la relación correcta y la preocupación por todos. Esto es lo que Dios quiere y lo que Jesús modela. 
 
Todos los líderes, especialmente los líderes de la iglesia, deben examinar continuamente si están 
ejerciendo la autoridad en sintonía con las intenciones de Dios o de acuerdo con sus propias intenciones. 
Para esto, necesitamos constantemente la ayuda de Dios. Por eso oramos el estribillo del Salmo 137: "Señor, tu 
misericordia es eterna, no abandones la obra de tus manos". El salmo deja claro que, aunque altamente exaltado, 
el Señor oye el grito de los humildes, les responde en su necesidad y los restaura a la fuerza. 
 
El verdadero liderazgo de los servidores exige que, no importa 
que tan alto sea el estatus o la posición de cada uno, un líder 
debe estar atento a las necesidades de todos, especialmente a 
los pobres y humildes. Líderes servidores responden de todas 
las maneras apropiadas para atender sus necesidades y restaurarlos 
a la dignidad, la justicia y la fuerza. Esto es totalmente coherente con 
el consejo del Papa Francisco a todos los líderes de que "los 
pastores deben tomar el olor de las ovejas". 
 
¿Cómo se convierte Jesús en su modelo cuando ejerce autoridad 
en su vida, ya sea como padre, maestro, supervisor, funcionario 
electo o ciudadano común que ejerce su poder de voto?

Every time you give to your parish, a ministry or worthy 
cause, you are giving a gift to God. If you can live 
without using withdrawals from your IRA, giving from an 
IRA account is one of the smartest ways to make a real 
impact for your parish, a ministry or the Diocese.  

Eligibility for an IRA Qualified Charitable Distribution 
(QCD) 
• Beginning in 2020, you do not have to take your 

Required Minimum Distribution (RMD) until you turn 
72, but you can still make Qualified Charitable 
Distributions beginning at 70 ½. 

• Contributions must be made from traditional IRAs.     
• Distributions must go directly from your IRA account 

to a qualified must go directly from your IRA account 
to a qualified charity. 

Tax Treatment   
• The tax treatment for an IRA QCD may make it 

possible for you to make a larger gift to your chosen 
ministry. 

• IRA QCDs are excluded from taxable income. 

• Taxpayers who do not itemize benefit most from an 
IRA QCD, since they do not receive a tax benefit for 
charitable gifts.   

• You can give up to $100,000 per year. 
• Taxpayers who’ve reached the limit for charitable 

giving (usually 60% of adjusted gross income) can 
give more - up to the IRA limit. 

• Your QCD can satisfy your Required Minimum 
Distribution (RMD). Contact your IRA administrator 
about your RMD. 

Withdrawals from other qualified retirement plans (e.g. 
401(k)s) are treated differently. The withdrawal may be 
eligible for a deduction, if you can itemize, but it also 
creates taxable income.   
How to make an IRA Qualified Charitable 
Distribution 
The form to send your IRA administrator designating the 
recipient of your qualified charitable distribution is 
available from your parish or on the website 
www.kcsjdiocese.org. If your parish prefers, the diocese 
processes IRA distribution as a service to the parishes. 
Please consult with your own attorney and other 
professional advisors regarding your personal tax and 
financial situation.
