This Week’s Do 
You Know Video: 
As we continue our 
series on the key 
principles of the 
Second Vatican Council, this week's video briefly 
unpacks the principle of "renewed attention to the 
Word of God." For a long time, especially since the 
Protestant Reformation, Catholics emphasized 
doctrine, rules and regulations over scripture. 
Scripture was used as proof texts to support 
doctrines, rules and regulations, but little attention 
was given to the use of scripture as nourishment for 
the spiritual lives of Catholics. Mass was in Latin and 
reflection on the scriptures was rare in sermons. Long 
before the council, many were calling for renewed 
attention to Scripture. With Vatican II, council 
participants were very much in line with this thinking 
and made scripture a priority in the lives of Catholics, 
while not abandoning the focus on doctrine and law. 
This principle of renewed attention to the Word of God 
has brought about much fruit in the lives of Catholics, 
such as homilies based on scripture, bible study 
groups, expansion of the lectionary, small Christian 
communities and so on. Make time to view this week's 
DYK video to learn why Vatican II insisted on the 
principle of renewed attention to the Word of God and 
what a major difference it has made in the lives of 
Catholics.

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Today is the last of the “Bread” Sundays, bringing 
to an end five Sundays of semi-continuous 
proclamation of John’s sixth chapter, the “Bread of 
Life” discourse. Next Sunday we resume the 
proclamation of the gospel according to Mark. 
 

The readings focus on choices that have to be made 
in relation to God. The first reading has Joshua 
challenge the people who have just entered the 
Promised Land to remember that God has done 
great things for them. Will they commit themselves 
to serve the Lord or will they go after other gods? 
Joshua and his tribe proclaim the powerful words, 
“As for me and my house, we will serve the Lord.” 
That sort of commitment involves the reality that 
serving the Lord is not always easy or convenient. 
Faith is the key component in our relationship with our 
loving God, trusting that God will always be there no 
matter what happens. 
 

The letter to the Ephesians talks about relationships 
among different groupings and classes of people. The 
key to understanding all relationships centers on 
the opening phrase, “Be subordinate to one another 
out of reverence for Christ.” It does not advocate the 
submission of one person to another, most 
especially in the context of marriage. This manner of 
relating demands that all relationships, especially that of 
spouses, be modeled on how Christ deals with the 
other, no matter who or when. Relationships demand a 
choice that leads one to be attuned to one’s needs 
as well as the needs of the other. In this fashion, we 
strive to be “bread of life” for each other. Christ is 
the model of the one who came so that we all might 
have life. As Christ’s disciples, we too are called to be 
nourishment for one another, so that all might have life. 
 

The reading from John has some of Jesus’ own 
disciples reject the “hard words” that he is saying, 
and deciding to part ways with Jesus. Usually, this 
is understood to be a rejection of Jesus’ affirmation that 
they are to eat his flesh and drink his blood in order to 
be united with God and have 
eternal life. While this is 
partially true, the real reason 
that some of the disciples 
part ways with Jesus is their 
refusal to accept Jesus’ 
strong Johannine 
affirmation that he is the one 
come down from heaven. 
They hear Jesus declaring 
himself to be divine, and they 
find it extremely difficult to 
accept. For John, salvation 
consists of believing in 
Jesus as the divine one sent 
by God. 

Jews affirm the oneness of God. Jesus is human yet he 
claims to come from God, claiming divinity for 
himself. This goes against everything most Jews 
believed. They find it an extremely “ hard”  claim and 
cannot continue to follow Jesus. The conflict centers on 
faith, and their willingness to believe what Jesus was 
proclaiming about himself. They are challenged to 
believe that Jesus came down from heaven and will 
return to heaven. Jesus has come to nourish us as the 
“bread of life.” Do they believe that or not? 
Obviously some do not, while others affirm that Jesus 
has “the words of eternal life.” Therefore, in the name of 
all believers, then and now, Peter proclaims “We 
have come to believe and are convinced that you are 
the Holy One of God.” 
 

These “Bread of Life” discourse readings invite us 
to reflect on how we share our “bread” with others, 
on how we respond to our baptismal call to reach 
out and show care and concern for the other. This 
would include people in our communities, as well as all 
those migrants and immigrants that knock on our border 
doors. Jesus came down from heaven to model for us 
what true loving relationships demand. Welcoming, 
embracing and nourishing the poor, the oppressed 
and the foreigner is an integral component of what 
Jesus demands. 
 

Do you believe in Jesus and what he demands? If, like 
Peter, you can affirm that belief, then continually 
challenge yourself to be “bread of life” for others, 
no matter how demanding or costly. Such a “ hard”  
saying is the core of our baptismal commitment. How do 
you affirm your baptismal commitment in your daily 
encounters? Jesus is the model. So sing joyfully the 
refrain of responsorial Psalm 34, “Taste and see the 
goodness of the Lord,” and commit yourself to 
sharing “bread” with all others at all times, whether 
convenient or inconvenient.

Hoy es el último de los domingos de "Pan", lo cual 
pone fin a los cinco domingos de proclamación 
semicontinua del sexto capítulo de Juan, el 
discurso del "Pan de vida". El próximo domingo 
reanudamos la proclamación del evangelio según San 
Marcos. 
 

Las lecturas se centran en las elecciones que tienen 
que hacerse en relación con Dios. En la primera 
lectura Josué desafía a las personas que acaban de 
entrar a la Tierra Prometida a recordar que Dios ha 
hecho grandes cosas por ellos. ¿Se comprometerán 
a servir al Señor o perseguirán a otros dioses? Josué y 
su tribu proclaman las palabras poderosas: "En 
cuanto a mí toca y mi familia y yo serviremos al 
Señor". Ese tipo de compromiso implica la realidad 
de que servir al Señor no siempre es fácil o 
conveniente. La fe es el componente clave en 
nuestra relación con nuestro amoroso Dios, confiando 
en que Dios siempre estará allí sin importar lo que 
suceda. 
 

La carta a los Efesios habla sobre las relaciones entre 
diferentes grupos y clases de personas. La clave para 
entender todas las relaciones se centra en la frase 
inicial: "Respétense unos a otros, por reverencia a 
Cristo". No aboga por la sumisión de una persona a 
otra, especialmente en el contexto del matrimonio. 
Esta manera de relacionarse exige que todas las 
relaciones, especialmente la de los cónyuges, se 
modelen según cómo Cristo trata con el otro, sin 
importar quién o cuándo. Las relaciones exigen una 
elección que lleva a uno a estar en sintonía con las 
necesidades propias y las necesidades del otro. De 
esta manera, nos esforzamos por ser "pan de vida" 
el uno para el otro. Cristo es el modelo de aquel que 
vino para que todos tengamos vida. Como los 
discípulos de Cristo, nosotros también estamos 
llamados a ser alimento el uno para el otro, para que 
todos puedan tener vida. 
 

La lectura de Juan muestra que algunos de los 
discípulos de Jesús rechazan las "palabras 
intolerables" que está diciendo y deciden separarse 
de Jesús. Por lo general, esto se entiende como un 
rechazo a la afirmación de Jesús de que deben comer  
de su cuerpo y beber de su sangre para unirse a Dios y 
tener vida eterna. Si bien esto es parcialmente cierto, la 
verdadera razón por la que algunos de los 
discípulos se separan de Jesús es su negación a 
aceptar la fuerte afirmación joánica de Jesús de que 
él es el que bajó del cielo. Oyen que Jesús se 
declara divino, y les resulta extremadamente difícil de 
aceptar. Para Juan, la salvación consiste en creer en 
Jesús como el divino enviado por Dios. 
 

Los judíos afirman la unidad de Dios. Jesús es humano 
y sin embargo afirma que proviene de Dios, 

reclamando la divinidad para sí mismo. Esto va en 
contra de todo lo que la mayoría de los judíos creía. 
Encuentran que es un reclamo “intolerable" y no 
pueden continuar siguiendo a Jesús. El conflicto se 
centra en la fe, y su disposición a creer lo que Jesús 
estaba proclamando acerca de sí mismo. Se les desafía 
a creer que Jesús bajó del cielo y volverá al cielo. Jesús 
vino a nutrirnos como el "pan de vida". ¿Lo creen o 
no? Obviamente, algunos no lo creen, mientras que 
otros afirman que Jesús tiene "palabras de vida eterna". 
Por lo tanto, en el nombre de todos los creyentes, 
en ese tiempo y ahora, Pedro proclama: "nosotros 
creemos y sabemos que tú eres el Santo de Dios." 
 

Estas lecturas del discurso del "Pan de vida" nos 
invitan a reflexionar sobre cómo compartimos 
nuestro "pan" con los demás, sobre cómo 
respondemos a nuestro llamado bautismal para 
llegar y mostrar cuidado y preocupación por el otro. 
Esto incluiría a las personas en nuestras comunidades, 
así como a todos los inmigrantes que tocan nuestras 
puertas fronterizas. Jesús bajó del cielo para modelar 
para nosotros lo que las verdaderas relaciones 
amorosas exigen. Acoger, abrazar y alimentar a los 
pobres, a los oprimidos y al extranjero es un 
componente integral de lo que Jesús exige. 
 

¿Usted cree en Jesús y lo que él demanda? Si, como 
Pedro, puede afirmar esa creencia, desafíese 
continuamente a ser "pan de vida" para los demás, 
sin importar que tan exigente o costoso sea. Un 
dicho "intolerable" es el núcleo de nuestro compromiso 
bautismal. ¿Cómo afirma su compromiso bautismal en 
sus encuentros diarios? Jesús es el modelo. Por lo 
tanto, cante con alegría el estribillo del Salmo 
responsorial 33, "Gusten y vean que bueno es el 
Señor", y comprométase a compartir "pan" con 
todos los demás en todo momento, ya sea 
conveniente o inconveniente.
