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Mental Health—Signs of Depression

There are a lot of signs of depression, but you may not
have them all. How intense they are, and how long they
last, are different from person to person. Some of the
ways you might feel are:

Sad, empty, or anxious. It will continue over time
without getting better or going away.

Helpless, worthless, or guilty. You may feel bad
about yourself or your life, or think a lot about losses or
failures.

Hopeless. You may be pessimistic or believe that
nothing good will ever happen. You may even think
about suicide.

Irritable. You may get restless or more cranky than
usual.

Less interest in activities. Hobbies or games you
usually enjoy may not appeal to you.

Less energetic. You may feel extremely tired or
think more slowly. Daily routines and tasks may seem
too hard to manage.

Trouble concentrating. It could be tough to focus.
Simple things like reading a newspaper or watching TV
may be hard. You may have trouble remembering
details. It might seem overwhelming to make a
decision, whether it's big or small.

Changes in the way you sleep. You may wake up
too early or have trouble falling asleep. The opposite
can also happen. You may sleep much longer than
usual.

Changes in appetite. You may overeat or not feel
hungry. Depression often leads to weight gain or
weight loss.

Page 6 Reflection on the Readings

The responsorial psalm and refrain capture well the message of this Sunday’s readings. Responsorial
Psalm 68 resounds with the refrain that “God, in your goodness, you have made a home for the poor.” Our God is
a God concerned for the poor, the outcast, the foreigner, the widow, and the orphan. The emphasis on
God making a home for the poor is a rich image portraying God’s care and concern. Today, both
individually, communally and as a nation, we are challenged to be and act like our God.

How concerned are we for the poor, the outcast, the
foreigner, the widow, and the orphan? How attuned
are we to the need of the immigrant and the stranger who
live among us, no matter how they got here? How
attuned are we to the needs of those families and
individuals fleeing poverty and violence, seeking
asylum at our door? The scripture readings give us
guidelines on how we can grow in our efforts to
model ourselves on our God who shows care and
concern for all, especially the poor and the outcasts, the
immigrant and all those seeking asylum.

w Luke’s gospel recounts a passage that involves two
parables, the first is directed at guests invited to a
WHEN YOU HOLD A BANQUET, banquet, while the second is aimed at the host of the
IS BN AR R BN U UGN banquet. Both are admonished to be and act humbly.
Humility does not mean putting oneself down or
considering oneself unworthy of anything. Rather humility
is linked closely to knowledge of self that leads to wisdom. What is the knowledge that leads to wisdom? Luke and
the first reading from Sirach suggest that true wisdom lies in knowing that God is the giver of all gifts and
that we are merely stewards who are challenged to act responsibly with all that God has given us.

If we have been blessed in life with wealth, possessions or other forms of riches, then true wisdom would require
our acknowledgment that all we have has its source in a God who is concerned not only with us but with the poor
as well. If we are to be God-like, we are to use what we have been given by God, not to please others who
can repay us in kind, but rather to attend to the needs of those who will never be able to return the favor.
As a guest, true wisdom requires not that | claim the best for myself, but rather that | be attuned to others who may
need something more than | do, desiring nothing but the best for them, and working to make that happen. This is
what God requires of us all, that we pay attention to the needs of others as we attend to our own needs.

The biblical principle of justice and right relationship demands that we take what we need for our own
sustenance. It challenges each one of us to discern how much we truly need. Once we have discerned
this, then the rest is given and shared with others so that they too can have what they truly need for their
own sustenance. If we attempt to do this with all of life, then we will be people who model ourselves on
our loving God who consistently manifests love and concern for all, especially the poor and the outcast.

The second reading from the letter to the Hebrews tells us that our God is not unapproachable. Through

Jesus we have confidence and boldness to approach God in humility and joy. Jesus enables us to draw near to

God and to learn how God desires us to live. Our baptismal call

challenges us to grow in God’s wisdom.

¢;Qué tan preocupados estamos por los pobres, los marginados, los extranjeros, las viudas y los
huérfanos? ;Qué tan sintonizados estamos con la necesidad del inmigrante y el desconocido que viven
entre nosotros, sin importar como llegaron aqui? ¢ Qué tan sintonizados estamos con las necesidades de aquellas
familias e individuos que huyen la pobreza y la violencia y buscan asilo en nuestra puerta? Las lecturas
de las Escrituras nos dan pautas sobre como podemos crecer en nuestros esfuerzos para modelarnos en
nuestro Dios quien muestra cuidado y preocupacién por todos, especialmente los pobres y los marginados, los
inmigrantes y todos los que buscan asilo.

El evangelio de Lucas relata un pasaje que involucra dos parabolas. La primera esta dirigida a los
invitados en un banquete, mientras que la segunda esta dirigida al anfitrion del banquete. Ambos son
advertidos a ser y actuar humildemente. La humildad no significa menospreciarse o no considerarse
digno de nada. Mas bien, la humildad esta relacionada con el conocimiento de uno mismo que conduce a la
sabiduria. ¢ Cual es el conocimiento que conduce a la sabiduria? Lucas y la primera lectura de Siracide sugieren
que la verdadera sabiduria radica en saber que Dios es el dador de todos los dones y que somos
simplemente mayordomos quienes estan desafiados a actuar responsablemente con todo lo que Dios nos
ha dado.

Si hemos sido bendecidos en la vida con riquezas, posesiones u otras formas de riqueza, entonces la verdadera
sabiduria requeriria nuestro reconocimiento de que todo lo que tenemos tiene su origen en un Dios que se
preocupa no solo por nosotros sino también por los pobres. Si queremos ser como Dios, debemos usar lo que
Dios nos ha dado, no para complacer a otros que nos pueden pagar en especie, sino para atender las
necesidades de aquellos que nunca podran devolver el favor. Como invitado, la verdadera sabiduria no
requiere que reclame lo mejor para mi, sino que estoy en sintonia con otros que pueden necesitar algo mas que
yo, que no deseo nada mas que lo mejor para ellos y que trabajo para que eso suceda. Esto es lo que Dios
requiere de todos nosotros, que prestemos atencion a las necesidades de los demas al atender nuestras
propias necesidades.

El principio biblico de justicia y relacion correcta exige que tomemos lo que necesitamos para nuestro
propio sustento. Nos reta a cada uno de nosotros a discernir cuanto necesitamos realmente. Una vez que
hemos discernido esto, el resto se da y se comparte con otros para que ellos también puedan tener lo que
realmente necesitan para su propio sustento. Si intentamos hacer esto con toda la vida, entonces
seremos personas quienes nos modelamos en nuestro Dios amoroso que constantemente manifiesta amor y
preocupacion por todos, especialmente los pobres y los marginados.

La segunda lectura de la carta a los Hebreos nos dice que nuestro Dios no es inaccesible. A través de
Jesus tenemos confianza y valentia para acercarnos a Dios con humildad y alegria. Jests nos permite acercarnos
a Dios y aprender como Dios desea que vivamos. Nuestro llamado bautismal nos reta a crecer en la
sabiduria de Dios. Crecer en la sabiduria de Dios debe dominar nuestras vidas en relacion con Dios, uno mismo y
los demas.

Euthanasia and Physician Assisted Suicide

The teachings of Pope John Paul Il about sickness and
death did not only come from his speeches, addresses,
and encyclicals. He instructed just as convincingly with
the witness of his own faith in the face of injury,
suffering, hospitalization, illness and dying. He gave this
catechesis for years.

He taught us that to understand death with dignity, first
accept the dignity of life. Human dignity is an
undeserved gift, not an earned status. The dignity of life
springs from its source. We come to be by the loving
action of God the Creator. "What is man that you are
mindful of him, and the son of man that you care for
him? You have made him little less than a god, and
crown him with glory and honor" (Psalm 8:5). The
dignity of life is beyond price. We have been ransomed
not with perishable things such as silver or gold, but
with the precious blood of Christ (1 Peter 1:18- 19). The
dignity of life is clear from our calling. God's plan for
human beings is that they should "be conformed to the
image of his Son" (Romans 8:29). "For God created
man for incorruption, and made him in the image of his
own eternity" (Wisdom 2:23).

Dear Lord,

So many doubt Your love and providence.
They doubt that You care for them when
they suffer. Help everyone to remember
that in times of pain and suffering You

love us and watch over us. Against the
movement toward legalization of euthanasia, many
good people are trying to protect life until natural death.
Help these individuals continue in their efforts to protect
human life for the elderly, disabled, and handicapped.

Give them wisdom, courage, and perseverance, so they
will be able to defend the dignity of each person. Give
all men and women the insight to view human life with
the dignity You have given them by virtue of Your
creation. Give them faith in You and Your teachings to
see divine truths about death. Grant them the virtue of
hope so they will have confidence in Your bestowing the
necessary grace and mercy to attain eternal life. Help in
particular those who are elderly, infirmed, or living in
nursing homes to see their vocation of uniting their
prayers.

Give them the grace to understand that they are not a
burden but a blessing for society. Assist those who help
and serve them to be patient, loving, and respectful of
the dignity You have given each person.
