Wellness Center 
Eating for a Sharper Brain—Berries and Wine 
A study of roughly 16,000 women age 70 and older revealed that 
eating at least one serving of blueberries or two servings of 
strawberries a week delayed cognitive aging by up to two and a 
half years compared with those who ate less of either fruit. The 
antiaging effects may be attributed to anthocyanins, antioxidants 
that may help protect neurons in regions of the brain related to 
learning and memory. 
Multiple studies have found that drinking vino in moderation may 

help your heart, but the 
good news doesn’t stop 
there. New research 
suggests it may also 
help prevent cognitive 
decline. A 2014 British 
Journal of Nutrition study, which followed healthy subjects ages 43 to 70 
for five years, discovered that red wine drinkers who consumed about one 
and a half glasses per day experienced the least memory loss compared 
with those who drank less. Cheers!

El Salvador Scholarship Student, Guadalupe 
Guadalupe 
Beatriz Lopez 
Diaz lives in a 
small community 
outside of 
Cinquera, called 
San Nicolas. She 
is 22 years old 
and she attends 
the Lutheran 
University in San 
Salvador.  She is 
currently in her 
2nd year of study 
and she is 
majoring in Public 
Accounting. She 
entered the 
scholarship 

program in 2015 and she is expected to graduate in 
2020. 
 
Guadalupe has classes on Fridays from 4pm-7:20pm 
and on Saturday from 7am-3:30pm.  She leaves her 
home in Cinquera each Friday at noon for the 4 hour 
bus ride to San Salvador.  After a weekend of classes, 
she arrives home each Sunday at noon.  
 
Guadalupe’s family makes its living by farming. Her 
home is built of a mixture of materials with an outhouse.  
The family has access to potable water and the house 
has electricity.  
 
Guadalupe lives with her mother and father, her 20 year 
old sister, Carolina, her 18 year old brother, Franco, her 
15 year old sister, Cintia, her 10 year old sister, Daniela, 
and her 3 year old twin brother and sister, Brayan and 
Dayana. 
 
Guadalupe was involved in the community project of 
cleaning the hostel, restaurant, and ecological forest 
reserve in Cinquera. She also works with the youth in 
the community of San Nicolas. 
 
Guadalupe’s major challenges have been with the 
delinquency of the youth associated with the gangs and 
the violence in the country.  Transportation is a real 
burden for her as she has to walk 3 km alone at night.

We often speak about how important faith in the Lord is, 
but we also need to understand that He has a strong 
element of faith and trust in us as well. It may not seem 
fair that expectations are connected to the gifts we have 
received, but that is in fact reality. A popular 
stewardship saying is “not equal giving but equal 
sacrifice.”  That goes hand in hand with what the Lord is 
trying to teach us in the Parable of the Faithful Servant 
in today’s Gospel. First, of course, we must recognize 
our gifts and that we are gifted. Then God’s 
expectations of us are tied to how we use our gifts. If 
we receive more, we need to share more and give more 
of our time, our talent, and our treasure.  Also in the 
Gospel of Luke in an earlier chapter we learn from the 
Lord what the rewards are for using God’s plentiful gifts 
as good stewards. Jesus says in Luke 6:38 “Give and 
gifts will be given to you; a good measure, packed 
together, shaken down, and overflowing, will be poured 
into your lap. For the measure with which you measure 
will in return be measured out to you.” — See more at

The gospel reading has Jesus challenge all of us with the statement “For where your 
treasure is, there also will your heart be.” Today’s readings center on the meaning of this 
challenge. Is it true that where our treasure is, that is where our time, talent, energies and 
attention will be? Experience often affirms that such is the case. If so, then is it not 
incumbent upon us to make sure that the treasure we seek is a lasting treasure that will 
never fade or vanish? In today’s readings this treasure is brought to light and clarified for our 
benefit. 
 

Psalm 33 affirms the reality that “Blessed the people the Lord has chosen to be his own.” 
God has chosen us as his treasure, placing his heart and whole being upon us. “The eyes of 
the Lord are upon those who fear him, upon those who hope for his kindness.” We are 

indeed blessed when we place all our hope and trust in the Lord.. The readings help us define our response to 
God’s choice of us. 
 

God has chosen us and called us into relationship. We can choose to respond to that relationship or not. If we 
choose to respond, then we are saying that we are choosing God as our treasure, placing our heart and all our 
being upon God. Such a relationship calls forth responsibilities and duties from each party. God continues to 
promise care and concern, preserving and delivering us through the many “pass overs” of life. God asks us to trust, 
have faith, believe and rely totally on God, and on nothing else. We can be assured of God’s constant fidelity. What 
about our vigilance, faithfulness, and preparedness in responding to God’s voice in whatever life brings? 
 

The readings offer us a vast array of people who model for us what we should be about in our relationship with 
God. The Jewish people in the first reading from Wisdom were forewarned by God concerning the “Passover” 
night, giving them courage to undergo whatever was needed. They trusted God who called them into new paths, 
and had the courage to prepare themselves and respond as needed. Passover was established as a remembrance 
and a celebration of God’s saving power exercised on behalf of the people 
 

The second reading from Hebrews defines faith as “the realization of what is hoped for and evidence of things not 
seen.” Abraham and Sarah are presented as exemplary models of faith. Both had deep faith in God, trusting God 
even when it seemed utterly ridiculous or impossible to hope for anything. Because they trusted and placed their 
heart on God, they were blessed by God who became their treasure. 
 

Luke’s gospel recounts several parables enjoining Jesus’ disciples to fidelity, vigilance, preparedness and concern 
for others, as they await the return of a delayed master. The everyday demands of life provide all sorts of 
opportunity for us to exercise faith and hope in the Lord, along with concern for others. The challenges of life call 
for decisions that will either attune us more deeply to God, or lead us to choose things that would distance us from 
God. If we are not vigilant in our choices and decision making, we could end up with treasure that is not lasting and 
merely passing. Being in relationship with God demands vigilance, fidelity, preparedness and concern for others. 
This is what God desires and this is where our true lasting treasure resides. 
 

Reflect on how attuned you 
are in responding to God’s 
invitation to be in 
relationship? Is God indeed 
where your treasure is? Are 
vigilance, fidelity, 
preparedness and concern for 
others part of your daily 
exercises? Pray for help to 
make it so.

En la lectura del Evangelio Jesús desafía a todos con la afirmación "Porque donde esté 
su tesoro, ahí estará su corazón." Las lecturas de hoy se centran en el significado de 
este desafío. ¿Es cierto que donde está nuestro tesoro, es donde estará nuestro tiempo, 
talento, energías y atención? Muchas veces la experiencia afirma que tal es el caso. Si 
es así, entonces no es de nuestra incumbencia asegurarnos de que el tesoro que 
buscamos es un tesoro duradero que nunca se desvanecerá o desaparecerá? En las 
lecturas de hoy este tesoro está sacado a la luz y la clarificado para nuestro beneficio. 
 

El Salmo 33 afirma la realidad de que "Dichoso el pueblo que el Señor se escogió como 
heredad." Dios nos ha elegido como su tesoro, poniendo su corazón y todo su ser sobre 
nosotros. "Los ojos del Señor están puestos en sus fieles, en los que esperan su 

misericordia." De verdad estamos bendecidos cuando ponemos toda nuestra esperanza y confianza en el Señor. 
Las lecturas nos ayudan a definir nuestra respuesta a la elección de Dios que somos nosotros. 
 

Dios nos ha elegido y nos ha llamado a una relación. Podemos optar por responder a esa relación o no. Si 
elegimos responder, entonces decimos que estamos eligiendo a Dios como nuestro tesoro, colocando nuestro 
corazón y todo nuestro ser en Dios. Tal relación suscita responsabilidades y obligaciones de cada parte. Dios 
continúa prometiendo su cuidado y preocupación, preservándonos y entregándonos a través de las muchas 
"liberaciones" de la vida. Dios nos pide que confiemos, tengamos fe, creamos y dependamos totalmente en Dios, 
y en nada más. Podemos estar seguros de la fidelidad constante de Dios. ¿Y que de nuestra vigilancia, fidelidad, 
y preparación para responder a la voz de Dios en lo que sea que trae la vida? 
 

Las lecturas nos ofrecen una amplia gama de personas que modelan para nosotros lo que debemos ser en 
nuestra relación con Dios. El pueblo judío en la primera lectura de la Sabiduría fue advertido por Dios en cuanto a 
la noche de la "liberación pascual", dándole el valor para someterse a lo que fuera necesario. Confiaron en Dios 
quien los llamó a nuevos caminos, y tuvieron el valor para prepararse y responder según sea necesario. La 
Pascua Judía fue establecida como un recuerdo y una celebración del poder salvador de Dios ejercido en nombre 
del pueblo. 
 

La segunda lectura de Hebreos define la fe como "la forma de poseer, ya desde ahora, lo que se espera y de 
conocer las realidades que no se ven." Se presentan a Abraham y a Sara como modelos ejemplares de la fe. 
Ambos tenían una fe profunda en Dios, confiando en Dios aun cuando parecía completamente ridícula o imposible 
esperar algo. Porque confiaron y pusieron su corazón en Dios, fueron bendecidos por Dios que se convirtió en su 
tesoro. 
 

El Evangelio de Lucas relata varias parábolas ordenando a los discípulos de Jesús a la fidelidad, la vigilancia, la 
preparación y la preocupación por los demás, mientras esperan el regreso de un maestro atrasado. Las 
demandas cotidianas de la vida proporcionan muchas oportunidades para que ejerzamos la fe y la esperanza en 
el Señor, junto con la preocupación por los demás. Los desafíos de la vida exigen decisiones que, o bien nos 
sintonizan más profundamente a Dios, o nos llevan a elegir las cosas que nos distancian de Dios. Si no estamos 
atentos en nuestras elecciones y la toma de decisiones, podríamos 
terminar con un tesoro que no es duradero y se limita a pasar. Al estar 
en relación con Dios demanda la vigilancia, fidelidad, preparación y 
preocupación por los demás. Esto es lo que Dios desea y es aquí 
donde reside nuestro verdadero tesoro duradero. 
 

Reflexione sobre que tan sintonizado está en la respuesta a la 
invitación de Dios de estar en relación. ¿Es verdad que Dios donde 
está tu tesoro? Son la vigilancia, la fidelidad, la preparación y la 
preocupación por los demás parte de sus ejercicios diarios? Ore para 
la ayuda para que sea así.
