Page 6 Reflection on the Readings

Pharisees and scribes complain that Jesus “welcomes sinners and
eats with them.” This context frames the three “lost” parables of
Luke’s gospel passage. The parables of the lost sheep, the lost
coin and the lost son are examples of total extravagance,
impractical love, and disproportionate attention paid to one thing/
person at the possible loss of much more.

It makes little sense to go after one lost sheep, risking the loss of
the other ninety-nine. It makes no sense to throw a big party for a
son who was outrageously disrespectful and dissolute. That is exactly
the complaint of some of the Pharisees and scribes towards Jesus.
Why would Jesus waste his time with “sinners?” It seems such a waste
of his time, attention and energy.

Jesus’ response to the Pharisees and scribes concretely images
our God as full of compassion and mercy, slow to anger, rich in
faithful covenant love, and abundant in forgiveness and mercy.
Such extravagance knows no bounds. Our God is not caught up in
judging and punishing, but is more focused on welcoming back,
forgiving, and rejoicing in relationships restored and healed.

We find this extremely difficult to understand because we often fail to put
ourselves in the other person’s shoes. What if we were the one who was
lost? How would we want to be treated? But we are not sinners who have intentionally rejected God? Or
are we? Here is where the insights of the responsorial psalm, as well as the other readings, come into play.

The refrain for Responsorial Psalm 51 asks us to identify ourselves with the wayward son who slowly realizes that
his true home and security is with his loving father. With the prodigal son, we too come to this realization as we
sing “l will rise and go to my father.” The psalm verses ask us to declare to God that we are all sinners, in
constant need of God’s mercy, compassion and forgiveness.

It is only in coming to such awareness about our true selves that we can begin to see our need for a God
who is extravagantly generous in love, fidelity and compassion. Such a state of self-awareness brings us to
our knees, asking for forgiveness and compassion, even when we know we do not deserve it.

In the first reading from Exodus, Moses challenges God’s impulse to destroy the Israelites because of
their infidelity and fickleness. Their actions manifest a forgetfulness of all that God has done for them.
Moses reminds God that while perfectly justified in anger, the most cherished attributes of the God of the Israelites
are forgiveness and compassion. Unlike the Israelites, God can and does show care and compassion, most
especially when undeserved. God has always been faithful and compassionate, no matter how unfaithful
the people have been. God remains constant as the God of love and compassion.

The first letter to Timothy reminds us that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners. Each one of
us is a sinner. Pope Francis himself admits that he, like the rest of us, is a sinner. By manifesting
compassion and forgiveness towards us, God continually re-establishes
the loving bond with all creation initiated from the beginning of time. - _
Because of our special relationship to God through Jesus, we too, Reﬁdlngs b
like Jesus, have been chosen by God to be ministers of compassion, :
forgiveness, reconciliation and love towards all we encounter. Sunday, September 11

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Los fariseos y los escribas se quejan de que Jesus "recibe a los pecadores y come con ellos". Este
contexto enmarca las tres parabolas de "perdidos” del pasaje del evangelio de Lucas. Las parabolas de la
oveja perdida, la moneda perdida y el hijo perdido son ejemplos de extravagancia total, amor poco
practico y atencion desproporcionada a una cosa por la posible pérdida de mucho mas.

Tiene poco sentido ir tras una oveja perdida, arriesgando la pérdida de las otras noventa y nueve. No tiene
sentido organizar una gran fiesta para un hijo que fue escandalosamente irrespetuoso y disoluto. Esa es
exactamente la queja de algunos de los fariseos y escribas hacia Jesus. ;Por qué Jesus desperdiciaria su
tiempo con “pecadores”? Parece una pérdida de tiempo, atencion y energia.

La respuesta de Jesus a los fariseos y los escribas representa concretamente a nuestro Dios como lleno
de compasiéon y misericordia, lento para la ira, rico en amor fiel y abundante en el perdén. Tal
extravagancia no conoce limites. Nuestro Dios no esta absorto en juzgar y castigar, pero estd mas enfocado en
dar la bienvenida, perdonar y regocijarse en las relaciones restauradas y curadas.

Nos resulta extremadamente dificil de entender porque a menudo no nos ponemos en el lugar de la otra persona.
¢ Qué pasaria si fuéramos los perdidos? ;Como nos gustaria ser tratados? Pero no somos pecadores que
hemos rechazado intencionalmente a Dios... ;O somos? Aqui es donde entran en juego las ideas del salmo
responsorial, asi como las otras lecturas.

El estribillo del Salmo Responsorial 51 nos pide que nos identifiquemos con el hijo
rebelde que poco a poco se da cuenta de que su verdadero hogar y seguridad esta
con su padre amoroso. Con el hijo prédigo, nosotros también nos damos cuenta
cuando cantamos "Me levantaré y volveré donde mi padre". Los versos del
salmo nos piden que declaremos a Dios que todos somos pecadores, que
necesitamos constantemente la misericordia, la compasion y el perdéon de
Dios.

Es solo al llegar a tal conciencia acerca de nuestro verdadero ser que
podemos comenzar a ver nuestra necesidad de un Dios que sea
extravagantemente generoso en amor, fidelidad y compasion. Tal estado de
autoconciencia nos pone de rodillas, pidiendo perdon y compasion, incluso cuando
sabemos que no lo merecemos.

En la primera lectura de Exodo, Moisés desafia el impulso de Dios de destruir
a los israelitas debido a su infidelidad y veleidad. Sus acciones manifiestan
un olvido de todo lo que Dios ha hecho por ellos. Moisés le recuerda a Dios que, si ©'s Faluchco. Inc

bien esta perfectamente justificado en la ira, los atributos mas apreciados del Dios

de los israelitas son el perdon y la compasion. A diferencia de los israelitas, Dios puede y muestra cuidado y
compasion, especialmente cuando no se lo merecen. Dios siempre ha sido fiel y compasivo, no importa lo
infiel que haya sido la gente. Dios permanece constante como el Dios del amor y la compasion.

La primera carta a Timoteo nos recuerda que Cristo Jesus vino al mundo para salvar a los pecadores.
Cada uno de nosotros es un pecador. El mismo Papa Francisco admite que él, igual a todos nosotros, es
un pecador. Al manifestar compasion y perddn hacia nosotros, Dios restablece continuamente el vinculo
de amor con toda la creacion iniciada desde el principio de los
tiempos. Debido a nuestra relacién especial con Dios a través de
Jesus, nosotros también, como Jesus, hemos sido elegidos por
Dios para ser ministros de compasion, perddn, reconciliacion y
amor hacia todo lo que encontramos.

Home is Here
By Leyden Rovelo-Krull

“There was a raid ... [w]e were stopped and my dad
was taken out of the car very aggressively. We were all |
taken out of the car and sat on the sidewalk, and they
put my dad in handcuffs. | remember just crying.“

That experience was part of a long journey Anali
Hernandez Cruz has undertaken to reconcile her
identity. In many ways, it has proven longer than the
1,600 miles her family journeyed from their home in
Mexico. Anali has faced a lot of sufferings to call the
United States home: bullying over her immigration
status, separation from her family in Mexico and

incertitude about her future. When asked if any of this |l

“

was worth living here, she said, “.. puedo romper
cadenas (I can break barriers). | was the first one in my
family to receive a bachelor’s degree, and | cried like a
baby ... [klnowing that | can also help my parents and
be able to teach them the ... things ... that | have
learned.”

Anali came to this country as a child. Her father came
first, as usually happens, with the hope of providing for
his family in Mexico. But the separation proved difficult,
and soon her mother and the children followed.

Anali Hernandez Cruz, a parishioner at Sacred Heart-
Guadalupe Parish, is a graduate of Donnelly College.
She is also a Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals
(DACA) recipient.

For Anali, Kansas City is home. Her hopes for a future
here are not diminished by her love of her heritage.
They are enhanced because she is acutely aware of
everything it cost her family to get here. As a childhood
arrival, Anali qualified for an immigration status called
Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA). DACA protects a group of young people, about 3000 in Missouri
alone, who entered the country undocumented. It does not grant them official legal status or a pathway to
citizenship, but it does allow them to apply for a driver’s license, Social Security and a work permit. Many, like
Anali, have only known the United States as home.

Opportunities have limitations with DACA. Anali shared that while DACA has enabled her to work and drive legally,
things like “... [housing] programs ... to assist first-time home

buyers ... | did not qualify [for] because | am not a resident nor a
citizen.” There is also the threat of DACA ending. The program
stopped accepting applicants, and even for those in the program
renewal is not guaranteed. Anali says it comes with a great weight
of uncertainty. What if this is the year DACA finally goes away? She
says, “I would have to start all over because the door that opened
up to me would now be closed.”

Having a foot in two worlds means she can often feel as if she is
neither Mexican nor American “enough.” She’s learning to make
peace in this in-between space and finds her identity defined
. through her Faith. She relies on her parents and God for that. “God
or continues to show me that | am loved and worthy. | know that when
| feel defeated it is not me that gets back up, it is him that picks me
up and pushes me forward.”

“Hubo una redada... [nos] detuvieron y a mi papa lo sacaron del auto muy agresivamente. Nos sacaron a todos
del auto y nos sentaron en la acera, ya mi papa lo esposaron. Recuerdo simplemente llorar.”

Esa experiencia fue parte de un largo camino que ha emprendido Anali Hernandez Cruz para reconciliar su
identidad. En muchos sentidos, ha resultado ser mas larga que las mil seiscientas millas que su familia viajé
desde su hogar en México. Anali ha enfrentado muchos sufrimientos para llamar hogar a los Estados Unidos:
intimidacién por su estatus migratorio, separacién de su familia en México e incertidumbre sobre su futuro.
Cuando se le pregunté si todo esto valia la pena para vivir aqui, dijo: “... puedo romper cadenas! Fui la primera en
mi familia en recibir una licenciatura, y lloré como un bebé... [s]abiendo que también puedo ayudar a mis padres y
poder ensenarles las ... cosas ... que yo he aprendido.”

Anali vino a este pais cuando era nifia. Su padre llego
primero, como suele suceder, con la esperanza de
proveer para su familia en México. Pero la separacion
resultd dificil, y pronto le siguieron su esposa y sus
hijos.

Para Anali, Kansas City es su hogar. Sus esperanzas
de un futuro aqui no se ven disminuidas por su amor
por su herencia. Se realzan porque ella es muy
consciente de todo lo que le costé a su familia llegar
aqui. Como llegada en la infancia, Anali califico para un
estatus migratorio llamado Accién Diferida para los
Llegados en la Infancia (DACA). DACA protege a un
grupo de jovenes, unos 3000 solo en Missouri, que
ingresaron al pais sin documentos. No les otorga un
estatus legal oficial o un camino hacia la ciudadania,
pero les permite solicitar una licencia de conducir,
seguro social y permiso de trabajo. Muchos, como
Anali, solo han conocido a Estados Unidos como su
hogar.

Las oportunidades tienen limitaciones con DACA. Anali
compartiéo que si bien DACA le ha permitido trabajar y
conducir legalmente, cosas como “... programas [de

Tener un pie en dos mundos significa que a menudo puede sentir que no es
“lo suficientemente” mexicana o estadounidense. Esta aprendiendo a hacer
las paces en este espacio intermedio y encuentra su identidad definida a
través de su fe. Ella confia en sus padres y en Dios para eso. “Dios continta ‘
mostrandome que soy amada y digna. Sé que cuando me siento derrotada
no soy yo quien se levanta, es él quien me levanta y me empuja hacia
adelante”.
