This Week’s Do

You Know Video:

As we continue our
series on the key
principles of the Second Vatican Council, this week's
DYK video explores why Vatican Il called for the
active role of the laity. For many centuries, the church
functioned as a hierarchical, two class structure
composed of the ordained and the non-ordained, or
the laity. The ordained, because of their ordination,
were considered the professionals responsible for
carrying out the church's mission while the laity, the
non-professionals, were merely passive, doing the
bidding of the ordained. Vatican Il responded to a call
from many voices to promote the active role of the
laity, based on their baptismal call and commitment.
The council participants called for the full, conscious
and active participation of all the baptized in the
mission and ministry of the church. No longer was
ministry reserved to the ordained but it was now
understood to be the responsibility of all the baptized.
The resultant ministry explosion is something that we
continue to experience today, and it has enriched our
church tremendously. Make time to view this week's

El Salvador Scholarship Appeal

On the weekend of October 6-7 we will have our annual
appeal for the university students in Cinquera, El
Salvador.

Cinquera is a small town of 800 people, who totally
rebuilt their town after the civil war ended in 1992. The
majority of the families in Cinquera live in poverty, and
their only hope for financial stability is to have one child
graduate from university and find employment.

Along with our students in Cinquera, we also have
students that live in the very rural communities that lie
just outside of Cinquera. Often the students that live in
these communities do not have running water or indoor
bathrooms. Most families in these rural areas make a
living from farming.

With the help from St. Sabina, eleven young people are
attending university. While on scholarship, the students
are required to attend a monthly meeting and do a
monthly community service project. In Cinquera there is
a forest reserve, and many of the community projects
are centered around this reserve, working to keep it
clean. Other projects involve the scholarship students
teaching the younger children of Cinquera certain skills,
such as English, math, or sports.

Most of our students in Cinquera go to university in San
Salvador, which is a 3-hour bus ride from Cinquera.
Their scholarships help to provide an apartment for the
students to live in during the week. All of the students
come home each weekend to be with their families and
to attend the required meetings and community service
projects.

For one student to complete one year of university
studies, the cost is approximately $1300. This cost
covers their tuition, apartment, and helps to cover a few
incidental costs like internet access and bus fare.

Last January we sent a 6-person delegation to El
Salvador to meet our scholarship students and to learn
about the difficulties faced by the people there. With
generous donations like yours, we hope to continue to
help the students there. Their hope is to graduate, take
care of their families, find work in their communities, and

|| stay in El Salvador to continue to re-shape their country.

Along with sending money to cover the university costs
of our students, we are also trying to raise funds to bring

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Reflection on the Readings

The gospel according to Mark highlights Jesus as
the suffering servant of God, who willingly gives of
himself in service of others. Jesus is so committed
to serving others that he is willing to place his life on the
line. Fidelity to God’s ways of doing things gets him into
trouble with the power structures of his time,
ultimately leading to his passion and death.

Jesus does not seek suffering and death. Fidelity to
God'’s values empowers him to challenge all who would
undermine human dignity. Powers that are so
challenged use their power to strike back and do
away with the challenge. It is this reality that Jesus
expounds to his disciples in this Sunday’s gospel
reading.

Mark’s community is facing suffering,
misunderstanding, rejection and persecution
because of their commitment to follow Jesus. They,
along with their religious leaders, represented by Peter
in today’s passage, seem to be astonished by such
treatment, leading them to question or at least cast
doubts on their life of discipleship. In arranging his Jesus
narrative, Mark emphasizes that fidelity to God’s
way of thinking results in Jesus being rejected and
persecuted, ultimately leading to his suffering and
death.

However, this is not the end of the story. Mark is
aware of the reality of the resurrection, the ultimate
victory of Jesus over the forces of evil and death. That
victory is only won through the lived experience of

rejection, persecution, suffering and death. Mark
challenges his community, especially its key
religious leaders, to become aware of the

consequences that discipleship entails. The gospel
narrative is Mark’s attempt to school the religious
leaders, the community, as well as ourselves to the
demands of discipleship.

The first reading from Isaiah
has God’s servant speak
about the suffering that
results from the servant’s
desire to be attuned to
God’s word and ways of
operating. Such a life style
brings rejection and suffering.
But the servant does not
abandon a life attuned to God
but rather endures the “buffets
and spitting” so as to live a life
of fidelity to God. The servant
hopes and trusts in the Lord.
Such trust enables the servant
to endure whatever comes.

The servant, aware of the consequences of fidelity,
trusts God, placing everything in God’s hands. With
the servant, we too can sing with trust and
confidence the refrain of Responsorial Psalm 116, “I
will walk before the Lord, in the land of the living.”

In the gospel reading, Jesus
schools his disciples to the
cost of discipleship. Jesus
first seeks out their S
understanding of his identity.
Once Peter affirms that Jesus
is the messiah, the anointed of
God, Jesus immediately
launches into the first
prediction of his passion, death
and resurrection. Peter sees -
this reality as foreign to his understanding of the
messiah’s role. Jesus rebukes him strongly for failing to
see and think as God does. Mark’s Jesus emphasizes
that discipleship entails taking up one’s cross,
always ready to enter the paradox of being willing to
lose one’s life in order to gain it.

The second reading from James powerfully sums up
the reality of discipleship. Faith must lead to action
on behalf of others, no matter the cost. Without
such action, faith has no meaning, for it is not
concretized in service to others.

How do you respond to the demands of faith and
discipleship? Is service to others, without counting
the cost, an integral part of your life as a disciple? Do
you trust that God will be there no matter what
happens? This week, commit yourself to be of service to
others in need and pray for the courage not to count
the cost.

Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

El evangelio segun San Marcos destaca a Jesus
como el siervo sufriente de Dios, que
voluntariamente se entrega a si mismo al servicio
de los demas. Jesus esta tan comprometido a servir
a los demas que esta dispuesto a arriesgar su vida. La
fidelidad a las formas de hacer las cosas de Dios lo
mete en problemas con las estructuras de poder de
su tiempo, y finalmente conduce a su pasion y
muerte.

Jesls no busca el sufrimiento y la muerte. La
fidelidad a los valores de Dios lo capacita para desafiar
a todos los que socaven la dignidad humana. Los
poderes desafiados asi usan su poder para devolver
el golpe y acabar con el desafio. Es esta realidad la
que Jesus expone a sus discipulos en la lectura del
Evangelio de este domingo.

La comunidad de Marcos enfrenta sufrimiento,
incomprension, rechazo y persecucion debido a su
compromiso de seguir a Jesus. Ellos, junto con sus
lideres religiosos, representados por Pedro en el pasaje
de hoy, parecen estar asombrados por tal trato, lo que
los lleva a cuestionar o al menos arrojar dudas sobre su
vida del discipulado. Al organizar su narrativa de Jesus,
Marcos enfatiza que la fidelidad a la forma de
pensar de Dios hace que JesUs sea rechazado y
perseguido, lo que finalmente lleva a su sufrimiento
y muerte.

Sin embargo, este no es el final de la historia.
Marcos es consciente de la realidad de la resurreccion,
la victoria final de Jesus sobre las fuerzas del mal y la
muerte. Esa victoria solo se gana a través de la
experiencia vivida de rechazo, persecucion, sufrimiento
y muerte. Marcos desafia a su comunidad,
especialmente a los lideres religiosos claves, a
tomar conciencia de las consecuencias que
conlleva el discipulado. La narraciéon del Evangelio
es el intento de Marcos de educar a los lideres
religiosos, a la comunidad, asi como a nosotros
mismos, a las exigencias del discipulado.

La primera lectura de Isaias hace que el siervo de
Dios hable sobre el sufrimiento que resulta del
deseo del siervo de estar en sintonia con la palabra
de Dios y sus formas de operar. Tal estilo de vida
trae rechazo y sufrimiento. Pero el siervo no abandona
una vida en sintonia con Dios, sino que soporta los
"insultos y salivazos" para vivir una vida de fidelidad a
Dios. El siervo espera y confia en el Senor. Tal
confianza permite al siervo soportar todo lo que venga.
El siervo, consciente de las consecuencias de la
fidelidad, confia en Dios y pone todo en las manos
de Dios. Con el siervo, nosotros también podemos
cantar con confianza el estribillo del Salmo
responsorial 114, "Caminaré en presencia del

Senor, en el pais de la vida".

En la lectura del
evangelio, Jesus
instruye a sus
discipulos sobre el

costo del
discipulado. Jesus
primero  busca la

comprension de ellos I
de su identidad. Una
vez que Pedro afirma
que Jesus es el
Mesias, el Ungido de
Dios, Jesus
inmediatamente se
lanza a la primera
prediccion de su pasion, muerte y resurreccion. Pedro
ve esta realidad como ajena a su comprension del
papel del Mesias. Jesus lo reprende fuertemente por no
ver y pensar como Dios lo hace. El Jesis de Marcos
enfatiza que el discipulado implica tomar la cruz,
siempre listo para entrar en la paradoja de estar
dispuesto a perder la propia vida para obtenerla.

La segunda lectura de Santiago resume
poderosamente la realidad del discipulado. La fe
debe conducir a la accion en nombre de los demas,
sin importar el costo. Sin tal accion, la fe no tiene
ningun significado, ya que no se concreta en el servicio
a los demas.

¢Como responde a las exigencias de la fe y el
discipulado? ;Es el servicio alos demas, sin contar
el costo, una parte integral de su vida como discipulo?
¢Confia en que Dios estara alli sin importar lo que
pase? Esta semana, comprométase a servir a los
necesitados y ore por el valor de no contar el costo.
