Page 6 Reflection on the Readings

The refrain from Responsorial Psalm 113, “Praise the Lord who lifts up the poor,” offers us the ideal lens
for reflecting on today’s readings. The psalm calls upon all of us to praise the Lord who is indeed the
master and ruler of the world. Yet, despite all this power and authority, God’s primary concern is with the lowly
and the poor, continually caring for them and raising them up. God’s concerns are to be our concerns.
This is the essential message of all the readings.

The prophet Amos speaks of those who cannot wait for the Sabbath to end so that they can continue to become
wealthy and powerful by taking advantage of the poor, through cheating, selling inferior products, or by whatever
other unjust means they can devise. God, who is continually attentive to the needs of the poor, sees what these
people have done, and does not forget. Amos thus warns that unless we model ourselves on our God, we
may call God’s wrath upon us. Because of our unjust acts, we may have resources now, but a time of reckoning
will come. God’s justice will eventually set things aright, if not in this life then certainly in the next. Amos
the prophet did not mince words when it came to the abuse of justice. No one who abuses or takes
advantage of others will escape God’s justice.

The second reading from the letter of First Timothy encourages us to pray for all, most especially for kings and
those in authority. We pray so that all, especially those with power and authority, may be attuned, as our God is, to
the needs, concerns and cries of the poor. This is the only path leading to a quiet and tranquil life for all.
In other words, if we truly seek peace, then we must constantly work for justice and right relationship. Peace will
only be realized when all are treated with dignity, when each has what they need to live, when all are
treated with respect and honesty, and when right relationship with God, others and all creation dominates
our minds and hearts.

Luke’s gospel reading is the most challenging of all. Jesus seems to be aware that people in authority or
power can and often do take advantage of others to secure their own ultimate ends. This is what the “steward of
injustice” is doing. The master even commends the dishonest steward for acting prudently. The steward is
commended, not for the selfish end he was working toward, but for the way he went about achieving it.

NO SERVANT CAN SERVE In other words, Jesus encourages us to be as industrious
ASTERS

and shrewd as the steward in working for our ultimate end,
union with God, who is continually attuned to the needs of
the poor. We are to be as industrious and shrewd in God'’s
affairs, namely being attuned to the poor, as the steward is in his
own affairs. We are to use wealth and power to do God’'s
bidding, not ours. This is the meaning behind the proverb
, that “no servant can serve two masters...you cannot serve both
¢ God and money.”

Today, Jesus challenges us, the wealthiest of nations, to use

all of our shrewdness to lift the poor, giving a home to the

homeless, the outcast and the stranger. As we continue to

tackle the problem of immigration in our country, the only true

perspective that a Christian can embrace is the one that Jesus

challenges us to embrace. How shrewd can we be in ensuring

that human  dignity,

respect and right -

El refran del Salmo Responsorial 113, "Alaben al Sefior que ensalza al pobre"”, nos ofrece la lente ideal
para reflexionar sobre las lecturas de hoy. El salmo nos llama a todos a alabar al Sefor, que es el maestro
y gobernante del mundo. Sin embargo, a pesar de todo este poder y autoridad, la preocupacion principal de Dios
es con los humildes y los pobres, atendiéndolos y levantandolos continuamente. Las preocupaciones de
Dios deben ser nuestras preocupaciones. Este es el mensaje esencial de todas las lecturas.

El profeta Amds habla de aquellos que no pueden esperar a que termine el sdbado para poder seguir haciéndose
ricos y poderosos al aprovecharse de los pobres, enganar, vender productos inferiores o cualquier otro medio
injusto que puedan idear. Dios, quien esta continuamente atento a las necesidades de los pobres, ve lo que estas
personas han hecho y no olvida. Por lo tanto, Amds advierte que a menos que nos modelemos sobre
nuestro Dios, podemos invocar la ira de Dios sobre nosotros. Debido a nuestros actos injustos, es posible que
tengamos recursos ahora, pero llegara la hora de la verdad. La justicia de Dios eventualmente arreglara las cosas,
si no en esta vida, ciertamente en la proxima. Amaés, el profeta, no media las palabras cuando se trataba
del abuso de la justicia. Nadie que abuse o se aproveche de otros escapara de la justicia de Dios.

La lectura del evangelio de Lucas es la mas desafiante de todas. Jesus parece ser consciente de que las
personas con autoridad o poder pueden y con frecuencia aprovechan de los demas para asegurar sus propios
fines.

Baby Grace was started about 15 years ago by Juli
Youcum, Anne Farmer, and a group of volunteers, to
offer teen moms help and support. It has blossomed into
much more than Juli and Anne ever thought it would.
There are currently 18 chapters that serve different

areas of Missouri. All chapters are run differently, under

the umbrella that a mom will not be judged by anyone
volunteering in that chapter. The Baby Grace mission is
to share God's love and grace by offering material,

emotional, and spiritual support and development for

families with young children.

Our Baby Grace chapter is located in the Raymore
Christian Church. They are especially in need of size 5 &
6 diapers. Right now they are able to help families with
50 diapers per baby and a package of wipes per family
each month. That's an incredible increase from the 12
diapers per baby and one package of wipes per family
each month, that they were able to help with four to five
years ago when our parish first started hosting a diaper
drive for Raymore Baby Grace. We hope that by hosting
this diaper drive we will continue to help Raymore Baby
Grace work towards eliminating diaper need in our
community.

St. Frances Xavier Cabrini, Patron of Immigrants

St. Frances Xavier Cabrini was born as Maria
Francesca Cabrini on July 15, 1850 in Lombardy, lItaly.
She taught at a girls' orphanage school in Cadagono,
Italy for six years and drew a community of women to
live the religious way of life. In 1877, she became
Mother Cabrini after making her vows, also adding
Xavier to her name in honor of St. Francis Xavier.

When the orphanage closed, her
bishop asked her to found the
Missionary Sisters of the Sacred
Heart to care for the poor children
in both schools and hospitals
Frances wanted to continue he
mission in China, but Pope Leo XII
urged her to go to the United
States, a nation that was becoming
flooded with Italian immigrants who |
needed her help. "Not to the East
but the West," was his advice to
her.

In March 1889, Frances arrived in New York City along
with six other sisters ready to begin her new journey.
She encountered many disappointments and hardships,
but Frances did not give up. She received permission to
found an orphanage in what is now West Park, New
York and now known as Saint Cabrini Home.

Filled with a deep trust in God and endowed with a
wonderful administrative ability, Frances, within 35
years, founded 67 institutions, including orphanages,
schools, and hospitals dedicated to caring for the poor,
uneducated, sick, abandoned, and especially for the
Italian immigrants. Her institutions were spread out in
places all over the United States, including New York,
Colorado, and lllinois.

In 1909, Frances became a naturalized citizen of the
United States. Eight years later, on December 22, 1917,
Frances passed at the age of 67 at the Columbus
Hospital, one of her own hospitals, in Chicago, lllinois.
St. Frances Xavier Cabrini was canonized by Pope Pius
XIl on July 7, 1946, making her the first United States
citizen to be canonized. Her feast day is celebrated on
November 13 and she is the patron saint of immigrants.
