10 Facts about Blood Donations 
1. Apheresis (ay-fur-ee-sis) is a special kind of blood 

donation that allows a donor to give specific blood 
components, such as platelets.  

2. Donated red blood cells must be used within 42 
days of collection.  

3. Donated platelets must be used within five days of 
collection.  

4. Plasma can be frozen and used for up to a year.  
5. Plasma is a pale yellow mixture of water, proteins 

and salts.  
6. Plasma, which is 90% water, constitutes 55% of 

blood volume.  
7. Healthy bone marrow makes a constant supply of 

red cells, plasma and platelets.  
8. People who have been in car accidents and 

suffered massive blood loss can need transfusions 
of 50 pints or more of red blood cells.  

9. The average bone marrow transplant requires 120 
units of platelets and about 20 units of red blood 
cells. Patients undergoing bone marrow transplants 
need platelets donations from about 120 people 
and red blood cells from about 20 people.  

10. Severe burn victims can need 20 units of platelets 
during their treatment.

This Week’s Do 
You Know Video: 
As we continue our 
series on the key 
principles of the 
Second Vatican Council, this week's video explores 
the significant issue of collegiality. Collegiality is the 
act of working together, both openly and 
consultatively, in the decision making process of the 
group. For centuries, with its structural origins going 
back to Constantine, the church operated in a 
hierarchal fashion, similar to a military type structure. 
At the top, the pope issued orders to his subordinate 
officers, the bishops, who in turn dictated those orders 
to the rest of the church. This was never the intent of 
Jesus nor the early church. Recognizing this, Vatican 
II retrieved the collegial nature of the church, insisting 
that God speaks to all people. Therefore, church 
structures had to be created that would assure the 
consultation of all the faithful in deciding how to best 
carry on the mission and ministry of Jesus in our day. 
Pope, bishops and pastors are to consult with their 
people so that we can all benefit from the gifts and 
wisdom that God grants to all. Some of these 
structures exist but overall we, as church, are still not 
very diligent in our call to be collegial in our decision 
making process. Make time to view this week's DYK 
video to learn why the principle of collegiality is one of 
the most important Vatican II principles and yet, one 
that consistently challenges the church on all levels.

Retirement Plan Assets 
Plan Your Legacy – Retirement Plan Assets 
As Christian stewards, we share the responsibility 
of making our Church a true community of faith and 
a vibrant source of service to the larger community. This 
includes providing financial support for today’s needs, 
and building a firm financial foundation for tomorrow. 
 

Beneficiaries of your Retirement Plan Assets 
A gift of all or a portion of your remaining assets from an 
IRA, 401(k), 403(b) or other retirement plan may be one 
of the smartest and least "expensive" ways to favor your 
parish, school, ministry or the Church. Very substantial 
sums are currently invested in retirement plans. For 
many people, their retirement plan may be the principal 
asset at the end of their life. 
 

Tax Treatment 
Taxable to your Heirs 
In addition to inheritance taxes if the balance is large 
(more than $11.2 million in 2018), if retirement plan 
assets pass to family members other than the spouse, 

the heir pays income tax on the value received. If a child 
is in the 22% tax bracket when he/she receives 
retirement plan assets from a parent, then a 22% tax will 
be levied on the receipt of these funds. 
 

Tax free to your parish, school or other ministry 
If you have other assets to provide for your heirs, giving 
assets from retirement accounts directly to your parish, 
school or other ministry can bypass taxation. Moreover, 
these gifts can be accomplished quite easily.  
Most retirement fund managers provide "beneficiary 
designation forms" available through a website or by 
calling the manager of the funds. The proper legal name 
of your parish, St. Sabina Catholic Church, Belton, 
should be listed on the beneficiary designation form with 
a portion or amount of the fund to be designated for the 
benefit of the parish or ministry. Please consult with your 
own attorney and other professional advisors 
regarding your personal tax and financial situation.

Religious Education for Children and Youth: The 
Parish School of Religion (PSR) is accepting 
registrations for children in grades Kindergarten through 
12th grade. Our Sunday morning PSR classes are for 
kids in K through 6th grade. We have a Junior High 
Youth Group that meets on 2 Wednesdays each month 
for 7th and 8th graders.

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After 
proclaiming the 
Bread of Life 
discourse from 
John 6 for five 
Sundays, today 
we return to 
our 
proclamation of 
Mark’s gospel. 

The refrain of responsorial Psalm 15 captures the focus 
of today’s readings “The one who does justice will live in 
the presence of the Lord.” The readings guide us on our 
path to live in the presence of the Lord. That path 
requires that we do justice. The readings are full of 
directions concerning acts of justice, and how to 
activate them. 
 

The first reading from Deuteronomy outlines the 
parameters of justice with a set of verbs. God’s 
chosen people are challenged to “hear” and 
“observe” the statutes and decrees of the Lord. 
Such hearing and observing will result in a community 
that is wise and intelligent in the ways of the Lord, 
always attentive to the demands of covenant 
relationship. Both mind and heart are attuned to God, 
leading the people to know and follow through on God’s 
wisdom and desires. Following through on God’s 
wisdom and desires will be so evident in their 
lifestyle and relationships that others will see and 
praise God’s people for living in the presence of the 
Lord, and for acting justly. 
 

The psalm verses are a series of responses to 
questions that are initially asked by the psalmist in 
verse one, “Lord, who may abide in your tent? Who 
may dwell on your holy mountain?” Such questions 
speak to our desire to understand the demands of living 
“in the presence of the Lord.” The psalmist is clear that 
“speaking truth from the heart” is crucial to a life 
committed to doing the works 
of justice. To do justice 
requires that we be just. 
Exterior actions must 
correlate to interior 
disposition, else we become 
hypocrites. Doing justice 
requires “doing no harm to 
another...disdaining the 
wicked...keeping an oath 
despite the cost...accepting no 
bribe against the innocent.” If 
one does such actions, then 
we have some assurance that 

one is “speaking truth from the heart.” 
 

The letter of James is clear on our need to “humbly 
welcome the word that has been planted in you....” God 
plants the word in our hearts. We are called to 
cultivate that word, making it fully our own, allowing 
it to suffuse our very being. Such cultivation 
conditions us to “be doers of the word and not hearers 
only....” This leads to a life of “care for orphans and 
widows in their affliction....” James clearly states that if 
we claim to live in the presence of the Lord, then it 
must manifest itself exteriorly. Interior disposition 
does lead to actions that reflect what is in one’s 
heart and mind. 
 

This dilemma is directed at Jesus in the gospel passage 
from Mark. Jesus accuses some of the scribes and 
Pharisees of hypocrisy because they seem to focus 
on exterior actions without paying any attention to 
the interior disposition of the person. Legal external 
actions seem to be more important than proper interior 
disposition. Jesus clearly claims that interior disposition 
is just as important as external actions. Proper 
external actions can be done for a variety of reasons. It 
is essential to test the heart and mind if one wants to 
assess external actions rightly. 
 

In your dealings with others, how do you deal with this 
perennial human dilemma? Do you assess on the basis 
of external actions alone or do you probe the mind 
and heart? If others were assessing your actions, 
would you want them to factor in your interior 
disposition as well? This week, force yourself not to 
judge based on external actions alone, but attempt to 
probe the heart and the mind in your assessment of the 
other. Pray that we may be people who always do 
justice by having our external actions correlate with 
our interior disposition.

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Después de 
proclamar el 
discurso del Pan 
de Vida de Juan 6 
los últimos cinco 
domingos, hoy 
volvemos a 
nuestra 
proclamación del 

Evangelio de Marcos. El Salmo responsorial 14 
capta el enfoque de las lecturas de hoy afirmando que 
el que hace justicia vivirá en la presencia del Señor. Las 
lecturas nos guían en nuestro camino para vivir en la 
presencia del Señor. Ese camino requiere que hagamos 
justicia. Las lecturas están llenas de instrucciones sobre 
actos de justicia y cómo activarlos. 
 

La primera lectura de Deuteronomio describe los 
parámetros de la justicia con un conjunto de 
verbos. El pueblo elegido de Dios tiene el desafío de 
"escuchar" y "cumplir" los mandatos y los 
preceptos del Señor. Escuchar y cumplir los 
mandatos darán como resultado una comunidad sabia e 
inteligente en los caminos del Señor, siempre atenta a 
las demandas de la relación de pacto. Tanto la mente 
como el corazón están en sintonía con Dios, lo que 
lleva a la gente a conocer y seguir la sabiduría y los 
deseos de Dios. Cumplir con la sabiduría y los deseos 
de Dios será tan evidente en su estilo de vida y 
relaciones que otros verán y alabarán al pueblo de 
Dios por vivir en la presencia del Señor y por actuar 
con justicia. 
 

Los versos del salmo son una serie de respuestas a 
la pregunta que el salmista formula inicialmente en 
el estribillo: "Señor, ¿quién puede hospedarse en tu 
tienda?" Tales preguntas hablan de nuestro deseo 
de comprender las exigencias de la vida en la presencia 
del Señor. El salmista está claro en que "tener 
intenciones leales" es crucial para una vida 
comprometida a hacer las obras de justicia. Hacer 
justicia requiere que seamos justos. Las acciones 
exteriores deben correlacionarse con la disposición 
interior, de lo contrario nos convertimos en 
hipócritas. Hacer justicia requiere no hacer daño a 
nadie , despreciar a los malvados, hacer un juramento a 
pesar del costo, no aceptar sobornos contra los 
inocentes. Si uno hace tales acciones, entonces 
podemos estar seguros de que uno tiene intenciones 
leales. 
 

La carta de Santiago está clara en nuestra necesidad 
de aceptar "dócilmente la palabra que ha sido 
sembrada en ustedes..." Dios siembra la palabra en 

nuestros corazones. Estamos llamados a cultivar 
esa palabra, haciéndola completamente nuestra, 
permitiendo que ella cubra nuestro ser. Tal cultivo 
nos condiciona a "poner en práctica esa palabra y no 
limitarnos a escucharla..." Esto lleva a una vida de 
"visitar a los huérfanos y a las viudas en sus 
tribulaciones..." Santiago claramente asegura que si 
declaramos vivir en la presencia del Señor, 
entonces debe manifestarse exteriormente. La 
disposición interior conduce a acciones que reflejan 
lo que está en el corazón y la mente. 
 

Este dilema está dirigido a Jesús en el pasaje del 
evangelio de Marcos. Jesús acusa a algunos de los 
escribas y fariseos de hipocresía porque parecen 
enfocarse en acciones exteriores sin prestar 
atención a la disposición interior de la persona. Las 
acciones legales externas parecen ser más importantes 
que la disposición interior adecuada. Jesús claramente 
afirma que la disposición interior es tan importante 
igual a las acciones externas. Se pueden realizar 
acciones externas apropiadas por una variedad de 
razones. Es esencial evaluar el corazón y la mente si 
uno quiere evaluar las acciones externas 
correctamente. 
 

En su trato con los demás, ¿cómo lidiar con este dilema 
humano continuo? ¿Evalúa solo con acciones externas 
o prueba la mente y el corazón? Si otros evaluaran 
a sus acciones, ¿querría que también tuvieran en 
cuenta su disposición interior? Esta semana, 
oblíguese a no juzgar solo en función de las acciones 
externas, sino intente sondear el corazón y la mente en 
su evaluación del otro. Oremos para que podamos ser 
personas que siempre hacen justicia al 
correlacionar nuestras acciones externas con 
nuestra disposición interior.

10 Hechos sobre Donaciones de Sangre 
1. La aféresis es un tipo especial de donación de 

sangre que permite que un donante proporcione 
componentes sanguíneos específicos, como 
plaquetas. 

2. Los glóbulos rojos donados deben usarse dentro de 
los 42 días de la recolección. 

3. Las plaquetas donadas deben usarse dentro de los 
cinco días de la recolección. 

4. El plasma puede congelarse y usarse por hasta un 
año. 

5. El plasma, de color amarillo pálido, es una mezcla 
de agua, proteínas y sales. 

6. El plasma, que es 90% de agua, constituye el 55% 
del volumen de sangre. 

7. La médula ósea sana proporciona un suministro 
constante de glóbulos rojos, plasma y plaquetas. 

8. Las personas que han sufrido accidentes 
automovilísticos y han sufrido pérdidas masivas de 
sangre pueden necesitar transfusiones de 25 litros 
o más de glóbulos rojos. 

9. El trasplante de médula ósea promedio requiere 
120 unidades de plaquetas y aproximadamente 20 
unidades de glóbulos rojos. Los pacientes que se 
someten a trasplantes de médula ósea necesitan 
donaciones de plaquetas de aproximadamente 120 
personas y glóbulos rojos de unas 20 personas. 

10. Las víctimas de quemaduras graves pueden 
necesitar 20 unidades de plaquetas durante su 
tratamiento.
