On the first Sunday of Advent, 2018, we begin a new 
Liturgical year focused on the Gospel according to 
Luke. Hospitality towards all, especially the poor, the 
stranger, the marginalized, and those rejected, is the 
essential image of God that the Lucan Jesus 
emphasizes. These sessions will explore Luke’s gospel 
with special attention to the need for all Christians to 
model themselves on the generous welcoming and 
hospitable example that Jesus incarnates throughout 
the gospel. 
 

Through ten meal scenes, Luke's Jesus challenges us 
to come to know God and to attune ourselves to Jesus' 
way of relating and interacting with all. Like Jesus, we 
are called to be hospitable and welcoming towards all. 
In these sessions, we will examine what hospitality 
meant at the time of Jesus, the cultural aspects of 
meals in the first century, and how that context 
continues to affect our understanding of Eucharist and 
of the hospitality required of every follower of Christ.

This Week’s Do 
You Know Video: 
As we continue our 
series on the key 
principles of the Second Vatican Council, today's 
focus is on the Vatican II emphasis on respecting 
local and regional variety. For many centuries the 
church insisted on uniformity at the expense of 
respect for local and regional variety. Since the 
Reformation, uniformity was strictly enforced, with no 
variation of any kind permitted.  Strict adherence to 
the rubrics of the missal and memorization of the 
catechism were hallmarks of Catholic 
uniformity.  Even before Vatican II, many 
were advocating respect for the richness and diversity 
that exists when Christianity genuinely reflects the 
culture and different modes of expression in all 
aspects of church life.  Vatican II enshrined the 
principle of respecting diversity in the midst of 
unity.  Vatican II advocates respect for the local 
church and its unique manner of being faithful to 
Christ and yet expressing that message in the fertile 
soil of one's culture, symbols, and regional 
variety.  Make time to view this week's DYK video and 
become familiar with why Vatican II called for a 
respect for regional and local variety in articulating 
and living out the Christian message.

Did you know that once summer flies by and fall is 
knocking at our doorstep, many people find it more 
difficult to adjust their sleep schedule back to what it was 
before all the summertime fun began? Although it is 
especially true for children who go back to school in 
August or September, adults can also suffer the 
consequences from shifted summer sleep schedules. 
Once fall arrives, we might find that we are still doing 
many activities in the evening and nighttime, making it 
difficult to fall asleep at the earlier desired time. This then 
snowballs into more trouble getting up in the morning, 
daytime sleepiness and sleeping in on the weekends as 
an attempt to "catch up" on lost sleep (which rarely 
works). Keep these simple steps in mind: 
 

• Stick to a sleep schedule- Go to bed and get up 
at the same time every day, even on weekends, 
holidays and days off. Being consistent reinforces 
your body's sleep-wake cycle and helps promote 
better sleep at night.  

• Pay attention to what you eat and drink- Don't go 
to bed either hungry or stuffed. Your discomfort 
might keep you up.  

• Create a bedtime ritual- Do the same things each 

night to tell your body it's time to 
wind down. Relaxing activities can 
promote better sleep by easing the 
transition between wakefulness and 
drowsiness.  

• Get comfortable- Create a room that's ideal for 
sleeping. Consider using room-darkening shades, 
earplugs, a fan or other devices to create an 
environment that suits your needs.  

• Include physical activity in your daily routine- 
Regular physical activity can promote better sleep, 
helping you to fall asleep faster and to enjoy deeper 
sleep. Join us for a workout!! 

• Manage stress - When you have too much to do 
— and too much to think about — your sleep is likely 
to suffer. Give yourself permission to take a break 
when you need one. Share a good laugh with an old 
friend. Before bed, jot down what's on your mind and 
then set it aside for tomorrow. 

• Know when to contact your doctor - Nearly 
everyone has an occasional sleepless night — but if 
you often have trouble sleeping, contact your doctor.

Plan Your Legacy and Receive Income 

Charitable Gift Annuity 
The diocese sponsors a charitable gift annuity program 
for donors 65 or older willing to make a gift of at least 
$5,000 that will eventually pass to a parish, ministry or 
the diocese. In return for a gift that will pass after death, 
a charitable gift annuity generates fixed payments for life 
to you (and/or someone you designate). The annuity will 
replace and may increase the cash flow from the assets 
used to fund it. 
 

How does it work? 
The annuity is a simple contract between you and the 
Diocese of Kansas City-St. Joseph. Annuity payments 
are a general obligation of the diocese. You may fund 
your annuity with cash or appreciated property. All 
property accepted to fund a gift annuity is invested by 
the diocese to support annuity payments.  The amount 
you receive as income is determined by the amount you 
contribute and your age; the older you are, the higher 
your payment rate. Gift annuity rates are those set by 
the Board of the American Council of Gift Annuities. 
Payments are generally made quarterly. 
 

Tax Treatment 
• If you are one of the annuitants and you fund the 

annuity with appreciated securities, there is no 
upfront capital gains tax. 

• Your initial contribution is eligible for a charitable tax 
deduction, if your tax situation allows. 

• A portion of each payment is a tax-free return of 
your principal. If funded with appreciated securities, 
the taxable portion is taxed at the capital gain rates.

said to them, ‘Whoever receives one child such as 

this in my name, receives me; and whoever receives 
me, receives not me but the One who sent me.’” 

Mark 9: 35-37 
Christ is speaking not only of youngsters, but all “little 
ones,” those who are vulnerable or needy in any way 
— through poverty, physical or mental illness, 
advanced age, difficult family situations — those that 
the brothers and sisters St. Teresa of Calcutta would 
call “Jesus in distressing disguise.”  They are all 
around us if we open our eyes. Like Jesus, we can 
put our arms around the little ones in our world and 
channel some of our energy, ambition, and talent 
towards them.  Giving the best of ourselves to these 
brothers and sisters may be a little messy at times. It 
may put us in situations that are far outside our 
comfort zones. Maybe our colleagues and neighbors 
will not understand our actions. But in reaching out to 
little ones in Jesus’ name, it is Jesus Himself we are 
touching. — See more at www.catholicsteward.com/

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The refrain for this Sunday's Responsorial Psalm 54, 
"The Lord upholds my life," is an unashamed, 
unabashed affirmation of trust in a God who is 
faithful, sustaining, nourishing and protecting. The 
verses call upon God to hear our prayer and to defend 
us from the haughty and ruthless, while affirming God as 
our helper, the one who sustains us. The other readings 
affirm this trust in God, and provide rich food for 
reflection. 
 
In the selection from the book of Wisdom, the 
wicked plot against the just one, who is seen as 
"obnoxious" to them. The just one is a reproach to 
the wicked, and they are intent on the just one's 
destruction. The wicked would like to test the just one's 
faith, trust and reliance on God. Indirectly the just one is 
quoted as being assured that God will protect and 
defend their cause, delivering the just one from all 
enemies. While the wicked might defeat the just, what 
ultimately triumphs is trust in a God who is always 
faithful and who does "uphold my life," no matter 
what. 
 
The second reading from the letter of James 
contrasts greed, jealousy and selfish ambition with 
a confidence in God who is always willing to provide 
for our needs. Emphasis on the former leads to 
conflicts, wars, dissension and hatred. Confident trust in 
God leads to wisdom which is full of mercy, good 
fruit, constancy and truthfulness. This is the path to 
true peace, the ground cultivated by those whose 
reliance, faith and trust is in a God who "upholds my life" 
no matter how life unfolds. 
 
Mark’s gospel reading has Jesus teaching his 
disciples about his passion, death and resurrection. 
It is the second time that Jesus has predicted these 
events in Mark, but each time the disciples seem not 
to understand, or completely misunderstand Jesus. 
Here, they do not understand but they are afraid to 
question. 
 
Jesus’ journey to Judea 
continues with a stop in 
Capernaum, where Jesus 
questions his disciples 
concerning their argument on 
the road. The argument 
centered around who among 
them was the greatest. It is 
obvious to Jesus that they 
do not understand what he 
is about, nor what true 
servant discipleship entails. 
Jesus takes a child and places 
the child in their midst. The 

child has no status, authority or power and is at the 
whim of those more powerful, trusting that they will 
do what is just. (How truly ironic all this is in light of 
the sex abuse perpetrated on children by those 
more powerful whom they trusted to do what is just, 
yet failed miserably and horrendously in what they 
were called to be and do.) 
 
Jesus offers the child as the model of true 
discipleship. As the child trusts that the powerful 
will act justly and uphold the powerless, so too the 
disciple is to trust God. Likewise, those who exercise 
power can temper that power by becoming the "last of 
all and the servant of all." Receiving the powerless child 
is what receiving Jesus, the full revelation of God, is 
about. Getting on God's wavelength demands that 
disciples model themselves on Jesus, whose trust and 
confidence, just like the child, is in a loving and faithful 
God who "upholds my life." 
 
Jesus affirms the fact that death, pain, conflict, 
injustice, evil will not be wiped out. They are part 
and parcel of the human reality. However, trust and 
confidence in God is crucial if we are to counter the 
greed and selfishness that is often the source of life's 
harsh realities. We do not know what the end of the 
story will be, but we trust in God who is a God of 
life, continually bringing forth a richer and more 
lasting life than before. In this manner, Jesus can 
affirm resurrection and new life, in the very jaws of 
death. 
 
Ultimately, it is trust and faith in the living God that will 
win out. So let us not tire of continued trust in God who 
"upholds my life.” This week pray for the strength to 
place your trust in God, especially when life 
becomes difficult, challenging and harsh. Trust God 
who longs always to uphold your life.

El estribillo del Salmo 
responsorial 53 de este 
domingo, "El Señor sostiene mi 
vida", es una afirmación de 
confianza sin reparos y penas 
en un Dios fiel, sustentador, 
nutritivo y protector. Los 
versos apelan a Dios para que 
escuche nuestra oración y para 
que nos defienda de los 
arrogantes y despiadados, 

mientras que afirmamos a Dios como nuestro ayudador, 
el que nos sostiene. Las otras lecturas afirman esta 
confianza en Dios y proporcionan alimento 
abundante para la reflexión. 
 
En la selección del libro de la Sabiduría, los 
malvados hacen trampa contra el justo, de quien 
dicen que los molesta. El justo es un reproche para 
los malvados, y están decididos de destruir al justo. A 
los malvados les gustaría poner a prueba la fe y la 
confianza en Dios del justo. Indirectamente se cita al 
justo como si se le asegurara que Dios protegerá y 
defenderá su causa, liberando al justo de todos los 
enemigos. Mientras los malvados podrían vencer al 
justo, lo que finalmente triunfa es la confianza en un 
Dios que siempre es fiel y que "sostiene mi vida", 
sin importar nada. 
 
La segunda lectura de la carta de Santiago 
contrasta la codicia, los celos y la ambición egoísta 
con una confianza en Dios que siempre está 
dispuesto a satisfacer nuestras necesidades. El 
énfasis en el primero conduce a conflictos, guerras, 
disensión y odio. La confianza en Dios conduce a la 
sabiduría que está llena de misericordia, buen fruto, 
constancia y veracidad. Este es el camino a la paz 
verdadera, el terreno cultivado por aquellos cuya 
confianza y fe está en un Dios que "sostiene mi vida" 
sin importar cómo se desarrolle la vida. 
 
La lectura del evangelio de Marcos tiene a Jesús 
enseñando a sus discípulos acerca de su pasión, 
muerte y resurrección. Es la segunda vez que Jesús 
ha predicho estos eventos en Marcos, pero cada 
vez los discípulos parecen no entender o 
malinterpretar por completo a Jesús. Aquí, ellos no 
entienden pero tienen miedo de preguntar. 
 
El viaje de Jesús a Judea continúa con una parada en 
Cafarnaúm, donde Jesús pregunta a sus discípulos 
sobre su discusión en el camino. La discusión se trató 
de quién de ellos era el mejor. Es obvio para Jesús que 
no entienden de qué se trata ni qué implica el 
verdadero discipulado de los siervos. Jesús toma a 
un niño y coloca al niño entre ellos. El niño no tiene 
estatus, autoridad ni poder y está al capricho de los 

más poderosos, confiando en que harán lo que es 
justo. (¡Qué irónico es todo esto a la luz del abuso 
sexual perpetrado contra los niños por aquellos 
más poderosos en los que confiaron para hacer lo 
que es justo, pero fracasaron miserablemente y 
horriblemente en lo que fueron llamados a ser y 
hacer!) 
 
Jesús ofrece al niño como el modelo del verdadero 
discipulado. A medida que el niño confía en que el 
poderoso actuará con justicia y defenderá a los 
impotentes, también el discípulo confiará en Dios. Del 
mismo modo, aquellos que ejercen el poder pueden 
atemperar ese poder convirtiéndose en el "último de 
todos y el servidor de todos". Recibir al niño sin poder 
es de lo que se trata recibir a Jesús, la completa 
revelación de Dios. Entrar a la misma onda de Dios 
exige que los discípulos se modelen sobre Jesús, cuya 
confianza, al igual que el niño, está en un Dios amoroso 
y fiel que "sostiene mi vida". 
 
Jesús afirma que la muerte, el dolor, el conflicto, la 
injusticia y el mal no serán aniquilados. Son parte 
integrante de la realidad humana. Sin embargo, la 
confianza en Dios es crucial si queremos contrarrestar 
la avaricia y el egoísmo que muchas veces es la fuente 
de las duras realidades de la vida. No sabemos cuál 
será el final de la historia, pero confiamos en Dios, 
que es un Dios de vida, que produce continuamente 
una vida más rica y duradera que antes. De esta 
manera, Jesús puede afirmar la resurrección y la nueva 
vida, en las mismas garras de la muerte. 
 
En última instancia, es la confianza y la fe en el Dios 
vivo lo que saldrá ganando. Así que no nos cansemos 
de la confianza continua en Dios que "sostiene mi vida". 
Esta semana ore por la fortaleza de poner su 
confianza en Dios, especialmente cuando la vida se 
vuelve difícil, desafiante y dura. Confíe en Dios que 
anhela siempre mantener su vida.
