Some parents remind children with unfinished dinner plates that there are many poor children going to bed 
hungry. The reminder often falls on deaf ears because the poor are usually an abstract group with which we find 
difficulty identifying. But what if those poor, starving children had a name, a face and an identity we could connect 
with? Or what about the names and faces of those poor starving children who are asking for food and 
shelter at our borders? Maybe then the poor and the needy are not so distant and abstract. Luke’s gospel 
parable addresses this very issue. 

 
Lazarus is a poor person, hungry, and with sores, lying at the very door 
of the rich man. The rich man could not avoid physically seeing him. 
Yet, no mention is made that the rich man ever notices, pays attention 
to, is concerned about or cares at all for Lazarus. There is a great 
divide between the rich man and Lazarus, not because of wealth, 
but because of the rich man’s inability to notice, pay attention to 
or care for one in need, lying at his very door. Wealth in itself is 
not being criticized by Luke’s Jesus. Rather the critique centers on how 
wealth can insulate and blind us from noticing or paying attention 
to others in need. 
 
The first reading from the prophet Amos proclaims the same 
message of inattention to and uncaring for the poor by the rich. 

“Lying upon beds of ivory and stretched comfortably on their couches” makes people less attentive to the needs of 
others. Not that such comfortableness is bad or evil. Rather, it can become a great obstacle in our attentiveness to 
the needs of others. If we have what we would like and more, why do we have to bother with the needs of 
others? That is the danger of wealth and comfortableness. 
 
In contrast, the responsorial psalm boldly proclaims that our God is continually attuned to the poor, 
caring for them and raising them up. The refrain of Psalm 146 invites us to “Praise the Lord, my soul!,” (soul 
means “our entire being.”) We are invited to praise the Lord because the Lord continually models for us, reminds 
us, and is a sign for us, of what we are to be about. Our God, “keeps faith forever,” “secures justice for the 
oppressed, gives food to the hungry...sets captives free...gives sight to the blind...raises up those bowed 
down...loves the just...protects strangers...sustains the fatherless and the widows.” If we are ever confused 
about our mission as followers of Christ, Psalm 146 clearly, quickly and powerfully dispels that confusion. 
Dorothy Day, the founder of Catholic Worker houses, channeling Finley Peter Dunne, summed up our 
Christian vocation well: “to comfort the afflicted and to afflict the comfortable.” 
 
What is demanded of one attuned to the will, desire and intention of our God who “keeps faith forever” and 
“secures justice?” The righteous person develops an attunement to the poor, securing justice for them, and 
continually caring for their needs. A God follower pays attention to who is lying at our door, in our 
neighborhoods, and in the wider community, at our borders, at the asylum seekers at our doors, at all 
those that need care and concern. 
 
This is what Jesus came to model for us. We are in relationship with all of God’s family. God’s reign demands 
justice. Justice demands right relationship with all, so that all have what they need. God’s reign demands that 
our choices be aligned with God’s criteria for true justice, such that the great chasms or divides which 
usually occur between people can be bridged in this life. Walls 
create and intensify those chasms and divides which Jesus followers are 
called to tear down. We are challenged to build bridges of care and 
understanding. The Lazarus story proclaims that unless we bridge 
those divides in this life, they might be completely unbridgeable in 
the next life. 
 
This week pay attention to those who might be “lying at your door.” 
How attuned are you to the needs of the poor, the immigrant, the 
asylum seeker, the “stranger...the fatherless and the widow?” How 
can you be more like Jesus and not like the rich man? How can we 
contribute to actualizing such a Jesus-stance in our communities, at 
our borders and in our nation?

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Algunos padres les recuerdan a sus hijos con platos sin terminar que hay muchos niños pobres que se acuestan 
con hambre. El recordatorio a menudo cae en oídos sordos porque los pobres suelen ser un grupo abstracto con 
el que encontramos dificultades para identificarnos. Pero, ¿qué pasaría si esos niños pobres y hambrientos 
tuvieran un nombre, una cara y una identidad con la que pudiéramos conectarnos? ¿O qué hay de los 
nombres y rostros de esos pobres niños hambrientos que están pidiendo comida y refugio en nuestras 
fronteras? Quizás entonces los pobres y los necesitados no sean tan distantes y abstractos. La parábola 
del evangelio de Lucas aborda este mismo problema. 
 
Lázaro es una persona pobre, hambrienta y con llagas, que se encuentra a las puertas del hombre rico. El hombre 
rico no pudo evitar verlo físicamente. Sin embargo, no se menciona que el hombre rico se dé cuenta, le preste 
atención, le importa o se preocupe por Lázaro. Hay una gran división entre el hombre rico y Lázaro, no por la 
riqueza, sino por la incapacidad del hombre rico de notar, prestar atención o cuidar a alguien que lo 
necesita, acostado en su propia puerta. La riqueza en sí misma no está siendo criticada por el Jesús de 
Lucas. Más bien, la crítica se centra en cómo la riqueza puede aislarnos y cegarnos de notar o prestar atención a 
otros que lo necesitan. 
 
La primera lectura del profeta Amós proclama el mismo mensaje de desatención y despreocupación por 
los pobres por parte de los ricos. "Reclinarse sobre divanes adornados con marfil, recostarse sobre 
almohadones" hace que las personas estén menos atentas a las necesidades de los demás. No es que tal 
comodidad sea mala. Más bien, puede convertirse en un gran obstáculo en nuestra atención a las necesidades de 
los demás. Si tenemos lo que nos gustaría y más, ¿por qué tenemos que molestarnos con las 
necesidades de los demás? Ese es el peligro de la riqueza y la comodidad. 
 
En contraste, el salmo responsorial proclama audazmente que nuestro Dios está continuamente en 
sintonía con los pobres, cuidándolos y levantándolos. El estribillo del Salmo 146 nos invita a "Alabar, 
alma mía, al Señor" (alma significa "todo nuestro ser"). Estamos invitados a alabar al Señor porque el Señor nos 
modela continuamente, nos recuerda, es una señal para nosotros, de lo que debemos ser. Nuestro Dios, que 
"mantiene su fidelidad perpetuamente, hace justicia a los oprimidos, da pan a los hambrientos ... libera a los 
cautivos ... Abre los ojos al ciego ... Endereza a los que ya se doblan ... ama a los justos ... Guarda a los 
peregrinos ... Sustenta al huérfano y  a la viuda”. Si alguna vez estamos confundidos acerca de nuestra 
misión como seguidores de Cristo, el Salmo 146 disipa clara, rápida y poderosamente esa confusión.

¿Qué se le exige a uno que esté en sintonía con la voluntad, el deseo y la intención de nuestro Dios que 
"mantiene su fidelidad perpetuamente" y "hace justicia"? La persona justa desarrolla una sintonía con los pobres, 
haciéndoles justicia y atendiendo continuamente sus necesidades. Un seguidor de Dios presta atención a 
quién está acostado en nuestra puerta, en nuestros vecindarios y en la comunidad en general, en nuestras 
fronteras, en los solicitantes de asilo en nuestras puertas, en todos aquellos que necesitan atención y 
preocupación. 
 
Esto es lo que Jesús vino a modelar para nosotros. Estamos en relación con toda la familia de Dios. El reinado de 
Dios exige justicia. La justicia exige una relación correcta con todos, para que todos tengan lo que necesitan. El 
reinado de Dios exige que nuestras elecciones estén alineadas con los criterios de Dios para la verdadera 
justicia, de modo que los grandes abismos o divisiones que generalmente ocurren entre las personas 
puedan ser superados en esta vida. Los muros crean e intensifican esos abismos y divisiones que los 

seguidores de Jesús están llamados a derribar. Tenemos el desafío 
de construir puentes de atención y comprensión. La historia de 
Lázaro proclama que a menos que unamos esas divisiones en 
esta vida, podrían ser completamente insalvables en la próxima 
vida. 
 
Esta semana preste atención a aquellos que podrían estar 
acostados en su puerta. ¿Qué tan en sintonía está usted con las 
necesidades de los pobres, los inmigrantes, los solicitantes de 
asilo, los “peregrinos ... los huérfanos y las viudas?” ¿Cómo 
puede usted ser más como Jesús y no como el hombre rico? ¿Cómo 
podemos contribuir a actualizar esa postura de Jesús en 
nuestras comunidades, en nuestras fronteras y en nuestra 
nación?

Baby Grace was started about 15 years ago by Juli 
Youcum, Anne Farmer, and a group of volunteers, to 
offer teen moms help and support.

There are currently 18 
chapters that serve different areas of Missouri. 
All chapters are run differently, under the 
umbrella that a mom will not be judged by 
anyone volunteering in that chapter.  The Baby 
Grace mission is to share God's love and 
grace by offering material, emotional, and 
spiritual support and development for families 
with young children. 
 

Our Baby Grace chapter is located in the 
Raymore Christian Church. They are 
especially in need of size 5 & 6 diapers. Right 
now they are able to help families with 50 
diapers per baby and a package of wipes per 
family each month. That’s an incredible 
increase from the 12 diapers per baby and one 
package of wipes per family each month, that 
they were able to help with four to five years 
ago when our parish first started hosting a 
diaper drive for Raymore Baby Grace. We 
hope that by hosting this diaper drive we will 
continue to help Raymore Baby Grace work 
towards eliminating diaper need in our 
community.

 El Salvador Scholarship Appeal - October 1-2 

Since 2014, St. Sabina has been sponsoring university students from the town of 
Cinquera, as well as students from the small communities surrounding Cinquera. 
Cinquera is a unique town.  It was totally destroyed during the Civil War and families 
returned as the end of the war was nearing, around 1991. These families rebuilt their town 
and established a strong leadership committee to oversee the reconstruction and 
redevelopment of Cinquera.  In 1996, Cinquera was the first city where scholarships were 
offered to university students. Since then, many scholarship students have graduated and 
now have jobs in Cinquera and throughout El Salvador.  When a student graduates and 
finds work, they pay back half of the funds they received while on scholarship. Because of 
this, along with the strong leadership in the town, Cinquera is nearing the reality that they soon will be able to 
sustain the scholarship program on their own. This is a huge accomplishment, made possible by all those that 
have donated to the scholarship fund. While poverty still exists, Cinquera is now proof of the impact education 
makes.  Education has transformed Cinquera into a safe village, free from gang activity. 
 
While we celebrate the success of Cinquera, there are many, many other communities in El Salvador that are in 
need.  San Isidro is just such a community. Its population of 10,000 people is made up of 7 small villages.  There 
is much poverty there and also gang activity, and St. Sabina has been asked to transition from sponsoring 
students in Cinquera to sponsoring students in San Isidro.  As students graduate from Cinquera, new students 
from San Isidro will be offered scholarships. The village which St. Sabina will help is called El Llano de la 
Hacienda, whose population is 1,500. San Isidro, like Cinquera, is located in Cabañas, the poorest department 
(state) in El Salvador. 
 
Like our students in Cinquera, our students in San Isidro will have to travel by bus to get to the university, which is 
about 4 hours away. They spend their weeks at school and travel home to be with their families on the weekends. 
The scholarships that St. Sabina provides help the families cover the cost of tuition, room and board, and some 
miscellaneous expenses like internet fees and bus fare.  For one student to complete one year of university 
studies, the cost is approximately $1300.  While on scholarship, the students are required to attend a monthly 
meeting and do a monthly community service project, along with maintaining their grades.   
 
The young people in El Salvador that do not have the hope of an education have very few options. Even though 
they want to remain in El Salvador, many choose to migrate to the United States to find work and to avoid being 
forced into a gang. Unfortunately, many youth are recruited by gangs at very young ages. The organization in El 
Salvador that coordinates the scholarship program, the Center for Exchange and Solidarity (CIS) states, 
“Education is the most powerful tool for the families to maintain their homes and to get out of extreme poverty.” It 
is often said that every young person that receives a scholarship is one less person that will join a gang. 
 
Our annual special collection to support our scholarship students will be held the weekend of October 1-2. You 
can also go to our website (www.stsabinaparish.org) and donate on your credit card or ACH payment at any time. 
You can sponsor a student for 1 full year or ½ year, or make a donation of any amount.  Any donation you can 
make will help.

Inmigración, Migrantes y Refugiados en las Escrituras 
San José emigró con María y Jesús a Egipto para 
proteger la vida del Niño Jesús. Se quedó allí con ellos 
trabajando en silencio y procurando su bienestar como 
lo hacen la mayoría de los inmigrantes en este país. 
Esta historia se puede encontrar en Mt. 2:13-15, 19-23. 
 

Cuando ya se habían ido, un ángel del Señor se le 
apareció en sueños a José y le dijo: «Levántate, toma 
al niño y a su madre, y huye a Egipto. Quédate allí 
hasta que yo te avise, porque Herodes va a buscar al 
niño para matarlo». Así que se levantó cuando todavía 
era de noche, tomó al niño y a su madre, y partió para 
Egipto, donde permaneció hasta la muerte de Herodes. 
De este modo se cumplió lo que el Señor había dicho 
por medio del profeta: «De Egipto llamé a mi hijo». 
 

Después de que murió Herodes, un ángel del Señor se 
le apareció en sueños a José en Egipto y le dijo: 
«Levántate, toma al niño y a su madre, y vete a la tierra 
de Israel, que ya murieron los que amenazaban con 
quitarle la vida al niño». Así que se levantó José, tomó 
al niño y a su madre, y regresó a la tierra de Israel. 
 

Otro ejemplo de las Escrituras sobre inmigrantes, 
migrantes y refugiados es cuando Nuestro Señor 
predica sobre el "Juicio de las Naciones" que se puede 
encontrar en Mateo 25:31-46. Aquí hay un extracto: 
 

Entonces dirá el Rey a los que estén a su derecha: 
“Vengan ustedes, a quienes mi Padre ha bendecido; 
reciban su herencia, el reino preparado para ustedes 
desde la creación del mundo. Porque tuve hambre, y 
ustedes me dieron de comer; tuve sed, y me dieron de 
beber; fui forastero, y me dieron alojamiento; necesité 
ropa, y me vistieron; estuve enfermo, y me atendieron; 
estuve en la cárcel, y me visitaron”. 
 

De hecho, Dios nos ha llamado a acoger a los 
inmigrantes y refugiados incluso en el Antiguo 
Testamento. En Levítico, Moisés es instruido por Dios: 
 

“Cuando algún extranjero se establezca en el país de 
ustedes, no lo traten mal. 34 Al contrario, trátenlo como 
si fuera uno de ustedes. Ámenlo como a ustedes 
mismos, porque también ustedes fueron extranjeros en 
Egipto. Yo soy el Señor y Dios de Israel.” (Lev. 19:33-
34).

St. Joseph emigrated with Mary and Jesus to Egypt to 
protect the life of Baby Jesus. He remained there with 
them quietly working and providing for their well-being 
as most all immigrants also do in this country. This story 
can be found in Mt. 2:13-15, 19-23. 
 

When they had departed, behold, the angel of the Lord 
appeared to Joseph in a dream and said, “Rise, take the 
child and his mother, flee to Egypt, and stay there until I 
tell you. Herod is going to search for the child to destroy 
him.” Joseph rose and took the child and his mother by 
night and departed for Egypt. He stayed there until the 
death of Herod, that what the Lord had said through the 
prophet might be fulfilled, “Out of Egypt I called my son.” 
 

When Herod had died, behold, the angel of the Lord 
appeared in a dream to Joseph in Egypt and said, 
“Rise, take the child and his mother and go to the land 
of Israel, for those who sought the child’s life are dead.” 
He rose, took the child and his mother, and went to the 
land of Israel. 
 

Another example from scripture about immigrants, 
migrants, and refugees is when Our Lord is preaching of 
the “Judgment of the Nations” which can be found in 
Matthew 25:31-46. Here’s an excerpt: 
 

Then the king will say to those on his right, ‘Come, you 
who are blessed by my Father. Inherit the kingdom 
prepared for you from the foundation of the world. For I 
was hungry and you gave me food, I was thirsty and 
you gave me drink, a stranger and you welcomed me, 
naked and you clothed me, ill and you cared for me, in 
prison and you visited me.’ 
 

In fact, we have been called by God to welcome 
migrants and refugees even in the Old Testament. In 
Leviticus, Moses is instructed by God: 
 

“When a stranger sojourns with you in your land, you 
shall not do him wrong. The stranger who sojourns with 
you shall be to you as the native among you, and you 
shall love him as yourself; for you were strangers in the 
land of Egypt: I am the Lord your God." (Lev. 19:33-34)
