On the first Sunday of Advent, 2018, we begin a new 
Liturgical year focused on the Gospel according to 
Luke. Hospitality towards all, especially the poor, the 
stranger, the marginalized, and those rejected, is the 
essential image of God that the Lucan Jesus 
emphasizes. These sessions will explore Luke’s gospel 
with special attention to the need for all Christians to 
model themselves on the generous welcoming and 
hospitable example that Jesus incarnates throughout 
the gospel. 
 

Through ten meal scenes, Luke's Jesus challenges us 
to come to know God and to attune ourselves to Jesus' 
way of relating and interacting with all. Like Jesus, we 
are called to be hospitable and welcoming towards all. 
In these sessions, we will examine what hospitality 
meant at the time of Jesus, the cultural aspects of 
meals in the first century, and how that context 
continues to affect our understanding of Eucharist and 
of the hospitality required of every follower of Christ.

In all instances, such 
divisions have resulted in mutual accusations, 
regrettable name-calling, slander, prejudice and non-
communication, not to mention a great deal of 
violence and death. Vatican II participants, inspired by 
Pope John XXIII, sought to correct this scandal by 
advocating unity with our Christian brothers and 
sisters, recognizing that we all claim to be followers of 
Christ. By focusing on what we have in common, 
which is greater than what separates us, the council 
participants moved the church toward mutual 
dialogue, leading to understanding, respect and 
cooperation with our Christian brothers and sisters. 
Our Ecumenical relationships have increased 
tremendously since the council and they continue to 
grow and develop to this very day. Make time to view 
this week's DYK video and reflect on how the issue of 
Ecumenism is important for today's church and for 
your own experience of and relationship with other 
Christians.

El Salvador Scholarship Appeal 
On the weekend of October 6-7 we will have our annual 
appeal for the university students in Cinquera, El 
Salvador.  
 

Cinquera is a small town of 800 people, who totally 
rebuilt their town after the civil war ended in 1992.  The 
majority of the families in Cinquera live in poverty, and 
their only hope for financial stability is to have one child 
graduate from university and find employment.   
 

Along with our students in Cinquera, we also have 
students that live in the very rural communities that lie 
just outside of Cinquera.  Often the students that live in 
these communities do not have running water or indoor 
bathrooms. Most families in these rural areas make a 
living from farming.  
 

With the help from St. Sabina, eleven young people are 
attending university.  While on scholarship, the students 
are required to attend a monthly meeting and do a 
monthly community service project.  In Cinquera there is 
a forest reserve, and many of the community projects 
are centered around this reserve, working to keep it 
clean. Other projects involve the scholarship students 
teaching the younger children of Cinquera certain skills, 
such as English, math, or sports. 
 

Most of our students in Cinquera go to university in San 
Salvador, which is a 3-hour bus ride from Cinquera.  
Their scholarships help to provide an apartment for the 
students to live in during the week.  All of the students 
come home each weekend to be with their families and 
to attend the required meetings and community service 
projects. 
 

For one student to complete one year of university 
studies, the cost is approximately $1300.  This cost 
covers their tuition, apartment, and helps to cover a few 
incidental costs like internet access and bus fare. 
 

Last January we sent a 6-person delegation to El 
Salvador to meet our scholarship students and to learn 
about the difficulties faced by the people there.  With 
generous donations like yours, we hope to continue to 
help the students there. Their hope is to graduate, take 
care of their families, find work in their communities, and 
stay in El Salvador to continue to re-shape their country. 
 

Along with sending money to cover the university costs 
of our students, we are also trying to raise funds to bring 
2 students to St. Sabina every 2 or 3 years.  By having 
the students visit our parish community, all of our 
parishioners that attend Mass on weekends have a 
chance to meet and know personally at least one or two 
of our students.  This helps immensely to build our 
relationship between the students and the parishioners.  
 

Each year Fr. Jeff personally donates his Chiefs season 
tickets for a raffle as his way to raise funds for our 
students. Please join him generously in supporting our 
students in El Salvador by making a donation at our 
second collection on October 6-7.

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Responsorial Psalm 19 is part of a 
psalm collection known as wisdom 
psalms. The goal of wisdom is to live 
a good life by observing Torah, the 
guidance God has given us on our 
life journey. Psalm 19 has three 
stanzas, with two very distinct parts. 
The first part, verses 2-7 is a hymn to 

the sun, praising God for all that the sun does in offering 
light, warmth, growth, fertility, day and night. All this is a 
mere reflection of God’s goodness to us with praise as 
the only appropriate response. 
 
The second part, verses 8-12, praises God for the 
gift of Torah. What the sun does for creation, the 
Law does for the people. The final verses, 13-15, are an 
examination of conscience, asking God’s help in our 
own willful failure to observe the Law, along with help in 
being attuned to our inadvertent failings. The psalm 
ends by calling upon God, our rock and redeemer, 
to be our constant help and guide. 
 
Jews see biblical Torah as consisting of directives 
for living a full covenant relationship with God. The 
Law reflects divine attributes, and is the instrument 
through which one encounters God. Fidelity to the Law 
enables one to be conformed to God, striving for Godlike
-ness in all things. This Sunday’s psalm verses 
continually praise God for the many benefits the 
people receive through the Law. The refrain 
captures this praise: “The precepts of the Lord give 
joy to the heart.” From this lens we can view the 
other readings. 
 
All three readings speak of what is required to live a 
life conformed to God. The selection from Numbers 
tells of God’s desire for sharing the spirit with those 
appointed by the community to help Moses guide 
the people. Two who were not appointed somehow 
share that same spirit of God and prophesy. Joshua 
wants Moses to stop them for they were not part of the 
appointed group. But Moses 
takes on the openness of God 
as he hopes for the day “when 
all the people of the Lord were 
prophets.” Thus whoever 
prophesies in the name of 
the Lord, should not be 
prevented from doing so 
simply because they have 
not been properly 
processed. Such is the 
expanse and openness of 
God. Attuning oneself to the 
Law teaches one to be God-
like. 
 

Mark’s gospel reflects a similar incident. John wants 
to prevent someone who is driving out demons in Jesus’ 
name simply because he is not one of Jesus’ inner 
circle. Jesus, like Moses, takes on the viewpoint of God 
by again pointing to the openness and expanse of 
God. “ Whoever is not against us is for us”  is a direct 
challenge to the in-group mentality. God can use 
anyone, even opponents, to carry out the mission of 
Jesus. 
 
We, the supposed in-group, must not become 
obstacles to the mission of Jesus. Mark’s Jesus 
warns that such can occur if we create offense and 
scandal to others. The hyperbole of cutting things off is 
not meant to be taken literally but rather figuratively 
in that we are to separate ourselves from anything 
that would prevent us from being like God. 
 
The second reading from James provides yet another 
possible obstacle to being like God. Greedy attachment 
to wealth can be a huge obstacle. James is not 
against wealth, but if it prevents us from being like 
God, then we need to cut ourselves off from it, else 
we risk separating ourselves from God. 
 
How can we know if we are being like God? The 
psalm refrain calls us back to the reality that: “The 
precepts of the Lord give joy to the heart.” The last 
psalm verses ask God’s help in becoming aware of 
the willful sins and the unknown faults that could 
prevent us from being like God. 
 
Let us pray that God continues to be our rock and our 
redeemer, such that by attuning ourselves to God’s Law, 
we attune ourselves to God. This week, ask God for the 
strength and courage to put away anything and 
everything that prevents us from taking on the mind 
and heart of God, uniquely expressed for us as 
Christians in the person of Jesus.

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El Salmo responsorial 18 es 
parte de una colección de 
salmos conocida como salmos 
de sabiduría. El objetivo de la 
sabiduría es vivir una buena 
vida al observar la Torá, la guía 
que Dios nos ha dado en 
nuestro viaje de vida. El Salmo 
18 tiene tres estrofas, con dos 
partes muy distintas. La primera 
parte, versos 2-7 es un himno al 

sol, alabando a Dios por todo lo que el sol hace al 
ofrecer luz, calor, crecimiento, fertilidad, día y noche. 
Todo esto es un mero reflejo de la bondad de Dios 
hacia nosotros con alabanza como la única respuesta 
apropiada. 
 
La segunda parte, los versos 8-12, alaban a Dios por 
el don de la Torá. Lo que el sol hace por la creación, 
la Ley lo hace por el pueblo. Los versos finales, 13-15, 
son un examen de conciencia, pidiendo la ayuda de 
Dios en nuestro propio incumplimiento deliberado de la 
Ley, junto con la ayuda para estar en sintonía con 
nuestras fallas inadvertidas. El salmo termina al invocar 
a Dios, nuestra roca y redentor, para que sea 
nuestra ayuda y guía constante. 
 
Los judíos consideran que la Torá bíblica consiste 
en directrices para vivir una relación de pacto total 
con Dios. La Ley refleja los atributos divinos, y es el 
instrumento a través del cual uno encuentra a Dios. La 
fidelidad a la Ley le permite a uno ser conformado a 
Dios, esforzándose por la semejanza a Dios en todas 
las cosas. Los versos del salmo de este domingo 
alaban continuamente a Dios por los muchos 
beneficios que la gente recibe a través de la ley. El 
estribillo capta esta alabanza: "Los mandatos del 
Señor alegran el corazón". Desde esta lente 
podemos ver las otras lecturas. 
 
Las tres lecturas hablan de lo que se requiere para 
vivir una vida conformada a Dios. La selección de 
Números habla del deseo de Dios de compartir el 
espíritu con aquellos designados por la comunidad 
para ayudar a Moisés a guiar a la gente. Dos que no 
fueron nombrados de alguna manera comparten el 
mismo espíritu de Dios y profetizan. Josué quiere que 
Moisés los detenga porque no eran parte del grupo 
designado. Pero Moisés toma la actitud receptiva de 
Dios mientras espera "que todo el pueblo del Señor 
fuera profeta". Así, quienquiera que profetice en el 
nombre del Señor, no se le debe impedir hacerlo 
simplemente porque no han sido apropiadamente 
procesada. Tal es la extensión y apertura de Dios. 
Sintonizarse a la Ley le enseña a uno a ser como Dios. 
 
El evangelio de Marcos refleja un incidente similar. 
Juan quiere evitar a alguien que está expulsando 

demonios en el nombre de Jesús simplemente porque 
no es uno del círculo más cercano a Jesús. Jesús, 
como Moisés, toma el punto de vista de Dios al 
señalar nuevamente la apertura y expansión de 
Dios. "Todo aquél que no está contra nosotros, está 
a nuestro favor" es un desafío directo a la mentalidad 
grupal. Dios puede usar a cualquiera, incluso 
oponentes, para llevar a cabo la misión de Jesús. 
 
Nosotros, el supuesto grupo importante, no 
debemos convertirnos en obstáculos para la misión 
de Jesús. El Jesús de Marcos advierte que eso 
puede ocurrir si creamos ofensas y escándalos a otros. 
La hipérbole de cortar cosas no debe tomarse 
literalmente, sino figurativamente, en el sentido de 
que debemos separarnos de cualquier cosa que nos 
impida ser como Dios. 
 
La segunda lectura de Santiago proporciona otro 
obstáculo posible para ser como Dios. El apego 
codicioso a la riqueza puede ser un gran obstáculo. 
Santiago no está en contra de la riqueza, pero si 
nos impide ser como Dios, entonces tenemos que 
aislarnos de ella, de lo contrario corremos el riesgo 
de separarnos de Dios. 
 
¿Cómo podemos saber si estamos siendo como 
Dios? El estribillo del salmo nos devuelve a la 
realidad de que: "Los mandatos del Señor alegran el 
corazón". Los últimos versos del salmo le piden a Dios 
la ayuda de darse cuenta de los pecados 
voluntarios y las faltas desconocidas que se 
podrían impedir ser como Dios. 
 
Oremos para que Dios continúe siendo nuestra roca y 
nuestro redentor, de tal manera que al ponernos en 
sintonía con la Ley de Dios, nos sintonicemos con Dios. 
Esta semana, pídele a Dios la fuerza y el valor para 
guardar todo lo que nos impida asumir la mente y el 
corazón de Dios, expresado únicamente para 
nosotros como cristianos en la persona de Jesús.
