Stranger 
The Gospel According to Luke and Its Challenge to 
All Christians

On the first Sunday of Advent, 2018, we begin a new 
Liturgical year focused on the Gospel according to 
Luke. Hospitality towards all, especially the poor, the 
stranger, the marginalized, and those rejected, is the 
essential image of God that the Lucan Jesus 
emphasizes. These sessions will explore Luke’s gospel 
with special attention to the need for all Christians to 
model themselves on the generous welcoming and 
hospitable example that Jesus incarnates throughout 
the gospel. 
 

Through ten meal scenes, Luke's Jesus challenges us 
to come to know God and to attune ourselves to Jesus' 
way of relating and interacting with all. Like Jesus, we 
are called to be hospitable and welcoming towards all. 
In these sessions, we will examine what hospitality 
meant at the time of Jesus, the cultural aspects of 
meals in the first century, and how that context 
continues to affect our understanding of Eucharist and 
of the hospitality required of every follower of Christ.

10 Facts about Blood Donations 
1. Children being treated for cancer, premature 

infants, and children having heart surgery need 
blood and platelets from donors of all types.  

2. Anemic patients need blood transfusions to 
increase their iron levels.  

3. Cancer, transplant and trauma patients and patients 
undergoing open -heart surgery require platelet 
transfusions to survive.  

4. Sickle cell disease is an inherited disease that 
affects more than 80,000 people in the United 
States, 98% of whom are of African descent. Some 
patients with complications from severe sickle cell 
disease receive blood transfusions every month – 
up to 4 pints at a time.  

5. In the days following the September 11 attacks, a 
half a million people donated blood.  

6. Females receive 53% of blood transfused; males 
receive 47%.  

7. 94% of all blood donors are registered voters.  
8. 60% of the US population is eligible to donate – 

only 5% do on a yearly basis.  
9. 17% of non-donors cite “never thought about it” as 

the main reason for not giving, while 15% say 
they’re “too busy.” The #1 reason donors say     
they give is because they “want to help others.”  

10. After donating blood, you replace these red blood 
cells within 3 to 4 weeks. It takes eight weeks to 
restore the iron lost after donating.

This Week’s Do 
You Know Video: 
As we continue our 
series on the key 
principles of the 
Second Vatican Council, this week's video addresses 
the principle of Religious Freedom. For many 
centuries, the Catholic church was not comfortable at 
all with religious freedom, especially since the 
Protestant Reformation. The Catholic church believed 
itself to be the only true and legitimate religion and 
that all other religious expressions were wrong and 
did not lead to salvation. Since "error has no rights" 
the church insisted that world governments were to 
support and defend the truth of the church against all 
other religious expressions, even in countries where 
Catholicism was a minority religion. Vatican II 
participants, especially the US bishops, insisted that 
the best manner of operating was to separate church 
and state and to allow religious freedom of expression 
to all. Led by theologians like Jesuit John Courtney 
Murray, the bishop eventually approved the 
Declaration on Religious Freedom, Dignitatis 
Humanae. It clearly and boldly affirmed that each 
person has a God-given human dignity and right to 
freely choose each one's path to God without any 
coercions from any group, political, religious or 
otherwise. This right, enshrined in our American way 
of life, is now enshrined in official Catholic Vatican II 
teaching. Make time to view this week's DYK video to 
learn the fairly radical nature of the Vatican II principle 
of Religious Freedom, and how it continues to impact 
us to this day.

El Salvador Scholarship Appeal 
On the weekend of October 6-7 we will have our annual 
appeal for the university students in Cinquera, El 
Salvador.  
 

Cinquera is a small town of 800 people, who totally 
rebuilt their town after the civil war ended in 1992.  The 
majority of the families in Cinquera live in poverty, and 
their only hope for financial stability is to have one child 
graduate from university and find employment.   
 

Along with our students in Cinquera, we also have 
students that live in the very rural communities that lie 
just outside of Cinquera.  Often the students that live in 
these communities do not have running water or indoor 
bathrooms. Most families in these rural areas make a 
living from farming.  
 

With the help from St. Sabina, eleven young people are 
attending university.  While on scholarship, the students 
are required to attend a monthly meeting and do a 
monthly community service project.  In Cinquera there is 
a forest reserve, and many of the community projects 
are centered around this reserve, working to keep it 
clean. Other projects involve the scholarship students 
teaching the younger children of Cinquera certain skills, 
such as English, math, or sports. 
 

Most of our students in Cinquera go to university in San 
Salvador, which is a 3-hour bus ride from Cinquera.  
Their scholarships help to provide an apartment for the 
students to live in during the week.  All of the students 
come home each weekend to be with their families and 
to attend the required meetings and community service 
projects. 
 

For one student to complete one year of university 
studies, the cost is approximately $1300.  This cost 
covers their tuition, apartment, and helps to cover a few 
incidental costs like internet access and bus fare. 
 

Last January we sent a 6-person delegation to El 
Salvador to meet our scholarship students and to learn 
about the difficulties faced by the people there.  With 
generous donations like yours, we hope to continue to 
help the students there. Their hope is to graduate, take 
care of their families, find work in their communities, and 
stay in El Salvador to continue to re-shape their country. 
 

Along with sending money to cover the university costs 
of our students, we are also trying to raise funds to bring 
2 students to St. Sabina every 2 or 3 years.  By having 
the students visit our parish community, all of our 
parishioners that attend Mass on weekends have a 
chance to meet and know personally at least one or two 
of our students.  This helps immensely to build our 
relationship between the students and the parishioners.  
 

Each year Fr. Jeff personally donates his Chiefs season 
tickets for a raffle as his way to raise funds for our 
students. Please join him generously in supporting our 
students in El Salvador by making a donation at our 
second collection on October 6-7.  
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“And immediately the man’s ears were opened, his 
speech impediment was removed, and he spoke 

plainly.  He ordered them not to tell anyone.  But the 
more he ordered them not to, the more they 

proclaimed it.  They were exceedingly astonished and 
they said, ‘He has done all things well.  He makes the 

deaf hear and the mute speak.’” 
James 1: 22, 27 

The Gospel reading from Mark demonstrates the 
connection between hospitality and service. In this 
passage we find Jesus on the go, and “people 
brought to Him a deaf man who had a speech 
impediment and begged Him to lay His hand on him.” 
These people had already heard the Good News that 
Jesus was preaching.  In response, they reached out 
to a man who literally could not hear and brought him 
close to Jesus so that he could receive the Good 
News, too. This is true service and hospitality at its 
finest.  Jesus responds immediately with a 
miraculous healing. He blessed those whose service 
and hospitality had made this encounter possible, 
confirming their faith to such an extent that they could 
not stop themselves from proclaiming the wonder 
they had witnessed.  This week, let’s challenge 
ourselves to step out of our comfort zone to reach out 
to someone who needs to hear the Good News of 
Jesus. We may just find ourselves astonished at what 
miracles He accomplishes! — See more at

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On this Twenty-third Sunday in Ordinary Time the 
readings invite us to see the “work” of God that is 
constantly operative among us. In healing the deaf 
man with the speech impediment, Jesus highlights 
God’s relation to all humanity. Just like the deaf man, we 
are all challenged to “ephphatha,” to be open to 
God’s work so powerfully evident among us. 
 

One might say that there is little evidence of God’s 
marvelous work in a time of economic disparity, 
violence, war, injustice, migrant parents separated from 
their children, greed, global warming and many other 
social ills that befall us. Yet, this is the challenge of 
today’s readings, namely to go deeper and see 
things in a more hopeful, trusting manner. 
 

Mark’s gospel and the other readings challenge us 
to see beyond appearances and to examine the 
events of life from the perspective of God rather 
than from our limited viewpoint. In doing so, then we 
too can sing joyfully the refrain of responsorial Psalm 
146, “Praise the Lord, my soul!” 
 

Isaiah, in the first reading, addresses those “whose 
hearts are frightened.” Today we experience many 
people whose hearts are frightened because of gun 
violence, world instability, hurricanes and floods 
due to global warming, and just basic inhumanity to 
our migrant brothers and sisters in need. Global 
warming has devastated the lives of many people and 
neighborhoods in our country and most especially 
around the world. Many feel powerless in the face of 
political and religious divides that cause groups to 
demonize the other, leading to anger, hatred and 
violence. Lives are terrorized or destroyed in an instant 
when someone wields a gun and creates fear, havoc 
and death. Many despair of ever having peace and 
security in living out their lives. To these people and 
situations, Isaiah boldly proclaims that God has not 
forgotten them, and that God “comes with 
vindication and divine recompense to save you.” 
 

If we trust in God and 
continue to deepen our 
relationship, we will see 
with new eyes, and 
experience life in new ways 
that will ultimately be life-
giving and fulfilling. Our 
blindness will be removed, our 
hearing will be more attuned, 
we will speak with clarity, and 
the deserts of our lives will 
bloom again. Such rich 
images take away fright and 
promote trust in an ever-
faithful God who is always 
ready to help. 

 

Responsorial Psalm 146 reprises the image of God 
who “keeps faith forever” and who “raises up those 
who were bowed down” while “securing justice for 
the oppressed” and “setting the captives free.” With 
hopeful hearts and grateful trust in our loving God, we 
shout out in response, “Praise the Lord, my soul!” 
 

The reading from the letter of James challenges us 
not to judge by appearances but to see things more 
deeply, looking into the heart. God does not judge 
by externals like power and wealth, something that we 
easily succumb to in our dealings. Rather God loves all, 
especially the poor, the powerless, the migrant, the 
stranger and the foreigner. Those who have nothing 
often find it easier to trust in a loving, caring God. God 
demands that we too be attuned to those that most 
need our care and support. This is the Christian 
obligation towards all, and today most especially 
toward migrants fleeing violence and danger. God 
often uses the poor to show all of us how to rely on God 
with complete confidence. 
 

The family of the deaf man in the gospel reaches out to 
Jesus with trust and confidence. Jesus heals the man’s 
deafness along with his speech impediment. The man 
can hear clearly and speak plainly. The external cure is 
a sign of the internal attitude that Jesus desires of 
the man and the whole crowd. Jesus asks all who 
have experienced the miracle to understand that 
God is faithful and does care for all. 
 

This week, no matter the fears, the hurt or the 
insecurity all around you, challenge yourself to trust 
in a loving and caring God who is always concerned 
about us, no matter what our situation in life may be. 
May this new school year and this new year of ministry 
to God’s people be one of hearing more deeply and 
speaking more plainly about God’s mighty works made 
manifest and active in our daily lives.

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En este Vigésimo Tercer Domingo 
del Tiempo Ordinario las lecturas 
nos invitan a ver las obras de 
Dios que operan constantemente 
entre nosotros. Al curar al sordo 
con el traba de lengua, Jesús 
resalta la relación de Dios con toda 
la humanidad. Al igual que el sordo, 
todos tenemos el desafío de 
"effetá", de estar abiertos a las 
obras de Dios tan poderosamente 
evidentes entre nosotros. 
 

Se podría decir que hay poca 
evidencia del maravilloso trabajo de 
Dios en un tiempo de desigualdad 
económica, violencia, guerra, 
injusticia, padres migrantes 
separados de sus hijos, avaricia, 
calentamiento global y muchas otras 
enfermedades sociales que nos 
sobrevienen. Sin embargo, este es 
el desafío de las lecturas de hoy, 
es decir, profundizar y ver las 
cosas de una manera más 
esperanzada y confiable. 
 

El evangelio de Marcos y las otras 
lecturas nos desafían a ver más 
allá de las apariencias y a 
examinar los eventos de la vida 
desde la perspectiva de Dios en 
lugar de nuestro punto de vista 
limitado. Al hacerlo, entonces 
nosotros también podemos cantar 
con alegría el estribillo del Salmo 
responsorial 145, "Alaba, alma mía, 
al Señor”. 
 

En la primera lectura, Isaías se 
dirige a “los de corazón apocado". 
Hoy nos encontramos a muchas 
personas de corazón apocado por 
la violencia armada, la 
inestabilidad mundial, los 
huracanes y las inundaciones 
debido al calentamiento global, y 
la inhumanidad básica de 
nuestros hermanos y hermanas 
migrantes necesitados. El 
calentamiento global ha devastado 
la vida de muchas personas y 
vecindarios en nuestro país y 
especialmente en todo el mundo. 
Muchos se sienten impotentes 
frente a las divisiones políticas y 
religiosas que hacen que los grupos 
demonicen al otro, lo que lleva a la 

ira, el odio y la violencia. Las vidas 
son aterrorizadas o destruidas en un 
instante cuando alguien empuña un 
arma y crea miedo, estragos y 
muerte. Muchos se desesperan por 
tener paz y seguridad al vivir sus 
vidas. A estas personas y 
situaciones, Isaías audazmente 
proclama que Dios no los ha 
olvidado, y que Dios "vengador y 
justiciero, viene ya para 
salvarlos". 
 

Si confiamos en Dios y 
continuamos profundizando 
nuestra relación, lo veremos con 
ojos nuevos y experimentaremos 
la vida de maneras nuevas que 
finalmente darán vida y serán 
plenas. Nuestra ceguera será 
eliminada, nuestra audiencia estará 
más sintonizada, hablaremos con 
claridad y los desiertos de nuestras 
vidas florecerán nuevamente. Tales 
imágenes enriquecedoras quitan el 
miedo y promueven la confianza en 
un Dios siempre fiel que siempre 
está listo para ayudar. 
 

El Salmo responsorial 145 retoma 
la imagen de Dios que "mantiene 
su fidelidad perpetuamente" y 
que "endereza a los que ya se 
doblan" mientras "hace justicia a 
los oprimidos" y "libera a los 
cautivos". Con corazones 
esperanzados y confianza 
agradecida en nuestro Dios 
amoroso, gritamos en respuesta, 
"Alaba, alma mía, al Señor". 
 

La lectura de la carta de Santiago 
nos desafía a no juzgar por las 
apariencias, sino a ver las 
cosas más profundamente, 
mirando al corazón. Dios no 
juzga por factores externos 
como el poder y la riqueza, 
algo que sucumbimos 
fácilmente en nuestros tratos. 
Más bien, Dios ama a todos, 
especialmente a los pobres, a 
los débiles, a los inmigrantes y 
a los extranjeros. Muchas 
veces, a los que no tienen 
nada se les resulta más fácil 
confiar en un Dios amoroso y 
afectuoso. Dios exige que 

nosotros también estemos 
sintonizados con aquellos que 
más necesitan nuestro cuidado y 
apoyo. Esta es la obligación 
cristiana para todos, y hoy en 
especial para los migrantes que 
huyen de la violencia y el peligro. 
Muchas veces, Dios usa a los 
pobres para mostrarnos a todos 
cómo confiar en Dios con confianza 
total. 
 

La familia del sordo en el evangelio 
se acerca a Jesús con confianza. 
Jesús sana la sordera del hombre y 
también su traba de lengua. El 
hombre puede oír claramente y 
hablar claramente. La cura externa 
es un signo de la actitud interna 
que Jesús desea del hombre y de 
toda la multitud. Jesús pide a 
todos los que han experimentado 
el milagro que entiendan que Dios 
es fiel y se preocupa por todos. 
 

Esta semana, sin importar los 
miedos, el dolor o la inseguridad 
a su alrededor, desafíese a sí 
mismo a confiar en un Dios 
amoroso y afectuoso que siempre 
está preocupado por nosotros, 
sin importar cuál sea nuestra 
situación en la vida. Que este 
nuevo año escolar y este nuevo año 
de ministerio al pueblo de Dios sea 
uno de los que escuche más 
profundamente y hable más claro 
acerca de las obras poderosas de 
Dios que se han manifestado y 
hechos activos en nuestra vida 
diaria.

10 Hechos sobre Donaciones de Sangre 
1. Los niños que reciben tratamiento para el cáncer, 

los bebés prematuros y los niños que se someten a 
una cirugía de corazón necesitan sangre y 
plaquetas de donantes de todo tipo. 

2. Los pacientes anémicos necesitan transfusiones de 
sangre para aumentar sus niveles de hierro. 

3. Los pacientes con cáncer, trasplantes y 
traumatismos y los pacientes sometidos a cirugía 
de corazón abierto requieren transfusiones de 
plaquetas para sobrevivir. 

4. La anemia falciforme es una enfermedad 
hereditaria que afecta a más de 80,000 personas 
en los Estados Unidos, el 98% de las cuales son 
afrodescendientes. Algunos pacientes con 
complicaciones de la enfermedad severa reciben 
transfusiones de sangre cada mes, hasta 2 litros a 
la vez. 

5. En los días posteriores a los ataques del 11 de 
septiembre, medio millón de personas donaron 
sangre. 

6. Las mujeres reciben el 53% de las transfusiones de 
sangre; los hombres reciben el 47%. 

7. El 94% de todos los donantes de sangre son 
votantes registrados. 

8. El 60% de la población de EE. UU. es elegible para 
donar: solo el 5% lo hace anualmente. 

9. El 17% de los no donantes citan "nunca lo han 
pensado" como la razón principal para no dar, 
mientras que el 15% dicen que están "demasiado 
ocupados". La razón número 1 que los donantes 
dicen que dan es porque "quieren ayudar a otros". " 

10. Después de donar sangre, su cuerpo reemplaza 
estos glóbulos rojos dentro de 3 a 4 semanas. Se 
necesitan ocho semanas para restaurar la pérdida 
de hierro después de la donación.
