This Week’s Do You Know Video:

With the official end of the Lenten season on the
evening of Holy Thursday, we begin the Triduum, a
single three-day liturgy commemorating the Last
Supper along with the passion, death and resurrection
of Jesus. The Triduum liturgy begins with the
celebration of the Lord's Supper on Holy Thursday
evening and ends with the celebration of the Lord's
resurrection at the Easter Vigil, extending into Easter
Sunday evening. During these three days, we do ritual
actions that are unique to the Triduum. On Holy
Thursday we commemorate the Eucharist along with
our baptismal call to service of each other through the
washing of the feett On Good Friday, we
commemorate the Lord's passion and death, by
refraining from Mass, proclaiming the passion
narrative, praying for all God's people, reverencing the
wood of the cross and receiving communion. Holy
Saturday becomes a reflective time recalling Jesus in
the tomb, culminating in the celebration of Jesus'
Resurrection with the ritual celebration of the Easter
Vigil on Holy Saturday night. New fire, new Christ
Candle, a scripture recounting of the history of
salvation, baptisms, confirmations and Eucharist, and a
final Alleluia to celebrate the fact that we are Easter
people -- are all key elements of the Easter Vigil. Make
time to view this week's DYK video and let it help you
enter more fully into the celebration of our annual
Triduum.

Did You Know- There are lots of options for creating a
home gym. Use these tips to set up your at-home
exercise routine and workout space.

1.Choose a location. Designate and declutter a spot in

your home for your workouts. Don't automatically pick

your basement or garage. If it's not an appealing space,
you won't want to spend a lot of time there.

2.Locate the necessities. Look around your house for

these items and get your workout started.

e Water Bottles, Detergent Bottles —Stock up on
laundry detergent and use these for your five-pound
lifts, since the average 72-ounce bottle weighs about
five pounds. The best part of this dumbbell
replacement, comfortable handles! Once you've
used up your detergent, simply refill with water and
presto: perfect weights.

e Towels — Build, tone and strengthen your shoulders
with a towel. To do this: Bring arms over your head
and pull each end of the towel and pull from for
resistance. You can also use your towel to stretch

and give you a little more resistance and stretch.

e Robe Ties or Nylons — Use these as resistance
bands. The robe ties will give more resistance.

e Chair — Great for toning triceps with tricep dips and
inclined push ups.

e Stairs — Are great for running up and down and
strengthening calf muscles with toe lifts.

¢ Wall — Holding squats (pretending like you are sitting
in a chair and standing with back against wall) to
tone upper legs.

e PVC Pipe or broom handle — For balancing
exercises and to make a more challenging lunge
workout!

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Reflection on the Readings

As the coronavirus pandemic sweeps our nation
and the world, we, as Christians, now enter the
Easter Season of joy, resurrection and new life. The
reality that surrounds us may not lead us to see joy and
new life in the midst of so much suffering and death.
Yet, we are Easter people who believe that God can
and does bring new life and meaning out of life’s
most dire circumstances, including the suffering
and death of the coronavirus pandemic.

Psalm 118, the thematic psalm for the entire Easter
Season, beautifully affirms the reality of Easter in its
refrain, “This is the day the Lord has made; let us
rejoice and be glad in it.” Easter is The Day of the
entire liturgical year. The liturgical year leads up to
Easter and flows from Easter. This is the day in which
“the right hand of the Lord has struck with power,” and
the day on which “the stone which the builders rejected
has become the cornerstone.” Do we as Christians
truly believe in God’s power operative on our
behalf?

Easter is so significant for Christians that we
celebrate for fifty days. The introduction to the Roman
Missal states that: “The fifty days from Easter Sunday to
Pentecost are celebrated as one feast day, sometimes
called ‘the great Sunday.” In the fifth century, St.
John Chrysostom called upon all Christians to
celebrate Easter with great joy and enthusiasm:

Come you all: Enter into the joy of our Lord.
You the first and you the last, receive alike your
reward; you rich and you poor, dance together;
you sober and you weaklings, celebrate the day;
you who have kept the fast and you who have
not, rejoice today. The table is richly loaded:
enjoy its royal banquet. The calf is a fatted one:
let no one go away hungry. All of you enjoy the
banquet of faith; all of you receive the riches
of his goodness.

The readings for Easter Sunday remain the same
every year. During these fifty days, the first reading,
usually taken from the Old Testament, is now
replaced by selections from the Acts of the
Apostles. This shift helps us focus on the reaction of
the early communities of believers to the resurrected
Christ, along with their enthusiasm and passion for
mission in response to the gift of the Spirit. We are
called to generate that same enthusiasm and
passion in our day and circumstances of life.

The first reading from Acts narrates a portion of
Peter’'s sermons to the early communities of
believers which speaks of the Easter events, and
what those events mean for all humanity. These
early communities responded with enthusiasm and joy

to the commission that Jesus gave them through the
power of the Spirit to testify and witness to Jesus as the
long awaited messiah, and as “judge of the living and
the dead.” Peter shares the great joy they have
experienced in Jesus with all people when he
affirms that “everyone who believes in him will
receive forgiveness of sin through his name.” “Let
us rejoice and be glad.”

The letter to the Colossians stresses that in the
Risen Christ we are called to a new mindset, a new
worldview and a new way of acting. By committing
ourselves to the risen Christ, we die to our old selves
and seek only what is above, the mind and heart of
Christ. Persisting in our union with Christ, we too
will rise in glory, and be ever united with God in
Christ. While we may not feel like it, we are
nevertheless called to “rejoice and be glad.”

The Resurrection account from John’s gospel has
Peter and “the other disciple whom Jesus loved,”
rushing out to the tomb to see for themselves Mary
Magdalene’s empty tomb report. Upon arriving, both
look in but only “the disciple whom Jesus loved” sees,
understands and believes. John emphasizes that belief
in the Risen Lord is not just a matter of head knowledge
but deeply involves the heart. Only a deep love
relationship with the Lord ultimately leads to belief
and acceptance of realities beyond human
understanding.

We are “resurrection people” and today is “our day.” Do
we really believe in the full reality of the
resurrection, that God can bring new life and
meaning out of this deadly pandemic we are
currently experiencing? Only a deep Ilove
relationship with God can make it happen. Today,
find time to deepen your love relationship with the Lord.
A blessed and happy Easter to all.

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Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

Mientras la pandemia del coronavirus pase por
nuestra nacion y todo el mundo, nosotros, como
cristianos, ahora entramos en la temporada de
Pascua de alegria, resurreccion y nueva vida. La
realidad que nos rodea puede no llevarnos a ver alegria
y nueva vida en medio de tanto sufrimiento y muerte.
Sin embargo, somos personas de Pascua que
creemos que Dios puede, y si trae nueva vida y
significado a las circunstancias mas graves de la
vida, incluido el sufrimiento y la muerte de la
pandemia del coronavirus.

El Salmo 117, el salmo tematico de toda la
temporada de Pascua, afirma maravillosamente la
realidad de la Pascua en su estribillo: "Este es el dia
en que actué el Sefior: sea nuestra alegria y nuestro
gozo". La Pascua es el Dia de todo el afio liturgico. El
afo liturgico conduce a la Pascua y fluye de la Pascua.
Este es el dia en que "la diestra del Sefior es
poderosa", y el dia en que "la piedra que desecharon
los arquitectos, es ahora la piedra angular". { Nosotros
como cristianos realmente creemos en el poder
operativo de Dios a nuestro nombre?

La Pascua es tan significativa para los cristianos
que celebramos durante cincuenta dias. La
introduccion al Misal Romano afirma que: "Los
cincuenta dias desde el Domingo de Pascua hasta el
Pentecostés se celebran como un dia festivo, a veces
llamado "el Gran Domingo". En el siglo V, San Juan
Cris6stomo llamoé a todos los cristianos a celebrar
la Pascua con gran alegria y entusiasmo:

Vengan todos: entren en el gozo de nuestro
Sefor. Tu, el primero y tu el ultimo, reciban
igualmente sus recompensas; Ricos y pobres,
bailen juntos; Sobrios y débiles, celebren el dia;
Los que mantuvieron el ayuno y los que no,
regocijen hoy. La mesa es ricamente cargada:
disfruten de su banquete real. El becerro es un
becerro gordo: no dejen que nadie se vaya con
hambre. Todos ustedes disfruten del
banquete de la fe; Todos ustedes reciban las
riquezas de su bondad.

Las lecturas para el Domingo de Pascua son las
mismas cada afo. Durante estos cincuenta dias, la
primera lectura, usualmente tomada del Antiguo
Testamento, ahora es reemplazada por selecciones
de los Hechos de los Apostoles. Este cambio nos
ayuda a enfocarnos en la reaccion de las primeras
comunidades de creyentes al Cristo resucitado, junto
con su entusiasmo y pasién por la misidén en respuesta
al don del Espiritu. Estamos llamados a generar ese
mismo entusiasmo y pasidon en nuestros dias y
circunstancias de la vida.

La primera lectura de los Hechos narra una parte de
los sermones de Pedro a las primeras comunidades
de creyentes que habla de los acontecimientos de
Pascua, y lo que esos acontecimientos significan

para toda la humanidad. Estas comunidades
primitivas respondieron con entusiasmo y alegria a la
comisién que Jesus les dio a través del poder del
Espiritu para testificar y testimoniar a Jesus como el
mesias esperado y como "juez de vivos y muertos".
Pedro comparte la gran alegria que experimentaron
en Jesus con toda la gente cuando afirma "que
cuantos creen en él reciben, por su medio, el
perdén de los pecados”. Que "sea nuestra alegria y
nuestro gozo".

La carta a los Colosenses enfatiza que en Cristo
resucitado estamos Illamados a wuna nueva
mentalidad, una nueva cosmovisién y una nueva
forma de actuar. Al comprometernos con el Cristo
resucitado, morimos a nosotros mismos y buscamos
solamente lo que esta arriba, la mente y el corazéon de
Cristo. Persistiendo en nuestra union con Cristo,
también nosotros resucitaremos en gloria, y
estaremos siempre unidos con Dios en Cristo. Si
bien es posible que no tengamos ganas, estamos
llamados a regocijarnos y alegrarnos.

El relato de la Resurreccion del Evangelio de Juan
tiene a Pedro y al “otro discipulo a quien Jesus
amaba", corriendo hacia el sepulcro para ver por si
mismo el informe de la tumba vacia de Maria
Magdalena. Al llegar, ambos miran pero sélo "el
discipulo a quien Jesus amaba" ve, entiende y cree.
Juan enfatiza que la creencia en el Sefior Resucitado
no es solo una cuestion de conocimiento de la cabeza
sino que profundamente involucra el corazén. Sélo una
profunda relacion de amor con el Sefor conduce
finalmente a la creencia y a la aceptacion de
realidades mas alla de la comprensiéon humana.

Somos "gente de la resurreccion" y hoy es "nuestro
dia". ¢ Realmente creemos en la plena realidad de la
resurreccion, que Dios puede traer nueva vida y
significado a la muerte? Sélo una profunda relacién
de amor con Dios puede hacer que suceda. Hoy,
encuentre tiempo para profundizar su relacion amorosa
con el Senor. Una bendita y feliz Pascua a todos.

Special Indulgences

The gift of special indulgences is granted to the faithful

suffering from COVID-19 disease, commonly known as

Coronavirus, as well as to health care workers, family

members and all those who in any capacity, including

through prayer, care for them.

e Trusting in Christ, a plenary indulgence is “granted
to the faithful suffering from Coronavirus, who are
subject to quarantine by order of the health authority
in hospitals or in their own homes if, with a spirit
detached from any sin, they unite spiritually through
the media to the celebration of Holy Mass, the
recitation of the Holy Rosary, to the pious practice of
the Way of the Cross or other forms of devotion, or if
at least they will recite the Creed, the Lord's Prayer
and a pious invocation to the Blessed Virgin Mary,
offering this trial in a spirit of faith in God and charity
towards their brothers and sisters, with the will to
fulfil the usual conditions (sacramental confession,
Eucharistic communion and prayer according to the
Holy Father's intentions), as soon as possible.”

o ‘“Health care workers, family members and all those
who, following the example of the Good Samaritan,
exposing themselves to the risk of contagion, care
for the sick of Coronavirus according to the words of
the divine Redeemer: ‘Greater love has no one than
this: to lay down one’s life for one’s friends’ (Jn
15:13), will obtain the same gift of the Plenary
Indulgence under the same conditions.”

¢ An indulgence is “the expression of the Church's full
confidence of being heard by the Father when - in
view of Christ's merits and, by his gift, those of Our
Lady and the saints - she asks him to mitigate or
cancel the painful aspect of punishment by fostering
its medicinal aspect through other channels of
grace” (John Paul I, General Audience, September
29, 1999).
